(2) Require the Ombudsman to issue findings within a certain
amount of time after a complaint is filed against the
Commission regarding the Commission's duties.

Your Committees find that this measure will ensure that
complaints by condominium unit owners against associations are
properly investigated by the Real Estate Commission and timely
resolved.

Your Committees have amended this measure by:

(1) Changing the effective date to July 1, 3000, to
" encourage further discussion; and

(2) Making technical, nonsubstantive amendments for the
purposes of clarity, consistency, and style.

& Commerce that are attached to this report, your Committees are
in accord with the intent and purpose of H.B. No. 2524, as amended
herein, and recommend that it pass Second Reading in the form
attached hereto as H.B. No. 2524, H.D. 1, and be placed on the
calendar for Third Reading.
