A BILL FOR AN ACT

l;/IAKING AN APPROPRIATION TO THE DEPARTMENT OF EMERGENCY SERVICES
OF THE CITY AND COUNTY OF HONOLULU.
BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF HAWAILI:

SECTION 1. 1In accordance with section 9 of article VII, of
the Constitution of the State of Hawaii and sections 37-91 and
37-93, Hawaii Revised Statutes, the legiélature has determined
that the appropriation contained in this Act will cause the
state general fund expenditure ceiling for fiscal year 2024-2025
to be exceeded by $ , Or per cent. The reasons
for exceeding the general fund expenditure ceiling are that the
appropriation made in this Act is necessary to serve the public
interest and to meet the need provided for by this Act.

SECTION 2. There is appropriated out of the general
revenues of the State of Hawaii the sum of $3,500,000 or so much
thereof as may be necessary for fiscal year 2024-2025 as a
grant-in-aid to the emergency services department of the city
and county of Honolulu for the crisis outreachvresponse and
engagement (C.O0.R.E.) program and shall be used for the

expansion of C.0.R.E. services outside of urban Honolulu.
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SECTION 3. The sum appropriated shall be expended by the
emergency services department of the city and county of Honolulu
for the purposes of this Act.

SECTION 4. This Act shall take effect on July 1, 2024.
