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OVERVIEW  
 
A. Mission Statement  
 
As outlined in Hawai‘i Revised Statutes (HRS) Section 26-20, the mission of the 
Department of Labor and Industrial Relations (DLIR) is to "administer programs designed to 
increase the economic security, physical and economic well-being, and productivity of 
workers, and to foster good labor-management relations." This includes the administration 
of workers' compensation, employment security, apprenticeship training, wage and hour 
laws, and industrial relations laws. 
 
The department’s strategic objectives and goals involve assuring all workers full and 
equal opportunity to work, decent working conditions, fair treatment on the job, equitable 
compensation, and assistance in work related difficulties/benefits. Major program 
activities to accomplishing these objectives and goals include investigation and 
corrective or regulatory action to assure safe and healthful working conditions, fair 
treatment and equitable compensation; counseling, job placement and training to 
increase skills, job readiness and employment opportunities, and compensation 
payments to lessen the impact of work-related difficulties such as unemployment, 
injuries and disabilities. Progress regarding performance metrics and milestones are 
tracked and reported in the Variance Report.  
 
 
B. Current Economic and Fiscal Conditions  
 
Hawai‘i’s economy, as measured by real gross domestic product (GDP), has rebounded, 
exceeding pre-pandemic levels by 0.7%. Hawai‘i’s overall unemployment rate in 2024 is 
2.9%, with projections of 2.7% in 2025, 2.6% in 2026, and 2.5% in 2027. The labor force 
has remained steady, as reflected in the labor force and job data reported by the 
Department of Business, Economic Development & Tourism (DBEDT). 



 
The Unemployment Compensation Trust Fund (UCTF) exceeds $711.5 million as of 
November 30, 2024.  With this balance, Schedule C will be in effect for calendar year 2025. 
 
As unemployment in Hawai‘i remains low, and as baby boomers continue to retire, DLIR is 
facing increased competition for available talent. To address this challenge and to ensure 
the department is sufficiently staffed for the rollout of the State’s new Enterprise Financial 
System (EFS), DLIR has significantly ramped up its recruitment efforts. 
 
DLIR has participated in 13 job/career fairs in 2024, including DLIR’s inaugural job & 
resource fair held on November 22, 2024, at its offices on Punchbowl Street which local TV 
news stations featured.1  DLIR has also hired many graduates of the Hele Imua internship 
program, and enhanced outreach through social media, public service announcements on 
radio and TV, and an e-newsletter. These efforts aim to help fill vacancies in 2025 and 
beyond. 
 
 
C. Federal Funds  
 
A significant portion of DLIR’s funding comes from federal sources. As we prepare for the  
shift in presidential administrations, some department programs may face reduced funding 
levels.

It remains uncertain whether changes in the federal administration will impact Hawai‘i's 
federal-state unemployment insurance program grant in FY2025. The administrative grant 
amount depends on workload but could be reduced, as seen in previous years. Significant 
cuts to this grant would require reliance on other funding sources, such as the Special 
Unemployment Insurance Administration Fund.

17.504 Consultation Agreements Hawai‘i Occupational Safety and Health Division (HIOSH) 
 
Three of HIOSH’s five branches are funded on a roughly 50-50% federal-state basis, while 
the Consultation & Training Branch is funded at a 90%-10% federal-state ratio. In the fourth 
quarter of FFY 2024, Federal OSHA reduced funding for all State-Plan programs by 3.61% 
and 3.77%. This reduction has not been restored for FFY 2025. Due to the mixed funding 
structure and staffing vacancies, HIOSH covered federal shortfalls during FY24. However, 
the continued funding reductions in FY25 and beyond are resulting in severe programmatic 
impacts, including an inability to fill vacant positions and reduced travel for training.

Federal Award ID No. (FAIN): 2401HIRSSS; CFDA#: 93.566 (Refugee Social Services) 
 
The federal Office of Refugee Resettlement (ORR) has indicated that no funding has 
been approved by Congress for the RSS Program for Federal Fiscal Year 2025 to 
date.  Nevertheless, there are funds that have been appropriated in a supplemental 
budget that still needs congressional approval.  ORR has further advised that funds will 
be likely approved for the RSS program but not to the level as requested by ORR to 
cover all state RSS program requests.  ORR will have more information on this funding 
situation in the near future.   
 
