FISCAL BIENNIUM 2021 - 23

Overview

Thank you for the opportunity to present the Department of Health’s Executive Biennium
Budget for FB 21-23.

Mission Statement, Strategic Objectives, Goals and Performance Metrics

The mission of the Department of Health (DOH) is to protect and improve the health and
environment for all people in Hawaii.

The strategic goals of the DOH are to invest in healthy babies and families; take health into
where people live, work, learn, and play; create a culture of health throughout Hawaii; address
the social determinants of health; use evidence-based practices and make data-driven
decisions; and improve core business services and customer satisfaction.

The goals of the DOH are to promote health and well-being, prevent disease and injury,
promote healthy lifestyles and workplaces, promote the strength and integrity of families and
communities, prevent pollution and promote and preserve a clean, healthy and natural
environment, promote resource conservation (recycling), protect and enhance air and water
quality, and to assure basic physical and mental health care (the five A’s- Affordable,
Appropriate, Assured quality, Available, and Accessible).

Focus areas of the strategic plan included 1) launch a community paramedicine program to
improve access to care, 2) create crisis stabilization beds to fill gaps in the community’s
continuity of care, and 3) restrict vaping to protect Hawaii’s youth. The DOH has made
substantial progress on these three main focus areas despite the COVID-19 pandemic, but
having to make adjustments along the way.

Budget Requests in Relation to Strategic Objectives, Goals and Performance Metrics

The economic impact of the COVID-19 pandemic and increased requirements in providing
support and responses have stretched the DOH’s resources. The DOH pivoted many programs
to provide critical support to the COVID-19 emergency response, including staff from all
Divisions and every island. The lack of a well-coordinated federal response further exacerbated
the uncertainties and difficulties in planning and responding to the pandemic. Itis also a
concern due to the unknown future of the economic recovery and its subsequent impact to the
state and the department. As such, the DOH has been carefully monitoring its critical program
needs and funding availability to minimize the negative impact to the general public. As we
learned the during the period after the last recession, cutting critical public health services that
work upstream to prevent more expensive and expansive problems led to shifting the
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community’s burden on more expensive treatment and services, including an increase in jail
admissions. Therefore, the Executive Biennium budget requests include adjustments to fund
essential positions and funds to support operations in critical programs. The DOH would also
request the budget reductions in FY22 and FY23 to be minimal in order to maintain services for
public health related support to protect the health of our most vulnerable individuals and
communities.

Impact of State-Wide Conditions on Agency Operations

The DOH has been on the frontlines of this rapidly evolving pandemic. With mounting concerns
surrounding the response to contain the spread of COVID-19, the department is under
tremendous pressure to control the outbreak through essential public health functions, such as
laboratory testing, surveillance, prevention & education, vaccination, contact tracing,
guarantine, and isolation of cases and their close contacts. In FY 21, the DOH is facing a
reduction of $20.9 million in operating budget in general funds to assist the State in managing
its budgetary shortfalls due to the impact of the pandemic. These savings were mainly through
the 221.7 FTE vacant positions in personal services in various public health programs, including
positions critical to response and recovery from the COVID-19 pandemic. In preparing and
managing the vaccination programs to control and reduce the spread of the COVID-19, DOH
would require additional resources to work with the federal government, counties, providers,
and local communities to implement the state’s COVID-19 Vaccination Plan and help the state’s
recovery efforts, in order to maintain department’s ability to provide sufficient support in all
administrations within the DOH.

Federal Funds
Programs that have lost or are at risk of losing federal funds are described below:

HTH440 Alcohol and Drug Abuse Division

Substance Abuse Prevention and Treatment Block Grant (CFDA 93.959). There is potential
reduction in next year's award by dollar for dollar decrease in amount that requirement is not
met. Program will continue to seek discretionary federal grants to support the substance abuse
prevention and treatment misuse and address the state's needs.

