The Hawaii State Public Library System (HSPLS) supports H.B. 2399, which makes technical 
amendments to permanently exempt an additional administrative assistant position in the 
Hawaii State Public Library System (HSPLS) from civil service.  
 
Act 88, Session Laws of Hawaii 2021, created a new administrative assistant position in HSPLS. 
The new administrative assistant position was intended to be permanently exempt from civil 
service, similar to a pre-existing exempt administrative assistant position.  At the time the 
position was created and funded, the appropriate amendments to section 76-16(b), HRS, had 
not been enacted.   
 
Without the amendments to section 76-16(b) proposed in this measure, the HSPLS will 
continue to have one administrative assistant position that is exempt from civil service 
requirements and one position that is not.  This proposed amendment is consistent with the 
intention that both administrative assistant positions are exempt.  An exempt facilities position 
will allow HSPLS to hire an individual with the skills and experience necessary to maintain our 
facilities statewide.
