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The Office of Hawaiian Affairs (OHA) SUPPORTS SB2659 SD1 HD1, which would 
incorporate a regenerative framework into the State Planning Act by expanding objectives 
and policies for the visitor industry and requires an update to the State Tourism Functional 
Plan.  This measure champions regenerative tourism and seeks to revolutionize Hawaiʻi’s 
visitor industry by taking a significant step towards creating a more sustainable, culturally 
sensitive, and equitable tourism sector that benefits both Hawaiʻi’s people and visitors 
alike.  Moreover, this legislation holds immense potential to not only transform our 
tourism sector but also to uplift and empower the Native Hawaiian community. 

At its core, regenerative tourism embodies principles of sustainability, cultural 
sensitivity, and community engagement. By committing to building capacity and offering 
career opportunities within the visitor industry, we have the opportunity to increase the 
representation of Hawaiʻi’s people, particularly those from the Native Hawaiian 
community, in management and leadership positions. This not only fosters economic 
empowerment but also ensures that decisions are made with a deep understanding of and 
respect for local culture and values.  The concept of regenerative tourism goes beyond 
mere sustainability; it seeks to actively restore and enhance the natural and cultural 
resources of a destination while fostering meaningful connections between visitors and 
local communities. By incorporating regenerative tourism principles into Hawaiʻi’s visitor 
industry, we have an opportunity to transform tourism into a force for positive change, 
promoting environmental stewardship, cultural integrity, and economic prosperity. 
 

The formation of community partnerships proposed in this measure to protect 
cultural and natural resources is vital for preserving Native Hawaiian cultural integrity and 
strengthening the relationship between the people and the land. By engaging in 
collaborative efforts that prioritize the care of the land and respect kapu (culturally 
grounded prohibitions of practices or actions) and environmentally sensitive contexts, we 
can ensure that Hawaiʻi’s unique cultural heritage and ecological treasures are 
safeguarded for generations to come. Policies that acknowledge and protect Native 
Hawaiian cultural intellectual property, traditional knowledge, and traditional cultural 
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expressions that contribute to Hawaiʻi’s economy help to preserve Hawaiʻi’s unique 
cultural and ecological heritage. While it is imperative that we respect and honor the 
indigenous heritage of our islands this measure recognizes that we must also support 
innovative financial policies and data collection and analysis to incentivize and facilitate a 
shift towards a regenerative visitor industry.  Strengthening the relationships between the 
place and its people is essential for creating authentic and meaningful experiences for 
both residents and visitors and provides an economic benefit as well.1  

Implementing innovative financial policies and data collection and analysis to 
incentivize a shift towards a regenerative visitor industry is crucial for reducing the 
ecological footprint of tourism. Policies aimed at decreasing impacts on beaches, reefs, 
and ocean life, as well as minimizing the negative effects of vacation accommodation 
rentals, bed and breakfast operations, and rental cars, are essential for sustaining and 
improving the quality of life for Hawaii's people. 

Moreover, this legislation benefits the Native Hawaiian community by prioritizing 
cultural integrity, community engagement, and environmental stewardship. This bill not 
only supports the economic prosperity of Hawaiʻi but also ensures that the Native 
Hawaiian community is respected, honored, and included in the tourism industry's 
decision-making processes.  

OHA urges this committee to PASS SB2659 SD1 HD1 thereby incorporating a 
regenerative framework into the State Planning Act by expanding objectives and policies 
for the visitor industry and updating the State Tourism Functional Plan. By embracing 
regenerative principles, we can create a tourism industry that uplifts our communities, 
benefits our economy, and preserves our natural and cultural heritage for future 
generations.
