Your Committee on Finance, to which was referred H.B. No. 58,
H.D. 1, entitled:

“A BILL FOR AN ACT RELATING TO PROTECTIVE ORDERS,”

The purpose of this measure is to establish and fund the
Hawaii Hope Card Program within the Department of Attorney General
to enable law enforcement officers to better protect domestic
violence victims and others covered by long-term protective
orders. Under this Program, any person who has been granted a
long-term protective order can request the issuance of a Hope Card
that identifies the individual to be restrained by the long-term
protective order.

Hina’ea: A Place for Healing and two concerned individuals
supported the measure. The Department of the Attorney General
testified in opposition.

As affirmed by the record of votes of the members of your
Committee on Finance that is attached to this report, your
Committee is in accord with the intent and purpose of H.B. No. 58,
H.D. 1, and recommends that it pass Third Reading.
