who are convicted of an employment-related felony.

Your Committee
received comments on this measure from the Board of Trustees of
the Employees' Retirement System.

Your Committee finds that public officers and employees are
responsible for upholding the public's trust in government and
democracy. The public's belief in government and democracy
becomes strained when public officers and employees participate in
misconduct in their employment, while maintaining the benefits of
their employment. This measure will demonstrate that the State
takes the ethics of its employees seriously.
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As affirmed by the record of votes of the members of your
Committee on Judiciary & Hawaiian Affairs that is attached to this
report, your Committee is in accord with the intent and purpose of
H.B. No. 670, H.D. 1, and recommends that it be referred to your
Committee on Finance.
