(1) Changing the due date of the report to be submitted to
the Legislature from no later than October 31, 2023 to no
later than December 15, 2023.
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As affirmed by the record of votes of the members of your
Committee on Human Services that is attached to this report, your
Committee concurs with the intent and purpose of H.R. No. 203, as
amended herein, and recommends that it be referred to your
Committee on Finance in the form attached hereto as H.R. No. 203,
