Your Committee received testimony in support of this measure
from the Office of Hawaiian Affairs and Hawaii Youth Services.
Your Committee received testimony with comments from the
Department of Human Services and the Office of Youth Services.

Your Committee finds that studies have shown that youth who
are connected to their culture and community are more successful
and less likely to become involved in the juvenile justice system
and that partnerships with community organizations may be an
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appropriate practice for the family court to be more culturally
responsive to maximize rehabilitation and reduce recidivism.

Committee on Judiciary & Hawaiian Affairs that is attached to this
report, your Committee concurs with the intent and purpose of H.R.
No. 73, H.D. 1, and recommends its adoption.
