Your Committees find that veterans of the Iraq and 
Afghanistan‘conflicts have sacrificed their lives to defend the 
citizens of'the United States. .Your Committees recognize that 
creating a special license plate for Iraq and Afghanistan veterans 
is an expression of gratitude for their service in protecting, not 
only our state citizens, but the citizens of our nation. Existing 
law does not include special license plates for Iraq and 
Afghanistan veterans, therefore, this measure will create license 
plates to honor the veterans of the Iraq and Afghanistan 
conflicts. 

As affirmed by the records of votes of the members of your 
Committees on Public Safety and Intergovernmental and Military 
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Affairs and Transportation and Culture and the Arts that are 
attached to this report, your Committees are in accord with the 
intent and purpose of S.B. No. 374 and recommend that it pass 
Second Reading and be referred to your Committee on Ways and
