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Request the Department of Human Services provide an
evaluation and report of the impacts of the implemented
rate increases on uptake, utilization, and cost savings
to the Medicaid program; and

Require implementation of rate studies every four years
starting from the date of the last rate study, requiring
said results be reported to the Legislature twenty days
prior to the convening of the following legislative
session.
