HAWAII CHAPTER AND THE TAIWANESE CHAMBERS OF COMMERCE OF
NORTH AMERICA - HAWAII CHAPTER FOR THEIR OUTSTANDING
COMMITMENT TO PHILANTHROPY, COMNUNITY SERVICE, AND GLOBAL
COOPERATION.

8 across eighty—six chapters worldwide that are in coalition with
9 more than 11,600 Taiwanese business members who have

10 collectively created over 170,000 jobs in their local

13 WHEREAS, in 1996, the Hawaii Chapter of GFCBW was founded
14 and has enjoyed tremendous support from local members who uplift
15 their local communities by engaging in vital charitable
16 initiatives, including but not limited to:

18 (1) Donations to the Maui Strong Fund;

28 WHEREAS, the Taiwanese Chambers of Commerce of North
29 America (TCCNA) was founded in 1988 as a not-for-profit
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1 organization and has expanded to one hundred fifteen major
2 metropolitan areas across North America; and

WHEREAS, the Hawaii Chapter of TCCNA has actively
contributed to the community through initiatives such as:

7 (1) Food and medical drives at homeless shelters;

9 (2) Donating 100,000 masks and sanitizers; and
