The State Foundation on Culture and the Arts (SFCA), is dedicated to the 
promotion, perpetuation, and preservation of culture and the arts in Hawaiʻi.   
 
SFCA respectfully OPPOSES S.B. 2764 which would repeal the State Foundation 
on Culture and the Arts policy and oversight commission who’s “membership is 
comprised of individuals by reason of education or extensive experience, are 
generally recognized as having demonstrated accomplishment or expertise in 
the fields of culture, the arts, history, and the humanities, and are familiar with 
the people and culture of Hawaii.”  
 
Transferring responsibility from a commission to the administration, defeats the 
SFCA’s commitment to community-based decision making. Additionally, the 
elimination of the commission would remove Hawaiʻi’s ability for various 
funding. According to National Endowment for the Arts State Partnership 
agreement eligibility requirements, the State of Hawaiʻi would not be eligible to 
receive funding from the National Endowment for the Arts without an 
independent board, council, or commission whose members serve in an advisory 
or policy-making capacity.  Losing Federal support would eliminate the folk and 
traditional arts program, the arts education program and the biennium grants 
program, all  which have greatly impacted the perpetuation of culture, arts and 
education in Hawaiʻi.  
 
SB2764 also transfers placement of the SFCA from the Department of Accounting 
and General Services (DAGS) to the Department of Business Economic 
Development and Tourism (DBEDT).  The SFCA is administratively attached to the 
Department of Accounting and General Services (HRS Chapter 9) due to the 
relationship of “art in state buildings.” The collaborative relationship can be seen 
in the Judiciary, Library and School facilities.  The SFCA has concerns regarding 
such a transfer without assurance of decreased funding implications as state arts 
agencies whose placement changes suffer significant budget decreases.

Dear Legislators,  

 

I write in strong opposition to SB2764 and the proposed repeal of the State Foundation on Culture and 

the Arts Commission. As an individual artist who has received past support from the SFCA as well as an 

arts administrator who has seen SFCA support positively impact the lives of many, I can attest to the 

importance of the work the SFCA does, not only in terms of fostering the creation of art in our state, but 

also in the economic impact it has.  

 

Unfortunately, I believe that the proposed restructuring, in which SFCA would be subsumed by the 

Department of Business, Economic Development and Tourism, will significantly undermine both artistic 

creation and the substantial economic contributions that the arts make to Hawaiʻi.  

 

The reason that the arts are a valuable economic driver is the same reason that the arts are valued in the 

first place — their authenticity is what makes them unique, meaningful and desirable. If that authenticity 

is lost, their value is also lost, again in terms of both aesthetics and dollars. People ultimately want pay for 

something that is real, not some watered-down version that is designed to appeal economically. In the 

long term, that is a losing strategy. Authenticity is the most important element of the formula.  

 

Fostering that authenticity, however, requires an agency that is both knowledgeable about the arts and 

passionate about advocating for them. Placing the SFCA within the much larger DEBDT, whose mission is 

focused solely on economics and whose commissioners are not themselves experienced leaders in arts 

fields, is a recipe for letting wither an area of economic development that should be a rich contributor to 

our state.  

 

It seems quite ironic that placing the SFCA within a department that is dedicated to expanding economic 

growth would result in the opposite effect. Yet that, I believe, is exactly what will happen.  

 

I ask that you please reject this bill. While on the surface it may seem to make for a more efficient 

organization, I believe that in the long run it will prove otherwise.

I strongly oppose the proposition to transfer the State Foundation on Culture and the Arts and 

the King Kamehameha Celebration Commission to the Department of Business, Economic 

Development, and Tourism (DBEDT). 

Tourism wherever it is generally engaged, relies on the development of a fantasy world that 

taxes the natural environment and general population. The toll of this across the archipelago is 

not sustainable, as an economic development for the residents of Hawaii who encounter wave 

after wave of visitors who come “chasing waterfalls and rainbows”.   

Throughout my tenure (since 1984) as a member of the UH-Hilo faculty, the Hawaii State 

Foundation on Culture and the Arts, and Hawaii Council for the Humanities have provided a 

lifeline of support for the campus, and Community venues engaged with the delivery of visual 

art, theater, visiting artist residency project programming.  

The economic multiplier effect of these events over these decades is substantial, and should not 

be handed over to an agency with no expertise in the Arts and Performing Arts.  

I believe this would create a negative spiral; a ratcheting down of economic potential, generated 

through the arts in K-12 public and private schools, in our university, community college 

campuses, and non-profit art / performance venues statewide. 

Americans for the Arts1, the national non-profit for advancing the arts across the United States 

since 1960, and Oregon’s Regional Arts and Culture Council, in their economic report of non-

profit arts and cultural organizations in the greater Portland area2, provide broad national 

context for the important work that has been diligently undertaken by the Hawaii State 

Foundation on Culture and the Arts.   

Work by the SFCA, including and not limited to: art acquisition and interpretive works, Artists in 

the Schools, the Art Bento museum education program serving Oʻahu public and charter 

schools grades 2-6), and Hawaii State Art Museum public programming, serve to humanize our 

collective public space and experience through Music, Performance, and Art. 

As a geographically isolated outer island, our students did not have reasonable access to 

original contemporary artworks in the collections, exhibitions, and events of the Honolulu

Academy of Art (recently reorganized and renamed) Honolulu Museum, and the Hawaii State 

Art Museum (HiSAM). Outer island outreach by the SFCA has made continuous improvements 

in this regard, over time. 

Inception of the UHH Art Department regional PSBN project in 1982, with infusion of SFCA 

Biennium Grants until about 2006 were very instrumental in helping our modest program firmly 

establish the Pacific States Biennial Print (PSBN) exhibition series, which alternated with the 

UHH Pacific Rim International Biennial until 2009. Works from our exhibitions, approved for 

acquisition for the SFCA - Relocatable Art Collection program, completed a cycle of support for 

faculty, student, and community engagement. 

The UH Hilo Art Department Baccalaureate studio, exhibition, or Artist in Residence series, 

would clearly not be what it is today, without early support from SFCA art project grants, and the 

continuing support of the Relocatable Art Fund. 

If spending (as noted by UHH Economics Professor emeritus, David Hammes) assumes a  

multiplier of 1.5 for every project dollar expended, our program, through its combination of self 

funded project monies, grants, and endowment for Artist in Residence and exhibitions since 

2012 has returned nearly $220,000 back into the local economy. 3  Our current capacity was 

grounded with early support from the SFCA. 

I have been personally, and directly engaged since 1984, and can testify to the extraordinary 

positive effect of the long partnership with SFCA for our modest Baccalaureate program.  As a 

member of the UH Hilo faculty and as a volunteer in service at various points in time with the 

East Hawaii Cultural Center, Volcano Art Center, and as a Visual Art Consultant - that, SFCA 

support for the Arts in this community over the years has been profound. 

Rather than cutting support, SFCA in partnership with Hawai’i Contemporary might embrace  

Hawaii island as a visiting Artist-In-Residence (A.I.R.) and retreat hub - in partnership with the 

Hawaii Volcanoes National Park, UH Hilo and HawCC Art Department, UHH Performing Art 

Center, Volcano Art Center, Wailoa Center, Kahilu Theater, and the Donkey Mill Art Center.  

As an A.I.R retreat destination for international Artist/ Research scholars (e.g. Fulbright 

International), whose first qualification hurdle would be certification of grant funded research 

support, would be a Blue Zone value added opportunity. The arts are a relatively clean and 

perpetually renewable industry that basically require an appropriate physical space and 

material, for artists to go about developing their work, and a place to reside for the duration of 

their residency project.

On behalf of the East Hawaii Cultural Center and our community, we strongly OPPOSE 

SB2764. This bill impacts the culture and arts on every island, every large 

metropolitan community, and every small, rural community like ours. SB2764 Transfers the 

State Foundation on Culture and the Arts (SFCA) to the Department of Business, Economic 

Development, and Tourism, and it repeals the SFCA Commission. 

First, we oppose moving SFCA to another department like DBEDT. National Assembly of State 

Arts Agencies (NASAA) statistics show that state arts agencies facing such changes experienced 

an average budget decrease of 76%. Even a 25% budget cut for SFCA could jeopardize vital 

programs that the Foundation administers like Artist-in-the-Schools (AITS) and the Arts in 

Public Places Acquisition Program. This is crucial for our rural communities where so many 

students lack access to such expansive and culturally relevant education outside of school. 

Secondly, we strongly oppose the second half of bill SB2764, which would eliminate the 

Commissioners of SFCA and allow the Governor to appoint the Executive Director of the 

Foundation with the support of the Senate. This is alarming for outer island organizations like the 

East Hawaii Cultural Center as it removes neighbor island and community representation, 

undermining transparency and community-based decision-making, core values of the 

Foundation. As an outer island organization fighting for a seat at the table, this further 

diminishes our voice. Every voice in the arts and culture community matters, as we speak for 

those consistently repressed but needing amplification. The Commissioners, experts in our field, 

represent the entire arts and culture community. Giving sole authority to the Governor to appoint 

the Executive Director risks appointing someone lacking expertise in arts and culture, 

endangering vital programs. Additionally, according to the National Assembly of State Arts 

Agencies (NASAA), Hawai‘i may lose eligibility for National Endowment for the Arts funding 

without a community-represented board.

My personal testimony: 
 
I speak from my nearly six decades (59 YEARS TO BE EXACT) of 
involvement with the SFCA when it first came into existence under the 
foresight and leadership of architect Alfred Preis, its first Executive Director, 
a visionary whose dream of a State whose art and culture program could 
stand as a shining example of the BEST in the nation. Many states in this 
country have followed the lead of Hawai’i’s progressive program that was 
second to none. Hawai’i today is that much richer for this significant action. 
 
I speak from a Kaua’i island perspective. My personal involvement in the 
arts began through the friendship and mentorship of Alfred Preis who 
strongly advised me to start the Garden Island Arts Council so that the 
SFCA, as the leading arts agency in Hawai’i, could help to provide much 
needed and meaningful arts and culture programs for our island 
community. Through his mentorship and guidance, I was able to apply for 
and receive ongoing support all areas of art.  
 
