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The Office of the Public Defender respectfully opposes House Bill No. 125. In
particular, the proposed Hawaii Revised Statutes (“HRS”) Section 134-10.5(a)(1) conflicts with
the United States Supreme Court case District of Columbia v. Heller, 554 U.S. 570, 128 S. Ct.
2783 (2008). Although Heller is best known for pronouncing the constitutional right of
individuals to possess firearms within the home for self-defense, as a corollary, Heller also held
unconstitutional laws rendering firearms in the home inoperable for the purpose of immediate
self-defense. Heller, 554 U.S. at 635, 128 S. Ct. at 2821-22.

In Heller, the Respondent challenged a District of Columbia law prohibiting the
possession of handguns as well as a District of Columbia law requiring lawfully owned firearms
be unloaded and disassembled or bound by a trigger lock or similar device. Heller, 554 U.S. at
575,128 S. Ct. at 2788. In holding these laws unconstitutional, the United States Supreme Court
observed that “the American people have considered the handgun to be the quintessential self-
defense weapon [and i]t is easier to store in a location that is readily accessible in an emergency
...~ Heller, 554 U.S. at 629, 128 S. Ct. at 2818. Rendering firearms inoperable “makes it
impossible for citizens to use them for the core lawful purpose of self-defense and is hence
unconstitutional.” Heller, 554 U.S. at 630, 128 S. Ct. at 2818.

Proposed HRS § 134-10.5(a)(1) cannot be squared with Heller. Proposed HRS § 134-
10.5(a)(2) literally requires a firearm in a home to be “render[ed] ... inoperable” or otherwise
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made inaccessible. The language and intent of proposed HRS § 134-10.5(a)(1) make it open to
constitutional challenges.

For the reasons above, the Office of the Public Defender respectfully opposes House Bill
No. 125. Thank you for the opportunity to comment on this measure.

Rifle Association to strongly oppose House Bill 125. While the stated intent of the bill is to
promote safe firearm storage, it oversteps constitutional boundaries, imposes strict liability
on law-abiding gun owners, and lacks clarity in enforcement while failing to address the
root causes of gun-related incidents.

1. Constitutional Concerns and Conflict with Supreme Court Precedent
A. Misinterpretation of Historical Tradition

o H.B. 125 attempts to justify its mandates by citing United States v. Rahimi (2024) and the
existence of "rules about firearm storage™ at the time of the nation's founding. However,
the Supreme Court's ruling in New York State Rifle & Pistol Association v. Bruen (2022)
requires that firearm regulations must be consistent with the historical tradition of
firearm regulation at the time of the Second Amendment’s ratification.

e There is no historical precedent for laws that impose strict liability or broad storage
mandates in private homes. Unlike laws from the 18th century that addressed militia arms
in communal storage settings, H.B. 125 extends state control into private homes in a
way that would likely fail constitutional scrutiny under Bruen.

B. Violation of Heller and McDonald Precedents

e The Supreme Court’s decisions in District of Columbia v. Heller (2008) and McDonald v.
City of Chicago (2010) held that the Second Amendment guarantees the right to self-
defense within the home.

o By mandating that firearms be locked away unless carried on one’s person, H.B. 125
limits a gun owner’s ability to rapidly access a firearm in self-defense, undermining
the right protected in Heller.

« The bill effectively punishes individuals for exercising their constitutional rights, as
failing to comply with these restrictive storage requirements could lead to severe legal
liability—even if no harm occurs.



2. Overbroad and Unfair Liability Provisions

H.B. 125 introduces strict liability for gun owners by making them financially and legally
responsible for any injuries caused by an unsecured firearm—even if the gun is stolen or misused
by another person.

e Strict Liability for Crimes Committed by Others
o The bill states that a gun owner is automatically liable if a firearm is used to
injure a person or property within two years of improper storage.
o This removes the burden of proof from the state and places it unfairly on gun
owners, punishing them for the criminal actions of another person.
« No Safe Harbor for Stolen Firearms
o While an exemption is provided if a firearm is stolen through an unlawful entry,
this does not account for situations where a firearm is stolen through deception,
coercion, or theft by someone who lawfully enters a home (e.g., a house guest,
roommate, or even a repair worker).
o By imposing liability even when a gun owner is unaware of the theft, the bill sets
an unreasonable standard that punishes victims instead of criminals.

3. Redundant and Unnecessary Regulations

Hawaii already has some of the most stringent firearm regulations in the country, including
existing safe storage laws. This bill duplicates existing laws while increasing the penalties and
burdens on lawful gun owners.

o Firearm Retailers Are Already Required to Provide Safety Information

o Federal law already mandates that all firearm purchases include a gun lock or
equivalent safety device.

o The additional requirement that retailers provide a written copy of storage laws is
redundant and unnecessary.

o Existing Laws Already Address Negligent Storage

o H.B. 125 revises Section 134-10.5, which already penalizes negligent firearm
storage when a minor is likely to gain access.

o The revised language expands the law to apply regardless of whether children
or unauthorized persons are actually present, imposing an arbitrary
government standard on what constitutes “secure storage” in a private
residence.

4. Criminalization of Law-Abiding Gun Owners

H.B. 125 unfairly criminalizes responsible firearm owners with vague and impractical storage
mandates:



e The ""Reasonable Person' Standard Is Too Subjective

o The bill states that firearms must be stored in a location that a *'reasonable
person™ would believe to be secure.

o This is an ambiguous and arbitrary legal standard that could vary widely
based on individual interpretation.

o Law-abiding gun owners would be left guessing what constitutes "reasonable
storage' in the eyes of the government, opening the door for inconsistent
enforcement and prosecution.

e Punitive Measures for Non-Criminal Behavior

o The bill criminalizes gun owners even if no harm occurs, making storage
violations punishable with fines up to $500 and potential criminal penalties.

o The cumulative effect of this law discourages firearm ownership by adding
excessive regulatory burdens, fines, and legal risks.

5. Real Solutions That Protect Both Safety and Rights

Rather than imposing one-size-fits-all mandates on responsible gun owners, the state should
focus on policies that actually address violent crime and gun misuse:

v Education and Voluntary Training Programs — Encourage responsible firearm ownership
through education rather than punitive measures. Expanding public awareness programs
would be more effective than criminalization.

v Enforcement of Existing Laws — Ensure that current storage laws are properly enforced
before adding redundant restrictions.

v Target Criminals, Not Lawful Owners — Focus legislative efforts on illegally trafficked
firearms, repeat offenders, and violent criminals, rather than imposing new mandates on
responsible citizens.

Conclusion

H.B. 125 violates Second Amendment protections, introduces vague and arbitrary liability,
duplicates existing laws, and punishes law-abiding firearm owners without addressing the
real causes of gun-related violence.

For these reasons, | strongly urge the Legislature to reject H.B. 125 in favor of solutions that
respect constitutional rights while promoting responsible firearm ownership.

