If 
Representative Cobb will check the 
memorandum I circulated this morning, that 
answers the question." 

At 12:23 o'clock p.m., on motion by Represen­
tative Kimura, seconded by Representative J. 
Garcia and carried, the • House of Representatives 
stood in recess until 9:00 o'clock p.m. tonight. 

NIGHT SESSION

At this point, Representative J. Garcia rose ona 
point of protest and stated: 

"Mr. Speaker, let me state my protest very, 
very clearly. I recognize that the majority has 
the votes to substantiate any position it wants 
but, if you recall, a few days ago on this very 
same floor, we raised the question about 
waiving of referrals. At that time, we asked 
·whether or not the Finance Committee would 
be the sole committee to waive referrals in 
view of the fact that finances might not be 
involved in measures presented before this 
Honorable Body. We also asked whether or 
not any measure that contained substantive 
matter but referred to committees other than 
Finance might also be asking for waiving of 
referrals. 

We have a situation such as this, Mr. 
Speaker. Perhaps we oµght to have an 
explanation as to why such waivers are now 
being requested. That being the case, Mr. 
Speaker, we're wasting our time. That being 
the case, then why in heaven's name don't we 
just come out from the very beginning and 
forget about referring to Finance and make a 
decision on the spot that this is it so that we 
will know that we don't have to worry about 
waiving on the floor of the House, and 
questions arise as to the propriety of those 
motions, Mr. Speaker. 

We granted without any protest the waiv­
ing by the Finance Committee. Now, it is 
another committee that is asking for a waiver. 
Mr. Speaker, I believe it is about time that a 
positive and firm decision is reached. I don't 
intend to impede. the progress of this Body, 
Mr. Speaker, but a commitment is a commit­
ment. Let's either live up to it or rescind it­
one or the other." 
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The Chair responded: 

"Representative Garcia, for your informa­
tion, the other alternative is to do a re-referral 
bµt if you recall, all the committees met early 
this morning on some of the original referrals 
and on the recommendation of the committee 
chairmen, some of these bills have been 
waived. There _is no magic to it." 

Representative J . Garcia then responded: 

"Then, Mr. Speaker, if that being the case, 
then the committee report should have come 
out but just once on Second Reading and that 
was it and placed on the Order of the Day for 
Third Reading the next day. There should 
have been no need for referrals on the floor of 
the House. This is the protest that I am 
making, Mr. Speaker. It makes us look 
ridiculous." 

The Chair responded: 

"I don't think so, Representative Garcia. 
After all, you have 24 hours from the day of 
this Second Reading ... " 

Representative Kunimura interrupted and 
stated: 

"I rise on a point of personal privilege. I 
don't think I look ridiculous-I may look a 
little obese. But, I would like to state for the 
record that the second committee, if that 
committee agrees with the contents of the 
committee report, is placed before this Body 
for action, then it is not necessary any more 
for the second committee to look into the 
matter. But should the committee report 
come out with something that the second 
committee cannot buy, then they will not 
waive and, therefore, this is the guarantee that 
is reserved for the second committee as 
written in the rules of the House that they too 
shall have an opportunity to see, and I think 
the Judiciary Committee Chairman is in 
agreement with the committee report and the 
contents of the bill. Therefore, it will be 
redundant for the committee or waste of time 
for the committee to have it referred to that 
committee and report out the same bill in the 
same form." 

Representative J. Garcia again rose and stated: 

"Mr. Speaker, I cannot let the statements 
made by the Chairman go unchallenged. 

Mr. Speaker, these committee reports 
made their appearances on our desks just a 
little while ago and I think I was the first Rep­
resentative on the floor of this House tonight 
because I was here at 7:00 o'clock. No 
committee chairman can tell me that he 
reviewed every report and knew whether or 
not to waive right now because nobody had 
digested those reports that thoroughly." 

Representative Kunimura then stated: 

"Mr. Speaker, to make one thing plain, 
before the committee report hits the floor of 
the House, there are many copies made of the 
same committee report; the first one with the 
signature and about ten copies and usually 
these copies are distributed so that the com­
mittee chairman has an opportunity to see 
what's going to be on the floor. So it is not 
necessarily true that the only opportunity for 
a committee chairman to see the committee 
report is when it is presented and distributed 
on the floor." 

Representative Cobb then rose on a point of 
information and inquired: 

"Mr. Speaker, when a referral is waived by 
the committee chairman, is it done unilateral­
ly by the chairman or is it done with the advice 
and consent of his committee members?" 

The Chair replied: 

"Each chairman has a different way of 
doing it. I can't speak for the chairman." 

Representative Cobb continued: 

"I am aware of some of the internal 
distinctions, Mr. Speaker, but I would like to 
know-is the referral solely a matter of 
decision by the committee chairman or is it 
supposed to be a matter of decision by the 
committee?'' 

The Chair responded : 

"For your information, Representative 
Cobb, referrals are made by the Chair. You 
are talking about a waiver." 

Representative Cobb replied : 

"That is correct, Mr. Speaker." 

Representative Kunimura then rose and stated: 

"If my hearing is correct, I"thought I heard 
the Judiciary Committee Chairman ask if 
there is no objection that the Chairman would 
like to recommend waiver." 

The Chair responded: 

"That is correct." 

Representative Wakatsuki then rose and stated: 

"Mr. Speaker, I made that statement 
because I did not have sufficient time. I did 
consult with the majority of the members. of 
the committee but I did not find sufficient 
time to speak with Representative Cobb and 
one or two others, but I had contacted the 
majority and this is why I said if there is no 
strong objection from any member, the 
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Chairman recommends that the committee 
report be waived." 

At 9:43 o'clock p.m., on request by Representa­
tive Oda, the Chair declared a recess, subject to the 
call of the Chair. 

At 9:45 o'clock p.m., the House of Representa­
tives reconvened. 

Representative Soares then rose and stated as 
follows : 

"Mr. Speaker, I think the concern ex­
pressed by the Minority Leader and by the 
Minority tonight is trying to get across to the 
Majority Chairman and to you, Mr. Speaker, 
that many of the members of committees have 
signed these reports based upon the fact that 
they were going to be referred to another 
committee and if they have not been con­
sulted and the meeting has not been called to 
agree to waive the referral, it seems to me and 
to us here that we are wasting our time going 
through the motions of signing committee 
reports that have referrals to other com­
mittees and then all of a sudden, coming to 
the floor of the House and being notified by 

. the Chairman of Finance or other committees 
that they are waiving the referral. 

1 know we have deadlines; 1 know we have a 
time schedule to meet and we are all prepared . 
to do that, but I don't think we can afford to 
operate the House in a manner in which we 
see it tonight where every bill is being waived 
at referral. 

1 know that our Chairman of Finance is not 
here but I don't know whether or not Repre­
sentative Akizaki has talked to the 
spokesman of the Finance Committee which 
is our Representative Ajifu to make it known 
that these bills which are signed today and 
referral noted on the committee reports were 
going to be waived . This is what we are 
concerned about. The communication 
between the chairman and spokesman has got 
to be maintained for -the integrity of the 
House." 

The Chair responded: 

"For your information, Mr. Minority 
Leader, on the signatures on the committee 
reports, I don't think we should take the 
position that because we are the first com­
mittee that we are going to just sign the 
committee reports and send it over to the 
second committee. I think we should take the 
position that when there are primary and 
secondary committees, that all committee 
members will take a good look at the bills and 
the committee reports. I don't think we 
should slough it off to the second committee." 

Representative Soares responded: 

"Mr. Speaker, I fully agree with you on 

that. 1 am not arguing that point at all. My 
only concern, of course, is that we want to 
maintain the communication between chair­
man and spokesman so that when they do 
have any referrals, it is fully understood 
here-there is no question of integrity on the 
part of the chairman or a question of what's 
happening to this bill all of a sudden. 1 think, 
in fairness to the committee chairman, he, 
too, wants this kind of report back from the 
committee spokesman." 

At this time, Representative O'Connor was 
recognized by the Chair and stated: 

"Mr. Speaker, since we have been so far­
sighted to adopt a brand new set of rules this 
year which require prior concurrence and put 
the responsibility for handling bills on the 
initial committee to which they are referred­
that type of rule lends itself to the waiver of 
referral to the second committee when the 
second committee finds that there is no 
possible change that need be made to the 
committee report or the bill. In consonance 
with the new rules and the ideas behind the 
new rules, this type of waiver should be 
encouraged rather than looked upon with 
some disfavor. 

The people signing the initial committee 
report in the primary committee should 
realize that they are in the primary committee 
and their signatures nave the most weight in 
carrying a piece of legislation through this 
Body and that they should not rely on the 
second committee as a stopgap or some sort 
of a measure of protection when they sign the 
first committee report. 

Therefore, Mr. Speaker, I feel that with the 
adoption of the new rules, a waiver or referral 
in instances where it can be made, is the more 
appropriate matter of handling legislation." 

Representative Kunimura then rose and stated: 

"Mr. Speaker, it is bad medicine to disagree 
with your leader but I am elected to serve as a 
member of this House as an individual and 
not as a part of a flock. 

Yes, we will be and I knew long ago that we 
will be in this situation. But this House 
because we make laws, must be the first t~ 
obey rules and I would like to, Mr. Minority 
Leader, if we did not consult with your 
spokesman on each committee, then we are at 
fault and I think the Vice Chairman of the 
Finance Committee has something to say 
right now." 

Representative Akizaki then requested a recess 
so that the committee members could meet in the 
majority caucus room. 

At 9:50 o'clock p.m., the Chair declared a recess, 
subject to the call of the Chair. 
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At 10:00 o'clock p.m., the House of Represent­
atives reconvened.

But the only 
way that this decision can be substantiated is 
actually by going to the Supreme Court of the 
State of Hawaii and I am going to consent to 
the move."

The 
corporation shall not undertake the acquisi­
tion, construction, reconstruction, rehabilita­
tion, or improvement of a project unless the 
provisions regarding relocation in Chapter 
111, Hawaii Revised Statutes, are first 
applied.'"

Representative Kato moved that the House 
reconsider its action taken on Stand.

On motion by Representative Kato, seconded 
by Representative Sakima and carried, Stand. 
Com. Rep. No. 684-74 and S. B. No. 2125-74, S. 
D. 1 were recommitted to the Committee on 
Public Health and Welfare. 

DISPOSITION OF MATTERS 
PLACED ON THE CLERK'S DESK 

By unanimous consent, H. B. No. 493, H. D. 1, 
as amended by the Senate, was taken from the 
Clerk's desk. 

Representative Wakatsuki moved that the 
House disagree to the amendments proposed by 
the Senate to H. B. No. 493, H. D. 1, seconded by 
Representative Kato. 

Representative Cobb then rose on a point of 
information and stated: 

"Mr. Speaker, yes, I would like to rise on a 
point of information and ask if the Chairman 
of the Judiciary Committee would yield to 
questions." 

Representative Wakatsuki then replied: 

"I will." 

Representative Cobb then proceeded: 

"Thank you, Mr. Speaker. For the record, I 
would like to know what are the specific areas 
or sections in the bill in which the House is 

asked to disagree on." 

Representative Wakatsuki replied: 

"Mr. Speaker, in answer to the question by 
the previous speaker, . part of Section 2 of 
Senate Draft 1 and e·very section thereafter." 

Representative Cobb then inquired: 

"And every section thereafter?" 

Representative Wakatsuki replied: 

"Yes, if the person read the bill, he'd 
understand that it is every section thereafter." 

Representative Cobb then stated: 

"Yes, Mr. Speaker, in reference to every 
section thereafter, I count at least eight or 
nine remaining sections. And, am I to under­
stand that the entire bill from Section 2 
thereon is the subject of disagreement by the 
House?" 

Representative Wakatsuki replied: 

"I am saying, Mr. Speaker-the question I 
believe was what amendments did the Senate 
put to House Draft I. I said, 'part of Section 2 
and I believe every section thereafter.' I did 
not say that the Committee or the Committee 
Chairman disagreed with every provision of 
the Senate amendments. However, I believe 
that the majority of these sections are dis­
agreeable." 

Representative Cobb then stated: 

"Mr. Speaker, is it possible to narrow the 
area of disagreement to a ... " 

Representative Wasai rose on a point of order 
and stated: 

"Mr. Speaker, I think the Chairman of the 
Judiciary Committee has made it clear as to 
the point that he disagrees with." 

The Chair ruled that the point was well taken. 

Representative Cobb then rose to speak against 
the motion to disagree with the amendments 
proposed by the Senate to H. B. No. 493, H. D. 1 
and stated the following: 

"Mr. Speaker, we have before us a bill that 
was obviously put together on short order, 
and it has some features, particularly in the 
penalty provision, that either are not entirely 
clear, or may not withstand all of the con­
stitutional tests brought before it. 

Nevertheless, the bill does contain a 
severability clause, stating very clearly that if 
any portion is declared unconstitutional, the 
rest shall remain. Now, Mr. Speaker, in the 
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absence of a clear-cut declaration of what 
precise areas we are disagreeing upon, rather 
than 90 percent of the bill, I personally would 
hate to see us take the chance of losing this 
particular bill in conference. I think we've 
waited far too long for some type ofregistra­
tion of lobbyists, even though this bill may go 
beyond the scope that some ofus had in mind. 

For that reason, Mr. Speaker, rather than 
take the chance of losing it in conference, I 
would rather take the chance of having even a 
portion of it declared null and void that the 
rest may stand; and I would urge the members 
of this Body to oppose the motion to disagree. 
So that we may be counted publicly on the 
record, Mr. Speaker, I would like to ask for a 
roll call vote." 

Representative Wakatsuki here rose on a point 
of information and inquired: 

"I would like to know if the previous 
speaker, Mr. Speaker, is in agreement with 
several provisions of the Senate draft. First, 
the penalty provision states that, if a person is 
convicted of violating sections of this provi­
sion, that he thereafter would not be allowed 
to lobby, indirectly or directly, for three 
years. And if, by a minute piece of error he is 
found to have lobbied directly or indirectly, 
he is then convicted of a felony. Does the 
previous speaker believe that this is the kind 
of legislation that the Legislature should 
enact into law?" 

Representative Cobb then replied : 

"In response to the question, Mr. Speaker, 
I think this has teeth, yes, in fact too many 
fangs. And I think this particular provision 
may not survive a constitutional test. Of that I 
cannot say for sure. I do not agree with the 
specific proposal that it become a felony for a 
violation of a prohibited lobbying clause. I do 
agree that there should be some sort of 
sanction, even be it a misdemeanor, for the 
violation of the registration or disclosure 
provisions which is provided in a previous 
section." 

Representative Wakatsuki further inquired: 

"I'd like to ask the previous speaker also 
whether he is in agreement with the provision 
in this particular bill which states that the 
administration of this particular section for 
that particular law, ifit becomes law, thatthe 
Legislature, by committee, sits as a judge as 
who should or should not by lobbying by 
issuance of certificates based on good moral 
character. Does he think that this is a wide 
and good, reasonable provision, that this is 
the kind of legislation that the Legislature 
should enact into law?" 

Representative Cobb responded as follows: 

"Mr. Speaker, in the past, each House has 
clearly established its owh Rules and con­
tinues to do so today; and, therefore, each 
House would be, under that proposition, 
qualified to indicate who would be testifying 
before it and who would not. However, I 
would point out, as a further adjunct in 
response to the question, that a conviction 
does not take place by either House. A 
conviction only takes place in a court oflaw." 

Representative Kimura rose to speak in favor of 
the motion to disagree to the amendments propos­
ed by the Senate to H. B. No. 493, H. D. I as 
follows: 

"The Representative from the Ninth Dis­
trict made the very bold and crass statement 
that he was opposed to the motion because to 
allow this bill to go into conference presup­
posed a very important fact , and that is, the 
bill is presumed to be very shaky as far as 
passage. 

Mr. Speaker, if this was so, many of our 
very important bills, like no-fault and like the 
budget are then, if accorded the same shaky 
presumption, we'd never be able to really get 
this bill in its proper form. We have the time, 
Mr. Speaker, and I think the Conference 
Committee is the appropriate place to thrash 
out these very important provisions of this 
very important bill." 

Representative Roehrig rose to speak in favor of 
the motion as follows: 

"If the previous speaker will recall, there 
was a floor amendment made in the Senate 
and eventually the bill passed the Senate by a 
unanimous vote. Since the bill passed the 
Senate, the maker of that floor amendment 
has given me a copy of a proposed language 
that he, himself, feels to be more adequate to 
represent the finished product of a good bill. 
And, since this is the language that the maker 
of the motion has suggested, I consider that to 
be given great weight by this Body. If we're 
going to go into conference to clear it up, now 
is the time to do this -while there's sufficient 
amount of time left in this session. And I 
think that it is rather irresponsible at this 
point to ask for final passage of a bill that 
does have major flaws such as this does. 
Thank you." 

At 9:42 o'clock p.m., on request by Representa­
tive Yim, the Chair declared a recess, subject to the 
call of the Chair. 

At 9:43 o'clock p.m. , the House of Representa­
tives reconvened. 

Representative Cobb here rose and stated: 

"Mr. Speaker, just one additional his­
torical observation in view of the remarks by 
the Majority Floor Leader. In 1972, I don't 
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believe the no-fault bill survived conference, 
and in 1973, the C!Pportionofthe budget did 
not. There is no guarantee at all that major 
pieces of legislation will come out of con­
ference." 

Representative J. Garcia rose on a point of 
order stating: 

"In 1973; the CIP was defeated on the very 
floor of this House when it did not have a two­
thirds vote'. It did not die in conference. And, 
as a further observation, Mr. Speaker, this is 
the first tim:e that I have ever known where we 
have sat as a Committee of the Whole on a 
11).0tion to agree or disagree to an amend­
ment." 

· The motion to disagree to the amendments 
proposed by the Senate to H. B. No. 493, H. D. 1 
was put by the Chair and, roll call having been 
requested, the motion carried by a vote of 38 ayes 
to 7 noes, with Representatives Ajifu, Aki, A. 
Chong, Cobb, Hapai, King and Leopold voting no 
and Representatives R. Garcia, Kato, Kawakami, 
Suwa, Uechi and Wedemeyer being excused, and 
the House dis.agreed to the amendments proposed 
by the Senate to H. B. No. 493, H. D. 1 and 
requested a conference ort the subject matter of 
said amendments. 

By unanimous consent, naming of the conferees 
on the part of the House was deferred.

Representative Nakama, rising to speak in favor 
of S. B. No. 2082-74, S. D. 2, stated the following: 

"At the present time, water carriers are 
regulated under Chapter 269, Hawaii Revised 
Statutes. That chapter is worded in such a 
manner that the provisions apply to utilities 
such as electricity and gas, and in former 
days, the HRT. 

It is clear that the problems facing water 
carriers are greatly different from those facing 
gas and electric utilities. The present statute, 
therefore, leaves much to be desired when it is 
applied to water carriers. 

In 1961 , we saw fit topassaseparatemotor 
carrier law to regulate that segment of the 
transportation industry. The bill we now 
consider is an extension of that concept. 

This bill will result in fair and impartial 
regulation of transportation of persons and 
property over the surface waters of the State 
of Hawaii. Our State being composed of 
island communities, we must recognize the 
importance of surface water transportation. 
This ·bill will preserve for the public the 
benefit of that important mode of transporta­
tion and communications. 

There are provisions in this bill that will 
protect the rights of the consumer public and, 
at the same time, fairly regulate the carriers 
involved. 

All parties heard from on a companion bill 
were lavish in their praise of the intent and 
purpose of the bill. Mr. Speaker and members 
of this Honorable Body, I urge that all 
support this bill." 

The motion was put by the Chair and carried, 
and S. B. No. 2082-74 passed Third Reading by a 
vote of 45 ayes, with Representatives R. Garcia, 
Iha, Kawakami, Suwa, Uechi and Wedemeyer 
being excused.

At 10:03 o'clock p.m., the House of Represent­
atives reconvened. 

Representative King here rose and stated the 
following: 

"Mr. Speaker, this isn't an announcement. 
It is a motion I'd like to make. I'd like to move 
to recall H. B. No. 2369-74, 'A Bill for an Act 
relating to meetings open to public,' from 
Committee." 

Representative A. Chong seconded the mo-
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tion. 

Representative King continued: 

" Mr. Speaker, I would like to speak in 
favor of this motion. House Bill 2369-74 is the 
bill that's been called the 'sunshine bill.' As 
one of the people testifying before the Com­
mittee that heard it on the final day for 
hearings said, this is an idea whose time has 
come. 

This is a bill that was drafted by Herman 
Doi who was the Chairman of a Committee of 
Three set up by the Media Council to draft a 
model sunshine bill. That Committee looked 
at a number of sunshine bills from various 
states and came up with this version which 
was introduced intact. The Big Island has 
such a sunshine open meeting bill, and the 
Media Council people flew in from the Big 
Island and testified in favor of it. Support for 
this bill was overwhelming. 

I would just like to read a line from 
yesterday's ADVERTISER editorial that 
said that: 'This is a bill for the kind of reform 
many feel will help · restore the obviously 
sagging public confidence in the processes of 
government' and it would be a non-cost item. 

The editorial goes on to say 'what is being 
proposed is not some radical measure.' The 
bill does provide for executive sessions in 
three instances - where the reputation of an 
individual might be affected; to deliberate 
concerning the authority of persons 

·designated by the Board to conduct labor 
union negotiations, or negotiate the acquisi­
tion of real property; and to consult with the 
Board's attorney. 

It seems to me that this is such a timely bill, 
in te'rms of current political feelings, that the 
members of the House ought to be given a 
chance to consider it. I urge everyone to vote 
in favor of the motion to recall. 

The House Rules provide that a bill may be 
recalled after 20 days in the committee if one­
third of the members of the House vote for it. 
That's 17 votes, Mr. Speaker." 

Representative O'Connor rose and inquired: 

"l wonder if the prior speaker would yield 
to a question." 

Representative King replied: 

"Yes, I would.'' 

Representative O'Connor then inquired: 

"Mr. Speaker, since this is a House bill, if 
this motion is successful, what do we do with 
it once we get it back on the desk? Will the 
prior speaker answer that question?" 

Representative King replied: 

"Yes, the prior speaker would be happy to 
answer that question. What we would do with 
it, Mr. Speaker, is pass it on Second Reading 
tonight, pass it on Third Reading tomorrow, 

· and the Senate would pass it on First Reading 
Tuesday, Second Reading Wednesday and 
Third Reading on Thursday, the final day 
now scheduled for this session." 

Representative O'Connor again rose and stated 
the following: 

"Mr. Speaker, we have an arrangement 
with the Senate. The Senate would not accept 
a House bill from this House at this juncture 
in our proceedings since we are several days 
pass cut off. Any motion of this nature, Mr. 
Speaker . .. I rise to speak against this mo­
tion. 

Any motion of this nature should have 
been made a week ago. We are long pass the 
cut-off date on House bills. Any House bill 
which passes this Body tonight or Monday or 
Tuesday of next week would simply end up in 
the trash half way down the hall between here 
and the Senate. 

For that purely technical reason, I would 
urge all members to vote against this par­
ticular motion as being a weak leg. This 
House bill should stay in the Committee 
where it belongs." 

Representative Roehrig rose to speak against 
the motion as follows: 

"I haven't been in the Legislature very long. 
This is only my sixth year. But one particular 
unwritten rule has been a part of this House 
since I've been here; that is, except in the 
most unusual circumstances do we circum­
vent the prerogative of the chairman and his 
Committee regarding a bill which reposes in 
his Committee. 

