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TWENTY-EIGHTH DAY

Monday, March 11, 2013

The House of Representatives of the Twenty-Seventh Legislature of the
State of Hawaii, Regular Session of 2013, convened at 12:05 o'clock p.m.,
with Vice Speaker Mizuno presiding.

The invocation was delivered by Reverend Blayne Higa of Pacific
Buddhist Academy, after which the Roll was called showing all Members
present with the exception of Representatives Rhoads and Souki, who were
excused.

By unanimous consent, reading and approval of the Journal of the House
of Representatives of the Twenty-Seventh Day was deferred.

The motion was put to vote by the Chair and carried, and H.R. No. 64
was adopted, with Representatives Rhoads and Souki being excused.

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Section 15 of the Constitution of the State of Hawaii, printed copies of
H.B. No. 197, HD 2, were made available to the Members of the House.

Representative Luke, for the Committee on Finance, presented a report

On motion by Representative Saiki, seconded by Representative Awana

Representative Awana: "Mr. Speaker, today is March 11, marking the
second anniversary of the earthquake and tsunami catastrophe that took
place off the coast of Tohoku, often referred to as Higashi Nihon
Daishinsai. Impacted prefectures were Miyagi, lwate and Fukushima. Mr.
Speaker, at the appropriate time I'd like to request a moment of silence in
honor of those impacted by this event, those who have passed which is
estimated at 19,000, those who are still missing, and 300,000 individuals
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and families who remain displaced and continue to reside in shelters to this
day.

"At a memorial ceremony held earlier today, Emperor Akihito stated, 'l
pray that the peaceful lives of those affected can resume as soon as
possible." Mr. Speaker, I'm sure that this Body echoes the Emperor's
sentiments as well. Again, I'd like to ask at the appropriate time if we can
have a moment of silence for this."

At this time, the Members of the House of Representatives stood for a
moment of silence in honor of the victims of the 2011 Tohoku Earthquake
and Tsunami, Higashi Nihon Daishinsai.
