in encouraging our delegation to get the presumption back for those who
were in the Air Force and those who were on the blue water oceans as
Navy. Thank you, Mr. Speaker."

Representative McKelvey rose to speak in support of both measures,
stating:

"Thank you, Mr. Speaker. In strong support. Just a few comments. These
resolutions are not only important for the reasons stated by the previous
speaker, but in my discussion, this has become a teaching moment to many
people of the younger generation who don't know what Agent Orange is.

"l had the chance to talk to some young people, | brought up Orange
Crush, and they go, 'What's that, a soda?' And | go, 'no, Agent Orange,' and
kind of described Agent Orange and what it did, alluded to the 60 Minutes
report that many will remember, talked about the mixing of the chemicals
with just white t-shirts on. They had no idea about it, Mr. Speaker. About
the ramifications, about what happened, and especially how our service
men and women were exposed to this toxic agent.

"So, Mr. Speaker, these resolutions are important not only for the
veterans, but this is important to educate a new generation on what Agent
Orange in Vietnam was all about. Thank you."
