In accordance with the provisions of Article III, Section 10 of the
Constitution of the State of Hawaii, the House of Representatives of the
Thirty-First Legislature of the State of Hawaii, Regular Session of 2021,
convened at 10:03 o'clock a.m.

The Honorable Mark M. Nakashima, being the Representative who was
elected from the First Representative District of the State of Hawaii, called
the House to order.

At this time, the Temporary Chair stated:

"The House of Representatives of the Thirty-First Legislature of the State
of Hawaii is now called to order.

"Aloha, 1 am Representative Mark Nakashima from the First House
District on the Big Island, and I am honored to preside over Opening Day
floor session per House Rule 1.1."

The invocation was then delivered by Representative John M. Mizuno.

INTRODUCTION OF RESOLUTIONS
