So, when we move to make the Board of 
Education an appointed body, we did so with the idea in mind that the 
governor could be held and should be held responsible for the actions of the 
board. So, if we move this measure, it actually conflicts with that intention, 
because then the new chair of the Board of Education could be elected by 
people who had been appointed by a previous governor, because they have 
overlapping terms. So, I just wanted to point that out to the body and maybe 
I am in need of more clarification, but that's my sense of the issue right now." 

 Representative LoPresti rose to speak in support of the measure with 
reservations, stating:  

 "Reservations. I just want to say, that was a really good point. So, thanks."

So, I'm sure we have plenty of tales to tell, don't we lad?" 

 Representative Belatti:  "Thank you, Mr. Speaker. Just two quick 
announcements. First, to the Representative from the North Shore, I just 
want to thank him for his graciousness and for his beautiful pins that he's 
gifted to members. As well as, just to note, that his name, on a quick search 
means, Quinlan means descendent of a handsome man. So, that's my first 
announcement. 

 "Second announcement, members, I just wanted to note, as we were 
proceeding through this hearing, this was the first time in perhaps two years 
when all 51 members of the House were present. So, it does mark a very 
important day. And it is, as the person who provided the invocation did, a 
very special privilege to be in this House every day. Thank you, Mr. 
Speaker." 

 At this time, the Chair stated:
