Monday, March 24, 2008

The Senate of the Twenty-Fourth Legislature of the State of
Hawai‘i, Regular Session of 2008, convened at 11:36 a.m. with
the President in the Chair.

The Divine Blessing was invoked by the Honorable Gary L.
Hooser, Hawai‘i State Senate, after which the Roll was called
showing all Senators present with the exception of Senator
Tsutsui who was excused.

The President announced that she had read and approved the
Journal of the Thirty-Sixth Day.

ORDER OF THE DAY
RE-REFERRAL OF A HOUSE BILL

The Chair re-referred the following House bill that was
received:

H.B. No. 3008, H.D.2,S.D. 1 Committee on Human
Services and Public Housing, then to the Committee on Ways
and Means

Referred to:

Senator Hee rose on a point of personal privilege as follows:
“Madam President, I rise on a point of personal privilege.

“I would like to make some comments about what is going
on at ‘lolani Palace and the company involved. It is, in my
mind, an extension of the inappropriate behavior and viewpoint
of people toward Hawaiians. And I use the word people
because the wife of the producer happens to be evidently a local
girl, who has a Hawaiian name, and grew up in Kailua. I don’t
understand the movie business, but I do know that maybe today
is appropriate because we honored the Wai‘anae Seariders, who
are known for their accuracy.

“In this particular film the first title was called The
Barbarian Princess, speaking of Victoria Ka‘iulani; then was
renamed to The Last Princess. This is a company that has
produced such Academy Award level films like Prom Night
2008; Zebra Lounge (aka Rendezvous al Zebra Lounge);
Watchtower (aka Cruel and Unusual); Second Skin; Teacher’s
Pet; Dearly Devoted 2; Devil in the Flesh 2; Devil in the Flesh
1; Little Witches—and one which we may take some comfort
in—Hidden Agenda and Hostile Intent (aka Lethal Games).

“The reality of the sadness of the appropriate behavior
towards Hawaiian people is this is merely an extension that
began since Cook arrived, when he described in his journals
upon watching Hawaiians climb aboard, saying, ‘They are the
closest that I have seen in my journey through the Pacific as
monkeys.” This is merely an extension of Vancouver, who
implied that the native people are so stupid that ‘for a rusty nail,
barrels of fresh water are at our disposal.’

“By naming the film The Barbarian Princess, which they
have every right to do, and then changing it to The Last
Princess, which they have every right to do, overlooks the
reality of a kind and gentle people. It is to suggest that I would
make a film about Emperor Meiji or Emperor Taisho or
Emperor Hirohito (Showa) or Emperor Akihito and call it The
Last Emperor—because they aren’t the last emperor. It is as if,
they were to make a film on the times of Queen Victoria and
call it The Last Queen. How would Queen Elizabeth feel?
How would Prince Naruhito feel? Who cares how Hawaiians
feel? That’s the issue.

“I have a picture of what appears to be a black woman—with
a feather fan and a feather skirt with locks as earrings, a crown
on her head—that I found in an antique shop on the East Coast.
And it’s a valentine. And it’s Lili ‘u to Grover—Lili‘uokalani to
President Grover Cleveland. And it’s four lines that say—and
the reference to Dole is Sanford Dole—: ‘You listened to my
doleful tale; You tried your best, ‘twas no avail; It’s through no
fault of yours or mine; That I can’t be your valentine.” This is
Queen Lili‘uokalani through the eyes of someone else.

“I hold on my desk a portrait, of Princess Ka‘iulani on my
right; and on my left is a photo of Princess Abigail Kinoiki
Kekaulike Kawananakoa. She is a princess; she is the last
princess. I wonder how she feels because the producers of this
film said on KITV.com, ‘It was never intended to be a
documentary. It is a drama and the important thing here is we
are getting this story out—what happened here in Hawai‘i out,’
said Leilani Forby, executive producer and wife to director
Marc Forby. ‘I grew up here,” she continues, ‘and I know how
important it is to people.’

“It is important. It is important to be accurate. It is
important to be pono. Princess Abigail is the adopted daughter
of Abigail Wahi‘ikaahu‘ula; her mother is Lili‘uokalani.
Wabhi‘ikaahu‘ula was married to David Kawananakoa, and
adopted hanai of Queen Kapi‘olani, wife of King David
La‘amea Kalakaua, and granddaughter of King Kaumuali‘i.
That is the truth.

“The grade C movie being filmed at ‘lolani Palace should
properly describe what it is—an inaccurate and insensitive
depiction and an extension of the treatment of others—towards
the host culture at the expense of each of us taxpayers—because
they are applying for the tax credit in order to make a film
which is dishonest and does no good to all of us—all of us—
here in Hawai‘i. This is the beginning, not the end.

“On Friday, I extended an arm to Donne Dawson of the Film
Office to mitigate this by 11:30 on Monday morning. This is
the result of the extension of an arm to mitigate what is
absolutely inaccurate, unfair, and untrue. Thank you, Madam
President.”
