A BILL FOR AN ACT 

RELATING TO THE UNIVERSITY OF HAWAII. 

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF HAWAII: 

SECTION 1. The purpose of this Act is to establish a 

candidate advisory council for the board of regents of the 

University of Hawaii in conformity with the amendment to article 

X, section 6 of the Hawaii State Constitution, ratified by the 

voters on November 7, 2006. This Act also: 

(1) Increases the membership of the board of regents of 

the University of Hawaii; 

(2) Prohibits a board of regents member from serving more 

than two consecutive five-year terms; and 

(3) Requires the senate to consider the reconfirmation of 

an incumbent board member for a second term at least 

one hundred twenty days prior to the conclusion of the 

member's first term. 

Additionally, the legislature renews its previously stated 

intent, as provided in Senate Bill No. 1256 (2005), that "the 

existing members of the board of regents of the University of 

Hawaii serve their full terms of office. As each term expires, 
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
