SECTION 1. Senate Bill No. 1931, S.D. 2, H.D. 3, C.D. 1 is amended by amending
sections 1 and 2 to read as follows:

"SECTION 1. (a) There is established an educati onal workforce
wor ki ng group within the departnent of |abor and industrial relations
for adm nistrative purposes only. The chairperson of the workforce
devel opnent council or the chairperson's desi gnee shall convene the
first nmeeting of the educational workforce working group no |ater
t han August 1, 2007, at which tinme the nenbers shall select a chair,
to exam ne and address the follow ng issues:

(1) How well the workforce needs of Hawaii are
currently being net;

(2) How prepared the State is to neet the workforce
needs of the future;

(3) Wat recomendations can be nmade to inprove
Hawai i ' s educati onal systemto fulfill the workforce needs of
the future;

(4) What is the current relationship between the public
school s and energi ng i ndustries;

(5) Wiat percentage of high school students participate
in any formof vocational or professional training outside of
t he school setting;

(6) What aspects of high school curriculum standards,
and assessnent strategies have a direct relationship to the
State's future workforce needs;

(7) Wat are the challenges or inpedinents to creating
a nore direct relationship between schools and econony-
driving industries of the State;

(8) How m ght autononous school s-wi t hi n-school s, nagnet
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school s, specialized schools, and charter schools be better
used to create nore direct |inks between high schools and
econony-driving industries of the State; and

(9) How might the size of public schools, the
di stribution of discretionary fundi ng, the decentralized
aut hority of school community councils or charter school
| ocal school boards, and ot her organi zational reforns be
better used to satisfy the workforce devel opnent needs of the
I nformati on and technol ogy age.

(b) The educational workforce working group shall submt a
report on its findings and recommendati ons regarding the issues set
forth in subsection (a), including any reconmendati ons and proposed
| egislation, to the legislature no later than twenty days prior to
t he conveni ng of the regular session of 2008.

(c) The nenbership of the educational workforce working group
shall be as foll ows:

(1) Two representatives appointed by the president of
t he senat e;

(2) Two representatives appointed by the speaker of the
house of representatives;

(3) The director of business, econom c devel opnent, and
tourismor the director's designee;

(4) The superintendent of education or the
superi ntendent's desi gnee;

(5 Two representatives fromthe University of Hawaili
system provided that at | east one shall be the chancellor of
a community coll ege;

(6) Two high school principals appointed by the
superi ntendent of education fromthe hi gh school principals
| eader shi p group;

(7) The executive director of the Hawaii P-20 counci
or the executive director's designee;

(8) The chairperson of the workforce devel opnent
council or the chairperson's designee;

(9) The president and chief executive officer of
Ent erpri se Honolulu or the president and chi ef executive
of ficer's designee;

(10) The president of the Hawaii Science and Technol ogy
Council or the president's designee;

(11) The president and chief executive officer of the
Hawai i Community Foundation or the president and chi ef
executive officer's designee; and

(12) The executive director of the Honolulu Community
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Action Program or the executive director's designee.

SECTION 2. There is appropriated out of the general revenues of
the State of Hawaii the sum of $25,000 or so nuch thereof as may be
necessary for fiscal year 2007-2008 for the educational workforce
wor ki ng group.

The sum appropriated shall be expended by the departnent of
| abor and industrial relations for the purposes of this part.”
