It's not
ordinary to speak in this context on Opening Dagalbee, after all,
this is a ceremonial day for all of us.

"As you know, | spelled out some of my reasonsvfiting "no" in
an opinion piece that was published in thawaii Tribune Herald
andHonolulu Star Bulletin | received about two dozen responses to
that piece. The common reaction was that | shbalee been more
specific, so I'll try to be more specific this morg, again with all
due respect to my colleagues and to all of thetgugho are here
today.

"As a Democratic majority, our responsibility is enact good
legislation to benefit all Hawaii residents, nostji connected few.
Eight years ago, the House elected a new Speakeas proud to be
a part of that movement. | had a lot of hope thatDemocrats, with
new, young elected Representatives, and throughdstaadership,
would restore public confidence in government anoulel make
good policy decisions in an honest and informed.whlgad a lot of
hope that we would recognize changes occurringinvithur State
and work to address them.

"l was a part of that leadership team for six geawe did some
good, far-ranging things. By working with the Stenave passed
landmark legislation to enact a bottle recyclind, bieform the
school budgeting process, fight the ice epidemia amake
prescription drugs affordable. But even while wiplemented these
programs, | discovered too often that certain iittligls were taking
us back to the politics of the past.

"The priority for some was to protect narrow ietgr based on
personal relationships with those who would benéfim the
legislation. For example, we were asked to appeo$400 million
subsidiary for a private raceway park, even ifoinpromised ethical
standards. We were asked to pass legislatiorider éhe developer
to build a subdivision on agricultural land even itf meant
circumventing our House Rules and a State courtgul

such bad policies. | believe that we should beds& do better. We
should be asked to restore public confidence inegoment. We
should be asked to carry out our constitutionalydot act as a
separate and co-equal branch of State governmehtaamentify
policy priorities, develop solutions and enact themen over the
Governor's objections and regardless of the Govearrmolitical
affiliation. And that is why | believe that we rgice new leadership.

"New leadership will ask us to enact and enfotbécal standards
to prevent self-dealing. New leadership will askta approve real
renewable energy legislation to protect the envivent. New
leadership will ask us to approve tax relief forchevorking families.
New leadership will ask us to raise our standanderims of how we
make decisions, enforce ethical rules and resolue State's
challenges.

There is
great potential for the new Members of the Houeve work with
the Senate, we will pass good legislation and wemadve our State

"State House Needs Real Reform

One key indicator of how the Legislature will coietl business is
the way it selects its leaders and committee chegns. The Senate
has gone in the right direction with its focus qmeness, moving
away from petty politics and the status quo. Utdioately, the same
cannot be said of the House of Representatives.

As was recently reported, key community leadesshsas U.S.
Senator Daniel Inouye, recognized that House Deat®ciare
factionalized and attempted to fix it. On the ddter the general
election, Democratic Party Chair Mike McCartney vemed a
meeting with Representatives Calvin Say, Kirk CatiwMarcus
Oshiro and ourselves. Senator Inouye specificelijuested veteran
Finance Committee Chair, Dwight Takamine to attend.

At the meeting, Senator Inouye expressed his hibae the
factions would resolve their differences and woolgether for the
good of the State. He then asked Rep. Takamingetee as a
mediator and to bring the sides together to wortkaocompromise.

Immediately after Senator Inouye and McCartneltled meeting,
Rep. Say told the group that he intended to sesvepaaker for the
next eight years and would do whatever it tooketain that position.
The following week, as he gathered votes, he didegpond to Rep.
Takamine's requests to meet.

Rep. Say eventually garnered the 26 votes he degedmntinue as
speaker. But in doing so, he and the House lehiletsam denied
that Senator Inouye had requested a compromisethaamd ousted
Rep. Takamine and other House members who hadupmosed
them. In doing so, the House lost an opporturityptovide real
leadership and to bring about change in the wayHihse conducts
business.

However, moving forward, we must all recognizetthe were
elected to serve the general public, and thatnbistoo late to bring
about real reform. By working with the Senate &atlip, the House
can implement a progressive agenda that will imprahe
Legislature and residents' quality of life. Here a few things that
we can do.

1. Increase ethical standards The House needs to prevent self-
dealing from occurring. Self-dealing results irdbegislation
and policy decisions. We must set higher standandslearn
to enforce them - even against our colleagues.

2. Approve immediate tax relief for working people
Programs such as the Earned Income Tax Credit (E¢&@
provide over $20 million in annual tax relief fdrausands of
working families in Hawaii.

3. Pass an aggressive renewable energy agenddn recent
years, the House has watered down bold proposaisdtece
our reliance on oil.

