Representative Ward moved that Floor Amendment Blde
adopted, seconded by Representative Meyer.

Representative Ward rose to speak in supporteoptbposed floor
amendment, stating:

"| rise in support of the amendment. Everyonskirgy in their
mind, why does this bill need to be amended? hsulfour very
brief reasons, Mr. Speaker.

"Reason number 1, good news, bad news. The gewed is that
this legislation in question would implement thensiitutional
amendment passed last fall requiring the Govemase a Candidate
Advisory Council in the selection of a nominee twe tBoard of
Regents. The good news is that the use of suchndlsuis
considered a best practice by the Association ofeBong Boards.
That's the highest level that universities resptond

"The bad news is that S.B. 14 is a 'Noah's Arla ifull house of
'me too-ism' that politicizes the selection proces®Ve further
believe, this is a quote from the Association o/&oing Boards. It
says, 'We further believe that the governing badrduld not have
designated slots because the public citizen trakipeshould be
comprised of outstanding citizens who are independe their
individual and collective judgment. They should there to serve
the people of the state, not segments of the etaspecial interest.'
It follows that, 'An advisory council or screeniogmmittee should
not be composed of a collection of special intereptesentatives,’
which leads to reason number 2, why this bill stidid amended.

"In 2005 enabling legislation, essentially likeBS14, was vetoed
by the Governor and those opposed to the adoptibrthe
amendment last fall. It does not represent refarme but rather
another example of questionable practices enddrgea legislature.
Truths that are inconvenient remain true, nonetiseléVVe need best
practice governance. The 'Noah's Ark' style gfrapch of S.B. 14
should be rejected by the House and replaced withogernor-
appointed Candidate Selection Committee, which detd reason
number 3, why this amendment should be passed.

"Because everything | just said, Mr. Speaker, ds @ene Ward,
not the Representative from Hawaii Kai. It's therde of the
President of the University of Hawaii, Mr. David Mlain, and the
Governing Association of Governing Boards. Anctliéve he is an
authority on the University and | believe he is twmme one we
honored here, which leads to my final reason. Véeoh the
University of Hawaii today, again, for the excelienthe heroes they
brought. June Jones, Colt Brennan, all of the gbauys that are
happening.

"The system has worked, the University has workedt's
producing good people. There are not constitugrisising about
the DOE, the way they would be if the UH wasn't kilng. The
point is, if it ain't broke, don't fix it. With th amendment, we'll fix
what's broken in this bill."

Representative Meyer rose to speak in supporhefproposed
floor amendment, stating:

"Thank you, Mr. Speaker. | rise in support of #mendment.

The Governarlévbe able to
appoint three members, rather than one. The Rmsaf the Senate
and you, Mr. Speaker, would appoint two, makingniore of an
equitable balance there.

It gives
the legislative members, the leadership, about pa@fticipation and
the Governor about 43%, whereas, under the Cotigtitprior to it
being amended, the Governor had 100% say as tosiwbowould
look at as possible Regents.

"The other amendment is in Section 3, subsect@n (The
underlying bill sets up requirements that BoardRefjent candidates
must come from various geographical areas, furgegmenting
people that could serve on the Board. We've ehteith that and so
there is not that requirement anymore.

"Others have talked about Richard Legon who isigent of the
Association of Governing Boards, and he makes éarclin his
testimony. He says the Governing Board shoulchast designated
slots and that's what these geographical repressrgavould be.
You know, you would have the people on the Bigridléighting for
things for Hilo and more money to start up a fat@llege in Kona.
You know, just sort of ‘Balkanizing' the process.

