Ethical Recruitment of Nurses for Licensure polgtatement, the
NCSBN stated that they support “the lawful entrynofrses from
other countries provided they meet U.S. federal ignation and
labor requirements, and obtain and maintain a \siite or territorial
license to practice." They also state that ethieaiuitment includes:
transparency in all communications and any offérermployment;
making available all information necessary for afoimed decision
concerning the circumstances and laws bearing assitrg borders,
immigration, labor environment, and the potentialvnliving and
working conditions; full disclosure of requiremenfsr nurse
competency in the workplace; adoption of high eth&tandards in
nurse recruiting; and development of sanctiongtfose engaging in
unethical practices.

"It is extremely important that Hawaii keeps itarglards high
even when facing a nursing shortage and | urge afigagues to
vote in favor of these Resolutions.