Hawai‘i normally receives essentially just minimal base funding which is approximately 
$50,000 per year.  We have been advised that any cuts to RSS funding will not go 
below the $45,000 base amount.  Currently, Hawai‘i’s RSS program has about 
$690,972 in carryover funds from FFY2023 and FFY2024 to be used for FFY 
2025.  These consist mainly of supplemental funds awarded to Hawai‘i in anticipation of 
the “refugees” arriving from Ukraine and Afghanistan.  ORR has indicated that there has 
been some discussion to extend the encumbrance deadline for those funds to 
FY2026.  Currently, if Hawai‘i does not receive any RSS funds for FFY2025, it should 
have sufficient funding for the RSS program for FFY 2025 as expenditures for FFY 2024 
was approximately $117,746, which was higher than normal because of program 
expansion. 
 
Federal Award ID No. (FAIN): 2401HIRCMA; CFDA#: 93.566 (Refugee Cash and 
Medical Assistance – RCMA) 
 
The federal Office of Refugee Resettlement (ORR) has indicated that Congress has 
approved of only half of the funding requested by ORR for the RCMA Program for 
Federal Fiscal Year 2025 to date.  Nevertheless, there are RCMA funds that have been 
appropriated in a supplemental budget that still needs congressional approval.  ORR 
has further indicated that it believes that more funds will be likely be approved for the 
RCMA program but not to the level as requested by ORR to cover all state RCMA 
program requests.  ORR will have more information on this funding situation in the near 
future.   
 
Hawai‘i normally receives minimal base funding which is approximately $25,000.  We 
have been advised that any cuts to RCMA funding will not go below that base 
amount.  Currently, Hawai‘i’s RCMA program has about $210,072 in carryover funds 
from FFY2024 to be used for FFY 2025.  These consist mainly of additional 
supplemental funds awarded to Hawai‘i in anticipation of the “refugees” arriving from 
Ukraine and other countries.  ORR has indicated that there has been some discussion 
to extend the encumbrance deadline for those RCMA funds to FY2026.  Currently, if 
Hawai‘i receives reduced RCMA funding for FFY2025, it should have sufficient funding 
for the RCMA program for FFY 2025 as expenditures for FFY 2024 was approximately 
$35,465.

It remains uncertain whether changes in the federal administration will impact Hawai‘i's 
federally funded programs listed above. The allotments for these grants depend on the 
state's unemployment rate. Further, it’s uncertain whether changes will be made to the 
WIOA Title I Programs that Congress has not yet reauthorized. This may impact services to 
low-income adults, dislocated workers, and low-income youth.

E. Budget Development Process & Prioritization  
 
DLIR’s budget process follows a “bottom-up” approach. Each program reviews its current 
operations and identifies the resources required to provide necessary statutory services at 
acceptable levels. These findings are then reviewed by the Director, Deputy Director, and 
appropriate staff to develop the department’s proposed budget. 
 
Requests for additional funding are prioritized based on factors including, but not limited to, 
service levels to the public, State and Federal legal mandates, and modernization efforts 
aimed at increasing efficiency and transparency for workers, employers, and beneficiaries. 
 
 
F. Significant Adjustments  
 
Based on the factors mentioned in Part E, the following are DLIR’s primary budget requests: 
 

 $2.9+ million to fund the maintenance and operation of the Disability Compensation 
Division’s Electronic Case Management System, including associated licenses and 
cloud services. This request ensures the continued secure operation and licensing of 
the State’s infrastructure, allowing for electronic filing and access to workers' 
compensation and temporary disability cases in a secure cloud environment. The 
system supports the department’s mission by facilitating efficient online filings and 
timely benefit payments. 
 



 $126,000+ for two Human Resources Specialist IV positions to implement the Holo 
delegation and Act 186 hiring programs. Both programs aim to enhance hiring 
efficiency by empowering DLIR to manage recruitment functions while ensuring 
compliance with civil service laws. 
 

 Two Labor Law Enforcement Specialist positions to address the backlog of labor law 
complaints investigated by the Wage Standards Division, along with additional 
funding for necessary equipment for these positions. 
 

 Two Enforcement Specialist IV positions (1 on Oahu, 1 in Hilo) within the Disability 
Compensation Division (DCD) to help ensure that eligible employees receive the 
medical and economic protection guaranteed by workers’ compensation, temporary 
disability insurance, and prepaid health care laws. Without these positions, DLIR is 
concerned that employer compliance will remain unmonitored, delinquency rates on 
the Big Island will increase, and eligible employees may continue to face undue 
financial hardship or work without coverage. 
 

 Funding for an additional Hawai‘i Labor Relations Board Staff Attorney to implement 
the criteria and procedures established by Act 143 for the creation of new bargaining 
units.