HTH 590 Chronic Disease Prevention and Health Promotion Division

National Asthma Control Program (CFDA 93.070). Funding ended for asthma self-management
programs (ASMP) in schools and through community health centers. There is no supplanting
with other means of finance. The contracts with ASMP sites ended.

Budget Request

The Executive Biennium Budget for the DOH provides for 185.84 general funded FTE positions
and $13M (FY22) and $8M (FY23) reductions to the FY21 base budget through a comprehensive
review of program functions and activities to identify possible reductions and strategies that
would realign departmental efforts to meet its core public health functions and services.

To be prepared for any funding needs, the DOH would request consideration for no additional
reductions in general fund base budget for FY 22 and FY 23 for unanticipated expenses, and
funds can be immediately re-directed for COVID-19 responses and vaccination efforts in the
event unanticipated expenses arise and funds are required for public health related support to
protect the health of our most vulnerable individuals and communities.

Below includes impact of reductions and top priority budget requests by Administration:

Health Resources Administration (HRA):
e The HRA is requesting to exempt the HTH 131 Disease Outbreak Control Division from
any reductions as the programs are providing critical lifesaving services to the State of
Hawaii. Those services are extremely critical especially during the pandemic.

e DOH will be continuing to discuss with the counties the funding of Emergency Medical
Services (EMS) for the next Fiscal Biennium and future budget cycles. This will be
addressed in the 2021 legislature.

Behavioral Health Administration (BHA):
e The reductions in BHA would result in the following impact:

o Reduction in Purchase of Services (POS) contracts and services resulting in
reduction of community programs or services, the impact of which is difficult to
determine. Services from the community based and non-profit programs across
the state would have to be reduced — particularly in neighbor island rural areas
of the state.

o Insome programs, particularly with the Alcohol and Drug Abuse Division,
reduction in general funds result in an automatic reduction in federal block grant
funding.

e The Developmental Disabilities Division is requesting to extend the expenditures ceiling
for Intellectual and Developmental Disabilities (I/DD) Medicaid Waiver Administrative
Claiming Special Fund per Act 165, SLH 2019. The expenditure ceiling in Act 9, SLH 2020
is set at $3,200,000 for FY 2021 only. The request is to make this special fund recurring
in DOH- Developmental Disabilities Division’s (DDD) base budget beyond FY2021. This
will allow the DOH-DDD to maximize the use of federal Medicaid administrative claiming
to operate HCBS waiver for persons with intellectual and developmental disabilities
(1/DD), and ensure compliance with all federal Medicaid requirements. In addition, the
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new expenditures ceiling includes the estimates of Special Fund Assessments Pursuant
to Sections 36-27 and 36-30, HRS. ($3,200,000 in FY22 and FY23, MOF: B)

e The Adult Mental Health Division (Inpatient) is requesting full year salary for the
approved new positions to support the new Hawaii State Hospital (HSH) forensic
building. (54,305,833 in FY22 and FY23, MOF: A)

e The Adult Mental Health Division (Inpatient) is also requesting additional operating
funds to support the new HSH forensic building. (52,655,133 in FY22 and FY23, MOF: A)

e The Adult Mental Health Division (Inpatient) is also requesting funding for 6.00 FTE for
positions that were unfunded in Act 9, SLH 2020. ($492,828 in FY22 and FY23, MOF: A)

Environmental Health Administration (EHA):

e EHA requires sufficient resources to assure that health and the environment of all those
in Hawaii is protected and enhanced by establishing and enforcing regulatory standards
for unsanitary and hazardous products/conditions and health care facilities/related
services and providing specialized environmental health and laboratory services in the
State of Hawaii.

e General funds (mainly position salaries) are necessary to provide the required matching
funds and/or maintenance of effort for many of the numerous federal grant awards
received annually.

e EHA has met the target reduction amounts for FY 22 and FY 23, although some of the
listed items are not very realistic, such as reducing funds for electricity and other facility-
related costs budgeted in HTH 710 and HTH 849. Especially for the State Laboratories
Division, without sufficient electricity, the labs and their equipment will be inoperable,
and no testing will be possible.