The Art-In-Public-Places program brought many commissioned artworks to 
Kaua’i by Hawai’i’s leading and upcoming artists and the purchase and 
loan of relocatable artwork by our artists in all the State buildings. In 1977, I 
tapped into the Community Arts Program to provide the many Garden 
Island Arts Council programs that our community enjoy and value for the 
past 47 years. 
 
Our E Kanikapila Kakou program, which just this week began its 41st 
season, was started back in 1983 with a $1,200 check signed by Alfred 
Preis from the SFCA. He shared the vision that EKK would be a worthwhile 
program for Kaua’i. Today this music program, which is second to none in 
Hawai’i, brings together music lovers from all over the world to enjoy 
Hawaiian music and artists. Our Kaua’i Crafts Studio and Van Go programs 
received SFCA support for many years and continues to bring inspirational 
programs to the community. The Lihu’e Airport window displays, first 
supported by Hawaiian Tourism Authority and the County of Kaua’i, is now 
receiving support from the SFCA. The Art Kaua’i Exhibitions, the Kaua’i 
Mokihana Festival and the Kaua’i Academy of Creative Arts, all started 
under the auspices of GIAC, continue to provide invaluable programs for 
the public. 



 
These unique programs started back in the late 1970’s and early 1980’s 
continue to this day because there is a Commission in this state with real 
people knowledgeable in the arts and accessible at a personal level to all 
the non-profit arts and culture groups to help us carry out our individual 
mandates. For the Garden Island Arts Council, it’s been: “We bring Arts to 
the People and People to the Arts” 
 
We have been able to do this with able leadership from Executive 
Directors, to name a few, Alfred Preis, Sarah Richards, Wendell Silva, Ron 
Yamakawa, Jon Johnson and now Karen Ewald -- along with their staff who 
work with us, who butt heads with us, who encourage us, and who we 
know as individuals who care about our programs. 
 
If the SFCA Commission is dissolved and absorbed by another state entity 
with “no-face” online interactions with their constituents, we will not be able 
to provide these amazingly versatile and lively art and culture programs for 
our respective communities. Do NOT take away from the people the 
programs that enrich their lives. Do NOT take away from the non-profit 
leadership one of the vital avenues of support. Instead, please give the 
SFCA Commission the opportunity to continue being the conduit to funding 
support, give them ADDITIONAL resources to help them in their vital role of 
supporting the dedicated army of creative and passionate non-profit 
leaders with their selfless work. Let’s put a STOP to this short-sighted move 
to consolidate statewide services where it would directly affect all that is 
good and deserving for the public. The silent majority may not know the 
means of speaking up for what they want and deserve, but those of us who 
care and who have been at it for six decades wish to vehemently speak up 
for one of our primary conduits who bring valuable support to our people.

Impact of Transferring to another department: 

• According to National Assembly of State Arts Agencies (NASAA) statistics, state arts 

agencies who placement changed suffered significant (76%) budget decreases.

Impact of repealing the SFCA Commission:

Aloha Chairs Lee, DeCoite and members of the committees,

I am Beth-Ann Kozlovich, Executive Director of the Hawaii Arts Alliance. We are grateful for
the opportunity to submit testimony in strong OPPOSITION to this bill.

Hawaiiʻs people deserve the dignity of a stand alone agency to continue to chronicle and
reflect its history, its present and future through all the arts - visual, performance, dance,
theater, music, literary and spoken word - to name a few. The arts tell the story of Hawaii,
native Hawaiians, and all the peoples who immigrated to Hawaii adding their artistic
expression to the richness of Hawaiiʻs culture. The arts will continue to tell Hawaiiʻs evolving
story if left to the independent agency responsible for its singular focus on culture and the arts
and humanities.

The mission of the State Foundation on Culture and the Arts (SFCA) is to promote,
perpetuate and preserve culture and the arts in Hawaii. Its funding is provided by the State of
Hawaii and the National Endowment for the Arts (NEA).

The SFCAʻs purpose is also to further the arts and humanities in support of the growth of
future artists, many of whom are now children or are yet unborn. Arts education is crucial to
reflect all of Hawaii and let current and future generations see themselves reflected in the
ongoing state- collected art around them, the art they create, and the conduit opened by the
arts and art education to their own humanity and the humanity of others. Additionally,
continued federal funding through the NEA may also depend on Hawaiiʻs ability to deliver arts
education in the manner specified by the NEA.

The Duties section of the Hawaii Revised Statutes Chapter 9 (see below) details activities
focusing on statewide arts preservation, perpetuation, education, accessibility, and sharing
Hawaiiʻs culture, its arts and humanities. This clearly demonstrates the importance the State
places on cultural expression for the sake of Hawaiiʻs people and their ongoing story.

The Department of Business, Economic Development and Tourism righty focuses on
economic expansion and monetizing activities in support of that goal. The SFCA focuses



solely on the importance of culture, and the arts and humanities for their own intrinsic value.
Can DBEDT meet the needs of Hawaiiʻs current and future statewide arts community -
through all the arts and the arts education needed to perpetuate them? The SFCA and its
diversified Commission from across the islands can, and should be allowed to continue to do
so, unchanged.

§9-3 Duties. The foundation shall:
(1) Assist in coordinating the plans, programs, and
activities of individuals, associations, corporations, and
agencies concerned with the preservation and
furtherance of culture and the arts and history and the
humanities;
(2) Establish written standards and criteria by which
grant contracts shall be evaluated;
(3) Appraise the availability, adequacy, and accessibility
of culture and the arts and history and the humanities to
all persons throughout the State and devise programs
whereby culture and the arts and history and the
humanities can be brought to those who would
otherwise not have the opportunity to participate;
(4) Stimulate, guide, and promote culture and the arts
and history and the humanities throughout the State;
(5) Devise and recommend legislative and
administrative action for the preservation and
furtherance of culture and the arts and history and the
humanities;
(6) Study the availability of private and governmental
grants for the promotion and furtherance of culture and
the arts and history and the humanities;
(7) Through its executive director:

(A) Administer funds allocated by grant,
gift, or bequest to the foundation; accept,
hold, disburse, and allocate funds that may
become available from other governmental
and private sources; provided that all those
funds shall be disbursed or allocated in
compliance with any specific designation



stated by the donor and in the absence of
any designation, the funds shall be
disbursed or allocated for the promotion
and furtherance of culture and the arts and
history and the humanities; and
(B) Accept, hold, disburse, and allocate
public funds that are made available to the
foundation by the legislature for
disbursement or allocation, pursuant to the
standards and procedures established in
part II, for the promotion and furtherance of
culture and the arts and history and the
humanities;

(8) Submit an annual report with recommendations to
the governor and legislature, prior to February 1, of
each year. Annual reports shall include the total
number and amount of gifts and other grants and
income received, payroll disbursements, contracts
entered into, and progress and accomplishments made
during the year, including the efforts of the Hawaii arts
education partners and its progress in implementing the
Hawaii arts education strategic plan and the
accomplishments of the art in public places and
relocatable works of art programs and the state art
museum;
(9) Convene the Hawaii arts education partners, which
is composed of the department of education, the
colleges of education and arts and humanities of the
University of Hawaii at Manoa, the Hawaii Association
of Independent Schools, and the Hawaii Alliance for Art
Education, to fully implement the terms of the Hawaii
arts education strategic plan;
(10) Display student art works in public buildings,
sponsor student art displays, promote arts education,
and in other ways encourage the development of
creative talent among the young people of Hawaii;



(11) In cooperation with qualified organizations,
conduct research, studies, and investigations in the
fields of ethnohistory and the humanities:

(A) Make, publish, and distribute works
documenting the contributions of individual
ethnic groups in their relationship to one
another and to the whole population of
Hawaii;
(B) Place ethnohistorical and cultural
materials developed by the foundation or
received by the foundation as gifts and

The Hawaii Health & Harm Reduction Center (HHHRC) opposes SB 2764 which transfers the State 
Foundation on Culture and the Arts and the King Kamehameha Celebration Commission to the 
Department of Business, Economic Development, and Tourism and repeals the State Foundation 
on Culture and the Arts Commission.    

HHHRC’s mission is to reduce harm, promote health, create wellness and fight stigma in Hawaii 
and the Pacific.  We focus our efforts on those disproportionately affected by social 
determinants of health, including but not limited to: people living with and/or affected by HIV, 
hepatitis, substance use, and the transgender, LGBQ and the Native Hawaiian communities.

Triennial, a public exhibition of contemporary art in Hawaii.  We oppose Senate Bill 

SB2764.  We believe that the State Foundation on Culture and the Arts (SFCA) should continue 

operating with an independent commission to fulfill its vital mission of promoting, perpetuating, 

and preserving culture and the arts in Hawaiʻi. 

The State of Hawaiʻi should take pride in the fact that it established one of the first state arts 

agencies in the country and should recognize the importance of maintaining its independence. 

Studies have shown that state arts agencies whose independence was compromised experienced 

an average budget decrease of 76%. Such a drastic reduction in funding would severely 

undermine the incredible impact SFCA has had throughout Hawaiʻi. 

SFCA plays a crucial role in reaching children across the state through its education programs 

and nonprofit support, providing invaluable opportunities for students to pursue creative careers 

right here in Hawaiʻi.  

Moreover, SFCA invigorates the creative ecosystem by supporting exhibitions on each island 

through its Art in Public Places program. These exhibitions not only showcase local talent but 

also contribute to the cultural enrichment of our communities.  

SFCA's support extends to numerous arts organizations statewide, making its overall impact 

immeasurable yet unparalleled. 

Hawaiʻi Contemporary is a direct beneficiary of SFCA's support. The Hawaiʻi Triennial, our 

flagship event, is the largest thematic exhibition of contemporary art in the state, featuring artists 

from Hawai‘i, the Pacific, and beyond. Each of the prior three iterations has drawn over 100,000 

visitors, generating significant economic activity both from local attendees and out-of-town 

visitors. According to data from AmericansfortheArts.org, the economic impact of the Hawaiʻi 

Triennial 2022 was substantial, with an estimated $1.7 million from resident attendees and 

$60.82 million from out-of-town visitors. Similar events in the past have demonstrated even 

greater economic benefits, further underscoring the importance of SFCA's continued support for 

such initiatives.