Chair David Tarnas, Vice Chair Mahina Poepoe, and members of the Judiciary and Hawaiian
Affairs Committee, thank you for providing this opportunity for Hawai‘i - American Nurses
Association (Hawai‘i-ANA) to provide testimony in strong support of HB893 and HB125,
which address critical issues surrounding firearm safety and the prevention of gun violence in

our state.

Hawai‘i- ANA is the professional association for over 17,000 registered nurses who live and
work in Hawai‘i. Hawai‘i nurses firmly believe that gun violence is not only a public safety
issue but also a pressing public health concern that demands immediate and comprehensive

action.

Overview of HB893 and HB125

HBB893 aims to prohibit assault rifles, assault shotguns, and .50 caliber rifles from being brought
into Hawai‘i, prohibit their sale or transfer, amend existing prohibition to include these, expand
the ban on high-capacity detachable magazines, and provide exceptions for police force and

military. HB125 focuses on the requirement of businesses and persons who sell firearms to



others to provide a written statement to the purchaser on the requirement for safe storage of said
weapon, outlining those requirements, and the consequences of failure to abide by the storage
requirements. These measures align with the national priorities of the American Nurses
Association (ANA) which our local chapter fully supports as a critical measure for the health of
our community. ANA has consistently called for meaningful legislation to promote firearm
safety, reduce gun violence, and address the public health crisis that firearms pose in the United
States, the nurses in our community are no different and stand firmly with our national leadership
on this critical issue. The ANA’s position is clear: gun violence is a public health epidemic that
requires evidence-based solutions and sustained commitment from policymakers, healthcare

professionals, and community stakeholders (ANA, 2023).

The Role of Nurses in Addressing Gun Violence
As frontline healthcare providers, nurses witness the devastating effects of gun violence daily.
The physical injuries, psychological trauma, and long-term health consequences are profound
and extend far beyond the individuals directly impacted. Nurses also play a critical role in the
aftermath of gun violence, providing care to victims and their families and addressing the
broader implications of these tragedies on community health.
The ANA has emphasized that nurses must advocate for evidence-based policies to prevent
firearm-related injuries and deaths. In particular, nurses are uniquely positioned to:

e Promote Awareness: Educating patients and communities about the risks of firearm

ownership and safe storage practices.
e Advocate for Legislation: Supporting laws that regulate firearm access and usage to

reduce the likelihood of accidental or intentional harm.



e Provide Trauma-Informed Care: Addressing the physical and emotional needs of gun
violence survivors and their families.
HB893 and HB125 reflect these priorities by incorporating measures that align with public
health frameworks for firearm safety and violence prevention. Frankly, gun violence is nursing
business and we firmly support every effort our lawmakers are taking in HB 893 and HB 125 to
safeguard our citizens, decrease the burden of trauma on our public health, and improve

awareness of this problem.

The Public Health Impact of Gun Violence

Gun violence is a leading cause of death and injury in the United States, with over 45,000
firearm-related deaths reported annually (Centers for Disease Control and Prevention [CDC],
2022). This crisis is not confined to the mainland; Hawai‘i is not immune to the consequences of
firearm-related injuries and deaths. Research has shown that comprehensive legislative efforts,
such as those proposed in HB893 and HB125, can significantly reduce the prevalence of firearm-
related incidents (American Academy of Nursing [AAN], 2023).

According to the American Nurses Association, strong legislative action—including measures to
regulate firearm access, enhance background checks, and promote safe storage—is essential to
mitigating gun violence (ANA, 2023). Moreover, the American Academy of Nursing (AAN) has
highlighted the importance of addressing firearm safety as part of a holistic approach to violence
prevention, emphasizing the need for community-based initiatives and education campaigns

(AAN, 2023).



The Importance of Evidence-Based Policy
HB893 and HB125 are grounded in evidence-based practices that prioritize public safety and
health. The provisions outlined in these bills, such as prohibit assault rifles, assault shotguns, and
.50 caliber rifles from being brought in to Hawai‘i, prohibit there sale or transfer, amend existing
prohibition to include these, expand band on high-capacity detachable magazines, and provide
exceptions for police force and military and the requirement for safe storage at time of sale, have
been shown to effectively reduce firearm-related injuries and deaths in other jurisdictions. For
example, states with comprehensive firearm safety laws report significantly lower rates of gun-
related fatalities compared to states with less stringent regulations (Giffords Law Center, 2023).
Some examples of these improved outcomes related to legislative measures are provided here:
e States with the strictest gun laws, such as Massachusetts, have some of the lowest firearm
death rates in the country. Massachusetts had a gun death rate of 3.4 per 100,000
people in 2020, compared to states with weaker gun laws, such as Mississippi, which had
a gun death rate of 28.6 per 100,000 people (CDC, 2022).Child firearm deaths decreased
by 23% in states with child access prevention laws that require safe storage of firearms
(Monuteaux et al., 2019).
Additionally, the ANA and other nursing organizations advocate for increased funding for
research on gun violence, including studies on its impact on healthcare systems and frontline
providers. These bills provide an opportunity for Hawai‘i to lead by example, demonstrating a

commitment to data-driven solutions that address the root causes of gun violence.

Building a Culture of Safety Through Education and Training



Education and training are critical components of any successful gun violence prevention
strategy. Nurses, as trusted members of their communities, are well-positioned to lead efforts to
educate the public about firearm safety. The ANA’s recommendations include implementing
training programs for healthcare providers on how to discuss firearm safety with patients,
particularly those at higher risk of gun violence (American Nurse, 2023).
HB893 and HB125 can enhance these efforts by incorporating funding and resources for
educational initiatives. These initiatives could include:

e Community workshops on safe firearm storage.

e Training programs for healthcare providers to identify and intervene in situations

involving potential firearm risks.
e Public awareness campaigns to promote a culture of safety and responsibility around

firearm ownership.

Conclusion

In conclusion, the Hawai‘i-ANA strongly supports HB893 and HB125 as essential steps toward
reducing gun violence and promoting public health in our state. These bills align with national
nursing priorities and reflect the commitment of Hawai‘i’s policymakers to safeguard the well-
being of our communities.

As healthcare professionals dedicated to protecting and improving lives, we urge this committee
to pass these measures and continue to prioritize gun violence prevention as a critical public
health issue. Hawai‘i-ANA stands ready to collaborate with legislators, community leaders, and

other stakeholders to ensure the successful implementation of these important initiatives.

The Hawaii Public Health Association supports HB125 which requires gun owners to keep their firearms stored
locked when not in use, to prevent unintentional shootings by children, suicides, and gun theft. This measure is
important because:

® Keeping guns securely stored at home is one of the most effective steps we can take to prevent unintentional
shootings, youth gun violence and school shootings, and gun thefts.

® While millions of responsible gun owners follow recommended storage practices, research shows that more than
half of gun owners do not store all of their guns securely.