The particular motion which the Repre­
sentative who is to make in this situation is, in 
effect, an effort to involuntarily rip a Com­
mittee's bill from the Committee without the 
concurrence of a majority of the members of 
that Committee calling the bill out from 
Committee for Third Reading, or whatever 
the case may be. 

It is highly unusual. It is a slap in the face, 
not only to the chairman; it is a slap in the face 
to the rest of the members. And I think that it 
is something for which, except in very un­
usual circumstances, 'this House should not 
be a party to. And I would urge all members 
of the House, regardless of the merits, and 
regardless of the fact that this is an election 
year, and it makes good press to try to pull a 
bill of this nature out of Committee, to vote 
against this motion. 
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Thank you." 

At 10:10 o'clock p.m., on request by Represent­
ative Wakatsuki, the Chair declared a recess, 
subject to the call of the Chair. 

At 10:15 o'clock p.m., the House of Represent­
atives reconvened. 

At this time, Representative Kunimura rose 
and, speaking against the motion, stated: 

"As one of the previous speakers said, this 
is a very rare motion. Yes, this Body is made 
of up ladies and gentlemen. And in this group 
of 51 , are 51 pure politicians? We're more 
pure than the ivory soap. Many times, we 
float. Although we're almost pure politicians, 
one of the things I think we are before we're 
anything else is we're human beings. And 
every day, as we open the session, we have a 
man in a black suit with a white collarless tie 
talk about compassion, understanding and 
fair play. 

Mr. Speaker, this motion to recall is one of 
the cheapest tricks anybody could pull. 
Nobody talked about how many days this bill 
has been in the Committee. This bill was 
introi;luced on the 17th day of this session, 
and it has been in the Committee 39 days. 

Down in Kakaako, or Palama, or Koloa, 
many -of the places where we call 'the other 
side of the tracks', we call this 'laying in the 
weed.' Mr. Speaker, being cheap is one thing; 
to do a cheap trick is another. I would urge all 
the members to vote against this motion." 

Representative A. Chong rose and, speaking in 
favor of the motiol), stated: 

"Some of the previous speakers brought up 
the point that the motion Jacked precedence 
and was an unusual motion. I think, number 
one, we already have a precedent in this 
session alone when we bent the rules to pass 
that special University of Hawaii budget bill. 
And I do not rec;all that particular bill falling 
into any rubbish can on the way over to the 
Senate where it now resides and has become 
law. 

Number two, I think what we have to do is 
to remember that even though things may be 
unprecedented because they may be things 
that have not been done before, I think we 
should look at the merits of the case. We have 
had extreme interest in this particular bill. 
and there are some members in this 
Honorable Body who would feel that there 
may be a small minority within the Com­
mittee or within this House who do not feel 
that we should have an open government. 

And for this reason, I feel that all members 
of this House should vote 'yes' on this 
bill." 

Representative J . Garcia rose on a point of 
order and stated: 

"The analogy from the last speaker 
between the action contemplated here tonight 
and the action taken on the University of 
Hawaii higher education bill is as different 
from day as from night. The higher education 
bill was an error on the part of the Com­
mittee chairman. That bill had been 
deliberately heard in Committee. The Com­
mittee had approved its reporting on the floor 
of the House, but the simple mistake was 
made on Second Reading. That's the analogy, 
Mr. Speaker." 

Representative A. Chong again rose and 
replied : 

"I request a reply very briefly there. The 
point is that we did make an exception to the 
timetable, and that was the point being made 
by one of the previous speakers." 

Representative Cobb rose to speak in favor of 
the motion to recall House Bill No. 2369-74 from 
the Committee on Judiciary and Corrections as 
follows: 

"Mr. Speaker, what's happened both 
nationally for the last year and a half, and 
what's happened locally in the last decade and, 
particularly over the last 12 months, should 
give us pause to consider why the public is 
beginning to erode in terms of its confidence 
in government. 

I realize that the bill being discussed in this 
motion is extremely far-reaching. Yet, the 
County of Hawaii has a very similar measure 
already on the books. And all of the 
testimony that we listened to in the Judiciary 
Committee not only was in favor of the bill, 
but said that the present law in the Big Island 
is working and is working well. 

Now, this is an exceptional motion. But 
this is also an exceptional time for we see 
before us, not only an election looming but 
eight months away, but also the lowest rating 
in American history in the confidence of the 
people in their government. And it is precisely 
because of the informal arrangements, the 
backroom agreements, and the deals made 
behind closed doors, that this kind of legisla­
tion was ever proposed in the first place. 

When I think of the national scandals that 
have tainted both parties, not just one, but 
both, when I think of the reform movements 
that have gone on in Congress each time the 
Congress convenes, when I think of the need 
of the people to know, and I look to our own 
Big Island and see a system that is working, 
then, Mr. Speaker, I agree on the merits that 
this bill should pass. 

Yes, the irony is that this particular bill was 
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not called for public hearing until the 
deadline for House bills. And then the very 
proponents of the bill who were speaking in 
favor of it, in effect, found themselves 
filibustering that bill to death-for the longer 
they spoke, the closer they came to the four 
p.m. deadline that meant the death of House 
bills. And that death was not by rule, but by 
private agreement. 

And I wonder, Mr. Speaker, how long it is· 
we can continue with private agreements 
dominating, not only the legislation we pass-, 
but the very procedure with which we operate 
the House. If this bill is unprecedented, if this 
measure is unprecedented, then, Mr. 
Speaker, 1 submit the times and the cir­
cumstances that demand it are also un­
precedented. And to show exactly where we 
stand on this vital issue, Mr. Speaker, I would 
like to ask for a roll call vote on the motion 
before us." 

Representative Kunimura rose and, speaking 
again against the motion, stated the following: 

"I would like to answer the junior member 
of this House from the Manoa District. 
Basical!Y and in principle, 1 am for this bill. 
But I was talking about the manner in which 
this motion was brought on this Body 
tonight. 

There is no hope for this bill. This bill could 
have been brought up on the 37th, 38th or 
39th day of the session, and it would have had 
the reasonable chance of passing this House 
at least, or maybe in this election year, the 
Senate. But ·somebody chose, maybe 
deliberately, or maybe in not fully under­
standing the politics of the legislative Body. 
But on this 56th day-this I cannot under­
stand; and this I call, if it was deli berate, 
then this is 'laying in the weed.' 

I'm not speaking on the merits of the bill 
but on the motion brought before this Body. I 
hope this Body and the junior member from 
Manoa understands, or maybe he can come 
to my office and I can give him some lessons." 

Representative Roehrig again rose and spoke 
against the motion, as follows : 

" Mr. Speaker, I've spoken once against this 
motion. May I please speak a little bit more 
against it. 1 have a few more remarks. 

Mr. Speaker, as are a number of other 
members in this august Body from the Big 
Island, 1 am pleased that our county govern­
ment operates with the openness that it does, 
and I think that this Legislature has set an 
example this year of openness in government. 
And I think · this Legislature has also set an 
example for the young people of_ the com­
munity that we try,.sometimes we fail, but we 
try to be honest with each other and show a 

sense of fair dealing, one with the other, as an 
example for the community and for those 
who will come after us. We try to show that, in 
our dealings with each other, we respect one 
another's differences of opinion, that we 
legislate regardless of the urgency of the 
moment by means of rule. We are not rushed 
headlong into making decisions based on the 
emotion of the moment because it has a nice 
ring to the ear and because it may appeal to 
the gallery who would clap at such matters. 

We operate by rules of fair play, and one of 
the most prominent of those rules of fair play 
is that we make decisions in the Committee on 
the basis of a majority vote of what that 
Committee wants to do with any particular 
piece of legislation that dwells before us. If 1 
were a young high school student interested in 
government, 1 would be particularly in­
terested to find out how the members of the 
Legislature treated each other as an example 
for you and the people in this State of Hawaii. 

And I, for one, would hang my head in 
shame when the day came when we started 
treating each other like dogs and animals and 
fail to respect each other as adult men and 
women. And that's what we're going to do if 
we rip a bill from a Committee without that 
Committee's approval." 

Representative Wong rose on a point of order, 
stating: 

"Mr. Speaker, 1 think we should give Rep­
resentative King a chance to respond to all of 
these statements being made on the floor." 

The Chair here replied: 

"Yes, the Chair will give her every oppor­
tunity after we have heard the others who 
want to participate." 

Representative Wakatsuki rose to speak against 
the motion to recall H.B. No. 2369-74 from the 
Committee on Judiciary and Corrections as 
follows: 

"Mr. Speaker, I feel very much compelled 
to speak against the motion at this time. 
Much has been spoken on the merits of the 
bill; much has been spoken about openness in 
government, backroom dealings and private 
dealings by the Represent!itive from the 
Ninth District. 

When we had the hearing, Mr. Speaker, 
testimony presented here by the Ninth Dis­
trict Representative indicates to us that rep­
resentatives from the County of Hawaii were 
in full support of the particular measure 
before the Committee because the county has 
a similar, not an identical, but a similar 
ordinance calling for some openness in 
government. But the written testimonies sub-
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mitted by the Mayor of the County of Hawaii 
cautioned the Committee that balancing 
openness, we ought to balance it with efficient 
decision and correct decision, that we ought 
not to put unreasonable restriction upon 
decision makers. 

And this particular measure before the 
Committee, Mr. Speaker, says, in effect, that 
no person, no two persons, be it a member of 
a legislative committee or a commission or a 
board, can even discuss by phone or in a 
hallway the issues that they are going to make 
decisions on. I don't think that is very 
reasonable, Mr. Speaker, because that would 
require, in effect, before two people discuss 
any aspects of a problem facing the com­
mittee or the board, that he or she must give 
public notice through some kind of publica­
tion. 

Furthermore, there is a provision in .the 
bill, Mr. Speaker, that calls for the commis­
sion or committee mandating that commis­
sion to notify by letter, if a request is made, of 
any organization or individual, to notify them 
of the issue that they are going to discuss and 
an agenda way ahead of time which I don't 
think at this time the boards or commissions 
are staffed to do. 

Furthermore, one of the provisions calls 
for each commission or board member or 
committee to take verbatim, particularly the 
minutes of everything that has been said 
which, in effect, would require a court 
reporter or tape recorder transcribing that 
meeting into words that have been spoken. 
This, again, Mr. Speaker, in my opinion, is an 
unreasonable burden on these boards and 
commissions and committees. 

Furthermore, when we had the particular 
hearing when the Chair recessed, and subse­
quent to the recess, the Ninth District Repre­
sentative, who speaks so loudly to an 
audience and the media this evening, never 
once approached the Chairman to have a 
decision-making meeting on that particular 
bill, nor did he ask the Chairman that he is for 
the Chairman or the Committee reporting 
this particular measure. 

And now, he stands here before us trying to 
impress the public that he is for this bill 
because this is an election year. This is what 
he's saying. And I question that sincerity, Mr. 
Speaker, based on his past actions. He speaks 
about openness and private negotiations. 
You know something, the Ninth District Rep­
resentative sent a message through another 
Representative this evening to me to talk 
about the lobbying bill that he wanted me to 
know that if I didn't want a roll call vote that I 
ought to be talking to him on whether he 
should be on a conference committee. 

Furthermore, he came to me at my desk, 

this very desk, this evening implying that he 
would not call for a roll call vote if I would 
appoint him to a conference committee on 
the lobbying bill. He asked me what I thought 
about the roll call vote; he had understood 
that many of the people here did not want a 
roll call vote. And I told him that is not my 
understanding, that if he wanted to call 
for a roll call vote, that's his prerogative. 
That he wanted to be a member of the con­
ference committee, I could not guarantee 
him that position. Speaking about private 
deals, the person who screams the loudest 
is the one who violates it the most, Mr. 
Speaker." 

Representative Cobb rose and stated: 

"Mr. Speaker, I rise on a point of per­
sonal privilege." 

The Chair here recognized Representative 
King who stated: 

"Does the point of personal privilege take 
precedence, Mr. Speaker? Since I last 
spoke, you've recognized the Representa­
tive from Kauai twice, the Chairman of Ju­
diciary twice, a Representative from the Big 
Island twice . .. " 

The Chair here addressed himself to Repre­
sentative King stating: 

"Representative King, the Chair would 
like to recognize you as the movant. The 
Chair will give you every courtesy as the 
movant to open the discussion and to end 
the 'debate." 

Representative King then replied: 

"I appreciate that but if the point of per­
sonal privilege takes precedence, then I 
will yield for the moment." 

The Chair here recognized Representative 
Cobb who stated: 

"Mr. Speaker, I would like to reply in 
order to two remarks made. First of all, 
by a Representative from the Big Island 
whose opinion and judgment I do respect, 
when he implied at least that to vote upon 
this motion, or to make such a motion, would 
somehow violate the rules, even if this is 
only by implication. And I would state very 
clearly that Rule 15, page 6, provides that 
20 days after a bill has been referred to Com­
mittee, the same may be recalled from Com­
mittee by a one-third of the affirmative vote 
to which the House is entitled. And so, 
although this motion may be unusual, per­
haps almost u·nprecedented, it is not only 
in the House Rules, it is part of the Hawaii 
State Constitution and is very much a rec­
ognized part of the Democratic process. 
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Now then, to the remarks of our Judiciary 
Chairman. First of all, Mr. Speaker, at the 
conclusion of the hearing on this open 
meeting bill, I specifically asked for a deci­
sion, one way or the other - was the bill 
going to come out or was it not? Were there 
going to be changes made? Was anything 
going to be done? And to that, there was no 
reply. Nor was there a reply when I inquired 
several days later. And so the deadline passed. 
In fact, the deadline passed that very after­
noon. 

Then we come to the remarks made in 
regard to the lobbying bill. And to this, I shall 
address myself directly. I sought three things. 
First, a clear-cut area of disagreement on the 
bill. That was not given privately; I asked for 
it publicly. I was told everything after Section 
2 which covers 90 percent of the bill. Second­
ly, on the question of a roll call, and I fully 
recognize the reluctance of some to go into a 
roll call because I, too, both recognized and 
stated publicly it is not a perfect bill and it 
does need some revision. But the question 
that always remained and the question to 
which I address myself to with the Judiciary 
Chairman is if this bill- goes to conference, 
what assurances do we have that it will co·me 
out; what input will we have to insure that it 
remains as strong as it is now without being 
weakened, without being torn to pieces page 
by page. 

And the only way we can determine that, 
Mr. Speaker, is to know specifically the areas 
upon which this House would disagree. And I 
respected his prerogative as Chairman of the 
Committee and asked him if you intend to 
disagree, in what areas. And I did so also on 
the floor of this House. In short, Mr. Speaker, 
.on the lobbying bill, there was, not only a 
private discussion, that discussion in large 
part was repeated publicly, particularly the 
questions as to where this House would 
disagree. 

I am still searching for the answers to that 
even after I've read a proposed conference 
draft one. 

Finally, Mr. Speaker, we come back to the 
question of the merits of the motion before us. 
And this involves, at least to me personally, 
not a circumvention of the Rules, for we have 
this provided in our own House Rules -
Rule 15, page 6, but a question of the 
efficiency and the manner in which this House 
operates by its very procedure. The dis­
tinguished Representative from Kauai has 
pointed out that this bill was referred to 
Committee early in the sess~on and that it 
could have been scheduled for hearing if 
changes were needed or felt by the Committee 
to be necessary - those changes could have 
been made. There was plenty of time for that. 
Instead, the bill was carried over until the very 
last possible day for a hearing on a House bill. 

That almost guaranteed the death of it simply 
by the prerogative of the Chairman which I 
recognize is his right. 

So now, Mr. Speaker, it's the right of us to 
recall this bill for a vote on the floor. Thank 
you." 

Representative Kato rose to speak against the 
motion as follows: 

"The timing of this motion, Mr. Speaker, 
or this attempt to recall a bill from Judiciary 
leaves me cold. Now, under the agreement 
made between the House and Senate 
leadership, the bill is dead . And to know full 
well that the bill is dead and still make this 
motion before us at this time makes me 
wonder about the motive or the ultimate 
motive here. Is it to embarrass; is it to ha­
rass; to pressure? Are we really being sin­
cere in this attempt to recall the bill in 
Judiciary? If it is to put us on record, Mr. 
Speaker, so be it, let's vote. But it makes me 
wonder, Mr. Speaker, again, just what are 
we trying to accomplish here. Perhaps we 
can get an answer. I would hope so." 

Representative King, rising to speak for the 
motion, stated the following: 

" Mr. Speaker, the reason I made the 
motion I did is because I, too, have been 
wondering just what we're trying to accom­
plish here. One of the previous speakers 
indicated that the movant in this instance 
should perhaps hang her head in shame. 
I'm not doing that because I don't feel any 
shame. If I feel anything, I think it's some 
sorrow. The Representative from Kauai 
asked why this wasn't done on the 37th 
day, the 38th day, the 39th day of the ses­
sion. Mr. Speaker, to do it then would have 
been inappropriate. The Committee had 
not set the bill for a hearing and, under the 
very good reform rules of the House, what 
we say is that a bill should be heard before 
it's reported out. The same rules of the 
House, of course, wisely provide, in an at­
tempt to prevent bills from being killed in 
Committee, that if a bill is there for 20 
days it can be pulled out by a one-third vote 
from the floor. 

The bill was referred to the Committee 
in question on the 16th day so that any time 
after the 36th day, this could have been 
done. But to do it before a hearing would 
not have been fair. After the hearing was 
held, I asked the Committee Chairman what 
he planned to do. And he said, 'Jean, I 
don't know.' The next morning, I asked him 
again and he said, 'Jean, I haven't decided.' 
And that following afternoon, I asked him 
whether he planned to call a decision-mak­
ing meeting of his Committee so that the 
Committee could decide what to do after 
the hearing. And he said, 'I haven't de-
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cided.' 

Perhaps if I were more organized and 
efficient, I would have thought to do this 
sooner. I wish I had, and I'm sorry that my 
motives are suspect in doing it tonight. But 
the bill is not dead. We can pass it on Sec­
ond Reading, pass it on Third on Monday. 
And the Senate will have three days for their 
three readings. We have set up an artificial 
time schedule which is very helpful in terms 
of efficiency. Closed meetings are a lot more 
efficient. What we want is democracy at 
work. 

One of the previous speakers said that 
regardless of the merits of this bill, we 
should vote it down because this is not the 
kind of thing we should do. This kind of 
thing is what we need more of. It's written 
into the rules. I think it's a mistake to say 
regardless of the merits of the bili. I've 
learned, I think to my sorrow, that some­
times votes are made regardless of the mer­
its of the bill for various reasons - loyalty 
or whatever. It seems to me that votes 
should be made on the merits of the bill. 

One of the previous speakers has indi­
cated that this was 'laying in the weeds' to 
do it at this point. Well, aside from the fact 
that maybe sometimes the weed is a flower 
that just hasn't been recognized, · 1 don't 
think it's that at all. I think it's a real at­
tempt to get it on the floor of the House in 
terms of the rule in the House Rules to pre­
vent killing a bill that has merit in Commit­
tee. That's what its attempt is to do. 

I think the House has set a good example 
this session by our open meetings. This is 
simply saying that government boards 
should do the same thing. There's an enor­
mous frustration on the part of a lot of peo­
ple who feel that decisions that are affect­
ing their everyday lives-they don't know 
what it is. They can't effect it. Government 
is removed. This bill is an attempt to bring 
it one step closer. I therefore urge . .. I 
don't think that the attacks that have been 
made upon me personally really have any­
thing to do with the motion or the merits 
of the bill. And I would urge the members 
of this House to vote for the motion. May 
I request a roll call, Mr. Speaker, please." 

At 10:45 o'clock p.m., on request by Represent­
ative Kato, the Chair declared a recess, subject to 
the call of the Chair. 

At 10:52 o'clock p.m., the House of Represent­
atives reconvened. 

The motion to recall H. B. No. 2369-74 from 
the Comm_ittee on Judiciary and Corrections was 
put by the Chair and failed to carry by a roll call 
vote of 14 ayes to 31 noes, with Representatives 
Ajifu, Aki, Carroll, A. Chong, Cobb, Hapai, 

King, Lee, Leopold, Oda, Wasai, Wong, Yim 
and Yuen voting aye and Representatives R. 
Garcia, Iha, Kawakami, Suwa, Uechi and Wede­
meyer being excused.

Representative Young requested that action 
on S. B. No. 855 be deferred until • Monday, 
April 8, 1974, and the Chair, noting that there 
were no objections, so ordered .

"Mr. Speaker, during the past two decades, 
the cost of hospital and health care has risen 
at rates which far exceed the general in­
flationary tendencies of our country's 
economy. This critical situation has led to 
widespread attention being focused on find-

ing ways to reduce or at least stabilize these 
hospital and health care costs. Through 
studies, it" has been discovered that the factors 
underlying the rapid increase in the cost of 
hospital care are numerous and diverse and 
While it is evident that many of these factors 
emanate from extra hospital sources over 
which the hospital themselves have little or no 
control, there are, however, factors within the 
hospital field .which can be controlled to some 
degree. 

One of the principal factors of the high cost 
of hospital care which can be controlled has 
been the relatively unplanned and uncoor­
dinated initiation and expansion of hospital 
facilities, equipment and services. This Jack of 
proper comprehensive health planning in the 
hospital field has led to the unfortunate 
situation of: 

I . Hospitals being constructed in areas 
where they are not needed and not con­
structed in areas where they are needed. 

2. Costly equipment being purchased 
without concern for their optimal utilization. 

3. Services being offered without ascer­
taining real community need. 

In many instances, this has resulted in the 
duplication of facilities and services among 
several hospitals in the same area and has led 
to hospital beds and hospital equipment 
being under-utilized. This has Jed to un­
necessary increases in the cost of hospital and 
health care. 

Mr. Speaker, the desired situation for the 
State of Hawaii and its people is the 
availability of the best hospitals and health 
care possible at the lowest feasible cost to the 
health consumer. One way to achieve this 
goal is a mandatory comprehensive health 
planning on a State-wide basis. Through this 
approach of mandatory comprehensive 
health planning, the health care needs of our 
population can be properly ascertained for 
the present and projected for the future 
through research and definitive· planning. 

By providing for mandatory rather than 
voluntary implementation of this kind of 
Statewide comprehensive health care plan­
ning, the interest of the people can be 
protected and advanced through the en­
couragement of necessary health care services 
and the prevention of unnecessary ones. 

Statewide comprehensive care planning on 
a voluntary level is already a real_ity here in 
Hawaii through the application of Public 
Law 89-749. Congress has become fully 
cognizant of the fact that hospital costs were 
related to the availability or lack of com­
prehensive health care planning and, 
therefore, passed the comprehensive health 
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planning and public health services amend­
ment. Through this amendment, funds were 
made available to states to create care plan­
ning, councils to do what Congress deemed 
was necessary planning in the State health 
care field . 

While the intent of this federal law is 
admirable, there is one major weakness. 
These health planning councils are voluntary 
in nature and, therefore, they lack the 
necessary power to enforce decisions based 
on their comprehensive health plans. Com­
prehensive health planning is only as effective 
as its implementation and it has been dis­
covered that such planning on a voluntary 
basis has not been very successful. To rectify 
this situation, Mr. Speaker, this bill has 
formulated a two-fold policy: 

I . Give the already existing comprehensive 
health planning councils designated . under 
federal Public Law 89-749, statutory ex­
istence on the State level. 