We
must set a comprehensive plan to reduce our depeedm
foreign oil and its impact on other facets of ocoomy. We
cannot continue to prolong action if we are to Ibeeanore
self-sufficient.

This is just an example of what is possible. Bor years, we
served as part of Rep. Say's leadership team,esigned in 2004
when we realized that Rep. Say was not willingharge.

"It is time to put aside the old way of doing tn We believe
that our generation and those that follow deserveharp and
progressive Legislature that will work for the piabinterest. We
hope the House is up to the task.

"The days ahead will be difficult, but we will lgeided forward in
the certain knowledge that the talents, creativifgnerosity, and
resilience of the people of Hawaii are almost uitéoh But for the
Members of this House, their patience, howevenpts They expect
us to move Hawaii forward without regard to perdgoalitics or
special interests.

"Allow me today to share with you where | see diggest
challenges. These challenges are a call for otttz and each of us
must respond on a national, state and communigl.lev

"For all of us, let us begin with our nation.

"There are those who claim that this legislativedy should
concern itself only with State matters — that tharwn Iraq is
something for our leaders in Washington to worrpwb | am
troubled by that thought. It has been estimatad tthe final costs of
this war will be close to $1 trillion.

"For Hawaii alone, the war will cost more thanZbillion. Just
think — with these resources we could have proviteglth care for
more than 400,000 of our people. Just think. \Meldhave paid
the salaries of more than 23,000 elementary sctemahers. We

Or we Idobave hired
almost 3,000 public safety officers. Any way yookat it, Hawaii's
losses in this war have been substantial.

"However, | would like to point this out, that tugh it all, our
military has stood strong. Their bravery, theididation to Hawaii
and the nation, and their courage in the face oh swerwhelming
brutality in Irag is enormous. Our praise and Ksarfior their
sacrifices should be unending.

"As of this month, all of you should know that 1@dung men and
women with ties to Hawaii have lost their lives.ast year the
Legislature honored their memories and familieshwite Hawaii
Medal of Honor and we will continue to award thipesial
recognition as long as this unfortunate war cominu

"For all of us, it is the very least that we can d

"After serving 30 years in this body, | feel this a special
opportunity to share with you what | have comeede as hard truths
we must face together as a people. And | think daig, when so
many of us are gathered together in one place ayanhen many
members of our communities will take time to visith us —it is a
good time to have this frank discussion.

"I believe Hawaii must face the years ahead cenfidhat our
people can stand on their own. We depend too macthe outside
world for our survival and that's a dangerous thimdo.

"All our food and consumer goods are imported. @conomy
runs on tourism and the military. Our transportatiystem runs on
oil and gas that must cross thousands of open wiilesean space to
get here.

"Our electricity system has few backups, becawmdigaiany other
state, we don't have a national power-grid to it

"If real trouble comes, our current economic dejezicy will
come to a complete halt. If you think that's aaggeration, think
about what happened in New Orleans, with all thenegations to
transportation, power, and oil. Look what happethede.

"Former Governor George Ariyoshi was right whensaé, "We
must shape our own future, not have it thrust upoby forces over
which we have little or no control.'

"Today, Hawaii remains the most oil dependenteStathe nation
with over 90 percent of our primary energy cominonf oil. And,
despite all of the efforts of the Legislature, théministration and
energy stakeholders, we are likely to remain higidpendent on
imported oil for many years to come.

"It has been said that Hawaii has more renewaidegy resources
than any state in the nation. And we do have a@indind, solar,
geothermal, ocean wave, and ocean thermal resourtiesvever,
converting those resources into usable electriitgt transportation
fuels is yet technically or financially not feagbl

"And that's because of our energy geography. Mahyour
renewable resources are on the Big Island, but miosur State's
population is on Oahu.

"Right now, Oahu's only renewable resources areiwsolar and
garbage. All of you realize wind is intermittemtdaeven building a
wind farm has been difficult because of communippasition. We
can expand the amount of solid waste we use faggnbut the total
increase will take only a small bite out of our gowiemand.

"All of you have heard much in the past year atebanol. At the
national level, the ethanol craze seems to be editgoenefit to big
corporate corn farmers. The production of etharashfcorn may not
be saving the country any imported oil.
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"For Hawaii, today we do import ethanol into th&at8. In the
future, we could make it here from sugar — and finatess is more
than six-and-a-half times as efficient as corn-athanol.

"We have very generous incentives for investmentgthanol
production. And I'm happy to say that in the nexb months, we
expect at least two Hawaii-based companies will enmrward with
serious proposals to build an ethanol plant.

"There are even more promising signs.