"The thing that we need in a Regent is truly @nding people
who are independent and public minded, and looldng for the
interest of the University System in totality. Ceoncern with the
bill and why we have brought forth this amendmentve think the
way it is outlined in S.B. 14, HD 1 goes way too ifa politicizing
the process and having the Governor appoint Regents

"We did not change some of the other things. Tdreyraising the
membership on the Board of Regents from 12 to &8,aalot of the
other things, processes that are spelled out is #mnabling
legislation. 1 think that the general public, whitrey voted on the
amendment to the Constitution, really didn't hawtear picture as to
how the process would work in the first place, ahd enabling
legislation, while something was passed last yiawas vetoed. |
think that it's very hard for people to know exgathat's going on in
this building, and | don't think they had all tleefs when they voted
on that. Il just leave it at that for now. Thaydu."

Representative Takai rose to speak in oppositiothé proposed
floor amendment, stating:

"Thank you, Mr. Speaker. | rise in opposition ttus floor
amendment. The two prior speakers talked abolitigipihg the
selection process. | submit to you, Mr. Speakeat the current
process where the Governor chooses her Regengryspolitical.
And, in fact, if you take a look at their floor antiment in front of
us, their suggestion, to me, is political. Two nbems appointed by
the President, two members appointed by the Spealketr three
members appointed by the Governor. | don't thiok gan get any
more political than that.

"In fact, Mr. Speaker, if you take a look at thedarlying bill, S.B.
14, H.D. 1, you will notice that we purposely cezhthe Candidate
Advisory Council with balance. Three elected a#fis appointing
three members; the Senate President, the HousekeSpaad the
Governor. And we have four more or a clear majoof the
Candidate Advisory Council being appointed by tlaeuity Senate,
by the Student Caucus, by the Emeritus Regentshwaride Alumni
Association. If you take a look at our proposat, Bpeaker, | think
that our proposal is the farthest thing from poiifing the selection
process.

"Two years ago, Mr. Speaker, in the 2005 Sessienpassed not
only the constitutional amendment bill, but we alsassed the
codifying language, S.B. 1257. In her objectionsStB. 1257, the
Governor wrote to us that if the constitutional adment as
proposed and S.B. 1256 is ratified, the statutbgnges described in
this bill could be introduced as legislation in tH@07 Session and
enacted in time to meet the new constitutional irequents.

"l bring this up, Mr. Speaker, because | think treters of this
State knew very clearly what they were voting &kie let the voters
decide and they've decided that we are going tatera Candidate
Advisory Council with the intent of the Legislatuire 2005. And
which | believe today is reflected in S.B. 14 whishggests that
these Candidate Advisory Councils will be comprisefd these
individuals selected by the seven constituencies.

"In addition, Mr. Speaker, | don't know what tmroducer or the
supporters of the floor amendment were thinking, the idea of
eliminating the geographic requirements for certdRegents
confounds me. If you take a look at page 10 on 94. the
underlying bill, right now we allow for two membédrem the county
of Hawaii, two members from the county of Maui, amte member
from the county of Kauai, and seven members from @ity and
County of Honolulu, with three additional membeeiny selected at
large. The University of Hawalii is a State ingtitn. It's comprised
of ten campuses, statewide. Why, then, would somsoggest that
we eliminate the geographic requirements for tleestain Regents?
| don't understand.

"The introducer of this amendment also talked &bour
recognition of the University on it's 100th annisesty, and the floor
presentations that we did today, as well. | sulimhim, as well as
other Members of this body, that the proposal thathave put forth
in House Draft 1, would provide the University witie opportunity
to flourish and move them into the second centdrpromise. |
think the amendments that they provide in thisflamendment does
otherwise.

"So, Mr. Speaker, | urge all Members to vote dathis floor
amendment and to move forward on the proposal i H. Thank
you."

Representative Rhoads rose to disclose a potecoiaflict of
interest, stating:

"Mr. Speaker, | just wanted to request a ruling arpossible
conflict of interest. My wife works for the compathat's owned by
one of the current Regents. Thank you," and thairQtuled "no
conflict.”

At this time, the Chair called for the question.
Representative Meyer rose stating:

"Mr. Speaker, | think we have a few more speakersur side. [l
yield to Representative Marumoto."