e The Environmental Management Division is requesting an Increase appropriation
ceiling for Water Pollution Control Revolving Loan Fund (Clean Water State Revolving
Fund; CWSRF) to enable full utilization of loan funds for water pollution control
infrastructure. The funding enables construction of water pollution control
infrastructure to protect and abate pollution of ground and coastal water resources and
to protect and promote public health and safety in the State of Hawaii. (550,000,000 in
FY22 and FY23, MOF: W)

General Administration (GA):
e The GA requires the funding to assure that the department can manage all fundamental
capacities for effective and efficient actions to accomplish its mission and goals in
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providing fiscal, budget, human resources, and facilities support for the entire
department, including neighbor island offices.

e Human Resources Office:

The reductions in HRO would negatively impact the DOH’s ability to fulfill its
mission and goals for departmental human resources management and
administration in the areas of labor relations; position classification and
compensation; recruitment and examination; training, safety, and employee
relations; and employee benefits and transactions; all of which are critical to
ensure the Department is able to effectively recruit and retain its most valuable
resource, which is its employees, in order to fulfill its mission and goals.
Additional impacts include untimely employee transactions such as
implementing manual pay transactions, processing separations from service such
as resignations and retirements, administration of the Department’s Leave Share
Program, etc.; inability to effectively and timely maintain positions leading to
delays in position establishment, conversions, implementing approved
reorganizations, filling positions, etc.; delays in all recruitment and examination
actions needed to fill vacant positions, including screening of applicants and
interpretation and implementation of various appointment types and
procedures; inability to timely and effectively administer the training and safety
programs. All of the impacts above will expose the DOH to grievances, internal
complaints, or lawsuits, for failure to comply with respective collective
bargaining agreements and/or Statutory requirements.

e Office of Health Status Monitoring:

O

Abolishment of Office Assistants (OAs): OAs are the backbone of the vital records
workforce responsible for cataloguing all births, deaths, marriages, and name
changes required for identification, nationality, and other citizenship or resident
rights and privileges. Abolishment will lead to less productive and less accurate
processing of vital records, which was proven by the backlog of requests due to
stay at home orders: births recorded late interfere with registration with Social
Security, and late death registration or certification delays burials and probate.
Both will cause needless stress and anxiety for the average resident in the
accomplishment of ordinary tasks and major life events. Transactions processed
by OAs are largely deposited into the General Fund so diminishing the workforce
will also strain revenue deposits.

Abolishment of Research Statisticians: Research Statisticians are required for
ongoing participation in the CDC National Center for Health Statistics program
that provides fundamental data sets on births, deaths, and related event which
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quantify demographic health trends, pregnancy risk factors, teen pregnancies,
preterm births, and basic mortality including leading causes of death. This
program enables Hawaii and other participating states to draw down federal
funds for programs that address these issues, and are the data on which state
and national public policy are based, e.g. seatbelt laws, cancer research funding,
etc. Disruption in the quality and timeliness will impair Hawaii’s competitiveness
for federal dollars and distort our state’s unique needs when compared to the
mainland.

Capital Improvement Projects include:
e InFY22, $860,000 in construction funds is requested to reroof the warehouse and care
facility at Kalaupapa. These buildings must remain in operation until there are no longer
patients at Kalaupapa. Design is already funded, and the project is ready to bid out.

e InFY22, $3,500,000 is requested for Hawaii State Hospital, Building Q to replace chillers
and related improvements.

e InFY22 and FY23, total of $600,000 is requested for Hawaii State Hospital, Building B
kitchen improvements.

e InFY22,$7,090,000 in construction funds is requested to close the second of two
landfills at Kalaupapa - the C&D (Construction and Demolition) landfill. Design is already
funded and in progress. The much smaller MSW (Municipal Solid Waste) landfill was
successfully closed in October 2016 for $1.6 million.