My name is Maile Loo-Ching, and I am the Executive Director of the non-profit Hula Preservation Society

Regarding the transfer of the Foundation to the Department of Business, Economic Development, and Tourism, 
these thoughts come to mind: 
- Do DBEDT’s priorities align with those of the arts and culture communities in our islands?

My family has been a

proud supporter and represented artists of the State Foundation. We have observed the cultural

programming bloom and develop over the past 20 years and see how the teachers and children grow

up in these programs for generations, nourished by the SFCA.

SB2764, would transfer the State Foundation on Culture and the Arts and the King Kamehameha

Celebration Commission to the Department of Business, Economic Development, and Tourism.

Revoking and dismantling the State Foundation on Culture and the Arts Commission. Requires the

Governor, a nonexpert in this field, to select the Executive Director of the State Foundation on

Culture and the Arts, with the advice and consent of the Senate. ALL NONEXPERTS in the field of

culture and the arts. This is dangerous and reflects the darker history of humanity.

With the State Foundation's fantastic efforts over the past ten years to nourish Native Hawaiian

culture, they have had an upward trajectory of cultural impact on our Hawaiian community. The

experts in this field have defended time and time again to ensure quality, integrity, and positive

cultural representation of Native Hawaiian Culture and the Arts. SFCA has worked for decades to

move away from our host culture being subjected to tourism for validity and survival and its primary

funders as offshore economic beneficiaries. Or, as the late Haunani-Kay Trask puts it, “Cultural

Prostitution.” Hawaiian Culture must take up space as a valid cultural practice away from economic

development and rather perpetuate the culture itself through education, spirituality, and skills.

Our State Representatives must value Hawaiian Culture by perpetuating alignment in bills to support the Native

Hawaiian Traditional Customary Rights to enhance the well-being of ALL life. The budget should never be shared

with annual events, commissions, or organizations like the Bishop Museum and Hulihe'e Palace, as legislative

leaders have tried to do in previous years. The arts and culture must be of stand-alone importance!

No other industry has a positive societal impact that enhances and uplifts life in many ways: in

education, community, cultural preservation/relevance, mental/emotional well-being, trauma,

increasing revenue, small businesses, circular economy, tourism, health, cultural landscape, culinary

arts, performing arts, visual arts, decor, fashion, design, innovation, early childhood development,

kupuna health programs, special needs activities, art in our healthcare buildings, art at the capitol and

more. Arts and culture allow individuals to reflect and live more deeply and thoughtfully. The current

traveling Vietnam memorial is a perfect example of how an artist designed a space for people to

reflect on the most difficult memories and feelings.

The healing effects from the arts have data on the neuro-scientific impact and hormonal changes

when experiencing a sense of calm, inspiration, or positive emotion. Because of the Lahaina fires,

lava, lack of affordable housing, and other trauma and disparities across Hawai’i on our Native
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Hawaiian and kama'aina population, we need arts and culture more than ever. Not an eradication of

funding for arts and culture.

I am the Clinical Director and Grants Manager at Sounding Joy Music Therapy, Inc., the only 

non-profit music therapy organization in the state of Hawai'i, established in 2002. Since 2005, 

our organization has received vital support from the State Foundation on Culture and the Arts to 

provide direct music therapy services to thousands of children, adults, and kupuna with a wide 

range of physical and psychosocial disabilities, chronic illnesses, and at-risk circumstances; 

community outreach and interdisciplinary collaboration to benefit underserved and historically 

marginalized communities throughout the state; music therapy research; and training and 

education for clients and their families, professionals and students in multiple disciplines, and the 

general public. The creative arts therapy modalities such as music therapy, which offer 

unique non-verbal pathways for communication and interaction, are especially significant in 

providing equitable access to therapy for clients with disabilities who have limited verbal 

communication. According to National Assembly of State Arts Agencies (NASAA) statistics, 

state arts agencies which have been reassigned to a different department have suffered significant 

(76%) budget decreases. How can the public be assured the arts would not suffer decreased 

funding with the proposed transfer? Without the SFCA as an independent foundation dedicated 

to sustaining culture and the arts as a resource for community well-being and 

empowerment, non-profit arts organizations across the state would be hindered in their 

community service. In particular, Sounding Joy would lose invaluable sustenance for our work 

of transforming lives and strengthening communities through the power of music. 

To eliminate the SFCA commission would be to throw out the SFCA's 50+ year history as a 

national leader in community-based arts funding and decision-making. The democratic 

engagement of stakeholders from diverse communities across the islands would be jeopardized 

by the loss of the transparency and community-based decision-making which are core values of 

the foundation. The priorities of public education and equitable access to the arts for well-being 

and quality of life cannot be assured if the SFCA is relegated to the arena of business, economic 

development, and tourism.

Chairs Lee, DeCoite and members of the Committee, I am Sherman Warner, a resident 
of Hawaiʻi Island, and I’m thankful for this opportunity to submit testimony in 
OPPOSITION on S.B. 2764. 
 
SB2764 Transfers placement of the foundation from the Department of Accounting and 
General Services. 
 
I do not oppose that transfer, however I am in opposition to SB2764 because it would 
put an end to the Hawaii State Foundation on Culture and the Arts board of 
commissioners, make the Executive Director a political appointee, and end the SFCA’s 
governance model that has served the arts and culture community of Hawaiʻi so well for 
more than fifty years. Importantly, this change could threaten funding from the 
National Endowment for the Arts, which places heavy emphasis on grass-roots, 
distributed, citizen-based decision making in the arts, free of governmental pressures. 
 
During the eight years that I served as an at-large commissioner with the Hawaii State 
Foundation on Culture and the Arts, I was continually inspired not only by the 
knowledge, talent, skills and dedication of my fellow commissioners but also of the 
many Hawaii residents who volunteered to serve on committees and panels dedicated to 
promoting, perpetuating and preserving culture and the arts in Hawaiʻi. To disband the 
SFCA commisson would be a disservice to students, artists, arts organizations and 
cultural practioners of Hawaiʻi and an insult to the thousands who have given so 
generously of their time and expertise to serve on SFCA’s committes and grant panels.  
 
My experience with not-for-profit arts organizations, funded in part by city, state and 
federal grants, dates to 1971. In 1978, I co-founded a not-for-profit theatre company that 
received much of its intial funding from the National Endowment for the Arts. At that 
time, we applied to and received finding directly from the NEA. Since then, I’ve watched 
as the NEA has evolved to giving block grants to states and supporting non-political, 
citizen- and community-based decision making in the arts. NEA funding that supports 
local decision-making, as has been the practice for fifty years at the SFCA, is the model 
for successful arts agencies across the country. 
 



SB2467 will endanger future NEA funding by discarding the model of governance 
advocated by the NEA. Further, it would seriously diminish outer island representation 
in decisions relating to arts, cultural preservation and arts education. Government, if it 
truly wanted to support culture and the arts, should be trying to empower its 
community members rather than cancelling their involvment and discarding their 
expertise. I wonder what the point of SB2467 is, what problem it solves, or how it can be 
seen as anything other than a significant reduction in the SFCA’s ability to achieve its 
mission to promote, perpetuate and preserve culture and the arts in Hawaiʻi. There is no 
upside to a political takeover of the SFCA Commisson’s mission. 
 
In 1967, in the first round of grants made by the National Endowment for the Arts, the 
Hawaii State Foundation on Culture and the Arts—Oahu Development Conference 
received $12,600. Hawaii should honor the founders of the SFCA and the NEA by 
supporting the original intent of those founders. For the sake of our culture and our arts 
in Hawaiʻi, please reject SB2467.

According to statistics from the National Assembly of State Arts Agencies (NASAA), state
arts agencies that underwent such changes experienced an average budget decrease of 76%. This
raises valid questions about the assurance of maintaining adequate funding for the arts under the
proposed transfer.

Additionally, the repeal of the SFCA Commission would result in the loss of neighbor island
representation, undermining the foundation's commitment to community representation, transparency,
and community-based decision-making. These principles are fundamental to the foundation's mission
and should not be compromised.

Moreover, by limiting support for native Hawaiian culture and arts to an economic and tourism
perspective, this bill overlooks the intrinsic value of preserving and promoting authentic traditions.
Maintaining an independent culture and arts organization is essential for safeguarding these traditions
and ensuring their continued perpetuation.

Furthermore, I question whether the priorities of education and access to the arts will receive
adequate attention within the Department of Business, Economic Development, and Tourism. It is
crucial to align the department's objectives with the unique needs, priorities, and funding
requirements of culture and the arts to ensure their sustained development and accessibility.

In light of these concerns, I urge all committee members to carefully consider the potential
consequences outlined above and to vote against the further advancement of SB2764.

RELATING TO THE DEPARTMENT OF BUSINESS, ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT, AND TOURISM. 
 
If SB2764 Transfers the State Foundation on Culture and the Arts to the Department of 
Business, Economic Development, and Tourism, there would be several negative impacts on 
the culture and the arts in Hawaii. 

1) HSFCA currently prioritizes education. For example, for the past 25 years, Artist in the 
Schools (AITS) grants support both teaching artist professionals, and the standards 
based services to children and teachers throughout the state.

Mill Art Center in Holualoa, I strongly oppose SB2764 for three reasons: 

1. Budget Cuts: Transferring the State Foundation on Culture and the Arts (SFCA) to 

another department like the Department of Business, Economic Development, and 

Tourism (DBEDT) could lead to significant budget cuts. According to the National 

Assembly of State Arts Agencies (NASAA), such changes have led to an average budget 

decrease of 76% for state arts agencies.

Kamehameha Celebration Commission to the Department of Business, Economic Development, 

and Tourism (DBEDT). Repeals the State Foundation on Culture and the Arts Commission. 

Requires the Governor to select the Executive Director of the State Foundation on Culture and 

the Arts, with the advice and consent of the Senate. 

With respect to the State Foundation on Culture and the Arts, the proposed bill is ill-advised and 

would do irreparable damage to the already fragile ecosystem of the arts in Hawaiʻi. It also 

ignores the needs of the variety of arts organizations that are served by SFCA that do not 

intersect with the work of DBEDT. 