® More than 1,200 children and teens die by gun suicide each year, most often using guns belonging to a family
member. Over 80 percent of child firearm suicides take place in a home.

® In more than 75% of active shooter incidents in K-12 schools, the shooter or shooters were school-age and were
current or former students and obtained their guns from their home or the homes of relatives.

® Guns stolen from cars and homes are the single-largest source of guns used in crimes nationally.

My name is Agustin Cabrera and | am a State Legislative Manager with Giffords, the gun
violence prevention organization founded by former Congresswoman Gabby Giffords. | write to
you today in support of HB 125, a bill that would strengthen standards for the safe storage of
firearms in Hawaii.

When guns are not stored safely or securely, the risk of theft, misuse, or accidental injury
significantly increases. Safe storage laws are incredibly effective tools to curb gun deaths and
injuries, having a significant impact on community safety.

Unsecured guns in the home pose a real threat to children and teens.

Household guns, often the most easily accessible firearms for youth, are a major source of
weapons used in school shootings, youth suicides, and unintentional shooting deaths among
children. In the United States, 4.6 million minors live in homes with at least one loaded and
unsecured firearm, putting them at higher risk of gun homicide and suicide." Data from the
Center for Disease Control and Prevention shows that youth suicide with guns rose dramatically
between 2011 and 2020.? In fact, gun suicides by minors increased 61% in that period. Studies
have demonstrated that the risk of suicide—particularly amongst children and teens—is
significantly higher in homes where a firearm is kept loaded and/or unlocked.® Additionally, a
study of mass shootings demonstrated that in over half of shootings perpetrated by minors in
elementary or secondary schools, the shooter used guns obtained from home that were likely
unsecured.*

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Children and teens are also at risk of death or injury from unintentional shootings. Children as
young as three years-old are strong enough to fire some types of handguns.® Estimates from a
2019 study suggest that even modest increases in the number of American homes safely
storing firearms could prevent almost a third of youth gun deaths due to suicide and
unintentional firearm injury.®

HB 125 can help prevent both youth and adult firearm suicides.

Safe storage is important for people of all ages. Studies over the last three decades have
consistently found a strong correlation between lower risks of self-inflicted firearm injuries and
suicide in homes where firearms are kept locked or unloaded for both youth and adults.” One
study found that adults who stored their firearms safely were less likely to die by firearm
suicide.® Another study found that states with laws requiring safe storage of handguns
experienced reduced rates of firearm suicide generally.®

Unsecured firearms contribute to gun theft and illegal firearm trafficking.

Nationally—representative survey data suggests that approximately 380,000 guns are stolen
from individual gun owners each year.” A safe storage law can also prevent unsecured guns
from being stolen during a burglary or other theft by people who have consent to be in the
home, such as caregivers of elderly residents and other visitors.

Gun theft is also an important way that guns enter the illegal market." A study by Harvard and
Northeastern researchers shows that hundreds of thousands of firearms are stolen from gun
owners each year."”? From 2017 to 2021, there were over one million guns (1,026,538) stolen
from individual gun owners in the U.S.”™ The real number of stolen guns is likely much higher as
most states do not require gun owners to report stolen guns to law enforcement. Importantly, a
2023 ATF report revealed that many of these stolen firearms wind up in underground markets,

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helping to illegally arm minors, criminals, and other prohibited persons. Even one stolen gun
can have drastic consequences. For instance, just one gun stolen from a dealer in Wisconsin
was subsequently linked to 27 separate shootings in Chicago—two of which were fatal—in the
20 months before it was confiscated.

Researchers have also found that gun owners who safely store their firearms experience gun
thefts at a lower rate than those who do not. A 2017 study concluded that promoting safer
storage of guns may help to reduce gun thefts and reduce the number of guns entering the
illegal market.'®

In conclusion, asking gun owners to safely and securely store their firearms is not
unreasonable. A majority of gun owners are both aware of and regularly practice safe storage of
their firearms. HB 125 would only impact gun owners who are not acting responsibly and risk a
tragedy or theft of their firearm that could impact many more than only those within their home.
Giffords believes this to be a reasonable and impactful strategy to implement in the fight against
gun violence and asks that you vote in favor of HB 125.

& Hawaiian Affairs

Founded in 1974, Brady works to change the law, change the industry, and change culture to free America
from gun violence. Our organization today carries the name of Jim Brady, who was shot and severely
injured in the assassination attempt on President Ronald Reagan. Jim and his wife, Sarah, led the fight to
pass federal legislation requiring background checks for gun sales. Brady continues to uphold Jim and
Sarah’s legacy by uniting Americans across the country in the fight to prevent gun violence.

There are evidence-based policy solutions that we know will help to prevent gun violence in Hawaii. The
bill before you today, HB 125, will encourage responsible and safe firearm storage practices and save
lives by requiring retail sellers of firearms to inform purchasers of secure firearm storage laws, expanding
secure storage requirements, and updating the state’s child access prevention laws. For these reasons,
Brady strongly supports HB 125.

Secure Storage Saves Lives

Nationwide, more than 4.6 million minors live in homes with unsecured guns.' A study published by the
American Academy of Pediatrics in 2018 found that within a sample of parents who owned guns, only
one third stored all household firearms locked and unloaded.? Another study, released in 2023, found that
92% of guns used in accidental shooting deaths among children were left unlocked and loaded.’
Additionally, a 2010 study showed that over 70 percent of children reported knowing the storage location
of the household firearm, and that 1 in 5 parents who reported that their child had never handled the
household firearm were contradicted by their child’s report. As a result, 70-90 percent of firearms used in
unintentional shootings, school shootings, and suicides by minors are acquired from home or the homes

of friends or relatives.* Among children, 89 percent of unintentional shooting deaths occur in the home.’

Unintentional shootings invelving minors are preventable

Studies show keeping a gun locked and unloaded is associated with a protective effect against
unintentional firearm injuries in homes with children and teenagers.® This finding is bolstered by recent
research from 2018 showing Child Access Prevention laws (“CAP laws™) that require secure storage of
firearms are associated with a significant reduction in unintentional pediatric firearm injuries.” In fact, a
2020 study found a 59 percent decrease in overall unintentional firearm deaths in states that have secure
storage laws.?

We have seen the rates of unintentional shootings skyrocket among children, especially with the onset of
the COVID-19 pandemic. With more children at home due to COVID-19, there was a 40 percent increase
in unintentional shootings over 2020-2021 when compared to the 2 years prior to the start of the
pandemic.’ There is especially concern for children’s safety during the summer season, as most children
are spending more time at home. It is critical that Hawaii pass policy that rises to the occasion of
protecting our children from entirely preventable tragedies.

Tragically, many school shootings are also facilitated by kids or teens having access to unsecured guns at
home. A 2019 U.S. Department of Homeland Security analysis of targeted school violence shows that 76
percent of attackers who used firearms to commit violence in schools obtained the firearm from their
parent’s home or the home of another close relative.'® In half of those cases, the evidence indicated the
firearm was either readily accessible or not secured in a meaningful way.'!