2. Provide for the mandatory implementa­
tion of comprehensive health planning using 
the certification of need approach. 

Mr. Speaker, I urge all to support this 
measure. 

Thank You."

Representative A. Chong then rose and spoke 
against the measure as follows : 

"Mr. Speaker, this bill amends the 
Horizontal Property Act. The Horizontal 
Property Act sets down guidelines relating to 
condominium financing, development and 
construction. The amendments to the Act 
which this bill calls for are far-reaching and, 
in effect, relaxed many of the consumer 
protecting provisions in the Act. 

I would like to call your attention and the 
members of this Honorable Body to three of 
the major amendments here: 

I. The concept of time-period unit is in­
troduced in the condominium laws of Hawaii 
and the time-period unit concept would, in 
effect, force mass merchandising of financing 
of condominiums, probably on the mainland. 

As such, it would develop a whole new area of 
financing for condominiums, encourage 
high-rise development, encourage in­
migration and, therefore, our population 
pressures. 

2. Another amendment in this Act calls for 
the relaxation of the non-contiguous concept. 
In other words, Mr. Speaker, a con­
dominium · develope_r could build his con­
dominium somewhere and build his parking 
space ten miles down the road. That's just one 
of the things he can do. As it is now, 
condominium developers are required to put 
their parking spaces right in the con­
dominium. 

3. Another amendment, in effect, abolishes 
the escrow safeguards. In other words; Mr. 
Speaker, a contractor can use the funds he 
gets by selling these condominiums under a 
time-period unit and use them, not only for 
construction purposes, but also for ad­
ministration and other purposes as called for 
in the amendments. 

For the above reasons and just for 
philosophical reasons, I urge the members of 
this Honorable Body to vote against this bill." 

The motion was put by the Chair and S. B. No. 
2197-74, having been read throughout, passed 
Third Reading by a vote of 42 ayes to 7 noes, with 
Representatives A. Chong, Cobb, R. Garcia, 
Hapai, King, Leopold and Yim voting no and 
Representatives W. Chong and Uechi being ex­
cused.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS

Representative Young moved that the report of 
the Committee be adopted and S. B. No. 855, as 
amended, having been read throughout, pass 
Third Reading, seconded by Representative 
Kunimura. 

At this time, Representative Amaral rose and 
inquired whether or not Representative Young 
would yield to questions to which Representative 
Young replied in the affirmative. 

Representative Amaral then inquired: 

"I would like to refer you to page 35, lines 
16 through 2 I inclusive. In general, it states 
that the county may disapprove of the general 
project planned and so forth. Now, if the 
county disapproves a project, does this act of 
disapproval from a county veto such plan?" 

Representative Young replied: 

"Mr. Speaker, Senate Bill 855 gives the 
counties more powers to control housing 
developments than what is now given under 
our State Act. 

Under this bill, they have to have two 
public hearings in the affected neighborhood 
and they must submit plans to the Executive 
Officer of the county and also to the County 
Planning Agency and to the legislative body 
of the county, and lines 16 through 2 I states 
that 60 days following the presentation to the 
county's planning agency, the county's 
legislative body may within 45 days disap­
prove of the general project plan and stan­
dards in their entirety as originally presented 
or revised by the majority of its members. So, 
Mr. Speaker, the counties can exercise their 
veto powers under this measure." 

Representative Amaral further inquired: 

"Representative Young, would the intent 
of the committee in this disapproval powers 
really give the counties the final say; in other 
words, the agency cannot come back and say 
although you disapprove, we still would like 
to go on with the plan." 

Representative Young then responded: 

"This does not say, but on the original plan, 
after they have submitted for 60 days, you 
have 45 days following so it is about three 
months for them to review the plan and if they 
feel that this won't fulfill their county's needs, 
they can veto." 

Representative Amaral continued: 

"But, Representative Young, the com­
mittee would decide or the intent of the 
committee was that if the county would object 
and veto the plan, that is it." 

Representative Young replied that that's it. 

Representative Amaral further inquired: 

"The other question is ... I refer you to 
page 22 . .. " 

Representative Kondo interrupted and asked 
for a short recess and the Chair declared a recess at 
1:50 o'clock p.m., subject to the call of the Chair. 

At 1:51 o'clock p.m., the House of Represent­
atives reconvened and Representative Amaral 
continued his inquiry: 

"Mr. Speaker, I refer to page 22, line 2 and 
the word 'may.' It says 'the corporation may 
sell or lease the real property or personal 
property.' Am I to understand that both the 
HDC and the HHA will be duplicating their 
efforts and staff in the sale or lease of these 
projects?" 

Representative Young replied: 

"Mr. Speaker, your Committee felt that a 
'shall' was too restrictive and instead we put 
'may' so that we can encourage the participa­
tion of private developers to go into joint 
venture with this corporation and then give 
them the option to buy or lease or whatever 
development comes into the market." 

The motion was put by the Chair and carried, 
and the report of the Committee was adopted and 
S. B. No. 855, as amended, having been read 
throughout, passed Third Reading by a vote of 49 
ayes, with Representatives W. Chong and Uechi 
being excused. 

Stand. Com. Rep. No. 672-74 on S. B. No. 10, as 
amended, deferred from April 5, 1974: 

Representative Young moved that S. B. No. 10, 
as amended, having been read throughout, pass 
Third Reading, seconded by Representative 
Kunimura. 

Representative Soares then rose and spoke in 
favor of the bill as follows: 

"Basically, I rise to compliment the Chair­
man of the Committee for putting together 
these two housing bills and also to put on the 
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record that we Republicans have spent all 
summer with a very effective housing task 
force putting together some of the comments, 
and some of the concepts are incorporated in 
both of these bills. I do think, in fairness to 
Representative Young, the cooperation of the 
Committee with our input and our comments 
have been really fair and square and I do 
think that we are on the road to recovery on 
our housing program and ask all members to 
vote for this bill." 

Representative Young then rose and spoke in 
favor of the bill as follows: 

"Mr. Speaker, the Legislature has deter­
mined that there exists in the State a critical 
shortage of housing units for the low-income 
residents. High costs and various other 
obstacles combined to maintain the housing 
shortage, reduce the quality and choice of 
housing, and create economic hardship for 
families. 

Half the population of Oahu earn less than 
$12,000 a year and it is these low and 
moderate income families who suffer the 
most. Rentals and the price of housing have 
risen at a higher rate than that of income. I 
feel that the housing problem, the imbalance 
between supply and demand, is so severe that 
the combined efforts of Act 105 programs, 
together with the county and the Housing 
Development, Incorporated, are necessary to 
bring more adequate housing for our people. 

Mr. Speaker, housing should not be treated 
as an economic commodity, but rather as a 
basic human need and right. I urge all 
members to vote favorably on this measure. 

Thank you."

· and I would say that this bill is a bullet-proof 
vest for Representative Lunasco as far as 
getting shot full of holes." 

The moti-on was put by the Chair and carried, 
and H. B. No. 2466-74, H. D. 2, as amended, 
passed Final Reading by a vote of 47 ayes, with 
Representatives W. Chong, de la Cruz, Uechi and 
Wedemeyer being excused. 

The Chair directed the Clerk to note that H. B. 
No. 2466-74 had passed Final Reading at 6:03 
o'clock p.m. 

At this time, Representative Suwa gave notice 
of his intention to agree to the amendments 
proposed by the Senate to H.B. Nos. 2312-74, H.

D. I, S. D. I; and 2840-74, H. D. 1, S. D. 1. 

At 6:06 o'clock p.m., the Chair declared a recess, 
subject to the call of the Chair. 

At 7:47 o'clock p.m., the House of Representa­
tives reconvened. 

At this time, Representative Kunimura rose on 
a point of personal privilege and stated as follows: 

"Mr. Speaker, this day I am very, very 
much aggrieved and embarrassed. If we 
remember, those of us who have been here for 
more than two years - that is, two sessions 
- we had a little girl here, physically may­
be not little, but certainly a young girl, one 
of the youngest to be elected to any elected 
position and I. remember very well when she 
championed the cause for clean restaurants 
and many of us, Mr. Speaker, both in the 
majority and in the minority, thought she 
was crazy. We treated her like she had a 
certain kind of incurable disease. 

Well, this afternoon, Mr. Speaker, I, for 
one, would like to enter into the record of this 
House my very sincere regret that I did not 
take her seriously because in yesterday's 
(Sunday) newspaper, it tells about the many, 
many eating places in this City and County of 
Honolulu and I believe throughout this State, 
very unsanitary conditions prevailing. 

I don't think we have bills before the 
legislature at this time or laws in our statute 

that is going to help the poor citizen who goes 
to the restaurant to eat. Some are very 
prominent establishments and I hope maybe, 
if necessary, at least a resolution to help the 
Department of Health come out and make 
recommendations to whoever is coming back 
here next session but, personally, I would like 
to apologize publicly to Miss Diana Hansen 
because she was right." 

Representative J. Garcia then rose on a point of 
personal privilege and stated: 

"I would like to point out very strongly that 
the minority at no time regarded the young 
lady in question as crazy. We recognized that 
she had done a great deal of research work 
and I believe that her research work was 
substantiated by both Representative Soares 
and myself when we ate at one of the 
restaurants mentioned in this report. 

I do want to point out that one of the 
places that she mentioned is mentioned in 
this report, but I do want to point out that at 
no time whatsoever did the minority mem­
bers regard the young lady as being crazy. 
We thought that she was a little bit ahead of 
her time, but. the work that she did was cer­
tainly borne out by the article in the Honolulu 
Advertiser." 

Representative Kunimura responded: 

"I did not at any time say the minority. 
What I really meant was some members of 
the minority speaking very privately." 

At 7:50 o'clock p.m., on request by Represent­
ative O'Connor, the Chair declared a recess, sub­
ject to the call of the Chair. 

At 7:52 o'clock p.m., the House of Represent­
atives reconvened.

No. 2146-74 passed Final Reading at 7:58 o'clock 
p.m. 

By unanimous consent, H . 8 . No. 2190-74, H. 
D. I, as amended by the Senate, was taken from 
the Clerk's desk. 

Representative Wakatsuki moved that the 
House agree to the amendments proposed by the 
Senate to H. 8 . No. 2190-74, H. D. 1, and H. 8. 
No. 2190-74, H. D. 1, as amended, having been 
read throughout, pass Final Reading, seconded by 
Representative Kato. 

Representative Wakatsuki then explained the 
amendments made by the Senate as follows:

The Senate amend­
ed this bill to mandate that the Department 
shall issue a certificate of marriage."

No. 2190-74, H. D. 1, as amended, 
passed Final Reading by a vote of 45 ayes, with 
Representatives Aduja, Carroll, W. Chong, Uechi, 
Ushijima and Wedemeyer being excused. 

The Chair directed the Clerk to note that H . 8. 
No. 2190-74 had passed Final Reading at 8:00 
o'clock p.m. 

By unanimous consent, H. 8 . No. 1856, H. D.1, 
as amended by the Senate, was taken from the 
Clerk's desk. 

Representative Wakatsuki moved that the 
House agree to the amendments proposed by the 
Senate to H.B. No. 1856, H. D . I, and H.B. No. 
1856, H. D. 1, as amended, having been read 
throughout, pass Final Reading, seconded by 
Representative Kato. 

Representative Wakatsuki then explained the 
amendments made by the Senate as follows: 

No. 1856, H. D. 1, S. D. I relates to 
theft. 

H. 8. No. 1856 is a bill that the Senate has 
sent over. The House moved this bill last 
session and under the Penal Code, a new 
section relating to shoplifting was inserted in 
this bill. The Senate amended the section by 
making the markings or tag on a good or 
merchandise duly identifiable by 
photography to be prima facie evidence of 
value and ownership of such goods. They also 
amended the bill by indicating that shoplift­
ing is theft when it is accompanied by intent 
to defraud ." 

The motion was put ·by the Chair and carried, 
and H. 8. No. 1856, H . D. 1, as amended, passed 
Final Reading by a vote of 45 ayes, with Repre­
sentatives Aduja, Carroll, W. Chong, Uechi, Ushi­
jima and Wedemeyer being excused. 

The Chair directed the Clerk to note that H. 8. 
No. 1856 had passed Final Readingat8:0I o'clock 
p.m. 

At this time, Representative Wakatsuki gave 
notice of his intention to agree to the amendments 
proposed by the Senate to H. 8 .

"This is another monumental amendment 
made by the Senate. The Senate changed the 
word 'cause' to 'case.' In other words, the 
sentence reads, 'in case of a vacancy or if a 
justice of the Supreme Court is disqualified 
from sitting in any cause - this is the House 
version - pending before the Supreme 
Court. They changed that 'cause' to 'sitting in 
any case'." 

No. 2371-74, as 
amended by the Senate, was taken from the 
Clerk's desk. 

Representative Iha moved that the House agree 
to the amendments proposed by the Senate to H.

And the basic difference 
between the House and the Senate is that they 
made a one-step change instead of a two-step 
change."

On motion by Represe_ntative Yap, seconded by 
Representative Kunimura and carried, the House 
disagreed to the amendments proposed by the 
Senate to H. B. No. 2999-74 and requested a 
conference on the subject matter of said 
amendments.

At 9:15 o'clock p.m., the Chair declared a re­
cess, subject to the call of the Chair. 

At 9:17 o'clock p.m., the House of Representa­
tives reconvened. 

By unanimous consent, H. B. No. 92, H. D. 1, 
as amended by the Senate, was taken from the 
Clerk's desk. 

Representative Young moved to agree to the 
amendments proposed by the Senate to H.B. No. 
92, H. D. I and H.B. No. 92, H. D. l,asamended, 
pass Final Reading, seconded by Representative 
Kunimura. 

Representative Young then explained the 
Senate amendments as follows: 

"H. B. No. 92, H. D. I, S. D . l is entitled 
'housing and related programs.' The Senate 
has amended it in its entirety. This bill gives 
the counties similar powers that the State has 
under Act 105.'' 

The motion was put by the Chair and carried, 
and H. B. No. 92, H. D. I, as amended, passed 
Final Reading by a vote of 49 ayes, with Repre­
sentatives W. Chong and Uechi being excused. 

The Chair directed the Clerk to note that H. B. 
No. 92, H. D. I, S. D. I had passed Final Reading 
at 9: 18 o'clock p.m. 

By unanimous consent, H.B. No.1447, H. D. l, 
as amended by the Senate, was taken from the 
Clerk's desk. 

Representative Young moved to agree to the 
amendments proposed by the Senate to H.B. No. 
1447, H. D. I and H. B. No. 1447, H. D. 1, as 
amended, pass Final Reading, seconded by Rep­
resentative Kunimura. 

Representative Young then explained the 
Senate amendments as follows: 

"H.B. No.1447, H. D. I, S. D. l is entitled 
the urban renewal law. The only amendment 
was that of moving the effective date from 
upon its approval to January _ I, 1975." 

The motion was put by the Chair and carried 
and H.B. No. 1447, H. D. I, as amended, passed 
Final Reading by a vote of 49 ayes, with Repre­
sentatives W. Chong and Uechi being excused. 

The Chair here directed the Clerk to note that 
H. B. No. 1447, H. D. 1, S. D . I had passed Final 
Reading at 9:20 o'clock p.m. 

By unanimous consent, H.B. No. 2541-74, H. 
D. l;as amended by the Senate, was taken from 
the Clerk's desk. 

Representative Young moved to agree to the 
amendments proposed by the Senate to H.B. No. 
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2541-74, H. D. I and H.B. No. 2541-74, H. D. I, as 
amended, pass Final Reading, seconded by Rep­
resentative Kunimura. 

Representative Young then explained the 
Senate amendments as follows: 

"H. B. No. 2541-74, H. D. I, S. D. I is 
entitled GO bonds of counties. The only 
technical change was the changing of the 
parenthesis to brackets." 

The motion was put by the Chair and carried, 
and H. B. No. 2541-74, H. D. I, as amended, 
passed Final Reading by a vote of 49 ayes, with 
Representatives W. Chong and Uechi being ex­
cused. 

The Chair here directed the Clerk to note that 
H. B. No. 2541-74, H. D. I, S. D. I had passed 
Final Reading at 9:20 o'clock p.m. 

Representative Wakatsuki here rose and gave 
notice of his intention to agree with the 
amendments proposed by the Senate to H.B. No. 
2799-74. 

Representative Wakatsuki here explained the 
Senate amendments as follows: 

"H.B. No. 2799-74, S. D. I relates to fees 
for services of process. The House bill incor­
porated the service fees effective July I, 1974. 
Since it's only two more months before July I 
arrives, the Senate made it effective upon 
approval." 

Representative Wakatsuki rose and gave notice 
of his intention to agree to the amendments 
proposed by the Senate to H.B. No. 2756-74, H. 
D. I. 

Representative Wakatsuki then explained the 
Senate amendments as follows: 

"The bill relates to theft of gasoline. The 
House bill made stealing of gasoline a felony 
in the second degree-Class C felony. The 
Senate included within the definition gas 
diesel fuel and other related petroleum 
products of any value not exceeding $200, 
theft in the second degree." 

Representative Wakatsuki gave notice of his 
intention to agree to the amendments proposed by 
the Senate to H. B. No. 2624-74, H. D. I. 

Representative Wakatsuki explained the Senate 
amendments as follows: 

"It relates to annulment, divorce and 
separation. The House bill provided that a 
spouse who is deceived into marrying a 
person who has another spouse living shall be 
entitled to allowance for support. The Senate 
deleted the word 'shall' and replaced it with 
'may be entitled'. And in another provision, 
the House provided that the allowance to a 

deceased spouse shall not exceed one-third of 
the real and personal property. The Senate 
removed that restriction." 

Representative Wakatsuki gave notice of his 
intention to agree to the amendments proposed by 
the Senate to H. B. No. 2241-74, H. D. I. 

Representative Wakatsuki explained the Senate 
amendments as follows: 

"H.B. No. 2241-74, H. D. I, S. D. I relates 
to unreasonable noise. The Senate amended 
the bill to include in the bill unreasonable 
noise. And they defined unreasonable noise 
to make it a gross deviation of standard of 
conduct that a law-abiding citizen would 
follow in the same situation and this would be 
for 24 hours." 

Representative Wakatsuki gave notice of his 
intention to agree to the amendments proposed by 
the Senate to H.B. No. 2485-74, H. D. 2. 

Representative Wakatsuki then explained the 
Senate amendments as follows: 

"It relates to the employment and licensing 
of convicted persons. Throughout the bill, the 
Senate removed the qualification of good 
moral character and also they made technical 
amendments, changing words like 'or' or 
sections and so forth." 

At 9:24 o'clock p.m., the Chair declared a recess, 
subject to the call of the Chair. 

At 9:39 o'clock p.m., the House of Representa­
tives reconvened. 

Representative Wakatsuki gave notice of his 
intention to agree to the amendments proposed by 
the Senate to H. B. No. 82, H. D. I . 

Representative Wakatsuki then explained the 
Senate amendments as follows: 

"It relates to the revised uniform disposi­
tion of unclaimed property. This is notice 
with the intention to agree with the 
amendments made by the Senate. They're all 
technical. If anyone would look at the bill, 
they're changing words and phrases to clarify 
the particular provisions." 

Representative Yap gave notice of his intention 
to agree to the amendments proposed by the 
Senate to H.B. No. 2589-74, H. D. I, and H. B. 
Nos. 41, H. D. 2 and 708, H. D. 2. 

At 9:41 o'clock p.m., the Chair declared a recess, 
subject to the call of the Chair. 

At 9:44 o'clock p.m., the House of Representa­
tives reconvened.

At this time, Representative Takamine rose and 
spoke in favor of S. B. No. 14, S. D. 1, H. D. 2, C. 
D. 1 as follows: 

"Mr. Speaker, first, I would like to thank 
and congratulate the Chairman of the House 
conferees. This is a very good bill. It is the 
House version of S. B. 14 and Representative 
Kato, Chairman, deserve all of the credit. It is 
with the greatest of satisfaction and pleasure 
that I remind this Body that the Hawaii 
Legislature again demonstrates in S. B. 14, S. 
D. 1, H. D. 2, C. D. 1, the public concern for 
the well-being and dignity of our working 
people. 

The history of S. B. 14 dates back to 1967 
when the Legislative Reference Bureau, pur­
suant to legislative mandate, commenced 
background study and research. Two years 
later, in 1969, a companion research as­
signment to the Bureau was enacted as the 
Hawaii Temporary Disability Insurance Law. 
At the end of the next two-year period, in 
1971, the first version of the Hawaii Health 
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Prepayment Act was introduced. Since then, 
a score of legislative acts were introduced. 
Since then, a score of legislative standing 
committees have worked on the proposal, 
modifying and refining it, and making sure 
that the maximum of beneficial result wiH 
cause a minimum number of public dollars; at 
the same time, safeguarding the interest of the 
employers. The result is S. B. 14, S. D. 1, H. 
D. 2, C. D. 1. 

I think this an appropriate moment to call 
to your attention the contributions that have 
been made in this effort by some non­
legislators. 

First, we, and all the people of the State, 
owe a debt of gratitude to Dr. Stephen A. 
Rosenfeld of the University of California Law 
School for his brilliant and tireless work in 
directing the research project, drafting the bill 
for introduction, and advising and educating 
all concerned as to the philosophy, impor­
tance and mechanics of the proposal. On May 
26, 1972, Dr. Rosenfeld was officially con­
ferred the title 'Calabash Cousin to the people 
of Hawaii' in a ceremony at which the Gover­
nor presided. The honor was accorded, not 
only for the Professor's work on the prepaid­
health matter, but also for his many other ef­
forts, including workmen's compensation, 
temporary disability insurance, debtor's 
rights and creditor's remedies-the Uniform 
Commercial Code. 

Dr. Rosenfeld brought yet another honor 
to this Legislature. On November 19, 1974, 
the Legislative Reference Bureau's report on 
prepaid health care in Hawaii was awarded 
for excellence in legislative report by the 
National Conference of State Legislative 
Leaders, the first such award ever made to 
this date. 

There are countless others who deserve our 
sincere thanks for without their help, we 
would not have been able to enact a truly 
landmark piece of legislation. They include 
the staff of the Legislative Reference Bureau, 
especially Mrs. Patricia Putnam. Associate 
Dean for Legislative and Legal Affiars, Uni­
versity of Hawaii, School of Medicine, who 
along with Dr. Rosenfeld, has worked on this 
measure since 1967. The Department of La­
bor and Industrial Relations, the Depart­
ment of Planning and Economic Develop­
ment, the Department of Social Services and 
Housing, the Research Office of the Depart­
ment of Taxation, the Hawaii Employers' 
Council, the labor unions, the Health In­
surance Association of America and the 
prepaid health insurance contractors in the 
State-all of these and unnamed others can, 
on this occasion, enjoin with us the sense of 
mission accomplished. 

With the passage of S. B. 14, S. D. 1, H. D. 
2, C. D. 1, we will have virtually universal 

prepaid health protection for all of our people 
in this State. Tens of thousands of members of 
the work force who now have no such protec­
tion would be given the health and economic 
security that such protection guarantees. 
There will be a rise in the general stands of 
public health throughout the State. Those of 
the working poor who are now classed as 
medical indigents will have the dignity and 
security of their own prepaid health protec­
tion. This will allow a savings in the medical 
benefits of the welfare program. 