"Almost half the energy now consumed in Waikikused for air-
conditioning. Two Hawaii-based companies are moviogvard
with proven technology that could be used to draaby cut the
costs of cooling buildings in downtown Honolulu ahdtels in
Waikiki.

"Right now, these hotels and buildings consume foul2 times
more electricity than this new system would requMakai Ocean
Engineering and the Honolulu Sea Water Air Conditig would
use cold seawater pumped from hundreds of feetbtle surface to
do the job.

"Another promising development is underway by theversity of
Hawaii and a spin-off company called HR Bio-Petuate They have
undertaken a pioneering effort to produce renewaldks. Their goal
is to generate fuels for transportation from mamifgae and to use
carbon dioxide from power plant stacks as the entror its growth.

"This technology will use algae to produce biodiegthanol and
animal protein feed. The products will have a mbaajher market
value than if they were made from land-based plabdy salt water,
shorelands, and carbon dioxide are needed.

"I'm happy to report tests of this technology vaélgin this spring
on the Big Island at the Natural Energy Laboratomhis is
transforming technology, one that is the basis &oruniquely
Hawaiian industry to export to the world.

"Innovation comes from new ideas like this. Innina changes
the way we act and how we think about ourselvesielps us to
diversify our economy, creating better paying jédrsour citizens. It
even helps bring affordable homes within reach.

"All of us must redouble our efforts to diversifidawaii's
economy, or we will never be able to break our égaeconomic
addiction to tourism.

"To achieve this goal we must accomplish two thingirst, we
must expand the base of existing businesses tlyaa fiming wage.
And second, we must better train our workforcetf@ opportunities
of tomorrow.

"We must continue to invest in the intellectuapital we have
built in the ocean sciences, natural energy rekeastronomy, life
sciences, technology and agricultural developméAnd we must
continue to invest in the resources that help btlil intellectual
capital of our children.

"So what we plan to do is to finish what we startethe repair and
maintenance of our public schools. We have alreaage significant
progress in cutting the backlog of school repaojguts. Last year,
we put the cash up front of $168 million so the tngenerations
would not be saddled with our debt.

"Three years ago we passed the Re-inventing Eduacact and
while there have been a few bumps along the rodxtier schools,
we need to give this measure a fair chance to sdcc®ur
commitment to the parents, children and citizenthisf State is that
we won't stop until we get the job done.

"Last year, we had several significant warningh@iv unprepared
we have become on the disaster front.

"When the Ka Loko Dam on Kauai burst before dawrtte 14th
of January, 1.6 million gallons of water came raghidown on
unsuspecting residents. Seven people died, home:slaad were
ruined.

"Our courts will decide the liability issues, bwe have already
learned a tragic lesson about the disrepair antbotegf our State's
aging agriculture water systems.

"On Tuesday, September 5th, if you recall, a trhitka freeway
overpass on Oahu and turned the city of Honoluto B massive
parking lot. People heading west on H-1 took mbenteight hours
or more to reach their homes.

"Everyone had a story to tell the next day, bt tkal story was
how unprepared civil and State authorities weredéal with the
mess. They couldn't handle a big traffic jam onHhg; imagine if it
had been a Tsunami evacuation.

"And finally, forty days later, on Sunday mornintpe biggest
earthquake to hit Hawaii in more than thirty yestrsick off the coast
of the Big Island.

"Fortunately, no one was seriously injured, bwckbuts hit the
islands of Hawaii, Maui and Oahu and damages tadgeayeading in
the range of a quarter-of-a-billion dollars.

"More than a thousand homes on the Big Island wlareaged —
churches, schools and public parks too, and a ntajtel remains
closed today.

"The farming community was particularly hard hithem our
century old irrigation system was heavily damaged.

"On Oahu, 291,000 homes were without electriaityrhost of the
day.

"Communication with the public was seriously coomised. Of
the almost 50 radio stations on Oahu, only one habackup
generator.

"An investigation has determined that well ovethad of our
State's 328 civil defense sirens would not havekagif we had to
sound a Tsunami alert. The sirens had no backugpsupplies.

"So it is obvious to everyone now this level adpense is totally
unacceptable. The House will introduce a Disastep&redness bill
this year to make sure we are better preparedeketime a sudden
emergency hits the islands.

"We are also long overdue in fulfilling anothernmmitment. A
commitment to ensure that all Hawaii's childrenénadequate health
insurance.

"When we adjourn, let us look back and say we gheeeople of
Hawaii a chance to make a better life. Thank ydu,Speaker, and
in conclusion, your Majority Caucus stands readyoas body to
give its all to the people of Hawaii. Thank yoerymuch."