Representative Marumoto rose to speak in suppahteoproposed
floor amendment, stating:

"Thank you very much. | rise to speak in favotted amendment.
| favor this amendment because it would eliminagsighated slots.
Mr. Richard Legon testified. He's the Presidenthef Association of
Governing Board of Universities and Colleges. Hadsthat a
constituent-based council may make it difficult fitwe council to
recruit and screen regent candidates who possesbrttad vision
and qualities to lead Hawaii's higher educationttie challenges
ahead.

"Also, Ms. Barbara Beno, President of the Wes#ssociation of
Schools and Colleges Accrediting Commission for @amity and
Junior Colleges, that oversees the accreditationgss for the seven
community colleges in the UH System, expressedvatiens about
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the proposed Advisory Board stating that, '‘a ctusticy based
advisory body could contribute to the politicizatiof governance at
the University of Hawaii." Thank you very much."

Representative Chang rose to speak in oppositidhet proposed
floor amendment, stating:

"Thank you, Mr. Speaker. In opposition, and makalve the
words of the Representative from Pearl City ingkde they were my
own. And | have a few more comments.

"In 2006, the Legislature passed S.B. 1256 andeag&now, the
Governor vetoed it, calling it premature. The nueaswas
reintroduced this year based on the voters' cakfiange. We want
to respect and honor the voters' choice and realilst Mr. Speaker,
we have no other option. We have a responsitidityring life to the
expressed wishes of Hawaii's voters.

"The Constitution was amended to change the pscaed we have
an obligation to act as agents for that changeth \tifie support of
this Senate, we have produced a solid, comprehenfsix-reaching
bil. We gave an opportunity for interested pati® present
concerns regarding our proposed Advisory Counciketsforth in
S.B. 14. When the Administration did not submittien testimony
at the hearing on this bill, we contacted the Gowes education
point person, her Senior Policy Advisor.

"We asked for the Governor's input on S.B. 14.stdad we
received comments on S.B. 617, which had beendnted at the
Governor's request stating that the Governor shaldose the
Council and appoint its Chairman. It was cleart ttheey felt the
Governor's wish to maintain control superseded tleople's
unequivocal call to remove politics from the eqoati They
continued to deny the need for change, ignore alidar change and
opposed our efforts to bring about change.

"This bill stands for the reality of a Council @futstanding
individuals who have a stake in our University ystand rise above
partisan politics and provincial concerns. Theljoubas called for
real change and S.B. 14, S.D. 1, H.D. 1, Mr. Speak&ivers real
change."

Representative Meyer rose to respond, stating:

"Thank you, Mr. Speaker. | just want to respoadsodme of the
comments that have been made here. Various sgeakee alluded
to the fact that the voters knew what was in thiattat was vetoed.
| think most of us who have served here for mamgryénow that
the general public rarely knows what bills are geargued down
here. Only the people that would be directly affdc Even then, it
doesn't happen, such as the bar owners who hav&0dés of their
business because of something that went on herthagpdlidn't even
know it was happening. So, to think that the \®tat-large knew
anything about this bill that the Governor vetoggust specious. It's
just not a fact.

"I want to read the amendment description andgtiestion that
was put before the voters back in November of 200&he
amendment description is to amend Article 10, act of the
Hawaii Constitution to modify the appointment prsgefor the
University of Hawaii Board of Regents by requiritige Governor to
nominate candidates for the University of HawaiiaBb of Regents
from a list of individuals submitted by a Candidaivisory Council
for the Board of Regents of the University of Hawai

"The question on the ballot was, 'Shall the Gowebe required to
select Board of Regents candidates from a pool wélified
candidates screened and proposed by a Candidaisofg\Council
for the Board of Regents at the University of Haveai provided by
law?'

"It didn't say anything about how that Advisoryu®ail would be
chosen. It didn't say anything about the geogaplats that would

be out there. It didn't say anything about how ynpeople on that
Advisory Board the Governor would be able to appoihdidn't talk
about the Candidate Advisory Council being freerfrihe Sunshine
Law. There's a whole lot of details that the publad absolutely no
privileged information on. So, | would disagreahwihat.