The Executive Biennium requests also include trade-off transfer requests which consist of
adjustments to fund critical positions that were unfunded in Act 9, SLH 2020 to support
operations in various programs. Federal fund adjustment requests are also being submitted to
align the federal budget ceiling with updated actual and anticipated federal fund awards.

The department is continuing its efforts to further define and develop metrics to track the
success of its programs in achieving its strategic goals. DOH continues to address the health of
our State through a combination of population health management and strategic partnerships
to address the needs of our most vulnerable populations. We look forward to advancing
Hawaii’s health agenda through the leveraging of resources and capitalizing on health care
reform options which support accessible, affordable, and quality health care.

Without the services they receive from DDD,
many individuals would ultimately require
placement in institutional settings, which
would cost the state double or often triple
what it costs to provide services in home and
community based settings.

Prior to the establishment of Medicaid 1915(c)
HCBS waivers, institutions such as Waimano
Training School and Hospital were the primary
means of supporting individuals with I/DD.
These waivers allow states to access federal
funds for an array of home and community
based services such as personal assistance,
employment supports, private duty nursing,
residential care, and adult day health
programs. In fact, federal Medicaid funds pay
the larger share of the cost of the program.
The federal share, based on the Federal
Medical Assistance Percentage (FMAP), is
typically between 53 and 54 percent. In fiscal
year 2020, the State received approximately
$75 million in federal Medicaid funds for the
DD Waiver.

1915(c) waivers must be renewed every five
years. The DD Waiver was last renewed in July
2016 and DDD is currently working on the
application for the July 2021 renewal.

The Queen's Medical Center (QMC) Dental Clinic maintains the only facilities, equipment, and staff that can provide
the needed service in Hawaii for adult patients whose conditions are seriously compromised by medical conditions or
by inherent physical, mental, or intellectual/developmental disabilities so as to prevent the delivery of services in a
customary dental setting. In Hawaii, the QMC Dental Clinic is the only clinic that provides hospital dentistry (dental
care under general anesthesia) for these vulnerable adult populations.

QMC provides general dental and oral surgery services concentrating on, but not limited to, disabled and medically
compromised patients. The delivery of these services require facilities, equipment, and staff common to both a
surgical theatre and dental operatory. The HCDSB contracts with QMC to provide general dental and oral surgery
services under a hospital setting for the vulnerable adult populations that cannot receive dental care in traditional
dental clinic or office.

The reduction of funds will significantly affect the QMC Dental Clinic's budget to financially support the dental clinic.
These funds are critical to maintain and support the clinic facilities, operations, and personnel expenses. This
reduction of funds will directly affect their overall capacity to provide treatment to the community and HCDSB
referral patients.

Reduction in this contract would mean the inability to provide CMS
mandated supports for consumer-directed (CD) participants in the Medicaid 1915(c) Waiver. The CD component of
the Waiver allows participants to serve as the employer of record for their service employees and manage a set
amount of dollars allocated for their CD services. The structure of the CD program removes the State from any co-
employer liability and gives flexibility for the employer to obtain quality services. CMS incorporates the use of a
Financial Management Services (FMS) entity which Hawaii uses to provide: (1) an Electronic Visit Verification (EVV)
system for recording employee worktime (federally mandated under Section 12006(a) of the 21st Century Cures Act),
(2) payment of employees, (3) withholding and deposit of employer and employee taxes, (4) ensuring compliance
with federal and state regulations for employers. In addition, the FMS contractor provides training and tools for CD
employers to manage and reallocate funds within the annual amount of Medicaid dollars allocated for their CD
services. Since most CD employers are family member of participants, they are not paid and provider agency
administrative expenses are not incorporated into the CD unit rates; enabling cost savings for the State.

Without these FMS supports, the State is: (1) at risk for being a co-employer and assumes liability for over 1600 CD
employees, (2) not in compliance with federal and state labor and tax regulations and subject to any hearings and
subsequent penalties, (3) not in compliance with the provisions of the CMS approved Waiver. A reduction in the FMS
contract would significantly jeopardize the compliance of the state with the 1915(c) Waiver.