I am a Board member of the Honolulu Theatre for Youth which just celebrated 64 years of 

operation. It is the only fully professional theatre company in Hawaiʻi in that it pays its artists 

full-time, albeit modest, salaries. My own background is in arts administration with an MFA 

from the Yale School of Drama, eight years of producing non-profit theatre and dance in New 

York City, and 16 years of philanthropy on behalf of performing arts and film production 

nationwide for the Rockefeller Foundation and the AT&T Foundation. 

Commercial production which is the purview of DBEDT in no way acknowledges the role of the 

arts in the non-profit sector in developing new work and artists, in arts education, and in giving 

voice and public access to the array of artistic expression that has not and will not find its way to 

the retail public. The diverse artistic expression of Hawaiʻi would be severely hamstrung by 

limiting resources to market forces and tourism. 

DBEDT’s title says it all – resources for cultural and artistic expression in Hawaiʻi should not be 

adjudicated by the interests of Business, Economic Development or Tourism. The arts 

community should be supported by an agency that understands the breadth of its constituencies 

and needs—SFCA.

OPPOSE bill SB2764. 

  

First, I address the opposition to moving SFCA to another department like DBEDT. National 

Assembly of State Arts Agencies (NASAA) statistics show that state arts agencies facing such 

changes experienced an average budget decrease of 76%. Even a 25% budget cut for SFCA 

could jeopardize vital programs that the Foundation administers like Artist-in-the-Schools 

(AITS) and the Arts in Public Places Acquisition Program. How can we ensure the arts won't 

face funding cuts with this proposed transfer? 

  

Secondly, I strongly oppose the second half of bill SB2764, which would eliminate the 

Commissioners of SFCA and allow the Governor to appoint the Executive Director of the 

Foundation with support of the Senate. This is alarming for outer island organizations, artists, 

and cultural practitioners as it removes neighbor island and community representation, 

undermining transparency and community-based decision-making, core values of the 

Foundation. Every voice in the arts and culture community matters, as representation is critical 

for those consistently repressed but needing amplification. The Commissioners, experts in our 

field, represent the entire arts and culture community. Giving sole authority to the Governor to 

appoint the Executive Director risks appointing someone lacking expertise in arts and culture, 

endangering vital programs. Additionally, according to the National Assembly of State Arts 

Agencies (NASAA), Hawai‘i may lose eligibility for National Endowment for the Arts funding 

without a community-represented board. How can the public be assured that the voices of the 

arts and culture communities will be represented with the removal of the Commissioners and a 

Governor appointed Executive Director? 

  



Finally, I emphasize why advocating for arts and culture matters. Arts and culture are the fabric 

of our communities, linking us to our heritage and enabling story sharing. Art heals. The 

pandemic has deeply impacted mental health, particularly among our youth and communities. As 

we all continue to heal from the Maui wildfires, arts and culture offer powerful support. Creative 

expression serves as a therapeutic outlet, allowing individuals to articulate emotions that words 

often cannot capture.

I have a long history with the SFCA, going back to its early days when Alfred Preis was its 

director. As an arts manager, I have written grants to the SFCA for several organizations, 

and I was on the SFCA grants review panel twice in the 1970s. As an artist, I have received 

SFCA funds in my paychecks in the course of practicing my musical profession. I have a 

good knowledge of how the SFCA has functioned in the community and among artists and 

their organizations, and the powerful effect it has had on the success of Hawaii’s arts. 

Therefore, I am opposed to anything that would weaken the SFCA, reduce its budget, 

obscure its visibility to artists and the public, or take control away from those with 

knowledge and experience in the arts. I suspect that this bill would have a negative effect in 

all these ways.  

Your description of the bill does not tell us about the motivation for this bill. I am 

concerned that it is based on a misunderstanding of the purpose of the SFCA. The SFCA 

was not created and does not function primarily for economic development or tourism. It 

exists to support, protect, and defend Hawaii’s arts, artists, and arts organizations and to 

present their work to the public. Hawaii’s artists and resident population are the main 

focus and primary beneficiaries of SFCA-funded programs. There are of course economic 

benefits to this work, and tourists may also partake in Hawaii’s arts, but these are ancillary 

to the main purpose of the SFCA. As Hawaii’s federally recognized state arts agency, it 

needs to keep its independence and keep art, not economics, as its top priority and reason 

for existence.

 In 2022, nonprofit arts and culture organizations and their audiences 
generated $151.7 billion in economic activity—$73.3 billion in spending by the 
organizations, which leveraged an additional $78.4 billion in event-related 
spending by their audiences.

Foundation on Culture and the Arts (SFCA).  I am writing in opposition to SB2764 and its likely 

deleterious effects on culture and the arts in the State of Hawai'i 

The SFCA is dedicated to the perpetuation of authentic native Hawaiian traditions through its 

support and funding of culture and the arts in Hawai'i.  This bill will effectively shift oversight of 

SFCA to a department that focuses primarily upon economic and tourism factors, to the 

exclusion of the more impactful factors of education and access to the arts that are so important 

to the nurturing and perpetuation of a vibrant and authentic culture and arts community. 

SFCA has been diligently performing its duties and accounting for its expenditures and grants.  I 

am not aware of any fiscal reason to transfer SFCA to an economic-based department separate 

from the Department of Accounting and General Services.  Statistics also show that transferring 

an agency like SFCA to another department results in a dramatic decrease in the agency's 

budget.  Neither SFCA nor the culture and arts community can function with further decreases in 

the already stringent budget.  And, it is the public that bears the brunt of this. 

 

Repealing the SFCA Commission sounds like a punitive measure, rather than an ameliorative 

step designed to correct some unidentified problem that requires such a drastic measure.  Ask 

yourselves: What is the driving force behind this proposed change in the law?  Besides, 

Commissioners are currently appointed by the Governor and confirmed via hearing in the 

appropriate Senate Committee.  This is not inconsistent with what is being proposed by SB2764, 

which begs the question of whether SB2764 is even necessary or prudent. 

Moreover, there is a real and daunting risk that representation of the neighbor island cultural 

communities will suffer, as will transparency, community-based decision making, and 

independence of culture and arts organizations. 

I submit that SB2764 should not be adopted for the reasons set forth above, and the reasons 

presented to this Committee by the testimonies of others.

I vehemently oppose all provisions of SB2764. The multiethnic arts and cultures of Hawaiʻi are 
not only a point of pride for the people of Hawaiʻi, they are critical to the uniqueness, the spirit 
and the wellbeing of this society. As such they cannot be subsumed under DEBDT, an agency 
whose principal purpose and priorities are economic and touristic, Both focusses are too often in 
conflict with the values and meanings of the arts and culture in our society, as poignantly presented 
in the version of “Hawaiʻi ʻ78” sung by the Iz.  Unfortunately both economics and tourism tend to 
exploit the arts and cultural practices rather than stewarding them. 
 
The Hawaiʻi State Foundation on Culture and the Arts over more than a half century has built trust 
among the various communities of culture carriers in Hawaiʻi over more than half century. In 
addition it has led the way for a national conscience about arts and culture. The SFCA and Hawaiʻi 
under Alfred Preis were the first to establish an Arts in Public Places Program for state-supported 
CIP projects, which now exists throughout the U.S. 
 
The stewardship of Hawaiʻiʻs arts and culture cannot be just one of the concerns of a large (and 
unwieldy) agency like DEBDT. It demands an independent, self-standing administrative unit 
dedicated to the flourishing of arts and culture unfettered by other priorities.

Governor John Burns, with Maui businessman Masaru “Pundy” Yokouchi, architect 
and planner Alfred Preis (designer of the Arizona Memorial), and Senator Nadao 
Yoshinaga, conceived of the State Foundation on Culture and the Arts as a way to 
“promote, perpetuate and preserve culture and the arts in Hawai‘i.” The Hawai‘i 
State Legislature agreed with the visionary purpose of the group and established 
the SFCA in 1965. Its formal establishment enabled the SFCA to receive federal 
grants from the National Endowment for the Arts.  
 
Since then, the Legislature enacted the Art in State Buildings Law, which mandated 
one percent of construction costs of new state buildings to purchase art: we were 
the first state in the nation with a “percent for art” law. That law was later expanded 
to establish the Works of Art Special Fund, managed by the SFCA, which provides 
a permanent fund for the purchase of art. The result, with the opening in 2002 of 
the Hawai‘i State Art Museum, is a growing collection celebrating and illuminating 
Hawai‘i’s heritage that will still be valued 300 years from now.  
 
Our state’s dedication to Art in Public Places keeps the unique culture and vision of 
our islands’ people accessible and central to our sense of place. It provides those 
of us on the neighbor islands a voice and a connection to all of Hawai‘i, including 
the ability to engage with the leadership and staff of the SFCA as organizations 
work to fulfill their own operational mandates. 
 
The SFCA is in its appropriate sphere, being administratively attached to the 
Department of Accounting and General Services. It should not be absorbed by the 
Department of Business, Economic Development & Tourism.  
 
I humbly ask you to keep the State Foundation on Culture and the Arts 
Commission in place as it stands now. Please do not transfer it to the Department 
of Business, Economic Development & Tourism—kill this bill!

Aloha to the Honorable Senate Committees,

As an arts professional in Hawaiʻi for the last decade, I am deeply concerned about the potential
repercussions of Senate Bill SB2764. This bill, which seeks to transfer the State Foundation on
Culture and the Arts (SFCA) to the Department of Business Economic Development and
Tourism (DBEDT) and repeal the SFCA Commission, poses a significant threat to the vibrancy
and sustainability of Hawai‘i's arts and cultural landscape.

One of the most alarming aspects of this proposed legislation is the potential impact on funding
for the arts. The National Assembly of State Arts Agencies (NASAA) has found that state arts
agencies whose placement has changed experienced an average budget decrease of 76%.

Testimony in Strong Opposition of SB2764 

Aloha Senator Chris Lee, Chair of the Committee on Transportation and Culture and the Arts, 

and Senator Lynn DeCoite, Chair of the Committee on Energy, Economic Development, and 

Tourism.  My name is Julie Lau and I am opposed to SB2764.  If this bill is passed, it can have 

several negative repercussions to the Foundation’s ability to advocate for artists consistently and 

authentically across the islands.  