Finally, the rate of firearm suicides among children under the age of 18 has steadily increased over the
past decade. Over that time, the number of firearm suicides among minors in the United States has

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doubled from 361 deaths in 2008 to 725 deaths in 2018.'> Moreover, a 2019 study found that in as many
as 75 percent of youth firearm suicides for which the gun storage method could be identified, the gun was
stored loaded and unlocked.” The evidence is clear: access to firearms is not only affecting minors;
having a firearm easily accessible in the home when a family member is at risk of suicide increases the
risk of a deadly outcome should that person attempt suicide. Firearms are the most lethal method used in
suicide deaths, with a fatality rate of approximately 90 percent.'* Frequently, the decision to harm oneself
is made abruptly: a quarter of individuals who attempt suicide make the attempt within 5 minutes of
deciding to end their lives."> This means putting barriers in place to prevent easy access to lethal means
can delay a suicide attempt in the event of a crisis, giving someone who is struggling more time to seek
help. In fact, research supports that storing firearms locked and unloaded can be an effective measure to
reduce the risk of suicide.'® Importantly, unsecure firearm storage was found to be least likely among
families living in states with both CAP laws and stronger firearm legislation."’

There is a large body of academic research showing that strong CAP laws are associated with significant
reductions in rates of suicide and unintentional firearms deaths and injuries among children and teens.'® In
2004, the Journal of the American Medical Association published research finding that child access
prevention law enactment is associated with a 26 percent annual reduction in self-inflicted firearm injuries
among youth and an 8 percent decrease in overall suicide rates among 14-17 year old’s, strongly
suggesting that when firearms are inaccessible as a result of these laws, minors are not substituting
firearms with other methods." A recent study showed that states that have secure storage laws see a 78
percent drop in unintentional shootings committed by children compared to states that do not have any
secure storage laws in place.*

What this bill does

This bill creates a general obligation to securely store a firearm when it is not under the direct control of
the owner or other lawfully authorized user. It is also appropriate that this proposed bill expands the
obligation to prevent all minors (under the age of 18) from accessing firearms, as the risks associated with
access to unsupervised firearms do not simply dissipate when one turns 16. In fact, firearms are used in 44
percent of suicide deaths by 16- and 17-year-olds.”!

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Unfortunately, this bill creates strict liability for any harm occurring from an unsafely stored firearm,
which Brady does not support. We believe that evidence shows that this bill need not create strict scrutiny
for consequences of secure storage to be an effective tool to save Hawai’ian lives. Strict liability
notwithstanding, this bill serves an important purpose.

Further, this proposed law does not infringe upon an individual’s Second Amendment right to keep and
bear arms in the home — rather, firearms ownership comes with a responsibility to ensure that lethal
weapons are not readily accessible to minors who either cannot yet responsibly handle firearms
themselves or who are at risk of harming themselves or others. Securing firearms in the home is
compatible with a firearm owner's ability to protect the home. There is a wide range of firearm storage
options available on the market that are affordable and enable the owner of the gun to access it quickly if
necessary. Research clearly shows that robust child access prevention and secure storage laws help protect
children and reduce the risk of firearm suicide, and unintentional shootings by kids and teens in homes
across America. Secure storage has a measurable impact on reducing the rate of suicide and in preventing
unintentional shootings that result in injury or death. Laws around secure storage have been upheld by the
courts nationwide and the research is conclusive: secure storage saves lives.

Brady strongly encourages a favorable report for HB 125, which will update our state’s secure
storage laws to create a general requirement to secure a firearm when it is not in use and require
gun dealers to provide buyers with information about the state’s current secure firearm storage
laws.

In furtherance of Brady’s goal to reduce firearm violence across Hawaii,
the Hawaii Chapter of the Brady Campaign to Prevent Gun Violence is
proud to offer its strong endorsement of HB125.

In Hawai'i, firearm suicides account for 65% of all gun
deaths — which is above the nation’s average. Additionally,
each day in America, eight kids are unintentionally injured or
killed due to an unsecured firearm in the home.

HB 125 will update our state’s secure storage laws to create
a general requirement to secure a firearm when it is not in
use. It will also require gun dealers to provide buyers with
information about the state’s current secure firearm storage
laws. In doing so, buyers will better understand how secure
firearm storage can reduce firearm suicide, unintentional
shootings, and more.

Why Safe Storage of Firearms is Necessary




Access to guns in the home increases the risk of suicide by 300%.
Firearm owners who keep their firearms locked or unloaded were at
least 60% less likely to die from firearm related suicide than those who
store their firearms unlocked and/or loaded.

Improperly storing guns can also contribute to guns entering the illegal
market:

o Gun thefts from cars, homes, and gun dealers are a large source
of black-market guns.

o Between 2010 and 2016, police recovered more than 23,000
stolen firearms, most of which were connected to kidnappings,
armed robberies, sexual assaults, murders, and other violent
crimes.

Protecting all Minors Under 18 from Accessing Firearms

Each day, 8 children and teens (aged 0 to 17) are unintentionally
injured or killed by family fire, and 4.6 million children live in a home
with an unlocked, loaded firearm.

Although 70% of parents reported that adolescents could not

independently access firearms in their household, over one-third of
children belonging to those households reported being able to access
the firearm in less than five minutes.

92% of quns used in accidental shooting deaths among children were
left unlocked and loaded.

e 89% of unintentional shooting deaths by children occur in the home.
e 70-90% of firearms used in unintentional shootings, school shootings,

and suicides by minors are acquired from the home, or from the homes
of friends or relatives.

In 75% of youth firearm suicides for which the gun storage method
could be identified, the gun was stored loaded and unlocked.

CAP Laws Save Lives
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e Rates of unintentional shootings by children were 78 percent lower in
states requiring secure storage when the gun is not in the owner’s
possession, compared to states with no secure storage laws.

e Relatively modest increases in safe storage practices could reduce
youth firearm fatalities by up to 32%.

e Multiple studies from 2006-2009 have found that CAP laws can reduce
firearm suicide and unintentional gun deaths among children and teens
by up to 54%.

Current Landscape
e There is no federal law which requires gun owners to safely store their

guns and prevent children from accessing them:

o The only federal regulation is a 2005 law which requires that all
handguns sold by licensed dealers be accompanied by a secure
safety device, but does not require that these devices are used.

e 26 states have child access prevention (CAP) and/or safe storage laws
in place:

o 20 of these states have laws which impose criminal liability on
people who store firearms where minors could or do gain access
to the firearm.

e The majority of Americans support mandating safe storage of firearms:

o A 2019 poll found that 78% of Americans are in favor of safe
storage regulations, 60% of whom strongly support the
measures

m This support is bipartisan: 68% of Republicans and 88% of
Democrats support safe storage.

m The measure is also supported by the majority of gun
owners (66%) and non-gun owners (85%).