The prepaid health plan, as proposed in S. 
B. 14, S. D. 1, H. D. 2, C. D. 1, provides a 
health plan at a relatively low price tag for the 
State which includes the circumstances of 
marginal, small employers in meeting the 
premium cost. 

Mr. Speaker and members of this House, 
with the passage of this measure and other 
similar measures, including the minimum 
wage, it can be said that this Legislature took 
care of the needs of the poor people of this 
State. The poor of this State should continue 
to organize so that they can build on the good 
work of this session and work for a better 
quality of life in the future sessions of the 
Legislature. 

I strongly urge this Body to vote 'yes' on S. 
B. 14, S. D. 1, H. D. 2, C. D. 1 to assure a 
virtual universal prepaid health protection 
for all the people." 

Representative Lunasco then rose and spoke in 
favor of the bill as follows: 

"Mr. Speaker, we in the House and Senate 
have debated over the subject of a State plan 
of prepaid health care for three years now. S. 
B. 14, S. D. 1, H. D. 2, C. D. 1 is a result of a 
year's work in Conference Committee. It ex­
tends a plan of guaranteed health care to all 
regular workers not covered by some kind of 
adequate health insurance and aids the 
marginal employer who can't afford to cover 
his employees with a health insurance plan. 

About ten percent of Hawaii's work force 
will benefit directly from the passage of this 
bill. These are about 10,000 or so residents in 
the so-called 'gap group' who are not subject 
to collective bargaining agreements, who 
don't belong to private or group medical in­
surance · plans, and who don't qualify for 
medical assistance. 

Mr. Speaker, I don't have to remind this 
Honorable Body of the skyrocketing hospital 
and medical costs here. Fortunately, most of 
us have a health insurance plan which would 
help us pay for any hospitalization or medical 
care that we might need. In the event of a 
serious accident or illness, however, the re-

sources of an ordinary worker without any 
form of health insurance would be wiped out 
by the costs of medical care. There are many 
more workers with only partial medical 
coverage who would be almost as hard hit if 
they were hospitalized. 

The health care benefits in this bill are tied 
to health care plans such as HMSA and 
Kaiser which have already proven to be suc­
cessful in the general community. There is 
also enough flexibility in the bill to provide 
for specific benefits based on medically 
reasonable substitutions. The bill also pro­
vides that an employee's share of the health 
plan will be no more than 1.5 percent of his 
wages, with the employer paying at least half 
of the premium cost. 

One of the longstanding objections to the 
concept of universal health insurance has 
been the cost it would incur upon the small 
businessman that, in fact, to impose such a 
requirement on the small-scale employer 
would wipe him out. It has been argued that 
such a requirement would have a disastrous 
effect upon our many small businesses. For 
this reason, I am pleased to note that this bill 
also contains a very important clause with 
regard to the small businessman. In order to 
protect the marginal employer who may be 
under a hardship to cover his employees, this 
measure provides for a State supplementa­
tion of the premium costs. This State supple­
ment will make up the difference for those 
businesses who can prove that they are unable 
to afford their full share of the health in­
surance premium costs. In this way, the small 
businessman won't be wiped out by the 
premium costs, and his employee will get an 
adequate health care coverage. 

Mr. Speaker, this is a far-reaching pro­
vision which only goes to show how-deeply we 
in the Hawaii State Legislature are com­
mitted to the guarantee of good health and 
quality medical care for all of the people of 
Hawaii. By virtue of this provision, we over­
come the problems of the small businessman 
by rendering direct assistance for the sake of 
ensuing health benefits for his employees. 

Mr. Speaker, I believe this bill to be a good 
one. It will cover a large portion of workers 
presently without any form of health care in­
surance. It will make Hawaii the first in the 
nation to offer a guarantee of prepaid health 
care to virtually all of our workers and for us 
politicians, it will put our money where our 
mouth is. I urge all of my colleagues to vote 
aye on this measure. 

Thank you, Mr. Speaker." 

Representative Kato then rose and spoke in 
favor of the measure as follows: 

"Mr. Speaker, I feel like a 'Johnny come 

lately' when it comes to this bill because it was 
only this year that I became really involved in 
it. 

Senate Bill 14 has had an interesting his­
tory. I am sure everyone knows it has been in 
conference for over a year-this must be a 
record of some sort or another. The history is 
interesting because of the changes made from 
committee to committee in the House, the 
Senate amendments-all of these things are 
quite revealing and interesting because the 
changes made do reflect different philoso­
phies and thinking. 

Going to the bill itself, this measure under­
lines a concept I think we should consider, not 
only today, but should keep in mind in the 
future. That concept is that every resident of 
this State has a right to good health and good 
health care. Good health and good health 
care are basic needs-needs that I am sure we 
all agree with but far too long have we been 
negligent in fulfilling. We have neglected to 
take care of a class of people-working peo­
ple, mind you-who do not and cannot afford 
the health care coverage that would go a long 
way to ensure their good health. It is time we 
did something about it. 

Most, if not all, union member employees 
have health coverage and most, if not all, 
employers carry some sort of prepaid health 
plan. As a matter of fact, welfare recipients' 
health care needs are taken care of, too. 

Yet, we have a void, a vacuum in the total 
health care picture. It is the lack of coverage 
for those employees who work for marginal 
employers or for employers who· just don't 
give a damn and, therefore, cannot or will not 
provide the necessary health care coverage. 
Passage of this bill will fill this vacuum and 
will help, Mr. Speaker, about 40,000 workers. 

I feel no pride of authorship when it comes 
to this measure. It's been worked on before 
and will be changed hereafter. I feel no pride 
in having managed this bill through confer­
ence, but I do feel for those workers whose 
health care needs are finally going to be taken 
care of. I hope every member of this House 
feels the same way. 

Thank you, Mr. Speaker." 

The motion was put by the Chair and carried, 
and the report of the Committee was adopted and 
S. B. No.14, as amended, passed Final Reading by 
a vote of 46 ayes to 4 noes, with Representatives 
Ajifu, Medeiros, Oda and Poepoe voting no and 
Representative Wasai being excused.

felt that a motion for disagreement to clear up 
any problems and get it back here before 4:30 
this afternoon would be the wiser thing to 
do."

The motion was put by the Chair and carried, 
and H. B. No. 2681-74, H. D. 1, as amended, 
passed Final Reading by a vote of 50 ayes, with 
Representative Uechi being excused. 

The Chair directed the Clerk to note that H. B. 
Nos. 2456-74 and 41 had passed Final Reading at 
8:17 o'clock p.m.; H. B. No. 708 at 8:19 o'clock 
p.m.; H.B. Nos. 135 and 1562 at 8:20 o'clock p.m.; 
H. B. No. 2073-74 at 8:21 o'clock p.m.; H.B. No. 
2245-74 at 8:24 o'clock p.m., H.B. No. 2589-74 at 
8:25 o'clock p.m. and H.B. No. 2681-74 at 8:26 
o'clock p.m. 

At 8:27 o'clock p.m., on request by Represen­
tative Kunimura, the Chair declared a recess, sub­
ject to the call of the Chair. 

At 8:28 o'clock p.m., the House of Represen­
tatives reconvened. 

By unanimous consent, H.B. No. 2682-74, H. 
D. 3, as amended by the Senate, was taken from 
the Clerk's desk. 

Representative Yap moved that the House agree 

to the amendments proposed by the Senate to H. 
B. No. 2682-74, H. D. 3, and H.B. No. 2682-74, H. 
D. 3, as amended, having been read throughout, 
pass Final Reading, seconded by Representative 
Yuen. 

Representative Yap then explained the 
amendments as follows:· 

"H. B. No. 2682-74 relates to mechanics 
,and materialmen's liens. 

Mr. Speaker, this bill takes away the lien 
rights of suppliers who furnish material to un­
licensed contractors or who unreasonably ad­
vance credit. It also takes away the lien rights 
of a licensed or unlicensed contractor who 
subcontracts with an unlicensed contractor. 
The Senate provides that the bill applies only 
to real property. The House version states 
that it applies to building and improvements 
on real property primarily zoned for residen­
tial use. The Senate had narrowed down to 
provide that the bill applies only to real 
property with existing dwelling. That's where 
all the swimming pools and carports have 
been in the news because of the unlicensed 
contractors." 

The motion was put by the Chair and carried, 
and H. B. No. 2682-74, H. D. 3, as amended, 
passed Final Reading by a vote of 50 ayes, with 
Representative Uechi being excused. 

By unanimous consent, H. B. No. 2888-74, H. 
D. 2, as amended by the Senate, was taken from 
the Clerk's desk. 

Representative Yap moved that the House agree 
to the amendments proposed by the Senate to H. 
B. No. 2888-74, H. D. 2, and H.B. No. 2888-74, 
H. D. 2, as amended, having been read through­
out, pass Final Reading, seconded by Representa• 
tive Yuen. 

Representative Yap then explained the 
amendments as follows : 

"Mr. Speaker, this bill makes several 
changes in the Landlord/Tenant Code. The 
Senate differed with the House in the disposi­
tion of abandoned property of the tenant. H. 
D. 2 provides that the landlord may store 
property at lessee's expense or rent at lessee's 
expense. Senate Draft 1 provides that the 
landlord may sell such property after thirty 
days and the proceeds are kept for thirty days 
and thereafter forfeited to the landlord." 

The motion was put by the Chair and carried, 
and H. B. No. 2888-74, H. D. 2, as amended, 
·passed Final Reading by a vote of 50 ayes, with 
Representative _Uechi being excused. 

By unanimous consent, H.B. No. 2900-74, H. 
D. 1, as amended by the Senate, was taken from 
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the Clerk's desk. 

Representative Yap moved that the House agree 
to the amendments proposed by the Senate to H. 
B. No. 2900-74, H. D. l, and H.B. No. 2900-74, H. 
D. I, as amended, having been read throughout, 
pass Final Reading, seconded by Representative 
Yuen. 

Representative Yap then explained the 
amendments as follows : 

"Mr. Speaker, this bill provides for the 
regulation of speech pathologists and 
audiologists. The Senate made the following 
changes in House Draft I: 

I . Exempt all persons employed by federal, 
state or county agencies so long as practice is 
confined within their public duty. The House 
exempts only persons with DOE certification 
and did not exempt University of Hawaii and 
other affected employees. 

2. Instead of listing specific academic credit 
courses, the Senate substituted as one of the 
license requirements for the applicant to sub­
mit evidence showing completion of 
American Speech and Hearing Association 
course of study, the reason being that the 
curriculum may change from time to time. 

3. The Senate made another change in the 
effective date, from January I, 1974 to 
January I, 1975. 

All other changes are technical changes." 

The motion was put by the Chair and carried, 
and H. B. No. 2900-74, H. D. I, as amended, 
passed Final Reading by a vote of 50 ayes, with 
Representative Uechi being excused. 

By unanimous consent, H.B. No. 2968-74, H. 
D. I, as amended by the Senate, was taken from 
the Clerk's desk. 

Representative Yap moved that the House agree 
to the amendments proposed by the Senate to H. 
B. No. 2968-74, H. D. l,and H.B.No. 2968-74, H. 
D. I, as amended, having been read throughout, 
pass Final Reading, seconded by Representative 
Yuen. 

Representative Yap then explained the 
amendments as follows : 

"Mr. Speaker, H.B. No. 2968-74 relates to 
automatic elevators. 

The purpose of H.B. No. 2968-74 is to add 
a fire safety requirement to automatic 
elevators by requiring that at least one 
elevator in the building of five floors or more 
be equipped with heat and smoke sensing 
devices. The Senate amended the bill by 
providing that all elevators must meet all safe­
ty requirements." 

The motion was put by the Chair and carried, 
and H. B. No. 2968-74, H. D. I, as amended, 
passed Final Reading by a vote of 50 ayes, with 
Representative Uechi being excused. 

By unanimous consent, H. B. No. 30S1-74, H. 
D. I, as amended by the Senate, was taken from 
the Clerk's desk. 

Representative Yap moved that the House agree 
to the amendments proposed by the Senate to H. 
B. No. 30S1-74, H. D. l,and H.B. No.30S1-74,H. 
D. I , as amended, having been read throughout, 
pass Final Reading, seconded by Representative 
Yuen. 

Representative Yap then explained the 
amendments as follows: 

"Mr. Speaker, the purpose of this bill is to 
remedy inconsistencies between Chapter 476, 
Hawaii Revised Statutes, and a federal law of 
regulation. Chapter 476 deals with retail in­
stallment sales." 

The motion was put by the Chair and carried, 
and H. B. No. 3051-74, H. D. I, as amended, 
passed Final Reading by a vote of 50 ayes, with 
Representative Uechi being excused. 

The Chair directed the Clerk to note that H. B. 
No. 2682-74 had passed Final Reading at 8:30 
o'clock p.m.; H. 8. No. 2888-74 at 8:31 o'clock 
p.m.; H.B. No. 2900-74 at 8:33 o'clock p.m. and 
H. B. Nos. 2968-74 and 30S1-74 at 8:35 o'clock 
p.m. 

At 8:36 o'clock p.m., the Chair declared a recess, 
subject to the call of the Chair. 

At 8:49 o'clock p.m., the House of Represen­
tatives reconvened. 

At this time, Representative Yap rose and 
thanked the mem hers of the Consumer Protection 
Committee for their hard work despite their many 
disagreements. 

Representative J . Garcia then rose and stated: 

"Frankly, I don't know what kind of gas­
oline Representative Kunimura fed 
Representative Yap a while back, but on 
behalf of the minority, I do want to con­
gratulate the Chairman of the Committee on 
Consumer Protection for a job well done. 

As you know, he issued a memorandum to 
all House members in which every one of the 
amendments he mentioned tonight were con­
tained in full in this report. The memorandum 
was issued in sufficient time for all members 
of the House to study the proposed 
amendments and you will note that that was 
one of the reasons why the minority was able 
to expedite the business without any interrup­
tions. 
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Congratulations, Representative Yap, for a 
job well done." 

Representative Kunimura then rose on a point 
of personal privilege and stated: 

"I remember when Mr. Yap came to this 
House and we thought Mr. Yap, coming from 
Kalihi Valley, would take the Printing Com­
mittee, but I would like to say he surprised all 
of us. He has come the longest way in this very 
short time. 

Thank you, Mr. Speaker." 

By unanimous consent, H. B. No. 1931, H. D. 2, 
as amended by the Senate, was taken from the 
Clerk's desk. 

Representative Young moved that the House 
agree to the amendments proposed by the Senate 
to H.B. No. 1931, H. D. 2, and H.B. No. 1931, H. 
D. 2, having been read throughout, pass Final 
Reading, seconded by Representative Kunimura. 

Representative Young then explained that the 
Senate amended the bill by consolidating two 
paragraphs into one. 

The motion was put by the Chair and carried, 
and H. B. No. 1931, H. D. 2, as amended, passed 
Final Reading by a vote of 50 ayes, with Represen­
tative Uechi being excused. 

The Chair directed the Clerk to note that H. B. 
No. 1931 has passed Final Reading at 8:56 o'clock 
p.m. 

Representative Suwa, at this time, gave notice 
of his intention to agree with the amendments 
proposed by the Senate to H.B. No. 2375-74, H. 
D.t. 

Representative Suwa then explained the Senate 
amendments as follows : 

"H.B. No. 237S-74, H. D.1, S. D.1 relates 
to compensation of certain persons under the 
Criminal Injuries Compensation Act. The 
Senate amended page 2, line 7, adding the 
mother of Tanya Botelho, a minor. On page 3, 
the Senate added the word 'Junior' after La­
mont Dahlquist." 

Representative Sakima then rose and gave 
notice of his intention to agree with the Senate 
amendments to H. B. No. 1378, H. D. 1. 

At 9:00 o'clock p.m., the Chair declared a recess, 
subject to the call of the Chair. 

At 9:03 o'clock p.m., the House of Represen­
tatives reconvened. 

By unanimous consent, H. B. No. 498, H. D. 2, 
as amended by the Senate, was taken from the 
Clerk's desk. 

Representative Wasai moved that the House 

agree to the amendments proposed by the Senate 
to H.B. No. 498, H. D. 2, and H.B. No. 498, H. D. 
2, as amended, having been read throughout, pass 
Final Reading, seconded by Representative 
Young. 

Representative Wasai then explained the 
amendments as follows: 

"Mr. Speaker, this is a good bill. It calls for. 
interim retention of a number of vice prin­
cipals to their respective schools." 

The motion was put by the Chair and carried, 
and H. B. No. 498, H. D. 2, as amended, passed 
Final Reading by a vote of 50 ayes, with Represen­
tative Uechi being excused. 

By unanimous consent, H.B. No. 64S was taken 
from the Clerk's desk. 

Representative Kato then rose and stated: 

"This bill passed the House on the 
recommendation of the then Health Com­
mittee Chairman, Representative Wong. It 
was referred back to me this session and I 
yield to Representative R. Garcia, the in­
troducer of the measure." 

Representative R. Garcia then stated: 

"Mr. Speaker, H.B. No. 64S (1973) relating 
to tort actions and liability is commonly 
called the 'Good Samaritan Bill.' 

This bill seeks to clarify H. R. s, 663 by 
defining the extent of liability for rescue and 
emergency teams. One example is tha_t if 
Representative Kunimura is injured and I 
applied first-aid and he dies, his family can 
sue me. This is a good bill, Mr. Speaker, and I 
urge all members to vote 'aye'." 

The motion was put by the Chair and carried, 
and H. B. No. 64S passed Final Reading by a vote 
of 50 ayes, in accordance with Article III, Section 
I 6 of the Constitution of the State of Hawaii, with 
Representative Uechi being excused. 

The Chair directed the Clerk to note that H. B. 
Nos. 498 and 64S has passed Final Reading not 
earlier than 9:05 o'clock p.m. 

At 9:06 o'clock p.m., on motion by Represen­
tative Soares, the Chair declared a recess, subject 
to the call of the Chair. 

At 9:56 o'clock p.m., the House of R_epresen­
tatives reconvened.

At 9:57 o'clock p.m., on motion by Represen­
tative Kimura, seconded by Representative J. Gar­
cia and carried, the House of Representatives ad­

SIXTIETH DAY 

Thursday, April 11, 1974 

The House of Representatives of the Seventh 
Legislature of the State of Hawaii, Regular Ses­
sion of 1974, convened at 11 :00 o'clock a.m., with 
the Speaker presiding. 

The Divine Blessing was invoked by The 
Reverend Charles M. C. K wock, Pastor of First 
Chinese Church, after which the Roll was called 
showing all members present. 

The Clerk proceeded to read the Journal of the 
House of Representatives of the Fifty-Ninth Day. 

On motion by Representative Kimura, second­
ed by Representative J . Garcia and carried, 
reading of the Journal was dispensed with and the 
Journal of the Fifty-Ninth Day was approved. 

SENATE COMMUNICATIONS 

The following communications from the Senate 
(Sen. Com. Nos. 425 to 431) were read by the Clerk 
and were disposed of as follows:

No. 425) informing the House that the Senate had 
reconsidered its action taken on April 8, 1974, in 
disagreeing to the amendments made by the House 
to Senate Bill No. 1450-74, S. D. 2 and that said 
bill passed Final Reading in the Senate on April 
JO, 1974, was placed on file.

INTRODUCTION OF RESOLUTIONS 

The following concurrent resolutions (H. C. R . 
Nos. 74 and 75)-were read by the Clerk and were 
disposed of as follows: 

A concurrent resolution (H. C. R. No. 74) 
calling a joint session of the Legislature for the 
purpose of appointing an auditor was offered by 
Representative Beppu. 

On motion by Representative Kimura, second­
ed by Representative J. Garcia and carried, H. C. 
R. No. 74 was adopted. 

A concurrent resolution (H. C. R. No. 75) 
calling a joint session of the Legislature for the 
purpose of appointing a director for the Office of 
the Legislative Reference Bureau was offered by 
Representative Beppu. 

On motion by Representative Kimura, second­
ed by Representative J . Garcia and carried, H. C. 
R. No. 75 was adopted. 

At 11 :07 o'clock a.m., the Chair declared a 
recess, subject to the call of the Chair. 

At 11 :28 o'clock a.m., the House of Represen­
tatives met in joint session with the Senate, pur­
suant to H. C. R. Nos. 74 and 75 for the purpose of 
appointing a legislative auditor and a director for 
the Office of the Legislative Reference Bureau. 

At this time, the Speaker introduced to the 
members of the Seventh Legislature The 
Honorable Governor John Burns: 

"It's a rare honor that we have with us this 
morning a man who has done so much for the 
people of this State, not only as a Governor 
and as a delegate to the Congress of the Un­
ited States, but as a citizen. It gives me great 
honor and privilege this morning to introduce 
to you The Honorable John A. Burns, the 
Governor of the State of Hawaii. Mr. 
Governor ... " 
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At this time, Governor Burns addressed the 
members of the Seventh Legislature as follows: 

"Thank you very much, Mr. Speaker, Mr. 
President, Honorable Members of the House 
and of the Senate, Mr. Lt. Governor, Mr. 
Chief Justice, distinguished guests, my fellow 
citizens: 

Aloha, aloha nui kakou. Mahalo. I wanted 
to come today to talk to you before this ses­
sion ended. Really what I wanted to do was to 
come here and tell you what great legislators 
you all are. Because sometimes, as you go 
through your session and you talk to your 
people and you do your work, you sort of 
wonder your dreams and your ideals don't 
quite meet up with the actions that you take. 
And yoµ sort of get a little lack of confidence. 
But really, there is no state, no nation that has 
as great a Legislature as the State of Hawaii. 
And I say that with due knowledge of other 
legislatures, because I have served in another 
one as you know. 

But I can't just do that and come in and say 
what a great people you are, what a great 
privilege it's been -over the last twelve years to 
serve with you and some who have gone on to 
other places, what a great job you've done for 
the people of the State of Hawaii and for the 
world, really, becauseyou'reofferingtheman 
example. But I can't just do that. You got to 
add a little more formality than that, so I got 
to have it all written out. 

So it is with a mixture of joy and sadness 
that I approach this occasion, in joining you 
as another memorable session of our 
Legislature comes to a close. I deeply ap­
preciate the opportunity that you presented 
me to use this forum for a special message-a 
message of Mahalo and a message of Aloha. 

A full measure of joy fills my heart in the 
knowledge that we have shared for many 
years an intimate working relationship and 
mutual respect in our common endeavors to 
attain those goals and objectives for which the 
people of Hawaii have expressed a desire, or 
have an inherent aspiration and will for us to 
do for them. No words can express the 
warmth of the bonds that I share with you. 

On the other hand, I am saddened in the 
thought that this is likely to be the last oppor­
tunity I will have for joining with you in a 
communion of spirit and dedication on beha:lf 
of the people that we represent. I shall miss 
the comradeship we have shared for so long. 

In looking over our association, however, I 
see no cause for any regrets. The years past 
have been fruitful and productive. The 
decisions arrived here at these halls have 
enriched the lives of the people of this State. 

Notwithstanding the ever-present second­
guessers and critics, you have every right to be 
proud of the consequences of your 
deliberations in shaping public policy, as is 
your responsibility. 

As that great American, Governor Al 
Smith, once said: 'Let's look at the record 
when you really want to find out.' The record 
you have constructed is an outstanding 
record , indeed. Each of you and your 
predecessor legislatures can take justifiable 
pride in a decade of solid and meaningful 
progress. Our educational, social, economic 
and political institutions are no longer accep­
table only to a select class of people. They 
have flourished so that equal opportunity for 
advancement is open to all who have the in­
itiative to develop themselves and to use their 
God-given talents and abilities. 