"The question from the Representative from Pedyl &out why
would our amendment eliminate those geographicaissis that it
limits the pool. It takes five Regents and sayytimust come, two
from the Big Island, two from Maui, and one fromué& When
you're looking for Regents, you're looking for thiéghtest you can
find. You want people who are accomplished indiaid, who are
highly intelligent, who would want only the best fine University.
Why would you want to limit that because they didine on one of
those islands? What if you had some fabulous pebpre, but
because now you have to pick these slots, you twapet these five
aside. As far as the student member, we are ... "

Representative Pine rose to yield her time, arel Ghair, "so
ordered."

Representative Meyer continued, stating:

"Thank you, Representative. We already have stude
representation with a student member on the BodrdRements.
There's just too much politics. The idea thatriire political with
the legislative leaders and the Governor. At |ghsty're looking out
for the interest. When you have these furthersiivis, such as
student members, faculty members, alumni membéFhese are
constituencies that are looking out for their yngtitty' stuff that they
care about. The Regents are supposed to be wagragooking at a
broad picture over the whole University System.

"| think that this amendment is a good compromikecertainly is
a compromise from the bill that the Governor prefér so | think we
are trying to look for a middle ground here. Itjusnted to point out
that under the system we've had for all these maayy years under
many, many Governors, the Governor was responsifilee buck
stopped there. She selected, Governor Cayetanoewsh they
always had a group of people who would recommensgipte people
for the Board of Regencies. But if they pickedeanbn', you knew
who took the blame. It was the Governor. Withsthystem, we
don't know where these names came from.

"And it still limits the pool. Under our amendmgeme've kept
much of the language of the underlying bill. Treetf that the
advisory group must send up two names, no more fihannames,
it's limiting, it's limiting our pool. And, agaims far as getting rid of
the geographic representation, it's not that wewafior geographic
representation. Our bill demands it. There's igple room. Thank
you, Mr. Speaker."

Representative Ward rose to respond, stating:

"Thank you, Mr. .Speaker. Just to add on a cooplpoints. |
think what we're bifurcating is professionalism apadliticization.
And the reason why we're citing the Association Gdverning
Boards is because they are the governing boartdeofuhiversities
who say what is the best practice. And granteel,aimendment to
the Constitution was the best practice. We'reangtiing against the
Advisory Council. That's the best thing to do. &/the Governing
Boards are saying, however, you don't politicizesthand write them
into the 'Noah's Ark', with a little bit here, aadittle bit there.

"For example, if we had five Einsteins or Harlelev@lands from
Kauai. According to this bill, we couldn't appothiem because we
didn't bifurcate according to the islands and negio And the other
reason why this bill may look political to somebiscause three out
of seven was a compromise. If we went back tatirenal, with the
Governor appointing all 12, they say, 'That's unfa¥ou're being,
we're being status quo.' But the reason why ikddike we still are
ceding to the Majority and | can see they are yeaitited about this
bill, is that we've got three out of seven, thegeeéthe rest of them.

Representative Caldwell rose to speak in oppositio the
proposed floor amendment, stating:

Thid,lthe underlying bill,
if you look at (d) 4,it says, 'Develop and implement a fair,
independent and nonpartisan procedure for selecimglidates to
serve on the Board of Regents.'

MauSpeaker, pick
one out of seven, and so forth for this Board. s, actually
diminishing politics, and defusing power to thoséoware not
politicians in elected office. That is a good thihwe're really going
to bring about autonomy to the University of Hawali seems like
the other side is more concerned about the polad trying to
reserve as much power for the Governor in selettindRegents. It's
the wrong way to go, Mr. Speaker.

"The other thing is, somehow it's been impliedt ttreere aren't
qualified people on the Neighbor Islands. That smmewhat
shocking when you think about the fact that just laveek, and
they've talked about this, we honored the UniversitHawaii for it's
100th Anniversary, and who sat on the floor righttrohere, Mr.
Speaker? Mr. Robert Fujimoto, one of the greatides from the
Island of Hawaii and from Hilo. We need more Rolfewjimotos
and there are Robert Fujimotos on every one ofethigands, Mr.
Speaker. The unfortunate thing is they're notcsete This bill
would make sure that we pull from the diverse papah of our
State, and it is more representative.