The foundation has a new director who has been making great changes to the Hawai’i State Art 

Museum.  Recently, she completed a rebranding of the museum which appears to be very 

positive.  The new director, who has decades of experience in the art field, has a 5-year strategic 

plan that she is currently pursuing.   In contrast, the Department of Business, Economic 

Development, and Tourism (DBEDT) has no experience working with art and should not oversee 

State Foundation on Culture and the Arts (SFCA).  

The SFCA needs to be overseen and led by individuals who have experience with the arts and 

who’s mission is to promote art and advocate for artists across the state of Hawai’i.  DBEDT will 

try to commercialize what SFAC does and will not be line with the SFCA’s current 

mission.  Currently, DBEDT’s Creative Industries Division mission is to “promote the 

development and growth of Hawaii’s Creative Economy”.  This contrasts with SFCA’s mission 

which is to “promote, perpetuate, and preserve culture and the arts in Hawai’i.”  These two 

missions do not go together and are in direct conflict.  Simply stated, DBEDT is focused on 

making money for the Hawai’i economy while SFCA is focused on promoting art in and across 

the state of Hawai’i.  Hence, every action taken by DBEBT will be to generate financial growth 

for Hawai’i’s economy which is not the purpose of promoting art and culture in both our public 

and artistic communities here.

Aloha from Lana'i, 

Please do not take culture and art from our islands and spend more more on corporate needs and 

tourism.  Everyone knows Hawaii is here. More visitors every year.   

As a member of the Lana'i Community and the Lana'i Arts & Culture Center (LAC), I am against 

the transfer of SFCA dollars to DBEDT. 

LAC has been an entity on Lana'i for over 30 years, and was developed when the talents of our 

community members were discovered.  The interest in the arts exploded and LAC has positioned 

ourselves to address the needs of visual art participation. 

As the only visual arts entity on the island, the Lana'i Art Center has supplemented the arts in the 

schools.  With the continued cuts in Education, the small community and lack of support from 

the State, LAC has filled the needs of art in both public and private schools here.   

The funding from SFCA assists us in providing those programs for the public schools, and we 

are able to give classes to private schools in exchange for helping with ornaments, which are a 

fund raiser for LAC.  We supply each with the necessary knowledge and supplies they require to 

create art for ages 18 months up to senior citizens.  Should funding be disturbed in anyway, it 

would be detrimental for the arts and our community. 

While DBEDT is an entity that deals with progress and developement, their needs and vision do 

not align with that of the arts.  While art is an important part of tourism, it is the completed arts 

which are viewed.  Lana'i Art Center has produced many artists who are selling in our gallery, 

and other galleries throughout Hawai'i, while sharing their mana'o with the community.  The 

ability to learn from featured artist has been a thrill for many of our youths as they learn 

perspective, woodwork, textiles and other art forms which are the specific talent of each 

instructor. 

Lee Cabanilla, our Co-ED and workshop instructor has recently won the Merit Award for his 

representation of Laka right after the Maui fires.  As the center piece of the show, it brought 

much attention to our island and our arts.  The transfer of dollars would put non-profit 

organizations in competition with other entities which align more with the needs of DBEDT and 

not the arts. 

None of our programs would be possible without the guidance of SFCA.  It is their expertise 

which helped to guide us through our vision and mission.  This one on one assistance is 

extremely valuable to our organization, as they keep us on course with our programs.  I do not 

believe this would be a priority for DBEDT as their focus is in economic development. 

Studies have shown that more than 75% of funding is lost to the art community when funding 

has been redirected to other entities to manage.  Nonprofits would be in direct competition with 

for profits and state agencies whose mission aligns more clearly with DBEDT and put nonprofit 



art programs at risk. 

Losing community and neighbor island representation of a commission defeats the SFCA’s 

community representation by eliminating transparency and community based decision making 

which is a core value of the foundation.  

This bill limits native Hawaiian culture and arts support to the economic and tourism 

perspective. Having an independent culture and arts organization allows for the perpetuation of 

authentic traditions by native Hawaiians.  This cannot be assured with the attaching of the SFCA 

as a branch of an DBEDT. The independent agency perspective must be maintained to ensure 

authentic traditions. 

Will the priorities of education and access to the arts remain if the agency is within business 

economic development and tourism?  How does the department of Business Economic 

Development and Tourism align with the needs and priorities and funding of not for profit 

culture and the arts organizations. 

To eliminate the commission would be to throw out the SFCA's 50+ year history as a national 

leader in community-based arts funding and decision making. 

Please reconsider this bill and DO NOT PASS IT.

Aloha, I am a kānaka maoli visual artist, educator and a filmmaker. I do not believe SB2764 to 

repeal the SCFA Commission is the right thing to do. Already DBEDT does not do enough for 

Hawaiʻi and Hawaiian artists in the area of cinematic production, business development and 

tourism. All of their programs benefit Hollywood and foreign filmmakers and TV producers and 

production studios and networks, and their friends, and a narrow, but important band of Hawaiʻi 

cinema-TV workers in below-the-line, industrial positions. And now someone wants to make 

DBEDT responsible for the rest of our artistic community? DBEDT and the Film Office need to 

concentrate on bringing above-the-line local and Hawaiian artists into the production loop, not 

just below-the-line crews. Making our Art Agency subordinate to Economic Development and 

Tourism is a bad idea. Art and Commerce are interrelated tracks but different ethical and 

philosophical endeavors. SCFA allows for a kind of artistic engagement and competition without 

borders for our community, and within that, our community of creatives of all ages. To stick 

such a worthy endeavor under the auspices of business, economic development and tourism 

would be to degrade and commercially revalue the effort, and the work being produced. We need 

a stand-alone SCFA to continue to create art-based programs, projects, exhibitions and other 

opportunities for our community, and to do so across media platforms, and without the 

imperative of touristic expectations and commercial revaluation. Artists help think tank the 

future. We need to see things in lots of different ways. To stick SCFAʻs mandate under DBEDT 

would be to further devalue our community voice and vision.

Attendees have said that they have been informed and inspired by the 

authors and their works, and many have subsequently submitted works of their own as a 

result.  We focus on those who would not be published by established mainland companies, and 

many of the stories describe families and events in Hawaiian culture. Readers here and around 

the world have described their joy in discovering our publications and stressing the importance 

of preserving Hawaiian art and culture through the sharing of stories and artwork.  

I am concerned that the transfer of support from the Department of Funding and General 

Services to that of Economic Development and Tourism would focus solely on economics and 

tourist revenue and would eliminate the arts entirely.  This would be a tragedy and should not 

occur.

Having an 
independent culture and arts organization perpetuates authentic arts and cultural experiences and 
learning – and especially the traditions of native Hawaiian practitioners and artists. Moreover, according 
to National Assembly of State Arts Agencies (NASAA) statistics, state arts agencies whose placement 
changed to another department had an average budget decrease by 76%.  How can the public be 
assured the arts would not suffer decreased funding with the proposed transfer? Aside from a reduction 
in funds, I fear that DBEDT will not prioritize arts education and access to the arts with the same 
dedication, experience, and fervor as SFCA. All of this at a time when the arts are more critical than 
ever before for community connection, expression, and healing.  

The State is already driven so much by tourism. The pandemic and the Maui fires have highlighted that 
we cannot and should not put all of our eggs into one tourism basket. Hawaiʻi is dynamic BECAUSE of 
the richness of our culture, natural environment, and our people. Seeing everything through the tourism 
lens challenges the stability of our systems and hurts our communities. SFCA’s sole mission is to 
promote, perpetuate and preserve culture and the arts in Hawaiʻi. Let’s let them continue to do so 
without business, economic development, and tourism at the helm.

It is a spirit and a voice that belongs to the art community to share with the wider 

community. 

My concern with any funding being controlled by the Department of Business, Economic 

Development, and Tourism is that instead of celebrating the arts and caring about the pulse of the 

community that they would rather exploit the arts of and in Hawaii for financial gain. 

Our community should not and cannot rely solely on tourism as a source of income and business. 

This would lead to more financial instability in an already economically fragile place. 

Art is revolutionary. Have you ever been in the home of a typical business person and thought 

that they had the best taste in art? Probably just some resin ocean paintings. How stale. How 

bland. Stale and bland and commercial are not the words that come to mind when curating 

revolutionary art. STOP trying to keep the voice of art out of artists mouths. You are harming us 

directly if you choose to pass this bill.

As a Curator of the Donkey Mill Art Center located in North Kona on the island of Hawai'i, I 

respectfully present this testimony with gratitude for the legislature’s steadfast support of the arts 

and meaningful community activations made possible by through the Donkey Mill Art Center 

and our programs. 

 

I strongly OPPOSE bill SB2764. This bill impacts the culture and arts on every island, every 

large metropolitan community, and every small, rural community like ours. SB2764 Transfers 

the State Foundation on Culture and the Arts (SFCA) to the Department of Business, Economic 

Development, and Tourism, and it repeals the SFCA Commission. 

 

First, I address the opposition to moving SFCA to another department like DBEDT. National 

Assembly of State Arts Agencies (NASAA) statistics show that state arts agencies facing such 

changes experienced an average budget decrease of 76%. Even a 25% budget cut for SFCA 

could jeopardize vital programs that the Foundation administers like Artist-in-the-Schools 

(AITS) and the Arts in Public Places Acquisition Program. SFCA's AITS program provided our 

organization with $45,000 over the past two years, offering arts education to over 450 

school-aged children in three Title 1 elementary schools. This is crucial for our rural 

communities where so many students lack access to such expansive and culturally relevant 

education outside of school. 

 

Additionally, over the last two years, SFCA acquired more than $85,000 worth of artwork from 

the Donkey Mill Art Center, with $55,000 purchased from Native Hawaiian artists. These 

acquisitions put money directly into the hands of artists and cultural practitioners, and provide 

national recognition for these artists, further perpetuating their careers. These two programs 

alone are integral to our mission to serve as a place of convergence for the exploration of arts and 

culture to inform, inspire and strengthen individual and collective well-being. We never stop 

advocating and speaking up as our vision is to establish West Hawaiʻi as a model of a resilient, 

thriving community where art is considered a necessity, not a luxury; SFCA is a partner in this 

vision and mission. 



Mahalo nui for your time and consideration to oppose this bill and stop it from moving forward. 