HB125 should not be controversial. Please support this commonsense
legislation to keep our keiki and general population safe.

Everytown for Gun Safety, and the Hawai‘i Chapters of Moms Demand Action for
Gun Sense in America, and Students Demand Action for Gun Sense in America are
writing in support of HB 125.

Everytown for Gun Safety is the nation’s largest gun violence prevention organization, with
nearly 11 million supporters including moms, mayors, students, gun owners, faith leaders,
educators, and more. We fight to advance gun safety policies at every level of government,
including state legislatures. Moms Demand Action and Students Demand Action for Gun
Sense in America are grassroots movements working towards common-sense public
safety measures. With an established chapter in every state of the country, we campaign
for effective solutions to lax gun laws and loopholes that jeopardize our communities.

The state's current law says firearms must be securely stored only if the person knows or
reasonably should know that a minor is likely to gain access to the firearm without the
parent or guardian's permission, but the misdemeanor penalty for criminally negligent
storage only applies if the minor actually accesses the firearm.

HB 125 would significantly strengthen Hawai’i’s law, requiring that everyone keep their
firearms securely stored using a trigger lock, lockbox, or gun safe, when they’re not in
use. Secure storage is one of the most effective steps we can take to prevent
unintentional shootings among children, youth gun violence, and school shootings. Given
the increase in gun violence in Hawai'’i this year, much of it involving young people, HB
125 is a smart step for public safety to decrease the chances that someone too young to
purchase a gun legally will be able to access one.

Secure storage practices are also absolutely critical in preventing gun crime. Many
firearms recovered at crime scenes were stolen from lawful owners who may have failed
to take the proper steps to prevent the theft. In fact, guns stolen from cars and homes are
the single-largest source of guns used in crimes nationally. To this end, Everytown
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encourages this committee to include storage solutions that address access by
unauthorized users, in addition to minors. We recommend requiring gun owners to
store their firearms in a locked safe, or to store firearms locked with secure storage
devices such as trigger locks or cable locks out of plain sight to prevent potential thefts.
We also recommend that a gun owner be held accountable when either a minor or a
person who is legally prohibited from possessing firearms obtains their gun.

While millions of responsible gun owners follow recommended storage practices,
research shows that more than half of gun owners do not store all of their guns securely.
More than 1,200 children and teens die by gun suicide each year, most often using guns
belonging to a family member. Over 80 percent of child firearm suicides take place in a
home. In more than 75% of active shooter incidents in K-12 schools, the shooter or
shooters were school-age and were current or former students, and obtained their guns
from their home or the homes of relatives.

For these reasons, Everytown for Gun Safety, Moms Demand Action, and Students
Demand Action strongly support HB 125.

My name is Christopher D. Thomas, a former Captain in the United States Air Force Judge Advocate
General (JAG) Corps. During my active-duty service from 2001 to 2007, | served as a felony-level
prosecuting attorney and defense counsel, providing legal services to members of the Pacific Air Forces
in Hawai‘i, Guam, Japan, and Korea. Following my military service my law practice concentrates, in part,
on mental health law and treatment. | am also a parent to school-aged children, an avid hunter, and a
registered State of Hawaii gun owner. | am a member of the Giffords Gun Owners for Safety advocacy
organization.

Your proposed legislation would extend safe-storage requirements beyond those already enacted into
Law; HB 125 merely extends protections regarding minors and prohibited persons to all members of
society. Itis common sense to mandate the safe storage and security of the most lethal consumer product
available. Failure to store a firearm properly and securely can result to unintended access and the
irreversible consequences of suicide, accidental discharge, and intentional shootings.

Passing the provisions of HB 125 into law will not impede any individual from lawfully carrying and
accessing a firearm for self-defense on their own premises. Contained within the proposed legislation is a
provision that allows for on-person possession of a firearm (presumably legally obtained and registered
with a permit to carry). However, when not in direct control of a firearm, it must be stored securely so
that no other individual can either intentionally or negligently access the weapon.

Gun safety in our communities is reliant upon commonsense regulations that are proven to reverse the
current epidemic of violence using firearms. HB 125 is an overdue extension of already available and
accepted protocols of safe gun storage.

Keeping guns securely stored at home is one of the most effective steps we can take to
prevent unintentional shootings, youth gun violence, school shootings, and gun thefts. While
millions of responsible gun owners follow recommended storage practices, research shows that
more than half of gun owners do not store all of their guns securely.

In homes where domestic violence occurs, children may be at increased risk if firearms
are not properly stored. Gun access increases the risk of unintentional injuries, accidents, or
even intentional violence directed at the children or other family members.

Domestic violence often involves severe emotional distress, and access to firearms can
increase the risk of suicide for both the victim and the perpetrator. Safe storage can act as a
safeguard against impulsive acts of self-harm or harm to others.

Perpetrators of domestic violence with access to guns use the threat of gun violence to
inflict emotional abuse on their partners or escalate to homicide. The presence of a firearm in
domestic violence situations increases the risk of homicide for women by 500%. Additionally,
more than half of women killed by gun violence are killed by family members or intimate

| stand in OPPOSITION to this bill. The opening of the bill speaks of historical analogues
allowing such regulations while citing Rahimi. Rahimi was a refinement of the Bruin decision
which states that gun laws must have a legal analogue from the time of the founding when the
Second Amendment is implicated and this duty would be on the Government to prove a historic
analogue.

Anti-Gun proponents have tried, and failed, to equate laws regarding the safe storage of black
powder as such an analog, when they are actually fire safety and building code laws, not gun
laws. The intention was not to prevent use or misuse of a firearm by keeping powder stored, but
to reduce the chance for fire to spread and mandate safer powder magazine design to reduce
collateral damage in the event of a detonation.

Since proponents of this bill cannot point to an actual historic analog, it is a violation of the
Second Amendment and the Constitution. While safely storing firearms is a good idea, it is a
matter of self responsibility and in some instances can be cost prohibitive with the requirements
laid out in this bill. A proper gun safe can cost nearly $1000, with shipping costs to Hawaii
adding to that price due to the bulk and weight of such items.

More affordable options may be more easily accessed by unauthorized persons. Some of the
most popular gun vaults available on Amazon have glaring security flaws that can be used to
bypass the locks and access the firearm stored within. Some of these are as damning as a plastic
or rubber panel hidden behind a sticker that can be popped off with a finger to gain access to the
locking mechanism and firearm inside. Most would not be aware of these design flaws and
assume their storage is secure.

My own safe is bolted to my wall, but someone with a crowbar could access it within 5 minutes,
less if they have power tools like an angle grinder, within seconds if they have lockpicking tools
and a small amount of experience.

And all these safety measures often slow down access to a firearm in an emergency. This bill,
while well meaning, must be deferred due to its unconstitutionality.