The record to which you have contributed 
is an outstanding one because we have out­
standing men and women participate in the 
making of the record. It is yours to claim as a 
measure of your own success in public service. 

Whatever the achievements of this Ad­
ministration and the Executive, such at­
tainments are not to the personal credit of 
Jack Burns. As Governor, I have been the in­
strument through which the hopes and 
aspirations of our people ·have been ex­
pressed. As Governor, it has been my duty to 
execute· those policies and programs which 
you of the Legislature have adopted for the 
sake of Hawaii's people and for their con­
tinued advancement and well-being. That I 
personally share your commitment to public 
progress has only made_ my responsibilities 
the more pleasant and welcome a task. 

The co-equality of the legislative branches · 
of government, as well as the Judiciary, is a 
principle 'to be respected and honored if our 
system is to endure. 

The improvements we seek are incremen­
tal; they do not flower overnight. They are 
attained through diligent pursuit of the 
common good. Thus, hope and optimism are 
essential in bringing about change · for the 
better. We erode the human spirit and human 
initiative by endless 1;1egativism and by cons­
tant rhetoric of despair; we destroy them en­
tirely by succumbing to dictatorial fiat . 

The many achievements in which we share 
have been the product of a continuing spirit of 
cooperation, and I am grateful for the oppor­
tunity that you have given me to work in con­
cert with you of the Legislature. 

Looking back over the years of this Ad­
ministration and trying to summarize all my 
thoughts and emotions about Hawaii, I 
return again and again to one decision of our 
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State Legislature that is symbolic of all that 
Hawaii is and all that Hawaii desires to be. 
And this was your decision a few years ago to 
designate Kamehameha the Great and Fat her 
Damien of Molokai as worthy represen­
tatives of these Islands for enshrinement in 
our Nation's Capitol. 

In one, you chose a noble Polynesian alii, 
gifted in leadership, in war and peace, a con­
temporary of George Washington, and - a 
representative of the deepest ethnic and 
cultural roots of our mid-Pacific Island socie­
ty. 

In the other, you selected an alien from a 
foreign land, a missionary teacher and a 
voluntary servant of the poorest and most 
neglected of the Hawaiian people. 

In this action, Hawaii's Legislature 
demonstrated its greatness and its deepest un­
derstanding of our history, our culture, our 
people, our ideals, our yearnings and our 
aspirations. 

Kamehameha and Damien tell the whole 
story of Hawaii. They stand as shining in­
spirations. They have taught us that lead­
ership means service to others. They have 
given us the greatest goals that we have to 
serve. For me, it has been a rare privilege to be 
in public service during a period so vital and 
formative in our State's young history. You 
have made those years exciting and dynamic, 
and I would be tempted to savor more of the 
future with you. But, in the words of 
Ecclesiastes, 'For everything there is a season 
and a time for every matter under heaven.' 

God willing, I will, of course, serve out the 
final months of this, my third and last term as 
your Governor. I shall do so in the same spirit 
which guided my actions from the time I first 
took office on December 3, 1962. 

We still have some eight months ahead of 
us to continue with the work of this Ad­
ministration and to implement those laws 
that you have passed and will pass in this fine 
session and great Legislature. I want to 
reassure you that my decision to retire later in 
this year in no way means that we will have a 
'caretaker government' for the balance ofthis 
term. 

On the contrary, we will approach our ex­
ecutive responsibilities, as we have in the past, 
with our total energies and resources. We 
will continue .to apply the full range of our 
imagination, our initiative and our industry 
in carrying out those policies which you de­
termine through your forum as the policies 
of the State of Hawaii to be guided by. 

I want to further assure you that my door 
will always remain open to each one of you 
for consultation and discussion on matters of 

concern to you, or on matters of mutual con­
cern. It is through this interchange, by work­
ing together cooperatively, that we have at- · 
tained our progress to date, and I look 
forward to meeting with you in the months 
ahead. 

At the time of the death of one of our 
Nation's greatest leaders, Walter Lippmann 
observed, in writing of President Franklin 
Delano Roosevelt: 'The final test of a leader is 
that he leaves behind him in other men and 
women the conviction and the will to carry 
on.' 

I mean no self-serving interest in citing this 
observation. I repeat it only to remind you of 
your own future challenges. 

In my maiden address before the Congress 
as your Delegate in 1957, I called attention to 
the desire of Hawaii's people for equal treat­
ment under the laws of our Nation, and their 
deep-seated hopes to shape their own destiny. 
I further suggested that the people of Hawaii, 
by means of their harmonious understanding 
of the cultures of the East and West , had 
much to offer the Nation as citizens of a 
sovereign state. 

That this has been proven true, that Hawaii 
is regarded and envied as the dream of all 
other societies, is my proudest claim to any 
degree of prophecy. 

Indeed, we are one people. We are one peo­
ple; we are one State. Therein lies the secret to 
our successes. 

There are in these very halls, as there are 
among thousands of young men and women 
in our universities and in our community 
college campuses, in classrooms from 
Hanalei to South Point, any number of in­
dividuals who possess the measure for 
greatness and the potential for greatness and 
for future outstanding leadership in our 
State, for service in the tradition of 
Kamehameha and Damien. 

Let us not forget that in human endeavor 
nothing is beyond reach. 

Your own outstanding record provides 
motivation for each of you to continue striv­
ing for ever higher goals, to continue dream­
ing the impossible dream, to pursue what is 
unattainable today, but is tomorrow's reality. 

Mindful of your own capabilities, your 
dedication and your resolve, I am comforted 
in my conviction that, whatever the future 
holds, you of Hawaii's Legislature, the finest 
in the Nation, can successfully meet any 
challenge, with honor and with integrity. 

With no regrets, with an unclouded con-
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science, and with the knowledge that we have 
done our best within our limited abilities, I 
shall leave this office in due time; I shall leave 
enriched with the countless new and cher­
ished friendships, with nothing but warm 
memories of years of mutual toil toward 
noble ends, and with a deep and abiding 
love for the people in whose cause we have 
sought a life of public service. 

To each of you, I extend my deepest thanks 
for your helpful cooperation. I extend to you 
my best wishes for continued success and 
achievement. Mahalo, Aloha, God bless 
you." 

President McClung then stated the following: 

"Governor Burns, there are many good 
people in the world; as a matter of fact, most 
people are good people. I have met some and I 
have read of others. There is none that have 
crossed my path and my life who has more 
compassion, more energy, more dedication, 
more integrity, more courage than you, 
Governor Burns. God bless you. I am sure 
that every member of this joint session would 
like to rise and make a few remarks. I would 
rather, at this moment, if I may, call on the 
Majority and Minority leaders of each House 
for a brief remark. I will start with the Senate 
Majority Leader, Senator Donald Ching." 

Senator Ching then stated the following: 

"Mr. Governor, Mr. Lt. Governor, Mr. 
Speaker, Mr. President, members of this 
Honorable Body, honored guests, friends all: 

I did not know that I was going to be called 
to say anything this morning. I am sure that I 
speak for my 24 colleagues in the Senate when 
I say that whoever of us that are going to be 
back in January of 1975, it's going to be a 
completely different ball game. It's not going 
to be the same without the 'Great White 
Father' up on the fifth floor. We're going to 
miss you, Jack. Godspeed to you in your 
future. Thank you." 

Representative Soares then stated the follow­
ing: 

"Thank you, Mr. President, Governor 
Burns, leaders, Chief Justice, Lt. Governor: 

God, this is tough, but a rare honor for me 
this morning for one who's had a very secret 
love for a wonderful man, Governor John A. 
Burns. As a Minority of this House, I want to 
extend to you, on behalf of my colleagues, a 
:warm appreciation for some well-read lessons 
and a warm appreciation to God for allowing 
us to serve with an outstanding Governor and 
allowing us to be a part of Hawaii's great, 
great heritage and, hopefully, setting the pace 
for Hawaii's great future. Governor Burns, 
we thank you from the bottom of our hearts 

for your tremendous compassion and your 
tremendous ability to make us all love you· 
from the bottom of our hearts. I thank you 
personally, because I think the greatest man I 
have ever met is Governor John A. Burns. 
Thank you." 

Representative O'Connor rose and stated the 
following: 

"Governor Burns, fellow legislators, dis­
tinguished guests, friends: 

The door of the Governor's office has 
always been open to all of us. And I know I 
speak for everyone in the Majority of the 
House when I say that his calm, capable, dis­
passionate advice has more than anything else 
helped to shape some of the major laws that 
people who have worked with those laws and 
have had to do over the past twelve years. 
Governor Burns has been the advisor, the 
father confessor, the person who has given all 
of us more strength, more courage and more 
sound, sane, logical advice than anyone else 
in this State during the time that he has served 
as our Governor. It will be awfully difficult 
for some of us to function as capable 
legislators in the future without his kind and 
very stable hand and mind to go to in time of 
need. I know I speak for everyone in the Ma­
jority of the House and for all my fellow 
legislators when I say, Governor, that we will 
certainly miss you and I certainly say thank 
you for everything you've done for us. Thank 
you very much." 

Senator Yee then stated the following: 

"I am pleased to express the opportunity of 
the Republican Senators at this time to honor 
a great man who is before us and who is ex­
piring his term of office after twelve years of 
dedicated service . As a Republican and 
member of the other side of the party, I'd like 
to say that I have never found a man with 
greater passion, not only for the people, but 
for the entire State. He never pitted one side 
of the community against the other. He 
brought opposing forces together for the 
good of the people and the good of the State. 
And because of this kind of compassion of 
what he has recently talked about- King 
Kamehameha and Father Damien-during 
his twelve years of leadership, he has brought 
great progress to the State of Hawaii. Every 
one of us today is enjoying the fruits of his 
leadership. We will miss him because he's 
been fair, he's been honest, dedicated and a 
person with great integrity. John, we wish you 
well. And we hope that the rest of your term 
will be a successful one and you have many 
years to live with us. Thank you." 

President McClung then stated: 

"Governor, there aren't enough words in 
any dictionary that could appropriately 
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describe how I think you understand the 
members of this Legislature feel about you .. I 
would ask that you extend to the most 
beautiful and charming First Lady of the 
State, Bea, as we like to call her, our fondest 
as well. Governor, thank you so kindly." 

President McClung then introduced to the 
members of the Joint Session Chief Justice 
William Shaw Richardson who addressed the 
members of the Seventh Legislature as follows: 

"Mr. President, Mr. Speaker, Mr. Gover­
nor, Mr. Lt. Governor: 

I have noted this morning that when one 
has so much to say that one cannot say it. I 
have that problem at the moment. I noted 
that some of the previous speakers had the 
same problem. Perhaps there is an answer to 
that and that is, because of the person you 
have honored this morning. As you know, it 
has been my privilege to work with the one 
you honor. As a matter of fact, it was my 
privilege to take office with him on the day 
that he took office as Governor of this State. 
As I said, I have so much to say, but I find that 
I cannot say it. Perhaps it is his desire, as he 
put it, that what he would like best for us to do 
is to carry out the traditions that he seems to 
have instilled in all ofus. The Judiciary of this 
State is charged with bringing justice to the 
people of this State, and there is no man that I 
know of that has been of greater assistance to 
the Judiciary of this State in bringing that 
justice. That is sometimes hard to recognize 
and hard to achieve as Governor John A. 
Burns. I want to say thank you to him, and I 
want to say thanks to those of you in this great 
body-the Body that I have the greatest 
respect for, the Body that in the course of my 
work I look to for guidance. I look through its 
journals to find the answers that I think are 
necessary to bringjustice to the people of this 
State. And, at this time, the Judiciary thanks 
you, Governor Burns, thanks Mrs. Burns for 
all that you have done for this State. Thank 
you." 

President McClung then introduced to the 
members of the Legislature, The Honorable Lt. 
Governor Geqrge Ariyoshi who addressed the 
members of the Legislature as follows: 

"Mr. Governor, Mr. President, Mr. 
Speaker, Mr. Chief Justice and members of 
the Legislature, Ladies and Gentlemen: 

All of us are very intimately familiar with 
the ability of Governor Burns, the leadership 
and the foresight of this great man as a 
statesman in our community. And there are 
some who know more about the Governor 
and refer to him as the 'Old Stone Face'-an 
impression in the minds of many of our peo­
ple that the Governor is a very cold person. 

During the three and a half years that I 
have had a chance to work very intimately 
with Governor Burns, I have come to know 
the other side of Governor Burns much better 
and more intimately than I had known him 
before serving together with him in the Ex­
ecutive Branch. I have learned to respect him, 
even more so than his accomplishments in the 
political arena, as a warm, decent human be­
ing. And as one who knows-the Governor 
knows~how close I was to my dad, I think 
that the greatest tribute that I can pay to 
Governor Burns is to say to him that had he 
been my father, I would have been very 
proud. Aloha." 

At 11 :59 o'clock a.m., the joint session stood in 
recess, subject to the call of the Chair. 

At 12:10 o'clock p.m., the joint session of the 
Seventh Legislature reconvened . 

At this time, Speaker Beppu stated: 

"This morning we're here for the purpose of 
appointing the Legislative Auditor and the 
director of the Legislative Reference Bureau, 
pursuant to Article 6, Section 7 of the Con­
stitution of the State of Hawaii, by a majority 
vote of each House-the House of Represen­
tatives and the Senate. The votes shall be 
recorded separately. Nominations are now in 
order for the position of Legislative Auditor." 

The Speaker here recognized Representative 
Suwa, who stated the following: 

"Mr. Speaker, Mr. President, members of 
the Legislature meeting in joint session: 

It is with honor and with pleasure that I 
place in nomination a person of distinguished 
credentials for the position of Legislative 
Auditor for the State of Hawaii. This is a 
position established by the State Constitu­
tion. It calls for a person who must have un­
impeachable judgment, who is fearless and 
impartial, who knows that the public trust is 
his trust and who has the confidence and the 
support of the Legislature. In the years since 
1965, when the Legislative Auditor and his of­
fice were established I believe that the 
Legislature has become stronger. And I 
believe that it is so because the Auditor and 
his office have served us well. Not only have 
we come to realize this, but in the few years, 
the Auditor has developed his office in the 
support of the Legislature, it has come to be 
recognized as being one of the most effective 
auditing agencies in the entire nation. In two 
successive years, the National Conference of 
State Legislative Leaders has honored this 
Legislature for having commissioned the best 
legislative report in the country. Those 
reports were the reports of our Legislative 
Auditor. For having served as the first 
Legislative Auditor for the State of Hawaii, 
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for having demonstrated that auditing can 
provide effective support to the Legislature, 
for having developed his office into an objec­
tive, professional and impartial office, for 
having earned the trust of the Legislature and 
the public, for having distinguished himself in 
the service of our State, it is with pleasure and 
with honor that I nominate for the position of 
Legislative Auditor for the State of Hawaii, 
our present Legislative Auditor, Clinton T. 
Tanimura." 

Senator Taira here moved that nominations be 
closed, seconded by Senator Anderson and 
carried. 

The motion to appoint Clinton T. Tanimura as 
the Legislative Auditor for the State of Hawaii was 
put by the Speaker and was carried by a roll call 
vote of 51 ayes. 

The President put the motion to the members of 
the Senate, which was carried by a roll call vote of 
25 ayes. 

The votes being so cast, Clinton T. Tanimura 
was declared unanimously elected as the Legis­
lative Auditor of the State of Hawaii. 

President McClung here appointed Senators 
Yoshinaga and Yee and Representatives Akizaki 
and Soares to escort Mr. Clinton T. Tanimura to 
the rostrum, whereupon Mr. Tanimura addressed 
the members of the Legislature as follows : 

"Mr. Speaker, Honorable members of the 
Legislature: 

I just wanted to take this opportunity to 
thank you for the vote of confidence you have 
given me, but more than that I want to thank 
you for the wonderful support you have given 
our program over these many years. I want 
you to know that, without that, nothing 
wou~d have been accomplished. I also want to 
thank you again for my appointment and to 
ask you for your continued support of our 
program. Thank you." 

President McClung then stated: 

"We are here also for a joint appointment 
of the director of the Legislative Reference 
Bureau. Nominations are in order." 

President McClung here recognized Senator 
Ching: 

"Just because I'm used to this side of the 
aisle I thought I'd trythissideoftheaisleover 
in our Chamber anyway. Mr. President, this 
is what I get for going home early. Again, I 
was not aware that I was to ma)ce the 
nominating speech. But I'll try to take a few 
things off the top of my head and tell you a 
little about the candidate who we will place 
into nomination. Mr. President, today, I'd 
like to place into nomination the acting direc-

tor of the Legislative Reference Bureau. Mr. 
Chang comes to us with all kinds of creden­
tials. He's held numerous positions within the 
government, both with the City and County 
and State. And, since he's taken over, upon 
the resignation of the then director of the 
Legislative Reference Bureau, I think he's 
done a very commendable job. I'd like to 
commend his nomination to each and every 
one of us here today, and I'd like to at this 
time, Mr. President, nominate Samuel B. K. 
Chang as director of the Legislative Refer­
ence Bureau." 

Representative O'Connor moved that nomina­
tions be closed, seconded by Representative J. 
Garcia and carried. 

The motion to appoint Samuel B. K. Chang as 
the director of the Legislative Reference Bureau 
for the State of Hawaii was put by the Speaker to 
the members of the House and was carried by a 
vote of 51 ayes. 

The motion was then put by the President to the 
members of the Senate and was carried by a vote of 
25 ayes. 

The votes being so cast, Samuel Chang was 
declared unanimously elected as the director of the 
Legislative Reference Bureau of the State of 
Hawaii. 

Speaker Beppu here appointed Senators 
Henderson and Kawasaki, and Representatives 
Kimura and de la Cruz to escort Mr. Samuel 
Chang to the rostrum, whereupon Mr. Chang ad­
dressodthe members of the Legislature as follows: 

"Mr. President, Mr. Speaker, Honorable 
Members of the Legislature: 

It is with much pride and a deep sense of 
humility that the recognition of the honor 
that you have bestowed upon me has set into 
my consciousness. It is with a deep sense of 
challenge and a deep sense of responsibility of 
the task that your Honorable Body has laid 
upon me. I pledge with the utmost of my 
abilities and my intellect and with that of the 
staff to continue to provide to the Legislature 
the kind of services that it needs in order to 
keep Hawaii in the forefront of progressive 
state legislatures. I want to thank you per­
sonally for your support during the years in 
which I have been acting director and for your 
confidence in the work that we have done. 
Thank you very much." 

At 12:24 o'clock p.m., the joint session of the 
Seventh Legislature was adjourned. 

At 12:44 o'clock p.m., the House of Represent­
atives reconvened. 
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SUSPENSION OF RULES 

On motion by Representative Kimura, second­
ed by Representative J. Garcia and carried, the 
rules were suspended for the purpose of taking up 
bills on Third and Final Readings on the basis of a 
modified consent calendar. 

UNFINISHED BUSINESS 

Conference Committee Report No. 6 (H.B. No. 
2374-74, H. D. 1, S. D. 1, C. D. l): 

Representative Suwa moved that the Con­
ference Committee Report be adopted and that H. 
B. No. 2374-74, H. D. 1, S. D. 1, C. D. 1 pass Final 
Reading, seconded by Representative Akizaki. 

Representative Suwa rose to speak in favor of 
the bill as follows: 

"First of all, Mr. Speaker, let me say that it 
is a pleasure to report on a bill which is the 
product of all 51 members of this Body. And 
it is also a pleasure to report on a bill which 
has become progressively better as it worked 
its way through the legislative process. 

Finally, we now have before us a con­
ference draft which I believe deserves our sup­
port. 

We all know that the State has been under 
strict financial controls. These controls are 
necessary, and credit should be given to the 
Governor in steering the State on a prudent 
course. The Governor has been instrumental 
in enabling the State to work its way out of 
financial difficulty. And when we now foresee 
that the budget will be balanced over the fiscal 
biennium, it i_s in large measure due to the ef­
forts of the Governor. 

There have been some sacrifices, but I 
believe that these were necessary. I also 
believe that the chances are good that as the 
economy continues to take an upturn, as the 
condition of the treasury continues to im­
prove, some restrictions will be eased and 
programs will attain the levels which were 
originally intended. 

In the supplemental appropriations bill 
before you, we have tried very carefully to in­
corporate only the most urgent program 
priorities. And these priorities are mainly for 
programs which directly affect people. 

I believe that this bill can correctly be called 
the people's supplemental appropriations 
bill. Much· of it goes to social programs for 
those most in need, and a good part of it goes 
to our continued emphasis on education, on 
giving the children of this State the best 
chance possible to prepare themselves for 
adulthood. 

Finally, Mr. Speaker, Iwouldliketothank 

the staff as well as all of the conference 
managers who worked so hard on this bill. 
And I hope that they have as good a feeling 
about their efforts as I do. 

I also want to thank all of the subject 
matter committees and their chairmen for 
their valuable input, and I wish to invite them 
to speak on any aspect of the bill. 

Mr. Speaker, this is a bill shaped by all of 
us; it merits, in turn, the support of all of us. 
Thank you, Mr. Speaker." 

Representative O'Connor rose to speak in favor 
of the bill as follows: 

"Mr. Speaker, I rise not so much to speak 
in favor of the bill, but to commend and give 
those accolades which are necessary to the 
chairman of our Finance Committee and to 
his dedicated Committee members. Mr. 
Speaker, as you will recall, this Body was 
struck about three or four weeks ago with a 
flu bug which affected different members in 
different ways. The chairman of our Finance 
Committee was so sick that he was required to 
go to Kuakini Hospital. From his bed at 
Kuakini Hospital, Mr. Speaker, the chairman 
of our Finance Committee directed the 
members of the Finance Committee and the 
other people working on this measure so as to 
come out with a product which the House 
could be proud of. 

I think, Mr. Speaker, that all of us should 
commend the chairman of the Finance Com­
mittee for his dedicated efforts in the face of 
extreme adversary situations this particular 
year and in doing so we must also commend 
his vice chairman and other members of his 
Committee that worked during his forced 
absences at times in coming up with this bill. 
Thank you very much, Mr. Speaker." 

Representative R. Garcia rose to speak in favor 
of the bill as follows: 

"Mr. Speaker, I think Representative Suwa 
has chosen the right phrase for this particular 
bill-the people's supplementary bill. This 
bill before us is the product of a lot of hard 
work on the part of the Finance Committee 
chairman and its members, the chairman of 
the Health Committee and other Committee 
chairmen. I, personally, would like to thank 
them for their patience and their vision that 
have gone into preparing this particular bill. 

The State has appropriated badly needed 
funds in the areas of social welfare and educa­
tion. I am especially pleased to note that this 
supplementary budget allows for the con­
tinuation of various Model Cities projects, 
Progressive Neighborhoods Program, senior 
citizens centers and the Hawaii Office of 
Economic Opportunity. I am pleased to vote 
favorably on this particular bill, and I com-
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mend the State for assuming the respon­
sibility of funding the programs· that so vitally 
affect her people. And I urge all members of 
this House to vote for the passage of this bill. 
Thank you." 