"Just this Sunday, in the paper, it was pointetl tbat the Big
Island, for example, is growing by 15%. The pofiakais shifting.
That needs to be recognized. And the talent fram Neighbor
Islands has to be recognized. Why would we somethavk there
aren't those qualified people there?

"And, finally, when they talk about electorate amdether they're
qualified and know what they're voting on, | thinle need to give
more credit, and | think the majority of the mensbérere give
complete, absolute credit to the members who viteerefor us,
when we run, or on amendments, or on other bill®rdinances.
They know what they're voting on. And anyone whao put down
the electorate and somehow think that they arermtified and don't
know what they're voting on, is, to me, very tranglin a democracy
like ours.

"We heard our own Governor talk about letting pre®ple decide.
She was willing to allow those people to decide.e,Were, the
Majority, do accept the people's decision and wedrte give them
credit. They know what they're doing. Thank ybr, Speaker. |
hope Members will vote down the amendment."

"So, | believe that the way we're moving with ttparticular
measure is going to depoliticize the process delecof the
university's Board of Regents and once again miogeUniversity to
greatness. Thank you."

Representative Ching rose to speak in oppositiothé measure,
stating:

"Thank you, Mr. Speaker. |rise in oppositionr.8peaker, today
we had some All-Americans on the floor and | takepiration from
all people who make it their focus to decide thatedlence is their
top priority.

"l used to teach class at Maemae about some oél#ments of
what might help people in terms of coaching. Angfather always
taught me, keep your eye on the ball. So, wheachgally did teach
me baseball, he said, 'Corinne, when you're hittity the baseball
bat, keep your eye on the ball." To me, this pafdegislation, when
| think about what | know what my constituents haatked to me
about, is that they want an excellent Universityhat's the goal.
That's the destination. That's the prize. When going to keep
your eye on the prize, it's about an excellent Brsity. Because
with an excellent University, we have people whe going to stay
in Hawaii and build our economy, etc. And so teason | would
believe that | would vote to depoliticize a processuld be again,
towards the ultimate goal, to keep an excellenvéhsity.

We have our checks and balances in contrbleobudget in
Senate confirmation, and | don't think we havel$o &y and control
the appointment process. For this reason, | watdeskpress this
deep reservation."

Representative B. Oshiro rose to speak in supgdiie measure,
stating:

"Mr. Speaker. |rise in support. Just very byiefl'd like to point
out, the University has autonomy, and it's realy m the same
stature or league as any other Executive agenclysario make the
comparison, | think is unfair. What we want fromr dJniversity is
an independent body that can truly guide itselfaials excellence in
education.  And it's totally different than an adisirative
commission and/or board who are a part of the Gmré&y Cabinet. |
don't think that that comparison is in any way ftoeidus.”

Representative Ward rose to speak in supporteofiteasure with
reservations, stating:

"l rise in opposition for the very fact that whilie argument is,
what | hear the Majority arguing is in effect, whhée data says is a
bad argument. It doesn't work. | started my ihtiion as saying
what the best practices are. What the good newsMbat the bad
news is, and the data says, is that's not the avgpt That's not the
way the governing bodies of the universities of Aiggeare doing it.
So, as policymakers, we want to have good drugpoliWe want to
have good affordable housing policies. We wartawee good every-
kind of policy, and we're saying is that the dagssthat this is bad
policy. It's as simple as that, and it's no ntben that. It's simply a
bad practice, which those in the know and the geifmals have
said, because that's what the data says.