The wellbeing of so many underrepresented people are truly at-risk through this proposed 

legislation.

Thank you for giving us the
opportunity to voice our concerns with SB2764 that proposes to repeal the State Foundation on
Culture and the Arts Commission and transfer the SFCA to the Department of Business.
Economic Development, and Tourism. Art plays an integral part in all of our lives and for some,
this is the main way that they express themselves. I am concerned that these two proposals will
negatively impact how our students will be exposed (or not exposed) to culture and the arts.

l am including a pdf compilation of student testimonials regarding the importance of art in their
lives and the need for these types of programs in our schools. Our students are the main
reason why we do this and providing these opportunities for them is vital. lt allows them to build
upon their creativity, problem solving, critical thinking, analysis, and collaboration - all of which
are essential skills in our world today. Our students need a variety of ways to express
themselves and to help them get through difficult situations in healthy ways. We have seen
what not having these types of programs can do and that is why it was deemed necessary to
bring them back. It will be a huge step in the wrong direction that could threaten these
programs in the future.

The negative impacts across Hawai’i would be 

far-reaching. 

  

• SFCA plays a crucial role in reaching young people across the state through education 

programs, providing important opportunities for students to pursue creative careers here 



in Hawai’i and helping combat the state’s “talent drain.” At 4.5% of total state GDP and 

the fifth largest private sector source of jobs, the creative sector is vital – and it starts with 

the kind of education which SFCA supports. 

  

• SFCA invigorates the creative ecosystem by supporting exhibitions across the island 

through its Art in Public Places program, which showcase local talent and contribute to 

the cultural enrichment of our communities. 

  

• SFCA supports numerous arts organizations statewide. The benefits of such investments 

extend to all ages. Studies show that arts and culture programs enhance student academic 

performance, especially those of low income; boost mental health and well-being; help 

aging brains to remember; and foster community unity.

The SFCA is also a leader in promoting arts education state-wide through the “Arts First” initiative.  

 

I am testifying against SB 2764.  

 

Primarily: 

• In my work and experiences across the nation in arts and culture, there are few if any 

communities that are so strongly tied to the arts and to cultural values as Hawaiʻi. Displacing 

the SFCA, its commissioners, and its leadership process would show an incredible lack of 

recognition for what forms the core of our community.  

• There is an ongoing, concerted, and vital push to support and increase the numbers of cultural 

practitioners in Hawaiʻi now. Moving the SFCA under DBEDT reduces their work to be at the 

service of those looking out for tourists rather than celebrating these practitioners as continuing 

the foundation of our community in Hawaiʻi.

Aloha from Lana'i, 

As a member of the Lana'i Community and the Lana'i Arts & Culture Center (LAC), I am against 

the transfer of SFCA dollars to DBEDT. 

LAC has been an entity on Lana'i for over 30 years, and was developed when the talents of our 

community members were discovered.  The interest in the arts exploded and LAC has positioned 

ourselves to address the needs of visual art participation. 

As the only visual arts entity on the island, the Lana'i Art Center has supplemented the arts in the 

schools.  With the continued cuts in Education, the small community and lack of support from 

the State, LAC has filled the needs of art in both public and private schools here.   

The funding from SFCA assists us in providing those programs for the public schools, and we 

are able to give classes to private schools in exchange for helping with ornaments, which are a 

fund raiser for LAC.  We supply each with the necessary knowledge and supplies they require to 

create art for ages 18 months up to senior citizens.  Should funding be disturbed in anyway, it 

would be detrimental for the arts and our community. 

While DBEDT is an entity that deals with progress and developement, their needs and vision do 

not align with that of the arts.  While art is an important part of tourism, it is the completed arts 

which are viewed.  Lana'i Art Center has produced many artists who are selling in our gallery, 

and other galleries throughout Hawai'i, while sharing their mana'o with the community.  The 

ability to learn from featured artist has been a thrill for many of our youths as they learn 

perspective, woodwork, textiles and other art forms which are the specific talent of each 

instructor. 

Lee Cabanilla, our Co-ED and workshop instructor has recently won the Merit Award for his 

representation of Laka right after the Maui fires.  As the center piece of the show, it brought 

much attention to our island and our arts.  The transfer of dollars would put non-profit 

organizations in competition with other entities which align more with the needs of DBEDT and 

not the arts. 

None of our programs would be possible without the guidance of SFCA.  It is their expertise 

which helped to guide us through our vision and mission.  This one on one assistance 



is extremely valuable to our organization, as they keep us on course with our programs.  I do not 

believe this would be a priority for DBEDT as their focus is in economic development. 

Studies have shown that more than 75% of funding is lost to the art community when funding 

has been redirected to other entities to manage.  Nonprofits would be in direct competition with 

for profits and state agencies whose mission aligns more clearly with DBEDT and put nonprofit 

art programs at risk.

While on the surface, the purpose of this bill intends to expand our economy and cultivate 

support regionally and globally of Hawaii's art, artists, arts  educators, organizations, 

supporters and our many other audiences.    Sadly though, this purpose has forever been 

questionable as the funding of the SFCA educational programs and Art In Public 

Programs have been sought to be used in other ways by legislative officials every year.    

  

Another aspect is that there would also be a loss of continuity if arts representatives are 

appointed by the governor every 4 years.   In the past I have met with representatives from 

Hawai’i’s Department of Business, Economic Development and Tourism to foster interest 

in business/art collaborations such as ArtPrize and other popular tourist-focused 

events.  They were open and encouraging.   They gave me hope.   Then it became a very 

frustrating experience as soon there was a change in personnel with a new 

administration.   Goodbye hope!   Such disruptions have a detrimental impact on 

educational programs and exhibitions not to the mention public interest that has taken 

decades to develop.   This breakdown in continuity would also severely impact the public 

art program as these projects take many years to complete and could overlap two different 

administrations with two different approaches on how art should be made.     
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SB2764 fosters more questions than answers at this time including:

5.   In 2021 $421 million in state and county expenditures and generated an estimated $728 

million in direct and induced impact.   Will such a transfer of these two sought after 

commissions to DBEDT expand or reduce these expenditures?   This is especially 

important as the funding the arts clearly generates many hundreds of millions of dollars 

back beyond what they cost.    Given our isolated location, DBEDT must be wanting to 

further develop more circular economies here.   majority of the income generated by an 

artist working in Hawaii goes directly back into the local economy.    

  

6.   Is this change driven by the need to further develop tourism at the cost of cuts to arts 

services for our residents? 

  



7.   Instead of taking away many things that are already working, why not adapt this bill to 

bring representatives of the Department of Business, Economic Development and Tourism 

onto the SFCA and Kin Kamehameha Commissions?   That way, everyone will be working 

together for the common purpose to promote our arts to 1) ourselves 2) to tourists and 3) a 

global audience.

Programs that have nurtured students could vanish, and they could lose the joy, support, and 

validation that the arts and cultural activities provide. 

My early work focused on 

my identity as a Japanese American in Hawaii and on my family’s intergenerational experiences 

and struggles. The Hawaiʻi State Foundation validated my efforts by purchasing my work and 

awarding me an individual artist fellowship. Such invaluable support encouraged me to continue 

and to share my work with others. I have also seen the SFCA nuture and support numerous arts 

organizations, artists, and cultural practitioners. 

It is essential that the SFCA be allowed to continue its work in our community, and that it be 

headed by those who have experience working with artists and cultural practitioners. We have so 

much that is already in place, and it will all be lost if this bill takes affect. 
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To Whom It May Concern in the Hawai'i State Legislature Regarding SB 2764  
 
   I really do not want to offend anyone by asking,  
but is there anyone in our state government  
who is an advocate for the arts, who can explain the value of arts funding,  
so that more citizen input on this basic level of understanding 
becomes unnecessary?

with the drama that only live performance can truly provide? 
 
How do you teach your children their human values? TikTok? 
Where do you learn to evolve your adult sensibilities?  
How does a culture thrive without constantly nurturing art? 
Are we even talking yet about the aesthetics of Beauty with a capital B? 
We take so many things for granted and are the lesser for it. 
 
   I really do not want to offend anyone or insult anyone's intelligence,  
but policies directing funding away from the arts are asinine.  
There are always factions who want arts funding directed toward contractors  
in construction or defense or any other industry that can afford lobbyists,  
anything else that pays way more than is allotted to arts programing;  
and each time the burden is placed on the arts community  
to defend its very existence, the paltry crumbs thrown its way.  
But to demean the arts by subsuming them under business and economic development 
demands that we ignore decades and centuries of history that illustrate 
how business and economic development are usually anti-art! 
Auwe. What beauty finds money glittering in a hollow heart.  
 
   The statistical fact that 76% of ARTS FUNDING IS LOST  
when such reassignment of agencies is "committed"  
or when this kind of degrading of arts commissions occurs-- 
Can you guarantee this won't happen? How about the 1% idea?  
Can it go higher to account for inflation, like transportation and building costs?  
And to view Hawaiian culture through the lens of tourism and money— 
how shame to prostitute native people yet again! 
What game are we playing today? Is shibai the right term?  
Or worse?  
 
   I hope to write words that have purpose and impact and actual effect. 
I hope to reach the souls, if not the minds, of those in seats of power  
today, as I have for decades as an arts practitioner, educator, 
arts administrator, arts advocate, as a community activist  
who feels that fighting a losing battle 



is better than never fighting at all.  
 
   So I try to have faith once again 
that some people who are paid money by non-art sources 
will find it in themselves to do what is right, what is pono, 
and will not need any more testimony to explain to them 
that a basic human characteristic—to make and appreciate art— 
to use art as a tool like any other human tool—to nurture life-- 
is not something that should have to be fought for in legal arenas. 
 
   It's not for a politicized Senate to have final say  
in appointing an arts director, or to dissolve a representative arts commission 
that is hopefully composed of artists and arts educators. 
Rather, the arts should be understood to be a unique category 
of human rights, and all people should have equal access to art,  
from all cultures, in a living, breathing (inspired, ha!) interactive art form. 
 
   We know. This is politics. The art of compromise.  
So let us find a reasonable compromise which supports Art 
which has to defend its honor yet again. What is informed and fair? 
Is there no leadership to stand up for art? We the people  
elected politicians who formed committees on important subjects. 
Art used to be among them, on its own, not in a forced marriage 
with Transportation or Tourism. Let us not forget our ideals. 
 