First, HB125 places unnecessary government mandates on private firearm ownership, restricting
individuals’ ability to store their firearms in a manner best suited for their personal safety. Secure
storage is important, but a one-size-fits-all mandate ignores the different needs of responsible
gun owners, particularly those who may need quick access to a firearm for self-defense. By
imposing additional storage restrictions, this bill could unintentionally put law-abiding citizens at
greater risk in emergency situations.

Second, requiring retailers to provide additional notices regarding firearm storage places an
undue regulatory burden on small businesses. Gun retailers are already subject to extensive state
and federal regulations, and adding more requirements will increase operational costs, which will
ultimately be passed on to consumers.

Firearm owners should not be held criminally liable for the actions of
others when they have taken reasonable precautions to secure their weapons. There must be clear
definitions of what constitutes “secure storage” to avoid unfair prosecution of responsible
individuals.

While firearm safety is a shared priority, HB125 approaches the issue with excessive restrictions
rather than education and responsible gun ownership advocacy. A more effective approach
would be to invest in public awareness campaigns, subsidized safety training, and voluntary safe
storage programs rather than imposing new mandates that may have unintended consequences.

| am submitting this testimony in strong opposition to HB135, which proposes new mandates
on the storage of firearms in the State of Hawaii.

Concerns Regarding the Proposed Bill:

Infringement on Constitutional Rights:

The bill undermines the fundamental right to self-defense as protected under the Second
Amendment of the U.S. Constitution. In the landmark case District of Columbia v. Heller (2008),
the U.S. Supreme Court struck down Washington, D.C.'s safe storage law that required firearms
in the home to be kept unloaded and either disassembled or secured with a trigger lock. The
Court ruled that such requirements violated the Second Amendment because they rendered
firearms inoperable for immediate use in self-defense situations within the home.

This proposed bill imposes similar burdens on lawful gun owners in Hawaii. By requiring
firearms to be locked in a container, secured with tamper-resistant devices, or kept within
immediate reach, the bill restricts the ability of individuals to access their firearms quickly in
emergencies. This directly conflicts with the Supreme Court's ruling in Heller, which
emphasized that the right to self-defense is central to the Second Amendment, particularly within
one's own home.

Unreasonable Burden on Law-Abiding Gun Owners:

While the goal of promoting safety is commendable, this legislation disproportionately penalizes
responsible gun owners. It subjects individuals to fines, criminal charges, and strict liability even
in cases where no harm results from a storage violation. This approach shifts the focus from
actual criminal behavior to the overregulation of lawful activities.

Strict Liability Provisions Are Overly Harsh:
Holding gun owners strictly liable for any damage or injury caused by an unsecured firearm—

even without negligence—is excessive. It fails to account for unforeseen circumstances, such as
theft or unauthorized access despite reasonable precautions. The law should differentiate
between genuine negligence and unavoidable incidents.

Vague Language Leads to Legal Uncertainty:

Terms like "a location that a reasonable person would believe to be secure” are subjective and
open to varied interpretations. This ambiguity could lead to inconsistent enforcement and
confusion among law-abiding citizens attempting to comply with the law.

Potential to Criminalize Victims:

In situations where a firearm is accessed by an unauthorized person, this bill could result in the
criminal prosecution of victims who were already harmed by the incident. Rather than providing
justice, it risks revictimizing individuals who have suffered a crime.

Recommendations:
Instead of punitive measures, | urge the Legislature to consider:

o Enhanced Firearm Safety Education: Promote voluntary programs that encourage safe
storage without imposing criminal penalties on responsible owners.

e Focus on Criminal Acts: Target laws at individuals who commit crimes with firearms,
not those who legally own and responsibly use them.

e Legal Protections for Lawful Owners: Ensure that self-defense rights are not
compromised by overbroad regulations.

Conclusion:

| respectfully request that the Committee reject this bill in its current form. While the intent to
promote public safety is important, this legislation overreaches, infringes on constitutional rights,
and unfairly targets responsible citizens. Public safety can be advanced through education,
community support, and enforcement against actual criminal behavior—not by criminalizing
lawful conduct.

The expansion of firearm storage requirements raises serious concerns regarding enforcement.
Law enforcement cannot reasonably monitor compliance within private residences without
infringing on constitutional protections. Instead of penalizing responsible gun owners,
policymakers should focus on enforcing existing laws against those who misuse firearms
unlawfully.

4. Potential Constitutional and Legal Challenges

This bill may face legal challenges on constitutional grounds. The Supreme Court has reaffirmed
the individual right to keep and bear arms in decisions such as District of Columbia v. Heller
(2008) and McDonald v. Chicago (2010). Any law that excessively restricts a citizen’s ability to
access their legally owned firearm for self-defense could be subject to constitutional scrutiny.

Conclusion
Rather than imposing additional mandates on responsible firearm owners and retailers, the



Legislature should prioritize initiatives that effectively target criminal misuse of firearms, such
as harsher penalties for illegal gun possession and enhanced mental health services. HB 125 does
not enhance public safety but instead creates unnecessary restrictions on lawful firearm owners.

Violation of Constitutional Rights: The Second Amendment of the U.S. Constitution
guarantees "the right of the people to keep and bear Arms, shall not be infringed.” This right has
been reaffirmed by the U.S. Supreme Court in landmark cases like District of Columbia v. Heller
(2008) and McDonald v. Chicago (2010), which have established that this amendment
safeguards an individual's right to possess firearms for traditionally lawful purposes, such as self-
defense within the home.

HB125, with its proposed restrictions on the types of firearms that can be owned or its
regulations on where firearms can be carried, blatantly ignores these legal precedents, effectively
infringing upon our constitutional rights.

Impact on Law-Abiding Citizens: This bill would impose further restrictions that
disproportionately affect those who follow the law. For example, any new limits on magazine
capacities or bans on certain types of firearms do not address the root of gun violence, which is
often linked to criminal activity rather than legal gun ownership. Law-abiding citizens should not
be punished or have their rights curtailed because of the actions of criminals.

Moreover, the right to bear arms is not just about self-defense; it's about maintaining the balance
of power between the government and the people, a principle deeply embedded in our
democratic tradition. HB125 would tip this balance, reducing the autonomy and security of
individuals.

Legal Precedents and Judicial Review: Recent federal court decisions, including those from
the Ninth Circuit like Young v. Hawaii and Teter v. Lopez, have started to dismantle overly
restrictive state gun laws, signaling a judicial trend towards broader Second Amendment
protections. HB125 flies in the face of these legal developments, likely setting the stage for



costly legal battles and potential judicial overturning at the expense of the state's resources and
taxpayers' money.

Public Safety and Criminal Behavior: The argument that such laws increase public safety is
fundamentally flawed. Data from states with more permissive gun laws often show no significant
increase in gun violence compared to those with stringent laws. Instead, crime rates are more
closely correlated with socio-economic factors, mental health support, and law enforcement
effectiveness. By focusing on gun control rather than these underlying issues, HB125 misses the
mark on genuinely improving safety.