Representative Kato rose to speak in favor of 
the bill as follows : 

"Representative Garcia cost us particular 
concern about the social problems, such as 
Model Cities, Progressive Neighborhoods; 
and the Chairman of the Finance Committee 
agreed with me that the City should fund part 
of the Model Cities programs. However, 
Representative Garcia has a long arm; he 
reached into the Senate and changed it. And , 
to his delight, Representative Suwa agreed 
that funding should be totally a State respon­
sibility. It really wasn't a big point. As far as I 
was concerned, I did feel that the City had 
some responsibility in this area also. This is 
the only point of disagreement I have with 
this budget. I would be remiss if I did not, 
however, acknowledge the work of the Fi­
nance Committee and particularly its chair­
man, Representative Suwa, for his concern in 
the health field. We passed this session, Mr. 
Speaker, some aggressive and far-reaching 
measures, particularly in the mental health 
area. And I want to personally thank him and 
the Committee for agreeing that more money 
should have been put into this area earlier. 
Thank you very much." 

Representative Cobb, rising to speak in favor of 
the bill, stated the following: 

"Mr. Speaker, some of the previous 
remarks, I think, have been a fitting testi­
mony to your chairman on Finance for the 
work that he's done. And, as one of the sub­
ject matter chairmen in the field of correc­
tions, I would like to take this opportunity to 
thank him for the amount of input, the 
amount of concern, for the changes we felt 
were necessary in the corrections field, to get 
away from the concept of bricks and mortar 
and into the field of human programs-the 
writings of those programs which I see 
reflected in this document which we're about 
to vote on. 

Initially, I did have some reservations 
about this as well as the deficit budget that 
first came out. I want to say that it is a real 
pleasure to vote for a balanced budget, one 
that reflects the input of all 51 members of the 
House. And I think the credit should go 
where it's due, to your chairman and vice 
chairman of your Finance Committee. Thank 
you." 

Representative Soares rose, and speaking in 
favor of the bill, stated the following: 

"I rise to speak in favor of this bill. Mr. 
Speaker, looking back at the problems we 

had last year when the budget was being voted 
against by many of us, I think the initiative 
taken by the Committee to work throughout 
the interim, diligently, watching the projec­
tions, watching the financial plight that faced 
us, brought about a realization on the part of 
all the members of this House, as in the 
Senate, in trying to put together the kind of a 
budget that would take care of the needs of 
our people without facing a tax package. 

I think the Republican members applaud 
the chairman for the way he allowed the input 
offered by them-the comments and 
suggestions by the members of the Committee 
to mold together a document before us this 
morning that does take care of the needs of 
our people. The Republican members of this 
House have looked long and hard at various 
programs, have some concerns on some that 
are in the budget but, nevertheless, would like 
to take this opportunity to congratulate the 
Committee members for the kind of work· 
that has come before us. I ask all members to 
vote for this budget." 

The motion was put by the Chair and carried, 
and the report of the Conference "Committee was 
adopted and H.B. No. 2374-74, H. D.1, S. D. 1, C. 
D. 1 passed Final Reading by a vote of 51 ayes. 

The Chair here directed the Clerk to note that 
H. B. No. 2374-74, H. D. 1, S. D. 1, C. D. I had 
passed Final Reading at 12:55 o'clock p.m.

"Mr. Speaker, as an individual whose fami­
ly has been affected by this particular disease, 
high blood pressure or hypertension is a ma­
jor public health problem facing the nation 
today. An estimated 24 million Americans 
have this disease; yet, over half of them don't 
know it and only about one-eighth of them 
are now receiving adequate treatment. 

High blood pressure is the primary cause of 
60 thousand American deaths annually, and 
it is a major factor in many of the more than 
1.5 million heart attacks and strokes suffered 
each year. Half of these stroke and heart at­
tack victims die. And those who don't die are 
usually disabled to some degree. 

The cost of caring for victims of the com­
plications of untreated high blood pressure 
result in our State's annual losing of millions 
of dollars of potential from the persons who 
die or are disabled by high blood pressure and 
its complications. Ironically, Mr. Speaker, 
much of the premature deaths and disability 
caused by high blood pressure can be 
prevented. Both the knowledge and effective 
medications are available which can effective­
ly control the dangerous blood pressure 
elevation. 

Dr. Thomas Cooper, Director of the Na­
tional Heart/ Lung Institute has estimated 
that an effective campaign against high blood 
pressure could result in averting the deaths of 
about 200,000 people per year from heart at­
tacks, strokes and kidney failure. Therefore, 
Mr. Speaker, I urge the members of this Body 
to vote aye.

Representative Iha then explained the Senate 
amendments as follows: 

"The purpose of this bill is to provide for 
financing of bikeways and registration of 
bicycles by counties. The bill proposes to in­
crease the annual bike tax from $1 to $3 and 
to create a bikeway fund to which all of the 
bicycle tax shall be deposited. 

The Senate amended the bill by sub­
stituting this phrase 'Treasurer to his Deputy' 
with 'Director of Finance' to conform with 
the charter of each respective county. The 
Senate further amended the bill to provide the 
Director of Finance of the county with an op­
tion to issue a decal or the existing metallic 
tag at the time of registration of the bicycle. 
The issuance of the decal will make it difficult 
to lose, to steal or fraudulently transfer it to 
another bicycle. It can also assist the police in 
investigating ownership of a bicycle. 

The Senate also generously tagged on a 
$50,000 appropriation to develop a statewide 
master plan for bikeways." 

Representative Iha then rose to speak in favor of 

the bill as follows: 

"Mr. Speaker, this bill that we're about to 
take action on is not glamorous, nor a bill 
which has a lot of sex appeal. However, this is 
what I consider to be one of the major pieces 
of legislation to be enacted upon by this 
Legislature. I am sure that once this bill is 
enacted into law, it's going to have a tremen­
dous impact in changing the lifestyle of the 
people of this great State of Hawaii. 

Mr. Speaker, in 1970, this Body first 
recognized the value of the bicycle as both a 
recreational and a transportational vehicle. 
House Resolution No. 274 stated and I quote: 
'The bicycle offers an efficient alternative to 
the automobile and bikeways will provide 
added recreation, safety, physical fitness, 
social activities, fun and family togetherness 
and an increased awareness of Hawaii' s 
natural scenic beauty.' 

Since that time, Mr. Speaker, Hawaii, es­
pecially Oahu, has experienced the bicycle's 
tremendous growth and popularity. In 1970, 
less than 28,000 bikes were registered in the 
City and County of Honolulu. Today, four 
years later, the number ofregistered bikes has 
tripled to almost 80,000 and it is estimated 
that 120,000 more are unregistered. These 
200,000 bikers are part of the growing trend. 

Annually, more and more Americans are 
discovering the value of the bicycle. In 1974, 
over l00 million of us are biking to work, go­
ing to the store, play areas, schools, just about 
anywhere people go. 

A large number of bikers are adults. The 
bike can no longer be considered a child's toy, 
or something to graduate from when one 
becomes old enough to drive an automobile. 
In 1972 when bicycles first outsold the 
automobile-13 million to 11 million-half 
of the bikes sold were for adults. It is expected 
that approximately 15.6 million bikes will be 
sold this year, with over 55 percent being sold 
to the adults. The bicycle seems to be here to 
stay. 

Why this sudden tremendous surge in bik­
ing popularity? Certainly, a great deal of this 
surge can be traced to the fact that biking is an 
economically, environmentally and per­
sonally rewarding activity. The initial ex­
penditure for a good reliable bicycle is rel­
ative J y low and maintenance costs are 
negligible. 

The bicycle is the most efficient, non­
polluting vehicle ever devised by man. Biking 
is even more efficient than walking and 
demands no energy other than the biker's 
own. But besides these obvious reasons for 
biking's popularity is another, perhaps 
stronger, reason. The bicycle has become one 
of the ·symbols of the changing values in our 
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society. In these days of searching for an 
acceptable alternative to the all-consuming 
automobile, the bicycle has become a symbol 
of clean simplicity. The bicycle is a highly per­
sonal response to the economic, environmen: 
ta! and energy problems currently facing our 
society. 

In contrast to other alternatives to the 
automobile, the bicycle allows one to preserve 
a sense of individual freedom and dignity, a 
sense of self-sufficiency and a sense of 
physical and mental well-being. 

H.B. 2302, H. D. 1, S. D. l proposes a par­
tial solution to the funding difficulties. It 
proposes that the annual bicycle tax be raised 
from $1 to $3 and collected monies to be 
deposited in the newly created bikeway fund 
to be expended for the purposes and func­
tions of bikeways. Hawaii bikers have 
demonstrated a willingness to go along with 
this plan. If H. B. 2302, H. D. 1, S. D. 1 
becomes law, Hawaii will, to my knowledge, 
become the first State to have enacted such a 
plan. 

Whereas biking represents positive action· 
by the citizens of our State to move away 
from their sedentary and convenience living 
into a healthy, active life more in keeping with 
Hawaii's clean air and natural beauty, I urge 
you to encourage its growth. I can envision no 
more positive form of encouragement than 
the development of bikeways in our State. 
Mr. Speaker and members of this House, I 
urge that all of you support this particular 
measure. Thank you very much." 

Representative Carroll, rising to speak in favor 
of the bill, stated the following: 

"This bill is indeed an historic event, but 
this bill is also a mini-step towards what we 
need in this State as far as bikeways and bike 
paths are concerned. And paint on the side of 
the street which is rough, which is oftentimes 
dangerous to the bike rider is not the answer. 
And I think that taxing the adults who are 
going to be acquiring bicycles more and more 
as the years roll on is indeed good'. But the 
commitment which I see here is the thing 
which makes this bill historic, and I trust that 
this will be the first of many more, much 
larger steps to come in the future sessions. 
Now on that basis, I urge that everyone vote 
for this bill. Thank you."

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"The objective of H.B. 309S, H. D.1, S. D. 
1, C. D. I is to revise· and simplify the Ex­
ecutive Budget Act so as to make it both less 
burdensome and more useful. 

Since Act 185, Session Laws of Hawaii, 
1970 was passed, almost all of the ad­
ministrative and mechanical aspects of the 
system have been devised and installed . 
Nevertheless, neither the Executive nor the 
Legislature has been fully satisfied with the 
outcome. While Act 185 is theoretically 
sound, actual experience with the Act has 
revealed several major practical problems. 

Dr. Allen Shick, who recently evaluated 
the Administration's implementation of the 
Act, made the following observation: 'In 
Hawaii, PPB has neither failed conspicuously 
nor succeeded completely. The system has not 
been abandoned, but neither has it reached 
full fruition. While the progress made thus far 
offers much encouragement for the future, 
PPB has not yet achieved the sturdiness or 
acceptability that guarantees its continuation 
during the next several years.' 

This bill will improve and strengthen the 
PPB system by increasing the flexibility of 
determining the program structure, decreas­
ing the voluminous nature of the documents 
and decreasing the cost of preparing the re­
quired documents. In short, this bill will 
drastically simplify the preparation, review, 
and execution of the State's plan, budget and 
variance report and, at the same time, retain 
the integrity of Act 185. 

Mr. Speaker, I believe that the proposed 
changes to the Executive Budget Act are 
nec~ssary if the Administration is to over­
come the major problems identified over the 
past four years. Moreover, I believe that the 
changes to the Act are necessary if the 
Legislature is to realize the full benefits of the 
PPB system. Thank you, Mr. Speaker.''

Representative Wong rose to speak in favor of 
the bill as follows: 

"Mr. Speaker, in 1965, the Legislature took 
a very important step by adopting the first of 
four tax·cr!,dits. We took this step because we 
recognized that those who come from low• 
income families feel too heavily the burden of 
taxes and the rising cost of living. We were 
wise in trying to help these deserving citizens 
by reducing the burdens upon them . 
However, Mr. Speaker, well-intentioned we 
were, these tax benefits, unfortunately, are 
not fully enjoyed by those who need them the 
most. 
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Less than 50 percent of those who qualify 
actually applied for them. One of the major 
reasons is that there are presently separate 
forms for each of the four tax credits. And 
these forms are much too complicated for 
people to use. The record shows that people 
who need help the most are least able to take 
advantage of the benefit which we intended 
them to have. 

Mr . .Speaker, this bill before us now makes 
it possible that our original intention finally 
will be realized. The bill provides for the 
elimination of the complicated forms by com­
bining all the credits into one. It simplifies the 
filing procedure so that all who qualify will 
actually realize the benefits they deserve. 

Mr. Speaker, the merits of this bill are 
beyond doubt. With the cost of living rising at 
the rate unparalleled in the last quarter cen­
tury, this bill will help in a small way to 
alleviate the hardships faced by those who are 
least capable of coping with the runaway in­
flation. The bill will help, not only the very 
poor-it will help many in the middle income 
where too often they have been forgotten by 
us. It will help.those with large families as well 
as many of our retired citizens who cannot 
qualify under the present law. 

In total, Mr. Speaker, it will affect about 75 
percent of the families in our State and the 
families in every district. Mr. Speaker, let us 
now finally put into practice what we had in­
tended a decade ago. Thank you very much, 
Mr. Speaker." 

Representative Suwa, rising to speak in favor of 
the bill, stated: 

"Mr. Speaker, this measure is one of the 
most significant bills to be passed on by the 
Legislature. It affects the taxpayers of the 
State directly and it is designed to assure that 
our system of taxation operates fairly. 

The purpose of the bill is to simplify the 
system of tax credits as well as to expand on 
the benefits of the system. The present system 
of various tax credits for specific purposes is 
well intentioned. But we know that it does not 
work as well as it should. It is complex. It is 
difficult for the individual taxpayer to follow, 
and it does not serve all of the people that it 
should. 

This measure establishes a single, simple 
tax credit schedule. The purpose of the 
schedule is to counteract the regressiveness of 
the excise tax which, as we all know, falls 
equally to everyone, rich or poor alike. What 
we have done to this bill is to tie a single 
system of tax credits to a single standard of 
who is entitled to such credits, and that single 
standard is the income of our citizens. 

It will return more dollars to people who 
most need those dollars . .It will benefit, most 
of all, people who are on fixed incomes, such 
as those who are retired. 

Mr. Speaker, I feel a great deal of satisfac­
tion about this bill. It helps people who 
deserve to be treated fairly. It is a bill which 
will ease hardship and will move our society 
to greater justice and equality. 

I thank everyone who has worked for this 
bill. And I now ask the honorable members of 
this Body to join me in voting for this major 
legislation, which is a distinction to the effects 
of this Legislature. Thank you."

Representative Suwa rose to speak in favor of 
the bill as follows: 
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"This bill deals with the economic develop­
ment of Molokai. At the same time, Mr. 
Speaker, with the permission of the Body, I 
would like to make some reference to the two 
bills which are to follow-House Bill 2491-74 
(which deals with the planning and economic 
development of North Kohala) as well as 
House Bill 2329-74 (which deals with the 
economic deve_lopment of Kauai). 

These three bills which have the same intent 
and purpose- they represent the efforts of 
this Legislature to help those counties and 
communities to help themselves and bring 
about a stronger economy and jobs, income 
and security for the people who live in those 
counties and communities. 

With respect to Molokai, we propose to ap­
propriate additional funds, including general 
obligation bonds in the amount of $4.6 
million so that we can accomplish what we 
tried to achieve in the legislation which we 
passed last year when we decided that the peo­
ple of Molokai needed our help. 

Through no fault of their own, the termina­
tion of the pineapple operations posed a 
serious threat to the social and economic well­
being of the people of Molokai. We passed 
enabling legislation in 1973. We now carry 
through with this bill the additional financial 
means by which the legislation is to be im­
plemented . Recognizing also that the 
economic problems of Molokai will not be 
solved overnight, we have determined that 
our financing authorization shall extend to 
June 30 of 1979. 

We have used a similar approach with 
respect to North Kohala and Kauai. We are 
proposing that with respect to North Kohala, 
the amount of $100,000 in general fund 
revenues and $3.7 million appropriated in 
1972 shall continue to be in force until 1979. 
With respect to Kauai, the authorization of 
$100,00 in general revenues and $3.5 million 
in bonds shall also be effective until June 30, 
1979. 

The intent is clear, Mr. Speaker. We intend 
that these amendments will enable economic 
development programs to be systematically 
established. 

At the same time, we shall continue to 
monitor the implementation of the enabling 
acts by requiring in all of the bills before us 
that there will be annual progress reports. 

Mr. Speaker, these bills have the same ob­
jective in mind: to rebuild the economies of 
communities which are affected by economic 
dislocations and change. By passing these 
measures, we help to build a stronger State 
and better lives for our citizens. 

I urge the members of this Honorable Body 
to support the conference draft of House Bill 
2747-74 on Molokai and the bills which are to 
follow on North Kohala and Kauai. Thank 
you, Mr. Speaker."

D. 1, the bill we just passed, which includes 
the same section of the law but does not 
reflect the prior action of the Legislature to 
amend the non-resident tuition differential 
because the title ofS. B.1536-74 is too restric­
tive to allow for this change. Thus, I would 
like the Journal to indicate that the intent of 
the Legislature is to reduce the non-resident 
tuition differential as set forth in Senate Bill 
No. 323, S. D. 1, even though Senate Bill No. 
1536-74, C. D. l does not reflect this change."

"Mr. Speaker, this bill will increase the 
bonus payments to pensioners of the State 
Retirement System and of the various county 
pension systems by providing an additional 
5½ percent to such payments. The increase 
will be made retroactive to July I , 1973, in line 
with the date active employees received salary 
increases. Presently, those with ten years of 
service receive a monthly bonus of $68.29. 
This will be increased to $72.05 per month. 
Those with 21 or more years of service who 
now receive $95.61 per month will receive 
$100.87 under this bill. 

This bill also proposes to include in this 
special cost-of-living bonus benefit, a new 
group-those who retired between July I, 
1965 and June 30, 1970. This group will 
receive a bonus of 5 ½ percent effective July I, 
1974. 

Senate Bill No. 748 also provides that the 
counties shall finance the bonus payment to 
pensioners of their respective pension systems 
as well as those former county employees who 
retired under the State Retirement System. 
This cost is presently borne by the State. The 
appropriation figure of $510,000 represents 
the additional cost of finance pensioners un­
der the State Retirement System only. 

We believe that increasing the bonus pay­
ment to those presently receiving the bonus 
and to include in the bonus payment those 
who retired between July I, 1965 and June 30, 
1970 will assist them in catching up, to some 
degree at least, with the rapid rise of cost of 
living particularly to those who retired many 
years ago on low pensions. Thank you, Mr. 
Speaker."

It is a very pleasant moment, Mr. Speaker, 
for our county and for the future of 
agriculture in our county. Thank you very 
much." 

Representative Kunimura rose to speak in favor 
of the bill as follows: 

"A very simple measure of this type, Mr. 
Speaker . .. I rise to speak in favor of this bill. 
And, not only the benefit of this measure for 
the people of the State of Hawaii to have an 
option in the pursuit of the higher learning in 
agricillture, but this bill has taught us that try­
ing to transfer the University of Hawaii, 
Manoa Campus, College of Tropical Agri­
culture, was like trying to transfer an acre of 
knot grass without breaking them. And we 
never realized the inter-disciplinary twine 
that went on in Manoa to support one College 
of Tropical Agriculture. I thought it was just 
one small school. But many inter-disciplinary 
combinations make the school and, therefore, 
I'm very happy that we got a good lesson in 
higher education. And congratulations to 
Representative Roehrig. You almost got 
everything you wanted this session."

"Yes, Mr. Speaker, this is a very interesting 
bill. At our hearings in the House, with strong 
proponents and strong opposition, and I'd 
like to say that this bill came back from the 
Senate that needed terrible laundering. And 
I'd like to report to this House that the three 
conferees appointed by you, Mr. Speaker, 
fortunately, had a very good laundry lady. 
And I hope the ladies won't class me as a male 
chauvinist pig, but I'd like to give special 
recognition to Representative Sakai for a 
great effort and a great contribution in mak­
ing this a very clean bill." 

The bill before us tonight reflects the efforts 
of many people to fashion an acceptable first 
step into new territory. Any pioneering legis­
lation requires some adjustment after imple­
mentation. But our first efforts, it seems to 
me, should have come as close as possible to 
that goal-the goal we ultimately seek. And, 
it seems to me, that we're a long, long way 
from that. Everytime this bill has moved, it's 
gotten weaker. With ordinary things, the 
weaker they get, the harder time it has mov­
ing. But with legislation, where I guess the art 
of the possible that Representative Chong 
referred to the other night, has to be the 
guiding philosophy. The weaker, the easier it 
moves. Otherwise, it would just die. 

What we're proposing is a far cry from 
what the people of the State had a .right to 
expect and our environment deserves. Some 
good things have happened to the bill along 
the way. 'Significant adverse effects' has been 
changed to 'significant effects', along the lines 
of an earlier floor amendment. There are, on 
the other hand, some provisions of the bill 
which, it seems to me may be declared uncon­
stitutional. Granted, you can get as many 
opinions on that probably as you can find 
lawyers, but perhaps the specific identi­
fication of Waikiki. 

I certainly wholeheartedly concur that we 
need to really take a long hard look at the im­
pact of whatever we do in Waikiki, but the 
specifics to it, rather that in general descrip­
tive language might be questioned. More im­
portant, in my view, is the limitation of ac­
tion, in terms of a party's right to sue. In 
environmental legislation, prevention of 
irreversible damage to the environment is the 
paramount concern; and it is most critical 
that no action move ahead until valid en­
vironmental issues have been legally resolved. 
Injunctive relief is the appropriate means for 
preventing irreversible environmental 
damages before issues are resolved. 
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This right has been stricken from the 
original bill, and in what a fashion-a triple 
whammy. First, the time is really cut down. 
Second, we've limited it as to who can and 
limited it again as to what-we tell the courts 
they can only hear this and not that. 

In terms of time, the bill imposes a 60-day 
statute of limitations for the taking of legal 
action. Sixty days, it seems to me, is an un­
reasonably short period within which to com­
mence legal actions challenging the accep­
tability of an environmental impact state­
ment. Courts have repeatedly held, and here I 
quote from Am. Jr. that a limitation statute is 
void if the period allowed is unreasonably 
short. Well, you know, I could go on a great 
length about that particular provision. 

But, in terms of the additional double 
limitation, first the aggrieved person would 
have to have commented in writing. And, on 
top of that, not only the specific issue he had 
commented on in writing, he could raise only 
that specific issue on which he had com­
mented on in writing. We have to keep in 
mind that in this bill we are dealing with 
'aggrieved persons', that's in quotes, the legal 
definition of that phrase-in other words, a 
person, who had suffered actual injury. So, by 
definition, there is no question whether the 
person has been injured. Yet, the statute 
would bar that person from seeking redress 
for such injury, unless he had previously 
dealth with the cause of his injury by com­
menting on it. 

This bill, and very rightly so, puts the en­
vironmental impact statement requirement as 
far in front of the process as possible. This is a 
very good thing. But what it means is, since 
there's no requirement that an individual be 
notified if something is happening to the lot 
right next to him, if he doesn't find out about 
it and comment on it, he can't sue. On top of 
that, if he wants to sue and say he's not a 
hydrology expert and it turns out that he's go­
ing to be deprived of water, he can't sue unless 
he's commented specifically on that. 

The real value as we found in the en­
vironmental impact statement process that 
now exists in commenting on impact 
statements are the very specific requirements. 
I think that what this double restriction tends 
to do is cause people to file very broad com­
ments in order to touch all bases. 

But, of course, if these are unconstitu­
tional, the bill does have a severability clause. 
So, it seems to me, as a matter of legislative 
philosophy, we shouldn't have to put some 
concerned, caring citizen through the time 
and expense of getting parts of legislation we 
enact declared unconstitutional. But even 
aside from all that, the thing is what we've got 
here covers very, very little. Areas categor­
ically included earlier have been watered 
down. Specific areas which the commission 
could include by rules and regs have been 
cut out. 