Representative Meyer rose to speak in suppofiefrteasure with
reservations, stating:

When thidl ias heard in the
Higher Ed Committee, the people that are probaisynost affected
and know more about it, presented testimony in spion to this
bill. From some of the comments we've heard from dther side,
you might think that there was just unanimous aaes$. That this is
just a marvelous piece of legislation. Not so.esRtent David
McClain from the University of Hawaii testified dgat this. Mr.
Ralph Wolf with the Western Association of Schoated Colleges,
he said he didn't see any need for it. He's beemseeing the
activities at the University, and checks on what fRegents are
doing. There was no kind of mismanagement or aagan that we
should suddenly have a full scale change of howgthiare done
there.

"Ms. Barbara Beno, who is the President of the téras
Association of Schools and Colleges, she, too, gertestimony
against this and showed all kinds of evidence tihiatis not the way
to operate. And then finally, Richard Legon, Riesi of the
Association of Governing Board of Universities afdlleges, took
the time to send testimony in trying to point otk tvery real

problems with this new approach that we're lookah¢pking. So for
those reasons, | will be voting no."

Representative Evans rose to speak in supporhefnieasure,
stating:

"Mr. Speaker, | rise in support. We had a lotlebate, but I'd like
to point out that, we're in Hawaii, and we're vanique from other
states. We're an island state, and as a Neigklzordl legislator, I'm
very pleased to see in this bill that we're lookiag regional
placements because the University is spread outsscall the
islands. We all have unique issues on our islaf@s.the Big Island
where | am a Representative, we are very geograibhichallenged
with the distances. | think having representafimm the islands is
very critical to what the future of our Universit/going to look like.
I think we need that input, so I'm really pleasbdw that.

"The other thing is, | don't think anyone in thisdy should be
surprised that other university leaders would comntigat they don't
particularly like this, because it's all about coht They're worried
that the Legislature may be sticking their nose inow things are
going to be managed by the University, but | thin&t's our job. |
really do.

"l really am pleased that one of my colleaguesifeai out that we
try to give a lot of autonomy to the University,dathat it was the
Legislature that we gave that autonomy. But I8s aur job to make
sure that they' were looking at how the Universtyun, and how the
money is being spent. We have a responsibilitigink, to comment
on what the future of the University is going toldike.

"l would say that this bill is all about the lomgerm vision of the
University. | think we get caught up in this vesigort term, right
now, what's happening. | think we need to lookh&t bill in terms
of what is going to happen with the University otiee long term.
This is good policy to go in this direction and bathat regional
input. Thank you."

Representative Bertram rose to speak in suppothefmeasure
with reservations, stating:

"l just rise with reservations. | do support thgl. | have
reservations mainly because of what the Represesgabrought up
about testimony from the University of Hawaii artthers who | do
respect. But | also respect the House's inteishike things up’. I'm
one who believes in things like that and so | appte this
opportunity to actually to see what we can do takshthis up.
Thank you."

Representative Meyer rose to respond, stating:

"Thank you, Mr. Speaker. I'm sure you're getttirgd of me
popping up here, and | promise this is the lasetinh just want to
clarify one thing. The Representative from Waintatked about
university presidents testifying against this. wsdly, the names that
| had mentioned, only one of the four, was a umitgpresident, and
that was David McClain. The others work for lamyganizations
that oversee universities. Thank you."

Representative Marumoto rose to respond, stating:

"Very briefly, Mr. Speaker. It's my second timisimg with
reservations. The autonomy provision actually erfosm the 1978
Constitutional Convention and | think the Univeysitas proposing
it because they felt there was undue legislatiflience. So that
was just the genesis of this constitutional prarisi Thank you."

The motion was put to vote by the Chair and cdrréad S.B. No.
14, SD 1, HD 1, entitled: "A BILL FOR AN ACT RELANG TO
THE UNIVERSITY OF HAWAII," passed Third Reading layvote
of 42 ayes to 3 noes, with Representatives Chingyevland Ward
voting no, and with Representatives Finnegan, LuWe,Oshiro,
Saiki, Takamine and Thielen being excused.
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At 1:43 o'clock p.m., the Chair noted that S.B. 4, SD 1, HD 1,
passed Third Reading.