   Where are you going? Where does your road lead?  
Do you look down that road and see a good place or just another urban desert? 
Do you as a leader of this island culture plan ahead for your children's children? 
Please do not give in to lobbyists that put their self-interest ahead of others. 
While that is necessary sometimes, as a political leader you cannot do that 
and still do a good job. Please do a good job. Look for what is pono. 
You may not realize it, but generations are counting on you for that. 
 
   So next time you find yourself 
standing among your fellow legislators, holding their hands 
and singing Hawai'i Aloha, think of how complicated aloha is, 
feel it in your bones, your iwi, your iwi kupuna, way back and way forward, 
and know that your actions must be pono for where you live now. 
Wherever you were born. Whoever you are. Is it pono?  
Ua mau ke ea i ka 'aina i ka pono.

Testimony Re: SB2764 To Repeal the SFCA Commission 

 

 

Aloha kākou. 

 

My name is Kumulāʻau Sing Jr.  My wife Haunani Balino-Sing and I are presenting our 

testimony in opposition of SB2764 that will Transfer the State Foundation on Culture and the 

Arts (SFCA) and also repeal the State Foundation on Culture and the Arts Commission that 

would require the Governor to select the Executive Director of the State Foundation on Culture 

and the Arts, with the advice and consent of the Senate. 

 

There exists many flaws in this proposed bill.  For a brief background, both Haunani and I are 

Hawaiian cultural practitioners and former educators.  For the last several years, we have 

received the Folk and Traditional Art (FTA) grant funding from the SFCA to support our efforts 

to revive and proliferate the art of ulana ʻieʻie (traditional twined basketry) throughout our State.  

We have taught year-long weaving cohorts in our neighbor island communities of Maui, Hilo, 

Kona and Oʻahu.  Too many times in the past has our neighbor island communities been 

overlooked from receiving and benefitting from cultural art workshops and experiences; these 

opportunities tend to stay and continue to be offered on Oʻahu.  If SB2764 goes forward, it will 

affect neighbor island representation on the SFCA Commission by eliminating transparency and 

community based decision making which is a core value of the foundation.  Let us not forget also 

that the SFCA has a 50+ year track history as a national leader in community-based arts funding 

and decision making by operating as its own independent organization. 

 

Having the Department of Business, Economic Development, and Tourism (DBEDT) take 

control of SFCA would be a detrimental mistake because often times their focus is NOT ART 

and CULTURE.  Their view and perception of art and culture lies heavily to support tourism; a 

“political people pleasing” agenda that manipulates and at time perverts our authentic traditional 

arts and cultural practices.   This bill will limit true representation and perpetuation of authentic 

cultural art.  Keeping SFCA as an independent organization will ensure that the perpetuation of 

authentic cultural traditions by Native Hawaiians will continue. 

 

As beneficiaries of the SFCA FTA grant, we are able to teach ʻieʻie basketry in our communities 

with the intention of increasing cultural practitioners who will in turn become invaluable 

resources and assets in their communities.  The pinnacle of our teaching efforts with the support 

from SFCA will be on full display at Capitol Modern (Hawaii State Art Museum) this June 

during the Festival of Pacific Arts and Culture with our exhibition, Nā Akua Ākea o Ko Hawaiʻi 

Paeʻāina: The Vast and Numerous Deities of the Hawaiian Islands.  This exhibition will bring to 

life traditional ancestral images while expanding the realm of ʻieʻie weaving to include 

contemporary Native Hawaiian expressions of demigods and goddesses, shape shifters and 

ʻaumakua images.  With the support from SFCA, this exhibition has a lot of potential 

opportunities to educate our local and global community about this unique Hawaiian art form 

free from political bias.  

 

Mahalo again for allowing us time and consideration to share our thoughts and views to the 

committee today.  ʻO māua nō me ke aloha a me ka haʻahaʻa.

Senate Bill 2764 seeks to: 1) transfer the State Foundation on Culture and the Arts (SFCA) and 

the King Kamehameha Celebration Commission to the Department of Business, Economic 

Development, and Tourism (DBEDT); and 2) repeal the State Foundation on Culture and the 

Arts Commission and grants the Governor the authority to select the Executive Director of the 

State Foundation on Culture and the Arts, with the advice and consent of the Senate. 

In analyzing the potential consequences of this bill, there are several concerns and reasons to 

oppose it including, but not limited to, the following: 

Impact on Cultural Preservation: The State Foundation on Culture and the Arts plays a vital 

role in preserving Hawaiʻi's rich cultural heritage. Transferring its responsibility to DBEDT may 

lead to a dilution of focus and reduced commitment to the preservation and promotion of 

Hawaiian arts and culture. It is crucial to maintain the SFCA Commission as an independent 

body solely dedicated to preserving and fostering cultural activities. 

Loss of Expertise: The proposed repeal of the State Foundation on Culture and the Arts 

Commission raises serious concerns about the loss of specialized knowledge and expertise in the 

field of arts and culture. The Commission is comprised of individuals with extensive experience 

and understanding of Hawaiʻi's unique cultural landscape. Dissolving this Commission could 

result in a concerning lack of expertise in making informed decisions regarding not only cultural 

affairs, but also community represenation arising from the removal of requirements related to 

ensuring individuals from the outer islands are included in the Commission. 

Conflict of Interest: Placing the SFCA and the King Kamehameha Celebration Commission 

under DBEDT creates a conflict of interest. The primary focus of DBEDT is economic 

development, which could undermine the artistic and cultural considerations in decision-making 

processes. It is important to maintain the independence of the SFCA and the Celebration 

Commission to ensure cultural preservation remains a priority. 

Lack of Public Input: The bill does not appear to emphasize the inclusion of public input in the 

selection of the Executive Director of the State Foundation on Culture and the Arts. This 

omission may limit transparency and public accountability in the decision-making process. It is 
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crucial to ensure that the selection of the Executive Director involves appropriate public 

involvement to represent the diverse perspectives of Hawaiʻi's communities. 

Considering these concerns, I strongly oppose Senate Bill 2764.  

The proposed transfer and repeal will have negative consequences for Hawaiʻi's art & cultural 

preservation efforts, risk losing invaluable expertise, create a conflict of interest, and limit public 

input. I encourage the legislators to reconsider this measure and preserve the independence and 

effectiveness of the State Foundation on Culture and the Arts.

Aloha Senators Lee and  DeCoite and Committee Members: 
     
The State Foundation on Culture and the Arts was established by the Hawaii State Legislature in 1965.  Its purpose was to “promote, 
perpetuate, preserve and encourage culture and the arts. . . as central to the quality of life of the people of Hawaii.”  I personally knew 
both “Pundy” Yokouchi and Alfred Preiss who helped craft the legislation. 

If  SB2764 passes, it will harm the people of Hawaii.  Instead of transferring the State Foundation on Culture and the Arts to the 
Department of Business, Economic Development and Tourism, passage of the bill effectively kills the SFCA.  

For nearly sixty years the Foundation has fulfilled its mission.  Staff painstakingly review applications for grants.  Staff is meticulous 
in screening qualifications of applicants to assure that authentic traditions, dances, practices are preserved by recognized cultural 
practitioners.  While the emphasis is in protecting and preserving our Hawaiian host culture, the Foundation also assists other 
immigrant groups to preserve their unique cultures which became part of life in Hawaii beginning with the arrival of Chinese 
immigrants in 1852.   I was privileged to have been tasked with writing grants that helped the Portuguese Association of Maui 
preserve many of the customs my ancestors brought with them in the late 1800’s.  Without the Foundation’s assistance, we could not 
have presented an annual Festa (festival) featuring traditional music, dances, displays, culinary workshops and a genealogy workshop.  
The Foundation’s grant allowed for beginning Portuguese language classes, embroidery and Portuguese sausage-making workshops, 
and most popular, workshops on baking bread in a round, outdoor wood-burning stone oven.  This workshop invites parents and 
children (eight years and older) to learn how bread was made 145+ years ago before plantation homes had electricity.  The children 
knead dough, shape it into rolls and watch it going into the stone oven.  They churn butter while the bread is baking and have their 
labor deliciously rewarded when the bread cools enough to be buttered and eaten.  The grant also funded a 26-weeks radio series 
entitled “Stories of our People” that covered the history, cultural practices, folktales, music, literature and tidbits of information about 
famous and infamous Portuguese people.   The people of Maui were the true beneficiaries of the grant.  “Stories of Our People” still 
airs during the “Sounds of Portugal” program on KEWE 1240AM and 97.9FM Sunday evenings 8 to 9 PM.  “Stories” is sponsored by 
Maui Toyota, Maui Realty Company and the Portuguese Association of Maui.  Today, the Portuguese Association of Maui is able to 
sustain and grow its activities financially.   

The State Foundation recognizes that art is not only ballet and opera.  It is not only classical music and painting.  Art is all of these and 
more.  Art encompasses the beauty and soul expressed by diverse cultures through their traditions.   The late Dr. Martin Luther King 
recognized Hawaii’s ethnic groups living together in relative harmony as an example for the rest of the world to follow.  

Very often, the needs of the Neighbor Islands are ignored.   The State Foundation’s Commission has representatives from Neighbor  
Islands.   Having this representation ensures that arts are accessible statewide.  Also the Commissioners select the Executive Director 
and are positioned to know the qualifications and experience of candidates.  Current Executive Director Jonathan Johnson is a 
Foundation employee who rose through the ranks before being selected as Executive Director.   Per SB2764, the Governor will 
appoint the Executive Director of the State Foundation on Culture and Arts, suggesting a purely political action.   How will Neighbor 
Islands benefit?   The State will lose not only the Executive but the Commissioners.  The State must not cavalierly allow dedicated, 
talented people to be let go, taking their wealth of knowledge and years of experience with them.  

SB2764 suggests that the “keepers of the culture”--Hawaiians and others---are being put in the position of raising money to benefit 
tourism while ignoring the purpose that created the State Foundation on Culture and the Arts--to “promote, perpetuate, preserve and 
encourage culture and the arts.  . . “     

This bill does not ensure preserving “culture and the arts . . . as central to the quality of life of the people of Hawaii.”  Please do not 
allow it to pass.