Conclusion: House Bill HB125 is an infringement on our constitutional rights, a misstep in
public policy, and an unnecessary burden on law-abiding citizens. It does not address the real
issues surrounding gun violence and instead penalizes those who respect and adhere to the law. |
strongly urge the committee to vote against this bill, to uphold the Second Amendment rights of
all Hawaiians, and to seek more effective strategies for enhancing public safety.

| write in strong OPPOSITION to this bill, which seeks to impose additional firearm storage
regulations on law-abiding citizens. While the stated intent of the bill is to promote public safety,
it does so by infringing upon individual liberties and imposing unjust burdens on responsible gun
OwWners.

Unlike many other states, the Hawai‘i State Constitution does not explicitly protect the right to
keep and bear arms. This makes it even more critical that the Legislature refrain from imposing
unnecessary and excessive restrictions on firearm ownership.

Hawaii remains subject to the U.S. Constitution’s Second Amendment, which has been
reaffirmed through key Supreme Court rulings such as District of Columbia v. Heller (2008),
McDonald v. Chicago (2010), and New York State Rifle & Pistol Association v. Bruen (2022).
These decisions make clear that the right to keep and bear arms is a fundamental individual right,
not a privilege subject to arbitrary government interference. This bill violates the spirit of these
rulings by imposing unnecessary restrictions that burden law-abiding citizens while doing little
to prevent crime.

This bill assumes that the government, rather than individuals, is best suited to determine how a
person secures their own firearm. The fundamental right to keep and bear arms necessarily
includes the right to determine how those arms are stored within one's own home. Just as the
government has no authority to dictate how we store our kitchen knives or medications, it should
not impose a one-size-fits-all mandate on firearm storage.

Responsible gun ownership entails personal responsibility, not government micromanagement.
Many law-abiding citizens already take reasonable precautions to secure their firearms in a
manner appropriate to their specific circumstances. Imposing broad legal mandates disregards
the diverse realities of firearm ownership and home defense.

This bill would penalize gun owners with strict liability if their firearm is accessed and used
improperly, even if the gun was stored in a way they believed to be secure. It fails to account for
scenarios in which an individual may need immediate access to a firearm for self-defense. In a
home invasion or violent encounter, a locked or disabled firearm could cost innocent people their
lives.



Furthermore, strict liability provisions punish gun owners who may themselves be victims of
theft or break-ins. If a criminal unlawfully enters a home and steals a firearm, it is the thief who
should be held responsible—not the law-abiding citizen who was victimized.

Laws mandating firearm storage are inherently unenforceable unless the government intends to
conduct intrusive inspections of private homes, which would be a blatant violation of the Fourth
Amendment. Without such enforcement, this law would primarily function as a tool to punish
gun owners after a crime has already occurred, rather than preventing crime in the first place.

Moreover, studies have shown that mandatory storage laws do not significantly reduce firearm-
related accidents, suicides, or crimes. Criminals, by definition, do not obey laws, and minors who
unlawfully access firearms often do so despite existing laws. This bill would do little more than
impose an unnecessary burden on responsible gun owners while failing to address the root causes
of violence and crime.

This bill is part of a broader effort to gradually erode Second Amendment rights under the guise
of "safety regulations.” Once the government asserts authority over firearm storage, what is to
prevent future mandates requiring biometric safes, annual home inspections, or outright bans on
certain firearms deemed too "dangerous"?

The proposed legislation, which mandates that firearm retailers provide notice regarding storage
laws, expands secure storage requirements, and broadens the definition of criminally negligent
storage, represents yet another unconstitutional restriction on the Second Amendment. In
addition to the clear legal issues, this proposal would impose significant financial and operational
burdens on firearm retailers, negatively impacting small businesses and the broader firearms
industry.

The Second Amendment guarantees that “the right of the people to keep and bear Arms, shall not
be infringed.” The Supreme Court’s decision in New York State Rifle & Pistol Association, Inc.
v. Bruen(2022) reaffirmed that firearm regulations must align with the nation’s historical
tradition of gun laws.

1. No Historical Basis for Mandatory Storage Requirements

» The government cannot impose broad restrictions on how individuals store their firearms
in their homes, as this interferes with the fundamental right to self-defense.

« District of Columbia v. Heller (2008) struck down mandatory firearm storage laws, ruling
that such restrictions violate the Second Amendment by preventing individuals from having
immediate access to firearms for self-defense.

« Expanding criminal liability for so-called “negligent storage” further erodes the ability of

law-abiding citizens to exercise their constitutional rights without fear of prosecution for
subjective determinations of compliance.

In addition to constitutional concerns, this proposal imposes undue burdens on firearm retailers,
particularly small businesses, leading to negative economic conseguences.

1. Increased Compliance Costs



» Retailers would be forced to develop and distribute new compliance materials, increasing
operational costs.

» Additional record-keeping and employee training requirements would place financial strain
on small firearm dealers, many of whom operate on thin margins.

2. Deterring Firearm Sales and Driving Customers to the Black Market

» The expansion of storage laws and increased penalties could deter potential lawful gun
buyers, reducing revenue for licensed firearm dealers.

« Excessive regulations often push consumers toward unregulated or black-market
alternatives, undermining the intent of legal firearm sales and responsible gun ownership.

3. Risk of Legal Liability for Retailers

« Ambiguous or overly broad requirements could lead to legal liability for firearm dealers
who fail to meet unclear or ever-changing regulatory standards.

 Potential lawsuits or government penalties for alleged noncompliance could drive small
retailers out of business, consolidating firearm sales among a smaller number of large
corporations while harming local economies.

Conclusion

This proposal is not only unconstitutional under Heller and Bruen, but it also imposes harmful
economic consequences on firearm retailers. By increasing compliance costs, deterring lawful
firearm sales, and exposing businesses to unnecessary legal risks, this bill threatens the viability
of small gun dealers while doing little to improve public safety. Lawmakers should reject this
proposal and instead focus on enforcing existing laws that target criminal misuse of firearms
rather than burdening responsible gun owners and business owners.

My name is Chris Marvin. | am a former Army officer and a combat-wounded veteran residing
in Nu'uanu. | strongly support for House Bill 125, which seeks to enhance firearm safety through
improved storage requirements and increased accountability.

Throughout my military service, | adhered to the three fundamental pillars of military gun
culture: training, safety, and accountability. A critical component of this culture was the secure
storage of all firearms in designated arms rooms, ensuring that unauthorized access was strictly
prevented. This practice not only safeguarded our equipment, but also protected our fellow
service members and the communities we served.