Someday, of course, what we should really 
hope and try for is that we won't need 
environmental impact statements at all. If we 
had truly adequate general plans and zoning, 
with real environmental policy an integral 
part of them, it would mean when someone 
got the green light on an action, it would real­
ly be okay. That's what our goal should be. 
What we want is to enhance our quality of 
life, not require a lot of paperwork, often self­
serving. 

What we should be doing, I guess I'm trying 
to say really, is plan, not just patch. But as 
long as we have to patch in the meantime, 
then we should do the best job we can. This 
bill is, I've said, seems to me, is a long way 
from that. But, it's better than nothing. And 
without the changes that it's undergone in 
terms of present philosophies and pressures, 
we would have nothing. And perhaps it says 
something and maybe a great deal for it and 
the art of the possible in any kind of situation 
that the construction industry on the one 
hand is still saying that this bill is too strong, 
and the environmental groups, on the other, 
is saying that it's too weak. This does take us a 
step forward. And although a long, strong 
stride forward is what we desperately need, a 
step is a step. 

House Bill 2067 is a step. Therefore, I hope 
we'll pass it. And I hope we'll all, and I mean 
all, those outside the Legislature whatever 
their persuasions and those inside who may 
come back next time and those who will be 
newly elected will all begin to think of how it 
can become more what our environment and 
the people of this State desperately need and 
richly deserve." 

The motion was put by the Chair and carried 
and the report of the Committee was adopted and 
H.B. No. 2067-74, H. D. 1, S. D. 1, as amended, 
passed Final Reading by a vote of 48 ayes to 3 
noes, with Representatives Kato, Kunimura and 
Wasai voting no. 

The Chair directed the Clerk to note that H. 8. 
No. 2067-74, H. D. 1, S. D. 1, C. D.1 had passed 
Final Reading at 8:03 o'clock p.m.

Representative Cobb then rose and spoke in 
favor of the resolution as follows: 

"Mr. Speaker, this resolution asking for an 
interim study on the subject of outreach 
counselors is actually the result of the death of 
a bill dealing with outreach counselors­
House Bill 639, H. D. 3 that we passed near 
the midpoint of the session. 

I hope, in terms of the consideration that is 
given during the interim study on whether or 
not outreach counselors, social workers or 
others should or should not be given the 
privileged communication that we passed in 
House Bill 639, that the human problem and 
the very real consideration of the need for this 
kind of privilege be examined. Your Com­
mittee on Education and your Committee on 
Judiciary deliberated many hours on this par­
ticular issue; we heard a great deal of 
testimony on both sides. But I think the most 
compelling testimony was given by some 
young students who said that this kind of a 
bill, that this kind of a law, would establish a 
bond of trust to make it possible for them to 
communicate with a trained responsible adult 
and in some way try to solve their problems. 

What this resolution will accomplish, I 
hope in the interim, is more evidence of the 
need of that kind of a solution. And I urge 
every member to vote aye. Thank you." 

The motion was put by the Chair and carried, 
and the report of the Committee was adopted and 
S. C. R. No. 55 was adopted.

The Chair here recognized Representative 
Soares, who yielded to Representative Suwa. 

Representative Suwa moved that the resolution 
be adopted, seconded by Representative Ajifu. 
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Representative R. Garcia rose to speak in favor 
of the resolution as follows: 

"Mr. Speaker, I rise to speak in favor of this 
resolution. Mr. Speaker, as long as I have 
been in office, rumors have persistently been 
spread about the Minority Floor Leader and 
myself. At this time, I would like the record to 
show that Joseph Garcia and I are not, and I 
repeat, are not twins. Perhaps, Mr. Speaker, 
the rumors were only natural. The Honorable 
Representative from the Third District and I 
have many things in common. Over the past, 
we have received each other's mail, phone 
calls and visitors-and I won't divulge his 
mail.

But more than that, Mr. Speaker, I hold a 
special place in my heart for Representative 
Joseph Garcia because I, as the so-called dis­
sident, can understand what his 24 years in 
the House as a Republican must have been 
like. For we both have something in common, 
we are both in the Minority. But, in all 
seriousness this Body honoring the Minority 
Floor Leader has long been overdue. 
Representative Joseph Garcia has c·on­
tributed much to this State, and his integrity, 
wisdom and fine sense of humor have made 
working with him a pleasure. It is with 
greatest sincerity that I vote for the adoption 
of this resolution, for, Mr. Speaker, if there 
ever was a gentleman with whom I would 
share my name, I could not have asked for a 
better man. Thank you." 

Representative Kunimura rose and spoke in 
favor of the resolution as follows: 

"So often we hear people say I've given the 
shirt off my back. But Representative Garcia 
has a unique ability to say, 'I've given also the 
hair off my head.' And one warning to all you 
young members of this House, if you stay 
around here 24 years, that's what you're going 
to look like." 

Representative Takamine rose and spoke in 
favor of the resolution as follows: 

"Mr. Speaker, I would like also to second 
the motion. I know we never agreed on all the 
issues all the time. But I think I can speak for 
everybody here that we must admit that 
Representative Garcia was never short for 
words. In behalf of all the members here, I 
would like to wish him all the luck in his 
future endeavors, which include elections. In 
fact, I emphasize that, if it's elections, I wish 
him all the luck for any race but of the Third 
District." · 

Representative Roehrig then rose and spoke in 
favor of the resolution as follows: 

"Mr. Speaker, I would also like to speak in 
favor of this resolution. When I saw the 
resolution come around and I had the oppor­
tunity to sign it, I kind of got a little lump in 
my chest when I thought about the subject 
matter. I've had my differences also with our 
honorable colleague from the Third District. 
He's a man who I have great respect for. I 
think he is one of the true gentlemen and 
fighters of this Legislature and through this 
interaction that I've had with him, I gained a 
tremendous amount of respect for him and 
what he has shown on the floor in terms of 
style, in terms of principle, in terms of warmth 
and friendship which I will cherish during 
my days. Thank you." 

Representative Suwa rose to speak in favor of 
the resolution as follows: 

"Likewise, it was a pleasure to work with a 
gentleman known in the Big Island as 
'Hukilepo Joe' for many years. He criticized 
when we deserved it and he patted our 
shoulder when we deserved it. Likewise, it 
was a pleasure to work with Joe and I learned 
plenty from him. Thank you, Joe." 

Representative W. Chong rose to speak in favor 
of the resolution as follows: 

"Mr. Speaker, a few years ago when I was a 
few years younger, I heard a lot of rumors on 
the Island of Hawaii that when the 
Republicans met and the Representative 
from the Second District was disturbed with 
the going-ons of the caucus, he declared to the 
members of the caucus, 'the Representative 
from the County of Hawaii is going to be a 
dissident. Will the Representatives from the 
Second District please leave the caucus.' And 
so, our Honorable Representative Joseph 
Garcia left the caucus room. And I heard that 
he was very lonesome because he was the only 
Republican Representative frpm the County 
of Hawaii. After hearing this sad story, I 
decided to see if I could keep him company. 
Now, when there's a disagreement in the 
Minority caucus and I'm telling the Majority 
a secret, sometimes we disagree too, when he 
is unhappy, he says, 'Representatives from 
the County of Hawaii disagree with the deci­
sion of the caucus so let's step out.' So now he 
has company. 

But I do want to say, Mr. Speaker, that it 
has not all been pleasure to serve with our 
Honorable Representative from the Second 
District. Sometimes when we have interim 
committee meetings and we have to be room­
mates and, as you recall, I'm still a growing 
boy and I need my sleep. One incident caused 
me to lose a lot of sleep. We had a meeting at 
Keauhou Beach Hotel in Kona and I usual­
ly dream pleasant dreams. But one morn­
ing, somehow there seemed to be flashes of 
shadows passing back and forth and I 
wondered what it was. I knew it was not a 
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blonde in my room. When I woke up, I saw 
this shadow going back and forth again, then 
my eyes began to open up and my honorable 
roommate, 'Hukilepo Joe' was doing his jog­
ging 4 o'clock in the morning. So, Mr. 
Speaker, in spite of this very unpleasant ex­
perience, I still will vote and urge all my 
colleagues in this Honorable Body to vote in 
favor of the resolution." 

Representative Lunasco rose to speak in favor 
of the resolution as follows: 

"Mr. Speaker, four years ago when we 
came in as freshmen legislators, about 14 of 
us, I had the pleasure of working with 
Representative Garcia. I couldn't find a finer 
man throughout the halls. In fact, I think, I 
would echo the words of the staff also. He was 
always there to give you advice. Although 
we were on the opposing party and we dif­
fered in opinion, he was always there. And 
it has been a pleasure for me to work with 
you, Representative Garcia, and I hope you 
will retire." 

Representative Wasai rose to speak in favor of 
the resolution as follows: 

"In the few years that I have known 
Representative Garcia, we have had en­
joyable conversations in Spanish, talking 
badly about our colleagues. And I know that 
we'll continue to speak the language. After 
all, I left education some years ago and 
Representative Garcia has been the only per­
son who has given me the opportunity to 
practice the language. Thank you, Represent­
ative Garcia." 

Representative Aduja rose and spoke in favor of 
the resolution as follows: 

"I thought I was not going to speak tonight 
because I don't have anything prepared. But 
I'd like to say that in 1954, even before that, 
you see I come from Hakalau, and Mr. 
Joseph Garcia, 'Hukilepo Joe', used to write 
for the Hilo Tribune Herald. So in 1954 he 
made me a Republican. At that time, the 
Republicans were the majority party so I 
thought, gee, this might be good to be a 
Republican. So I followed Joe and we got 
elected. But somehow we were in the Minori­
ty. And since 1954 until now, I have never 
found myself in the Majority. And I'd like to 
say that, Mr. Speaker, I should have taken 
your advice in 1959. Somehow, I feel amiss. 
But, anyway, I'd like to say that Repre­
sentative Joseph Garcia has taught me a lot. 

When we campaigned from the Valley of 
Hana, that's on the other side, and went up to 
Kalapana and to the Volcano, it was a big first 
district then, but I was so happy that I was one 
of those elected then. And, as I said, I've seen 

all kinds of things happen in 1954. I've seen 
fights on the very floor. I've seen a lot of tears 
flowing. I've seen a lot of these people becom­
ing United States Senators, lieutenant gover­
nor and many more. I say to you, Mr. 
Speaker, that Mr. Joseph Garcia has shown 
us how important it is to have a Minority in 
this hall. And I am sure that if it weren't so, I 
think the laws of Hawaii would be entirely 
different. So we owe a great deal to Mr. 
Joseph Garcia and we shall certainly miss 
him. But just the same, we hope that he will 
run again and give the Third District a real 
fight for survival. And so I speak to say, let us 
push and agree on this very good resolution. 
Thank you, Mr. Speaker." 

Representative Soares rose to speak in favor of 
the resolution as follows: 

"Mr. Speaker, I've had the privilege and 
pleasure of serving in this House with 
Representative Joseph R. Garcia, Jr. for the 
last eight years, six of which have been as the 
House Republican leader with he, the master, 
at my side. 

I have never met a man so quick on his feet, 
so witty and so brazen at times to jump up and 
keep this place alive. I've never met a man 
who has the stamina to spin around from the 
second floor to the fourth floor like this guy 
does and have the ability to kiss every single 
secretary in every single office of this Capitol 
building and to be able to be in the caucus 
room on time for the Minority caucus. And 
the funny part is, Mr. Speaker, we have never 
been able to find out the secret of where 
Joseph R. Garcia, spends his evenings. I think 
Representative Kunimura stated one evening 
that he never met a man with so many kissing 
cousins as Joe has. And I think we've 
numbered between 350 and 400. 

But, Mr. Speaker, I think all of us here do 
not feel, nor want, this man of such stamina 
and dedication to ever leave politics. This 
resolution does not state this. I do hope it 
spurs him on to higher heights with the likes 
of the mayor of the County of Hawaii, with 
the likes of the State Senate and, heaven for­
bid, to return back to this arena to give me six 
more years of what I've had during the last six 
years. 

But, Mr. Speaker, I think all ofus here have 
a tremendous respect and admiration for this 
man who dedicated 24 years of his life to his 
Island and to the State and I say with utmost 
seriousness and affection and love for this 
man. 

I ask all of you to support this resolution or 
he'll kill me if you don't." 

Representative Kimura rose and spoke in favor 
of the resolution as follows: 
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"Mr . Speaker, I think it would be 
somewhat remiss for me not to comment in 
favor of this resolution on my Minority 
counterpart-the shining knight. 

The two things that I will remember of 
Representative Garcia during_his term as I've 
served as the Majority Floor Leader and he as 
the Minority Floor Leader and that is every 
morning without failure he comes to my of­
fice between the hours of9:30 and 10:00. And 
his statement every morning is that, 
'Representative Kimura, no problems today 
from the Minority. If you're going to get it, 
you're going to get it from Richard Garcia 
and maybe some of the other dissidents.' But 
he says no problem. And, Mr. Speaker, you 
will recall that Representative Garcia and 
some of his colleagues that sit to the right and 
to the left of him have given us some 
troublesome resolutions. 

And the other thing about him is the fact 
that, and I think that all of the secretaries of 
this House will attest to it, when they asked 
Joe how he felt and he says, 'Of course with 
my hands.' And the other thing is, I think, on 
a more serious note, Mr. Speaker, is that you 
know I think that they've said a lot of good 
things and I think that some of the things that 
we see dwindling on the American scene are 
true patriots. And I think Representative Joe 
Garcia has from time to time gotten on the 
floor and given his stirring speeches and he 
always used to end and remind us that we live 
in a country of the 'home of the free', or the 
'land of the brave.' And I think this is one of 
the true marks of one of the true patriots, 
Representative Joe Garcia." 

Representative O'Connor rose to speak in favor 
of the resolution as follows: 

"Mr. Speaker, Irisetospeakinfavorofthe 
resolution simply to say from the Majority­
thank you, Joe." 

The motion was put by the Chair and carried, 
and H. R. No. 507 was adopted by a roll call vote 
of 50 ayes, with Representative J. Garcia being ex­
cused. 

The Chair here appointed Representatives 
Takamine; de la Cruz, Wakatsuki and Sakima to 
escort Representative Joseph Garcia, Jr. to the 
rostrum. 

The Chair then stated: 

"The Chair is very privileged tonight to pre­
sent to this Body one who tasted chair­
manship the last time about 25 years ago. I 
have known Joe for many years as a staff 
member back in the '55 session and the '57 
session. And it is my humble experience that I 
had a good relationship over the years with 
Joseph R. Garcia, Jr. It gives me great 
pleasure at this time to present to you 

Representative Garcia." 

Representative J. Garcia then addressed the 
members of the House as follows: 

"Mr. Speaker, my fellow colleagues, ladies 
and gentlemen: 

I want to extend my sincere thanks and 
deep appreciation to the members of this 
Honorable Body for adopting my obituary. It 
is said that nothing good is said about a per­
son until after he is dead. Flattering though 
your comments were, I assure you it was very, 
very good to hear something good being said 
about me while I'm still very much alive. 

A great deal has been said about my hair. I 
blame this on the Democrats. If you will 
recall, Mr. Speaker, and ladies and gentlemen 
of this House, in 1966 the Democrats, wealthy 
as they are, presented me with a toupee. Un­
fortunately, Mr. Speaker, I had to return the 
toupee because, for a bunch of wealthy men, 
the Democrats were cheap. The toupee was 
faulty. It suffered from falling hair and had 
dandruff. Mr. Speaker, I do appreciate the 
remarks made by Representative Richard 
Garcia, Sr. Everytime that he and I walk 
down the street together people question 
which of the two Garcia's has the Toni. 

But I do want to say that one of the reasons 
I stay away from Richard is because of the 
fact that every time the people look at him 
then at me, they ask themselves, how could 
such a handsome boy like that have such an 
ugly father. Mr. Speaker, I trust that nobody 
is burying me tonight. But I do want to ex­
press my sincere thanks and deep apprecia­
tion to all of you because in working with you, 
I have come to one conclusion- every time 
that we vote aye for a measure, we please 
some people. And every time we vote no, we 
displease many others. But in the final 
analysis, the satisfaction that one takes away 
from this Capitol and being a public servant 
is the fact that he or she has tried to make 
Hawaii a better place in which to live, not 
only for today, but for always. 

And, in conclusion, I would like to say this: 
'please, ladies and gentlemen, instead of 
applauding, would you mind dropping 
money? I may need it in my next campaign.' 
Thank you very much." 

At 8:42 o'clock p.m., the Chair declared a re­
cess, subject to the call of the Chair.

Representative Kato rose on a point of personal 
privilege and stated the following: 

"This term, Mr. Speaker, and I repeat, this 
term started in rather stormy fashion. It kind 
ofreminded me of the 1971 session. I'm sure 
you'll recall that session- when it was held up 
for about ten working days and an 'agree­
ment' was reached with the Minority to affect 
the organization of the House. You will note, 
Mr. Speaker, I did not use the term 'coali­
tion' , but called it an 'agreement'. Well , 
whatever the term, or whatever the name, a 
rose by any other name, etc. and whether it is 
the dissident group or the reformist group of 
the dissident reformist group, what is really 
important is out of all the conflict and strife 
we have experienced during the past four 
years, I have seen growth, I've seen progress, 
I've seen reform and a spirit of fairness which 
I thought was lacking in the past. 

I wish to commend you, Mr. Speaker, for 
the attitude and stance you have taken after 
the new Rules of the House were adopted. 
You will recall, Mr. Speaker, and I emphasize 
after the Rules were adopted, that Rules, per 
se, were not a panacea for the problems in the 
House. And what really mattered was the at­
titude, the spirit, the philosophy with which 
the Rules were to be administered. 

If I may be permitted to be presumptuous, 
Mr. Speaker, I have noticed a striking change 
in the House. It's a change for the better, I 
might add. And I commend you again, Mr. 
Speaker, for accepting the new Rules and for 
adopting the philosophy behind these Rules. 

It's been a good session, Mr. Speaker-a 
very productive one. And I'm glad it was 
because I would have hated to end my 
legislative career on a lesser note. I wish to 
thank all the members of this House for their 
friendship and for their kindness that they've 
shown me during the years I've been in the 
House. The 14 years I spent here have been 
enriching and unforgettable. I know, Mr. 
Speaker, I've been trying at times. Did you 
say yes? But I think that we have all gained 
something. So, thanks again to you and all 
the members of the House." 
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Representative O'Connor rose and spoke on a 
point of personal privilege as follows: 

"Mr. Speaker, I detected in the speech of 
the previous speaker a note of finality. If I 
detected that note correctly, I rise to respond 
to his speech. 

Mr. Speaker, I've known Hiroshi Kato for 
many years, professionally as an attorney, as 
a legislator and as a friend. He is an excellent, 
fine man. He said many fine things about the 
Minority Floor Leader tonight, and I would 
like to echo many of them about Hiroshi 
Kato. 

His work this year alone, Mr. Speaker, as 
the Chairman of the Health and Welfare 
Committee, has resulted in so many produc­
tive bills in that area that I wonder why we 
haven't done many of them a long time ago. 
He guided the health insurance law through 
to conclusion in a way that few people in this 
House could have. He did an excellent job. 
Therefore, Mr. Speaker, I would like to com­
mend Representative Hiroshi Kato on the 
work he's done in this Body and commend 
him in whatever pursuit he pursues 
henceforth." 

Representative J . Garcia rose on a point of per­
sonal privilege and stated: 

"Mr. Speaker, I rise to speak on behalf of 
the Minority members of this House. Mr. 
Speaker, it was my pride and privilege to 
know Representative Kato from the first day 
that he sought political office and was elected. 
And all during his tenure as a member of the 
House of Representatives. Representative 
Kato served the people with honor, with dis­
tinction and with courage. 

Representative Kato has · always been an 
outstanding gentleman. One thing that I ap­
preciated about Representative Kato was the 
faet that his word was always his bond. His 
signature was never required. A handshake 
was all that was needed. I am very, very sorry 
to see that Representative Kato is terminating 
his political career because the State of 
Hawaii is going to be the loser. 

Men like Hiroshi Kato come far and few 
between. And it is my sincere hope, and the 
hope of the Republican members of this 
Body, that he would reconsider his decision 
and still be a candidate in 1974. He has done a 
great deal to help make Hawaii a better State 
in which to live, not only for himself, but for 
all of us. On behalf of the Minority members, 
we wisli him Godspeed and the success in all 
of his future undertakings." 

Representative Saiki rose and stated: 

"I have a short statement. I would like to 
have it inserted into the Journal." 

The Chair so ordered and the following is 
Representative Saiki's prepared statement: 

"It is with a great deal of regret that I note 
this evening that House Bill 932, relating to 
the reapportionment of the Board of Educa­
tion, has not returned from the Senate where 
it has been in Fifth Reading for the past year. 

It is obvious that the bill is dead. The 
Legislature will not have a reapportionment 
plan to offer this year. The State Constitution 
clearly assigns this responsibility to the 
Legislature and immediate action was man­
dated by the courts. 

More than nine months ago, we were 
warned that, if we failed to reapportion the 
Board this session, the court would do the 
job. And now that we have abdicated our 
responsibility, the court will be compelled to 
act. I have every confidence that the court 
will do the job fairly and well. But it was not 
their job to do. It was ours. 

As they approach the complex question of 
reapportionment, the courts will be bound by 
existing statutes in this area which mandate 
that the Board of Education shall consist of 
eleven members. It is highly likely that the 
courts will determine that the only equitable 
apportionment of an eleven-member Board is 
for all eleven members to run at large. Should 
that be their decision, we face the possibility 
that our State Board of Education will be 
made up predominately of Oahu members 
while our Neighbor Island counties go under­
represented, or may go without any represen­
tation whatsoever. I hope this will not be the 
case. But we have left the courts with few op­
tions. 

We wrestled with the problem of the proper 
size for the Board, and how it should be ap­
portioned. We spent many hours with many 
public hearings held throughout the State. 
But, in the final analysis, Mr. Speaker, we 
failed to come to grips with the problem. And 
the proof of that lies in the fact that we have 
no reapportionment bill before us tonight. 

My apology is owed to the people of this 
State and I know I speak for all the members 
ofthis House when I offer that apology. And I 
would certainly hope that there will be one 
forthcoming from the Senate." 

The Chair here addressed .the members of the 
House as follows: 

"Members of the House, when we began 
this session, our State, like other states, was 
beset by a number of crises. The enregy crisis, 
of course, was paramount at that time. The 
cost of living continued to rise here, as in the 
other states, and the State's fiscal stability was 
still uncertain. My comments at that time 
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were that crises last as long as people permit 
them to last. In other words, we had to begin 
work-ing together to solve them. 

And this we have attempted to do. I believe 
we have dealt with some of the major issues 
that confronted us and have worked to 
alleviate those crises that have beset us. In 
response to the energy crisis, we enacted the 
emergency powers bill to provide the ad­
ministration with the means to ease the fuel 
situation. And, despite the fiscal crisis, we 
passed a budget without the need for a tax 
increase. 

We have provided for an increase in the 
minimum wage and prepaid health insurance 
for all workers. Neither measure will com­
pletely solve the problem of our cost ofliving, 
but they will certainly help the average work­
ing man meet the demands of increasing 
costs. 