I STRONGLY OPPOSE SB2764. 

SB2764 would transfer the State Foundation on Culture and the Arts and the King 

Kamehameha Celebration Commission to the Department of Business, Economic Development, 

and Tourism, revoking and dismantling the State Foundation on Culture and the Arts 

Commission. The Governor, a nonexpert in this field, is to select the Executive Director of the 

State 

Foundation on Culture and the Arts, with the advice and consent of the Senate. None of these 

individuals are experts in the field of culture and the arts. This is dangerous and reflects the 

darker history of humanity. 

These bills would cut outer island representation and silence the input from professionals in this 

field of culture, arts, and humanities. Instead, it gives power and authority to people not vetted 

with the right background, experience, and heart [integrity]. Instead, in tourism and economic 

development, they have long eyed the funds the people of Hawai'i advocated for since the 80s. It 

would cause a catastrophic domino effect on the ability of SFCA to receive significant funding 

because this bill would deconstruct the organization, and it would no longer be eligible to legally 

meet oversight standards for receiving funding from primary outside sources. 

Arts and Culture should stand in the leadership of those expert practitioners and not be 

dictated by corporate gain. The commission should continue to be well-represented with 

neighboring island voices and experts in this field. When the government leadership 

dictates culture and the arts, it poisons the purpose of pursuing pure, creative, honest 

expression and the true power and value of culture and the arts to our society. It reverts 

us towards, as the late Haunani-Kay Trask puts it, “Cultural Prostitution.” Hawaiian Culture 

must take up space as a valid cultural practice away from economic development and perpetuate 

the culture through education, spirituality, and skills. 

Again, I STRONGLY OPPOSE SB2764.

Comments:  

Aloha. As an artist, I am saddened and disturbed by the proposed measure SB2764 which would 

transfer the State Foundation on Culture and the Arts (SFCA) to the Department of Business, 

Economic Development, and Tourism, and repeal the SFCA Commission.  

First, while I am a professional artist (exhibiting and selling work internationally), I am 

nonetheless repelled by the idea of viewing "Culture and the Arts" through the limited and purely 

transactional lens of "Business, Economic Development, and Tourism." 

Can "Culture and the Arts" lead to the formation of successful businesses? Can "Culture and the 

Arts" help economies to develop and thrive? Can "Culture and the Arts" foster tourism? Of 

course. But "Culture and the Arts" do SO MUCH MORE than can ever be suggested by this 

narrow framing. That Hawai'i would suggest to its citizens, its artists, its keiki and the world that 

the only value that the state places on "Culture and the Arts" is that which can be monetized and 

instrumentalized in service of capitalism and economic growth is a true disgrace, a shame, and a 

disappointment. 

Moreover, according to National Assembly of State Arts Agencies (NASAA) statistics, state arts 

agencies whose placement changed had an average budget decrease by 76%. When "Culture and 

the Arts" are valued only by economic and tourism factors, it doesn't take a psychic to foresee 

funding cuts to the SFCA. 

In addition, repealing the SFCA Commission would eliminate neighbor-island representation. As 

a Hawaii Island resident, I have experienced how easy it is for neighbor island residents to be 

neglected and overlooked when it comes to statewide opportunities. The state should support 

artists on neighbor islands, not marginalize them. 

I respectfully advise that the Hawai'i Senate reject this tone-deaf, ill-informed measure and allow 

the SFCA and SFCA Commission to continue independently of the Department of Business, 

Economic Development, and Tourism. "Culture and the Arts" must be promoted, supported and 

recognized on their own terms, for the many benefits (economic and otherwise) they provide.

Aloha Chair Lee, Chair DeCoite, Vice Chair Inouye, Vice Chair Wakai, and Committee 

Members of Transportation, Culture, and the Arts and Energy, Economic Development, and 

Tourism, 

I am writing as a private individual to submit my testimony in opposition to SB 2764 as it is 

written. 

In January of 2021, I worked with architect and author Axel Schimtzberger on a traveling exhibit 

focused on Alfred Preis that we debuted in Honolulu Hale's Lane Gallery.  Alfred Preis worked 

in the Governor’s office at the time. In 1965 he helped found the State Foundation on Culture 

and the Arts following a meeting he attended at the National Endowment for the Arts in 

Washington, D.C. Hawaiʻi was the first state to establish a State Arts Agency. We have a 

groundbreaking legacy that we must protect. Because of Preisʻ forward-thinking vision, he 

became the first Executive Director for SFCA. By 1980 Preis, Masaru Pundy Yokouchi, and 

Rep. Calvin Say began advocating for the §103-8.5 Works of Art Special Fund which was finally 

passed in 1989 (HRS_0103-8.5). It was the first-ever public art fund in the nation. The Geri 

Lange interview with Preis on Spectrum is publically viewable on the American Broadcasting 

Archive [Preis Spectrum interview] and details a lot of his accomplishments. In 1991, UH 

Manoa awarded Alfred Preis and Masaru Pundy Yokouchi Honorary Degrees for their 

exceptional contribution to the Arts in Hawaiʻi. 

Knowing the history of the SFCA is critical if the Senate intends to “clean house” at SFCA. This 

Bill does not accomplish that, rather, it would decimate SFCA to the detriment of Hawaiʻi. Many 

of us in the community who are watching what is happening at SFCA, feel that there may be 

mismanagement, conflicts of interest, and deviation from the original intention of the foundation. 

There are several points on which I believe that SB2764 misses the mark: 

• SFCA must stand on its own as a State Arts Agency; it does not fit with DAGS nor does 

it fit with DBEDT. 

• Subsuming SFCA administratively under DBEDT will not improve administrative 

functions but may worsen the structure of the Foundation; it may also jeopardize the State 

Arts Agency’s status as a re-granting state-level institution for Federal Grants. 

• The Governor is not knowledgeable or trained in the Arts so he cannot choose the 

Executive Director; rather, the position MUST be held by an individual who has

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exceptional qualifications in the ARTS, a breadth of knowledge of visual and performing 

arts, as well as knowledge of arts and cultural practices of the Asia-Pacific region 

represented by resident artists in Hawaiʻi. There should be a public interview process and 

the interviewees should make public presentations so that the Arts community can have 

input in the selection. 

• The Board of Commissioners should be comprised of individuals with track records in 

the ARTS and well-qualified to help advise the ED; most of the current Commissioners 

need to step down for lack of qualifications. 

• The Governor should not appoint the Board Chair, especially since there were objections 

to the last appointment which were ignored. The ARTS positions should not be used as 

political rewards or favors. 

Some important questions need to be asked before re-introducing this Bill. It would be advisable 

to have knowledgeable community scholars & long-time artists who DO NOT have conflicts of 

interest to be on a committee to formulate a better overhaul plan. 

Possible questions that should be asked: 

• What conflicts of interest exist with current personnel in the SFCA and at HiSAM? 

• Are funds being mismanaged, e.g., the 1% Works of Art Special Fund? 

• How are contracts awarded and are there conflicts of interest with the recipients? 

• Are public works of art being installed in new or renovated State buildings, e.g., the new 

buildings at UH Mānoa? 

• Is there a detailed online catalog of all the works of art that the State owns that can be 

publically accessed? 

• Why was there an expensive rebranding campaign for the HI State Art Museum but the 

HI Revised Statues were not amended first? 

• Why are key positions that are critical to SFCA and HiSAM contract hire, e.g., the Folk 

Arts coordinator? The Folk Arts program was built and supported by Bess Lomax Haws 

in the early 1980s with Lynn Martin as the first coordinator. This position was critical for 

Hawaiʻi’s artists to get recognition as Heritage Award Fellows by the NEA. Also, 

HiSAM needs salaried museum positions held by qualified, trained experts which 

is critical for best practices and maintaining museum standards for the collection. 

As an institution, SFCA and HiSAM are critical to Hawaiʻi. SB 2764 is not even a bandaid 

solution, but a death sentence for the Arts Agency. Please DO NOT approve SB 2764 as it is 

written, rather convene a committee that will take the time to do the investigation thoroughly, 

ethnically, and responsibly. Require the committee to submit a reliable report that will inform the 

overhaul of the SFCA so that it is effective, transparent, and truly preserves and sustains 

Hawaiʻi’s STATE ARTS AGENCY that serves all ethnic groups.

Please do not pass SB 2764 out of your committee.  SB2764, Relating to the Department of 
Business, Economic Development, and Tourism proposes to transfer the State Foundation on 
Culture and the Arts and the King Kamehameha Celebration Commission to the Department of 
Business, Economic Development, and Tourism, repeal the State Foundation on Culture and the 
Arts Commission, and require the Governor to select the Executive Director of the State 
Foundation on Culture and the Arts, with the advice and consent of the Senate.  It is not clear 
how these transfers would benefit the mission of these organizations or the State of Hawaii so 
as to disrupt the work of these organizations. 

 
The mission of the King Kamehameha Celebration Commission and the State Foundation on 
Cultural and the Arts are founded on the preservation and perpetuation of Hawaiiʻs culture, 
especially the Native Hawaiian Culture.  As is now, through years of experience, the Dept of 
Accounting and General Services and the Commissions created to ensure this mission 
understand that.   
 
I am especially concerned about funding for these organizations.  DBEDT funding is primarily 
viewed from an economic and tourism perspective.  Priority may not be given to the 
importance of preserving and perpetuating Hawaiiʻs cultures. The bill has no language about 
transferring appropriations from DAG to DBEDT already allocated to these organizations and 
some promise that it will continue to receive such appropriations.   
 
Having an independent culture and arts organization allows for the perpetuation of authentic 
traditions by Hawaiiʻs cultures, especially of the Native Hawaiian culture.  This cannot be 
assured with the attaching of the SFCA as a branch of DBEDT.  The independent agency 
perspective must be maintained to ensure authentic traditions. 
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Lastly, were these organizations consulted prior to the introduction of this bill, and what is the 
rationale for this dramatic change?  How will the transfer of these organizations strengthen 
their administration, programs, and activities?  Of what value is this movement to the State of 
Hawaii to cause disruption to these organizations, especially the repeal of the State Foundation 
on Culture and the Arts Commission?