Currently, Hawaii law mandates that firearm owners take reasonable measures to prevent minors
from accessing firearms. This includes storing firearms in a securely locked box or container, or
keeping them on one's person or within close proximity for immediate retrieval. However, there
is no explicit requirement for unattended firearms to be stored in a certain way, nor is there a
mandate for locking devices to accompany the sale of a firearm.

HB 125 proposes to strengthen these existing regulations by requiring retail sellers of firearms to
provide purchasers with written notice regarding the law on firearms storage. It also expands the
requirements for the secure storage of firearms, mandating that they be kept in a locked box, gun
safe, or with a tamper-resistant mechanical lock or other safety device, with limited exceptions.
Any violation would be a misdemeanor offense, and the bill would hold the firearm owner
strictly liable for third-party misuse of a firearm that was not stored in compliance with these
provisions.

Implementing these measures aligns with the military principles of responsible firearm handling
and storage. By mandating secure storage and providing clear guidelines to firearm owners, we
can reduce the risk of unauthorized access, accidental discharges, and firearm thefts. This not
only protects individuals and families but also enhances public safety across our communities.

Irrational Prosecution

HB125 seeks to criminalize lawful gun owners by expanding liability of injury or property damage
caused by another individual’s actions. The liability for the use of a firearm should rest exclusively
upon the end-user that executed any act of unauthorized firearm acquisition. Any deviation from
such focus makes no sense whatsoever.

Severability Clause Shadow

Severability clauses always indicate that there is the inclusion of a highly controversial aspect that
is likely to be challenged in a lawsuit. The fact that this provision is incorporated within HB125
casts a shadow of doubt concerning the overall validity of HB125’s purported public safety
benefits. A bill of true integrity should be able to stand in whole upon its own merit. If not, it
suggests that there is a dubious motive to preserve certain parts of the measure, despite
overwhelming unpopularity and lack of substantive public support.

Focus on Stopping Thieves

If firearm theft and unauthorized use of such unauthorized firearm acquisition is such a concern, a
good way to stop such theft is to enable law enforcement personnel to stop thieves. It’s not too
complicated of a solution. Fully staffing law enforcement vacancies is one good start, but that can
only be accomplished if legislative efforts emphasize a focus on filling those vacancies. VVoting no
on HB125 would free up key time needed to ensure that law enforcement capabilities can ensure
reduction of firearm thefts, as well as other thefts and crime in general.

Thank you for the opportunity to testify today. While | understand and respect the intention
behind the proposed firearm safety storage bill, I must express my concerns about its potential
unintended consequences.

First and foremost, this bill imposes additional burdens on law-abiding gun owners, many of
whom already take firearm safety seriously. Mandating specific storage requirements does not
necessarily lead to increased safety. In fact, it may inadvertently criminalize responsible gun
owners who might not be able to comply due to various circumstances, such as the cost of
purchasing new storage equipment or limitations in living spaces.

Additionally, the bill overlooks the practical realities of self-defense. In situations where every
second counts, individuals need quick access to their firearms for protection. We are all aware
that HPD response times are high and not able to help protect citizens quickly. What other
options do vulnerable citizens have for self defense if they cannot defend themselves at the time
of need and HPD can't get to them quickly? The proposed storage requirements could hinder a
person’s ability to defend themselves or their loved ones effectively, particularly in high-risk
areas or times of increased threat.

Moreover, this legislation fails to account for the wide variety of storage solutions that exist and
the preferences of responsible gun owners. Many already use safes, gun lockers, or other
methods to secure firearms, and imposing one-size-fits-all regulations could be overly restrictive
and ineffective.

Finally, there is no conclusive evidence that the proposed bill would have a meaningful impact
on reducing gun violence or accidental shootings. Resources could be better spent on targeted
interventions that address root causes of gun violence rather than penalizing law-abiding citizens
for how they store their firearms.

For these reasons, | respectfully urge the committee to reconsider or reject this bill. It is
important that any firearm legislation balances safety with the rights and responsibilities of
responsible gun owners.

Yet, 3 weeks later, still has not been arrested.

Until Hawaii starts prosecuting criminals, giving them serious jail time, and there is no crime, the
state shouldn't be restricting law abiding citizens from being able to defend themselves.

If this and other bills pass, we WILL be leaving Hawaii, and the state will lose a highly qualified
medical professional.

Good afternoon, Chair Tarnas, Vice Chair Poepoe, and Members of the House Committee on Judiciary
and Hawai’ian Affairs. My name is Dennis Dunn, and | am the retired Director of the Victim Witness
Kokua Services in the Honolulu Prosecuting Attorney’s Office, having retired after 44 years of service.
Prior to that | was a volunteer Victim Advocate for People Against Rape. | am testifying today in strong
support of HB 125.

Too often during my career in victim assistance | have had to console victims of gun violence or their
surviving family members. Particularly traumatic were the stories from domestic violence victims who
lived in constant fear due to their abusers who maintained easily accessible firearms in their homes as a
tool of intimidation. They lived in fear not only for themselves but for their children, who may
accidentally come across the firearm and harm themselves or others, or both. Safe and secure storage of
firearms in the home is also critical to public safety as well as to the individuals who live in a home where
there are firearms present. Unsecured firearms in the home becomes an easy target for burglars and
contribute significantly to the prevalence of illegal firearms on the streets. In addition to my concerns
about readily accessible firearms utilized in a pattern of intimidation of DV victims and the safety of
children, I am also ever mindful of the increasing use of firearms to commit suicide, a growing trend
among the elderly. Often the likelihood of the use of weapons for this purpose is directly related to the
easy access of the firearms. Making safe and secure storage of firearms mandatory can add additional
time for someone to more carefully consider the full implications of their actions for themselves and their
loved ones. For the reasons cited above | believe that this measure can help save lives and make all of us
safer.

facts. Hawai'i is the third safest state in the U.S., and this legislation would have the opposite
effect as what is desired. If enacted, this will embolden criminals to act because they know that
private law-abiding citizens who follow the law will have their guns locked away where they
cannot possibly reach them during the commission of a violent crime in their home. The Second
Amendment to the U.S. Constitution gives us the right to keep and bear arms, for many reasons
including for our self-protection on our lands and in our homes. To force all law-abiding citizens
who do not have children in their homes to lock up their guns as if they do, is inviting criminals
to invade more homes. It is not going to have any impact on suicide rates either, because a
person who wants to commit suicide by firearm is already going to have access to that weapon,
and there is no valid evidence that adding any kind of lock is going to deter that suicide

attempt. Also, at the end of page 3, line 4, the word "or" should be added, otherwise
requirements (1) AND (2) must be met, which is not possible because these requirements are not
mutually supportive in any way. The vague wording of requirement (2) is also a concern,
"Stores the firearm in a location that a reasonable person would believe to be secure;” Who
gets to judge what a reasonable person believes to be secure? In conclusion, the existing
legislation provides sufficient protections against accidental firearms injury by minors in a home,
and this proposed legislation is unnecessary and infringes on my rights as a citizen of this state
and this nation.