In other areas we have extended the hous­
ing powers under Act 105 to the counties, 
enacted further protections for consumers, 
provided economic assistance to the de­
pressed areas of Kohala, Molokai and Kauai. 

We have worked hard to pass many other 
measures which are not apt to catch the atten­
tion of the public, or make the headlines, but 
which are important to the welfare of our peo­
ple and to the continuation and improvement 
of government operations and services. 

As we look back on this session, I think we 
can rightly say that we, as a Body, acted 
responsibly-that the hallmark of this session 
was responsibility. We have met some hard 
questions; and, in the process, we have had 
some trying times and experiences. But the 
end result reflects a deeply held collective 
sense of responsibility-of doing the right 
things, given the constraints and limitations 
we have had to work under. I venture to add 
that our actions required a certain measure of 
political courage. 

It is easy enough to go along with those 
loud and vocal champions of issues having 
political appeal in the nature of motherhood 
and apple pie without regard to the adverse 
consequences which a hastily, ill-conceived 
measure may inflict upon those affected and 
without regard to the fact that the cure may be 
worse than the cause. 

It is not easy to stand up and resist the 
temptation to give in to what may be political­
ly expedient, to fight a popular cause not 
because it, in itself, is bad, but because the 
means with which it seeks to advance is defec­
tive. And yet, we have seen such acts of 
political courage here in this Chamber. 

I must admit there have been frustrating 
times, as Hiroshi Kato just mentioned, but I 

am sure that it has been for all of us here an 
experience. This is due in part to our wide 
differences of opinions on many subjects. 
They need to be argued in order that we can 
arrive at a common ground. 

We must never lose sight of working 
together, for it is the only reason that we are 
seated in these Chambers. We must be con­
stantly aware of the fact that we, as in all 
legislative bodies, are simply human beings 
with differences of opinion. It is essential that 
we recognize each other and respect each 
other's opinions in our relationships with 
each other. For it is not so important that we 
be of the same opinion, but we be of the same 
spirit. For this spirit is what has enabled us to 
achieve what we have over the past years, and 
it is what we will continue to do in the future. 

I want to thank the staff, the floor staff, the 
printshop, the journal clerks for their work. 
And before I close, I want to give my personal 
appreciation for the work the Representative 
from the Eleventh District has done this ses­
sion. And I'm talking about Representative 
Kato. One of the monumental legislative 
works we've done was the prepaid health 
plan. I want to thank you very much for your 
leadership in the Committee and in the Con­
ference Committee. I thank you all for your 
patience and participation. Thank you." 

Representative Soares then addressed the 
members of the House as follows: 

"Mr. Speaker, we've had very long and 
beautiful speeches tonight. I'd therefore, 
would like to file my beautiful speech with the 
Clerk for the Journal because I'd hate to bore 
anyone any longer. But in so doing, I want to 
thank the staff for treating the Republicans as 
equals and being very, very cordial to us in 
doing a good job on the floor and in the of­
fices. We really appreciate this kind of cour­
tesy and assistance. We've had very trying 
times, Mr. Speaker, we've done a good job in 
many areas and have failed in others. And I 
think, for the record, we hope that these areas 
of concern which have not been solved will be 
attacked with vigor and enthusiasm and 
dedication in the session ahead of us. On 
behalf of the Republicans of the House, we 
look forward to at least a great year in 1975 
and interim work leading up to that. And I 
want to pledge on their behalf our dedicated 
service and our desire to serve the people in 
the utmost fashion. Thank you, Mr. 
Speaker." 

Representative Soares' written address follows: 

"Mr. Speaker, the House Republicans ap­
preciate this opportunity to make a few obser­
vations regarding the 1974 session. In review­
ing· the scorecard for this session, I find the 
job of assessment to be unusually difficult. 
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From the point of view of legislation 
relating to labor, education, social welfare 
and consumer protection, the 1974 session 
ought to go down in the books as extraor­
dinarily productive. 

Not only have we enacted pioneer legisla­
tion providing Hawaii's people with an ade­
quate minimum wage and outstanding health 
and dental coverage, we have also taken 
significant action in such equally important 
areas as minimum property tax reduction, 
enhanced tax credits for low- and moderate­
income families, and much needed consumer­
oriented legislation to protect the public from 
abuse by unscrupulous business operators. 

The Minority wants to give special atten­
tion to two legislative areas in addition to 
those I have already mentioned. First, the 
many and various achievements relating to 
housing in the State of Hawaii. Suffice it to 
say here that the measures enacted into law by 
this Honorable Body have created at long last 
an environment which should eventually 
assure Hawaii's citizens adequate housing at 
reasonable prices. Just as Act 105 was con­
sidered landmark legislation in 1970, Mr. 
Speaker, I believe the measures we have 
passed in 1974 will merit comparable recog­
nition. 

The second area deserving special attention 
is Hawaii's no-fault law and especially the im­
provements we have made.this session. When 
these improvements are signed into law, 
Hawaii can rightfully take its place as a leader 
among all the states in the effort to protect the 
motoring public. 

Finally, Mr. Speaker, I want to give a 
special pat on the back to the Minority in tak­
ing the initiative which not only provided the 
State House of Representatives with its first 
independent audit ever of its expenses and 
management practices, but also will result in a 
manual of procedures to insure that this 
Honorable Body will henceforth conduct its 
financial business in reasonable fashion. In­
deed, Mr. Speaker, we can hope that this ac­
tion taken by the House might soon be 
duplicated by our Senate colleagues when 
they next convene. 

While it is pleasant to dwell on these and 
other pleasant accomplishments, Mr. 
Speaker, the Minority also has the critical 
role of the loyal opposition. 

In 1973 the Legislature was often praised 
for the things that it did not do-most 
notably the last minute decision of the House 
to kill the tax bill before it. This year, unfor­
tunately, the 1974 session may become severe­
ly criticized rather than lauded for things we 
did not do. 

When I say 'we', Mr. Speaker, I want to 

make it explicit that the responsibility for in­
action must fall directly on the shoulders of 
the leadership and all Majority members of 
the House. The same holds true for the Senate 
leadership which has similarly failed to act in 
a cooperative spirit with the House despite 
both sides being from the same political 
party. 

We can only hope that the consequences of 
these failures are not so serious as to largely 
outweight the good which we have ac­
complished here. Whatever the judgment 
proves to be, let us review very briefly what 
this Honorable Body might have additionally 
accomplished had it enjoyed sharper direc­
tion from its leaders and a clearer commit­
ment to decisive action. 

First, the House has a dismal record in the 
area of government reform. Despite excellent 
bills from both sides of the aisle regarding 
initiative referendum and provisions for 
open governmental meetings, the scorecard 
for bills passed shows a flat zero. 

Second, the sun has certainly failed to shine 
upon House actions with respect to campaign 
and election reform and lobbyist registration. 
It seems to me, Mr. Speaker, that the House 
was a victim of the Senate's one-upmanship 
game last evening. And it is the public which 
ultimately pays the price. 

A third and similarly disastrous area of 
legislative inertia is the matter of reapportion­
ment of the State Board of Education. The 
House has been on notice for more than a 
year concerning the need to take action and 
yet our efforts have done nothing but add 
more fuel to the fires of confusion. It has been 
embarrassing for us to be able to do nothing 
more than sit back and watch the courts take 
corrective action where we could not. 

The fourth notable failure is the lack of ac­
tion toward genuine fiscal reform. While 
balanced budgets are, of course, a nice thing 
to have whether produced by magic or 
otherwise, it is nicer still to have reasonable 
assurances that the State's long-range fiscal 
imbalance will not be rearing its ugly head 
year after year. The people are fed up with 
spiraling governmental costs without any ap­
parent effort to introduce and effect responsi­
ble fiscal controls. The 1974 session had its 
opportunity to act and simply blew it. 

The fifth and final area of legislative defi­
ciency the Minority will discuss this evening 
is the matter of improved State and Coun­
ty planning and land use control policies. At 
least a dozen good bills were in the hopper 
which would have resolved State and County 
policy conflicts and would have furnished 
definitive policy guides for State and County 
action. However, this Honorable Body saw fit 
to pass only stop-gap measures at best and at 
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worst administrative changes at all levels of 
government which may in the future seriously 
hamper concerned citizens and groups seek­
ing to protect and enhance Hawaii's social 
and natural environment. 

In summary, Mr. Speaker, I believe we 
should not go too far tonight in con­
gratulating ourselves on this 197 4 session. 
Good legislation is there, to be sure, but it is 
the absence of so much of what could have 
been accomplished that every member of this 
Honorable Body will have to live with from 
now until November. 

And you may be sure, Mr. Speaker, that 
the Republican members of this esteemed 
assembly fully intend to keep these memories 
alive. Thank you, Mr. Speaker." 

Representative O'Connor rose and stated: 

"Mr. Speaker, I, too, had a prepared 
speech, but I shall deviate from in the essence 
of saving time. I've never been a majority 
leader before, and I would just like very 
simply to say to all of you in all humility and 
appreciation, thank you very much. Each of 
you have in some way this session contributed 
to making it go in the way it should, and 
thank you. 

Mr. Speaker, your committee chairmen 
have done a heck ofajob this year, and I had a 
long speech laid out to tell you just what each 
one had done. But they know what they've 
done. I don't think we need to say anything 
more about that. 

I would like to comment very succinctly on 
the conference committees that have met. 
And I would like to report to you as you know 
from the reports that have been filed that we 
have had 28 very successful conference com­
mittees which have resolved differences 
between the House and the Senate. All who 
participated should be congratulated. 
However, unfortunately, we had two con­
ference committees that were not successful. 
Just to clear the record, Mr. Speaker, I would 
like to say that the record of this House in 
both areas that were in conference in the un-

successful areas-the registration of lobbyist 
and campaign spending is very, very clear. 

This House passed a lobbying registration 
bill in 1971 which died in the Senate. This 
House passed another lobbying registration 
bill which was a little bit weaker and didn't 
include expenditure requirements in 1973 
which sat in the Senate for a year. This House 
went to conferenc on the lobbying bill and our 
conferees were still in conference when the 
Senate adjourned for the evening last eve­
ning, leaving approximately five hours of 
working time unused. And they adjourned 
immediately after our conference committee 
had made a counter offer in regards to some 
provision of the bill. 

This House, as part of its platform both 
Majority and Minority, sought a registration 
of a lobbyist bill this session. And we did not 
get one. And the same is true of the campaign 
spending bill, Mr. Speaker. As you will recall, 
this House passed a campaign spending bill to 
the Senate in 1972 and that bill, because of 
certain requirements that the Senate needed 
having to do with individual legislators, died 
in conference. That was a House bill . Again, 
the campaign spending bill worked upon this 
year was a House bill as was the lobbying bill. 
And that campaign spending bill met the 
same fate last night that the registration of 
lobbyist bill did. 

Mr. Speaker, when in a negotiation one 
party says to the other party, 'take it or leave 
it,' it's time at that time to reassess the good 
faith of the negotiators. I think, Mr. Speaker, 
the record of this House is clear in those areas 
and that our conferees should hold their 
heads high and we shall proceed in future 
years to obtain the goals which we did not ob­
tain this year in those areas. Thank you, Mr. 
Speaker."

Gar­
cia and carried, the House of Representatives of 
the Seventh Legislature adjourned sine die.

House Bill No. 220 as originally submitted to 
the Legislature would have prohibited judicial 
review of any decision of the Hawaii Employ­
ment Relations Board regarding matters relating 
to representation, as distinguished from unfair 
labor practice, cases. That proposal, which is 
consistent with the practice and procedure be­
fore the National Labor Relations Board, was 
submitted in order to avoid delays in representa­
tion cases where time is a crucial factor.

Senate Bill No. 17 would reconstitute the 
board of paroles and pardons as a professional 
board, with a full-time chairman and two other 
members who would serve on a part-time basis, 
in order 'to provide a more effective and effi-
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cient means to achieve the dual and inseparable 
purposes of parole, the protection of society on 
the one hand and the rehabilitation of the of­
fender on the other' . The bill provides that the 
members of the board, to be known as the parol­
ing authority, shall be nominated by a panel 
composed of the chief justice of the Hawaii Su­
preme Court, the director of social services, the 
president of the Hawaii correctional association, 
the president of the Hawaii Bar Association and 
others. The governor would make appointments 
pursuant to Section 26-34, HRS. The mem­
bers are to be appointed 'on the basis of their 
qualifications to make decisions that will be 
compatible with the welfare of the community 
and of individual offenders and the circum­
stances under which offenses were committed.' 
The bill also sets forth the responsibilities and 
functions of the paroling authority. 

It is noted that . Senate Bill No. 17 takes effect 
upon approval. Although the transition provision 
provides that the paroling authority shall suc­
ceed to the powers and duties of the old board 
of paroles and pardons, that the employees of the 
board of paroles and pardons shall be trans­
ferred to the paroling authority, and that all 
records, equipment, supplies and other property 
acquired or held by the old board of paroles and 
pardons shall be transferred to the paroling au­
thority, there is no provision that continues ihe 
old board until the new paroling authority has 
been duly constituted. This omission raises a 
serious question regarding the status of the old 
board and whether said board can continue to 
function until members of the paroling authority 
have been nominated by the panel and appointed 
by the Governor. I feel that the work of the 
board of paroles and pardons is too important 
to be jeopardized by any question relating to the 
board's legal status. 

Moreover, the legislative intent in providing 
for a 'professional board' to deal with the prob­
lems of paroles and pardons may be commend­
able, but it is doubtful whether a board with a 
full-time chairman and two part-time members 
would really accomplish the objectives desired. 
The weakness here is that the part-time mem­
bers may be simply rubber-stamping the deci­
sions of the full-time chairman. 

Furthermore, it is possible that there are other 
alternatives in handling the problems of paroles 
and pardons, one of them being, perhaps, that 
the Department of Social Services and Housing 
should undertake . that function, rather than a 
board. Because of such possibilities, it is my

Pursuant to section I 7 of Article Ill of the 
Constitution of the State of Hawaii, I am return­
ing herewith, without my approval, Senate Bill 
No. 2197-74, entitled 'A Bill for an Act Relating 
to the Horizontal Property Act.' 

Senate Bill No. 2197-74 seeks to clarify prac­
tices and definitions of the Horizontal Property 
Act (Chapter 514, Hawaii Revised Statutes) and 
to provide for the new concept of 'time sharing' 
with reference to condominiums. 

This bill adds to the statutes the new concept 
of 'time sharing' which is becoming popular in 
resort-recreation areas. This concept involves 
the purchase or lease of a condominium unit by 
more than one owner. Each owner holds sequen­
tial title to the unit for specific time periods 
within the year. This bill amends the laws to pro­
vide for this form of ownership, and to specify 
the tax, mortgage and other liabilities of each 
owner which are limited to only the time period 
in which he holds title. 

The concept of 'time sharing' ownership is 
relatively new to the State. However, the prac­
tice of more than one person joining together 
in 'partnership' to purchase or lease land or 
property is not new. In such cases, a tenancy in 
common is created and all of the 'partners' are 
tenants in common, and each one is jointly and 
severally liable for the tax, mortgage and other 
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liens held on the property in case of default by 
any one 'partner.' This bill applies the 'time shar­
ing' concept specifically to condominium units 
and limits the liability of each owner only to the 
period to which he holds title. In case of default, 
only the 'time sharing unit' owned by the person 
in default can be sold to meet the outstanding 
liens. Each 'unit' is considered as a separate 
piece of property. 

This limiting of the liability of each 'time shar­
ing unit' owner will make these 'units' more at­
tractive and more marketable and lead to a great 
expansion of the resort-recreation condominium 
market in the State. 

In addition, 'time sharing' by fragmenting 
ownership into periods of time of one month, 
two weeks, etc., will lessen the initial investment 
burden to individuals thereby expanding such a 
market to a great deal more people. For example, 
in the recent past, resort condominium develop­
ments have been sold as 'second homes' to pur­
chasers who are able to afford a $40,000 plus 
investment. 'Time sharing,' by splitting owner­
ship into periods of two weeks or less will allow 
an individual to own a 'time sharing' unit at a 
cost of $2,200 plus. 

Because of the significant impact this concept 
of 'time sharing' will have on this State, there 
are several critical policy questions which merit 
further study before this 'time-sharing' concept 
becomes enacted. 

I) How will 'time sharing' affect the existing 
tourist industry in the State of Hawaii? It 
seems clear that condominium units mar­
keted under 'time sharing' would present 
some direct competition to most resort ho­
tels. By offering a fee or leasehold interest 
in a condominium unit for an investment of 
$2,000 plus yearly assessments (estimated 
to be $200), such units may have great ap­
peal to potential hotel users. Further, those 
users drawn away from hotels to condo­
miniums would not be those traveling in 
group or packaged tours, but rather, the 
independent affluent tourist who may de­
cide, under 'time sharing' to purchase or 
lease a 'second home' in Hawaii. 

2) What is the potential impact of 'time shar­
ing' on State tax revenues? If the premise 
that 'time sharing' has some impact on the 
hotel industry is acceptable, the State may 
realize a loss of ·revenue via the excise tax 
due to possible defection of regular annual 
customers from_ . hotels to . condominium 
developments. The State's loss would be · 
the counti~s• gain 'in the form of real prop­
erty tax ·assessments: Further, what should 
be the potential revenue loss to the State 
should a room or tourist tax be instituted 
in the future? 

3) What will be the impact of 'time sharing' 
upon the construction industry?. The con-

version of 'time sharing' from a concurrent 
tenancy in common to an independent 
severable property interest would seem to 
encourage the development of resort con­
dominiums as a result of an expanded 
market. 

Because of the higher profits realized in 
condominium developments (maximum 
land utilization and minimal land costs) 
'time sharing' may act as a deterrent to the 
construction of low and moderate residen­
tial units. 

4) What are the administrative costs to be 
borne by the State? Under existing statute, 
each deed must be duly filed and regis­
tered with the Bureau of Conveyances. 
Since the concept of 'time sharing' provides 
that a condominium unit is an independent 
property interest and not a concurrent un­
divided interest, an inordinate workload 
would be placed upon the Bureau especial­
ly since their processes are not c_omputer­
ized. For example, one condominium unit 
may possibly be subdivided into 24 inde­
pendent interests over the period of one 
year (two week periods with one month for 
maintenance) thus necessitating 24 separ­
ate registrations. 

The State Department of Taxation may 
have similar problems with an inordinate 
amount of work in the assessment and col­
lection of real property taxes as regards 
these 'time sharing' units. 

Because no existing statute prohibits more 
than one person from owning a condo­
minium unit or any one parcel of land, 
'time sharing' may become a common prac­
tice in Hawaii without the sanction of this 
measure. Although the measure is pri­
marily aimed at condominium owners and 
is designed to protect each owner, the 
above-mentioned concerns merit further 
study before 'time sharing' is recognized 
and_ sanctioned by statute.

The purpose of this bill is to preclude the De­
partment of Education from requiring teaching 
experience as a prerequisite for the issuance of 
any professional administrator's certificate. Un­
der current practice, all certificated personnel of 
the Department are required to have teaching 
qualifications, except in certain circumstances 
where the person involved may be deemed 
qualified for a -professional- administrator's cer­
tificate, if he has sufficient work experience in 
his area of specialization. This bill would remove 
the certification requirements relating to teach­
ing experience for all professional administra­
tors. 

House Bill No. 692 appears to be unnecessary. 
In light of the Department's present practice 

wl;Iereby persons without teaching experience 
may hold an Educational Officer's position and a 
professional administrator's certificate by virtue 
of specialized work experience, the end sought 
by this bill is already achieved. 

Further, approval of this bill would nullify 
those provisions in HRS Section 76-16 which 
exempt from civil service all Department of Edu­
cation certificated personnel and up to twenty 
noncertificated administrative, professional or 
technical personnel not engaged in instructional 
_work. The bill would effectively remove the 
limitation of twenty non-instructional personnel 
by allowing all such personnel to become certi­
ficated . Although such an action may be war­
ranted, the appropriate method of achieving it 
would be to seek exemption by amending HRS 
Section 76-16. This approach would insure prop­
er and adequate review ·by the Department of 
Personnel Services of the need for exemption 
from civil service.

The present statute, HRS 346-71, requires all 
physically fit persons as a condition by receiving 
general assistance, to actively and diligently seek 
gainful employment, to take whatever steps may 
be reasonably necessary in order to obtain such 
employment and to accept such employment 
when offered. 

House Bill No. 2428-74 provides that the De­
partment must provide general assistance to 

· physically fit persons who are either unemployed 
for reasons other than voluntary separation with­
out good cause or for misconduct and actively 
and diligently seeking gainful employment or 
have exhausted all benefits under the U nem­
ployment Compensation Act (if any) and have 
registered and are available for work as re­
quired by the lf nemployment Compensation 
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Law. The bill is very specific in providing that an 
applicant may qualify under either of the above 
sets of conditions. It is therefore even more liber­
al than the present law which at least requires all 
physically fit persons as a condition of receiving 
general assistance to actively and diligently seek 
gainful employment, take steps to secure such 
employment and accept such employment when 
offered . These restrictions are not present for all 
applicants under House Bill No. 2428-74.

House Bill No. 2484-74 amends Section 290-
12, HRS, relating to abandoned vehicles, to pro­
vide that the fact a person is the last registered 
and legal owner of record shall be prima facie 
evidence that he is the person who intentionally 
and knowingly left the abandoned vehicle on 
any public or private property. 

However, the reference to the 'last registered 
and legal owner of record' is ambiguous. It is 
noted that the 'registered owner' and the 'legal 
owner' of a vehicle is not always one and the 
same. In many instances a financial institution 
may be the 'legal owner,' while the purchaser 
(borrower) would be the 'registen,d owner.' 
There is uncertainty as to whether House Bill 
No. 2484-74 applies to the situation where the 
'legal owner' or the 'registered owner' are not 
the same. Assuming House Bill No. 2484-74 does 
apply to that situation, there is a further ques­
tion as to whether the 'legal owner' or the 'regis­
tered owner,' or both, would be held responsible 
for any abandoned vehicle. 

As above noted, this bill amends Section 
290-12, HRS, which makes the abandonment of 
vehicles a misdemeanor. However, this bill is 
ambiguous as to who would be held responsible 
for such abandonment. I believe that any statute 
imposing criminal sanctions should be clear and 
unambiguous, not only as to the actions pro­
scribed, but also as to the parties affected.

House Bill No. 2865-74 was introduced as an 
Administration measure and in its original form 
simply amended Section 76-35, HRS, relating to 
intragovernmental transfers of civil service em­
ployees. The bill as finally enacted by the Legis­
lature, in addition to amending Section 76-35, 
places security investigators of the Attorney 
General's office in civil service and adds a new 
section to Chapter 79 to provide that a public 
employee who leaves government service, upon 
subsequent reemployment within a period of 
three years, shall be credited with the sick leave 
he had accumulated at the termination of his 
previous employment. 

The proposal to permit the crediting of ac­
cumulated sick leave upon reemployment raises 
certain questions. To begin with, the bill refers to 
'public employees' and 'including teachers, 
education officers and cafeteria workers.' Under 
this wording, it is possible that 'officers' may not 
be entitled to the benefits granted to 'employees'. 
Moreover, the subject of sick leave is a negotia­
ble item under collective bargaining. Therefore, 
the crediting of sick leave upon reemployment 
by legislative action would be contrary to the 
collective bargaining process and would in ef­
fect undermine the principle of collective bar­
gaining. 

For the foregoing reasons, I am returning 
House Bill No. 2865-74 without my approval.
