Basically, that's how | rehid t It's that, is it too
easy to build a carehome?

"Mr. Speaker, as your prior Chair of Human Sersjd&/e looked
at the issues that carehome operators have fdtea challenge just
to open one. |It's a very, very huge role. It salgi months
sometimes to a year to get licensed. They tryuitdthomes that
will comply with the very strict standards that aet. Carehome
operators care for a lot of our elderly, peoplehvdisabilities, people
that are related to us, people who are aged. faey to find homes.
People that were in Waimano Home, but were ordbyethe courts
that they should not be institutionalized can harflhd homes.
There's not enough adult residential carehomesrtte for all those
individuals out there that we are responsible for.

"If we are going to move on this, and the Houssaiging that we
should adequately look at this issue, and theudtitis that it's too
easy and we should make it harder, | think we'regdhe wrong
way. If what's being addressed here really isishees in Manoa, |
will trade you the transition homes in Waipahu &ade all of those
adult residential carehomes in Waipahu, it's fiBecause you know
it's easier to open a transition home than itrissédential carehome.

"And mind you, Mr. Speaker, that this bill is @rtly an outcry
from a special group or a special community. Haoaveut is
detrimental for the carehome industry that is nemgsto benefit
those who are less fortunate, those who are didadrieaged, and
those who cannot fend for themselves. We are gbankwards.
Thank you very much."

Families takingnt into their
homes, anywhere from $1,000, $1,050 to $2,600.reByricting the
building of more carehomes, we are putting moredéas on us to
come up with more tax dollars to finance them. tdomention that
they get better care in carehomes.

"l believe that this problem comes from the publicof the
carehomes in Manoa. So | say that this bill islIBY issue. The
two problems that we're facing are that most of thider
neighborhoods have to take these carehomes nowudeecae're
moving into planned communities. And planned comities in
their covenants do not accept carehomes. | segdiheif, it's being
asked to expand more residential communities foehmames. But
this measure is restricting them.

"We've heard and read bills in the Human ServiCesnmittee
against outsourcing our elderly. Sending them he mainland
because we don't have enough care. And we haweutzny for
those. But we cannot have it both ways, Mr. Speak¢e don't want
to send our elderly to the mainland, but yet wendbwant to expand
services for them as well. | think that we needntake a decision
here. Do we want to save money in caring for dderty? Do we
want to keep them in our community? Or we will gith this
NIMBY issue. And that's my case, Mr. Speaker."

Representative Manahan rose to speak in oppositionboth
measures, stating:

"Thank you, Mr. Speaker. | also rise in oppositito these
measures. Just the other day we had a group eli@aue operators,
quite a significant number of carehome operators hvad taken an
issue with the way the Department of Health wasdaoeting their
inspections. | don't think that the Departmentefalth should be
conducting the study for one. And until those éssare resolved, |
would have serious concerns, and | would like teerh written
comments."

"Mr. Speaker, | believe residential carehomes wibn become
the backbone of our geriatric and palliative caResidential homes
are an alternative to institutionalization, prowiglian environment
where our elders who are more independent andreequiore basic
level of medical attention can enjoy their goldeears with a
minimum of interference. These homes assure that dients
maintain the highest level of independence anditjigwhile at the
same time ensuring the safety that completely iaddpnt living
cannot ensure. Although it is true that the hoaresnot subject to
the same kind of zoning requirements that othemlesses are, the
proprietors of these important businesses are medjto have facility
experience and be licensed by the State.

"Proponents of this measure have cited traffic gratking
concerns, for the most part this is simply untrudany of these
seniors are in carehomes because they are notevasiil do not own
vehicles, the operators in most cases do their ghgp run their
errands, and assist in recreational activities.

"As for trash collection, noise, and EMS servidbgse problems
are present in every corner of Hawai'i, be it ranaas with lack of
ambulance services and trash pick-up or crowdedetstr and
apartments that EMT's have difficulty getting tdir. Speaker, we
are not describing twenty-year olds that move iari@partment and
party. These are our elders; they make no moreenttian they
would if they were the relatives of the peopledaxsj in the area.

"The alternatives would be commercial care whickuld burden
the taxpayers even more than presently as registensing staff and
doctors would need to be present or on-call atimks. This may
also adversely affect the cost of healthcare. 3peaker, as our baby
boomer generation reaches its sunset we will assasevell we
should, the responsibility of caring for our motheand fathers.
Please do not let legislation such as this hamper af our most
important tools in this challenge.”

Representative Magaoay rose to speak in opposiiorboth
measures, stating:

"Thank you, Mr. Speaker. On those two Resoltitrat we have
in front of us, | stand in opposition.

| think right now the caregivers and the commurdtg coming
together as one. Before they had no voice. Tleyectogether as
one as we go further.

"So, Mr. Speaker and colleagues, I'm asking thatnat support
this. | think it's too premature. Let's wait, base they're meeting
right now. This is the first time | have ever hais group meeting
on a one-to-one basis, instead of have three tp anfour to one.
Thank you."

Representative Ching rose to speak in supportotfi measures
with reservations, stating:

"Thank you, Mr. Speaker. | rise with strong resg¢ions. And |
ask that the words of the speaker from Kalihi, &l &s the North
Shore be entered as my own.

"Thank you, Mr. Speaker. In opposition. Mr. Sker, I'm not
afraid to say, 'special interests'. The speciar@st in this bill is for
all of the seniors and the elderly in Hawaii. We &inding that
better care can happen in a community. They femlena part of
families. And what happens in adult residentialebames is that
you have families taking in elderly to become at pdutheir family.

"Not two years later in November of 2001, when oation was
reeling from the attacks in New York and Washingid, we came
back in Special Session to pass a number of meadnotuding one
to change the initial funding formula for the TobacSettlement
Trust Fund and diverted 28% of the funding to thestruction of the
UH medical school in Kakaako. In 2001, we reduced initial
commitment to the Rainy Day Fund from 40% to 24.5%lore
importantly, in 2001, we reduced the money goirtg ihe Tobacco
Prevention and Control Trust Fund from 25% to 1%5 The
commitment to use 28% of the funds for the UH Mati8chool is
much more than covering $150 million bond floats teally about
spending $300 million.

"The debt service agreement was originally peggetB02 million
or around $10 million for 30 years. In additiometUniversity
committed to raising $150 million in matching funts cover the
cost of renovating the old Biomedical Science boddto cover the
cost of construction of a new Cancer Research Camg to cover
the operational costs of the new Medical Schoolmasiin Kakaako.

"On February 25, 2004, David Morihara, former DBt of
Government Relations wrote to us, 'We anticipate thsubstantial
portion of the operating costs of the core faeitwill be funded in
future years mainly through the extramural fa@hti and
administrative recovery mechanism and secondathipugh the
interest earnings on endowments generated from rngaMI
opportunities and a contribution from the ancillagrvices provided
on campus.'" Director Morihara also provided ushwit chart
explaining the operating cost projections from FO02 to FY 2009.
The chart shows that there were initial State fuaid$1.8 million to
fund a start-up of the medical school in FY 05. @dditional $3.9
million was needed in FY 06 to carry the medicdict through its
second year transition. However, in FY 07, whiglvy the way this
year, the operations of the Medical School werepsgpd to be
nearly 100% self-sufficient.

"At that time in 2004, their own figures suggestidt only
$364,000 was needed in additional State funds toabe the new
facilities. They projected needs of $352,000 in@8y and $337,000
in FY 09."

Representative Berg rose to yield her time, arel @hair, "so
ordered."

Representative Takai continued, stating:

"Thank you. On March 7, 2005 President David MaClwrote, 'l
do want to acknowledge that with regards to thediiog of the
operating costs of the research building and theatibnal building
of the John A. Burns School of Medicine, at its nieation in
Kakaako, initial commitments made in 2001 at thmeti the
construction of the new facility was approved haerb shown with
the passage of time to have been overly optimistifresident
McClain's comments were welcomed and necessary.

"Two years ago he committed to redoing the finangians for the
Medical School. He brought in Professor Shirleyie&s to come up
with a new plan. At that time, we approved an todal $3.7
million for both FY 06 and FY 07. This temporamynfling was
placed in our budget as a proviso because the tsilyeommitted
to fixing their balance sheets by June 30, 200Zcaofding to their
commitments just two years ago, they were only gdinneed $3.7
million for two years. Afterwards, their financiplan suggested that
very little State funds will be needed in this betfpr the operations
of the Medical School.

"So what happened this year, Mr. Speaker? Thevadsity
requested $4.1 million for FY 08, and $4.35 millitox FY 09, in
addition to the $3.7 million in the two year pravisJust two years
ago they said that they would need little to naeSfands to operate
the Medical School. And this year they say tha/till need $15.8
million for the next two years in new money. Tlhgsabsolutely
irresponsible.

"A few weeks ago we passed our version of theeStatlget. |
said then that | would support increasing the Ma&ld8chool base by
$3.63 million and $3.95 million for the next twaséal years. Our
budget was and continues to be very generous. tdtaé general
fund support to the Medical School in our budgetabout $5.6
million each year. But the University said thaivis still around $4
million short in operating funds, even after ouryvgenerous support
in our budget. So what did they do?

"They now propose making up the difference utiligthis bill. |
asked Vice President Gary Ostrander what would émjifothey did
not get the additional $4 million for each of thexntwo years. He
said that they would be able to survive, but wéked to make some
reductions to their financial plans. | told himatthis comments on
right-sizing the budget were the same commentswieaheard two

years ago. Did the University right-size their getitwo years ago?
The answer is, no. If they did right size the ketdigvo years ago,
would we be in this predicament today, Mr. Speak@&itat answer
is, no.

"This bill will allow the University to access tefzer monies from
the 28% annual allotment. The University did rafioe the bonds
last year. And we need to acknowledge and thaekntfor this.
Now the payment for FY 08 is $6.6 million, and tieyments for the
out years are a little less than $10 million eaelary If this bill
passes, the University will realize a lot of mondyext year with a
significant increase in funds going into the Tolma&ettlement Trust
Fund, we calculate that the University will realere additional $11
million in FY 09, and beyond, if this bill passelse University will
receive an additional funds in excess of $8 mill@th year. How
can we in all good conscience provide this amodrfunds to the
University?

"What we are saying with this bill is the Univeysis no longer
responsible to keep their commitments, no longquired to keep
their financial books balanced because they caay@wome back to
us if they should fall short. Is this a good mege®a My answer is,
absolutely no.

"l want to talk a little bit about our commitmetd the Cancer
Research Center. Recall that in 2001, when weocapdrthe use of
the Tobacco Fund for the Medical School, that theiversity
commitment was to provide the necessary funds tstoact a new
Cancer Research Center facility. Last year we qgh<3B 2961
which became Act 316. This bill increased the @ge tax from
$1.40 per pack, to eventually $2.60 per pack in120$ome of this
increase was to pay for the construction and ojpestof the new
Cancer Research Center. In fact, the University meceive $11
million, $16 million and $22 million for the nexhiee years for the
construction and operations of this new Cancer &ekeCenter.
Last year, in my Floor speech ..."

Representative Nishimoto rose to yield his time] the Chair, "so
ordered."

Representative Takai continued, stating:

"Thank you. Mr. Speaker, | will continue, butfay this. | was
not going to give this speech two days ago.

Your vote was a message to the Univeasityto all those
who spend taxpayer dollars that you must honor pooimises. You
must honor your commitments. | realize this Flspeech is a little
long, but | felt as | said before, compelled to fagse words and |
hope that | have clearly explained that our no wdteo days ago
were based on sound public policy and sound fisolty. There is
no need for apologies, and no needs for regretsank you, Mr.
Speaker."

Representative Mizuno rose to speak in suppothefmeasure,
stating:

"Thank you, Mr. Speaker. I'm in support. Thantuy Mr.
Speaker, just recently we've already been talkibgua doctors
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leaving our State. The shortage of physicians amuvali, especially
the Neighbor Islands, and the extreme measuresvihaeed to take
to ensure proper, accessible quality healthcaoeiirState.

"Mr. Speaker, currently we're in a crisis. We area 'perfect
storm’, when we're talking about healthcare. Yetigard the Chair
of Health, the only medical doctor of all the Stkgislators, tell us
how badly we're in it.

In addition, we should notat the other one-
third will remain here. And in all likelihood, tiiewill stay here.
The importance of that is we are keeping a steéidyream doctors
in the State of Hawaii. Moreover, | should notatt®0% of our
medical school students are residents of Hawdif6.9

"Furthermore, Mr. Speaker, | wanted to cite rastkly an e-mail
| got from George Massengale. He represents traditiba for a
Tobacco Free Hawaii. And in it he writes, in relev part, ‘Mahalo
for not voting to pass Senate Bill 1283, which wbbhve allowed
the University of Hawaii Medical School,' and tfésthe important
part, 'to keep unused portions of their tobaccteseent allocation
for operating expenses.'

"Now why | bring this is up is because he hitight on the nail.
Keep unused portions of their—this is the UH Mebfehool's, their
tobacco settlement allocation, for operating expsnsWhat this is,
Mr. Speaker, it's called the excess. If you haveexcess amount,
that money without this bill will go to the Depant of Health,
supposedly for tobacco cessation programs. Budav& know, we
don't know exactly. So if we're going to do aniguahd we should
do both. Both on UH Medical School and both onBlepartment of
Health. Because | agree with the speaker from blewt Pearl City.

We need to make people accountable. There's not doere's a lot
of truth in what the speaker from Newtown, PeatyGaid. | agree."

Representative Sagum rose to yield his time, &aedGhair, "so
ordered."

Representative Mizuno continued stating:

"Thank you. Mr. Speaker, in April of 2005, thek&ako Medical
School opened its doors. lt's still in its infaratage, Mr. Speaker.
We've got to give it a chance. We are in a heatfthcrisis. We need
to get this school established. We need to gétstiheam of doctors
to continue to come and stay in our State andaase.

Representative Chang rose to speak in supporhefnteasure,
stating:

All of ubavare in the
Legislature two years ago were very proud, andtfiagiz so, in our
role in helping establish the new Kakaako factitef the Medical
School. Were we mislead by unmet promises as \aedhifeom the
previous speaker from Pearl City? The answer idooisly, yes.
And | thank him for his historical perspective tha@s very
important for our education. But that was therd #ms is now, and
we're discussing the operation of survival of awestment in our
State's healthcare.

"This development has transformed a blightenedpdown
neighborhood into one of the brightest areas of State, as a
showcase for modern medical education and hedtkecteresearch.
It holds the potential for serving as the catafgstthe growth of the
medical biotech industry that improves human heatid extends
human life. But the John A. Burns School of Medkgialso known
as JABSOM, is much more than a shiny new buildinty. has
produced more than half of Hawaii's 3,000 activgsptians. It has
taken steps to alleviate the shortage of doctorsown Neighbor
Islands by establishing a medical residency in fiampiactice later
this year at the Hilo Medical Center, and plansetgand this
residency to Kona, Kauai and Maui in future years.

"Its annual class of 62 medical students inclusteae of the best
and brightest youths in our State. Our studentglexin nine out of
ten past ten years, our JABSOM graduates scorecegbe national
average in US medical licensing exams. JABSOM listed this
month in the US News and World Report 2008 rankisfgdmerica's
best graduate programs. JABSOM's geriatric meeligirogram is
rated 12th best in the nation outdoing other mediciaools that have
far older reputations and far larger resources tHawaii's. Our
program was recognized for its work with senioizeits, homes to
improve medical care for our elderly, and for ésearch to help our
elderly lead healthy productive lives.

"JABSOM's faculty are also spearheading reseanth some of
Hawaii's most urgent problems, such as studying niedical
consequences of crystal methamphetamine on therhbmaén and
cardiovascular system, experimenting with the medgthat reduce
the strong addiction to ice, and opening a climicassist pregnant
women who are addicted to ice. Just this pastdayedVir. Speaker,

in the Advertiser'sheadlines, it announced a possible partnership

being considered by the Center for Disease Coaindl Prevention
with JABSOM. A prime example of the opportuniti#isat is
available for our medical school that will serve as example of
other partnership possibilities.

"The expenditure of tobacco settlement funds oBS®BM is
consistent with the special funds goal of preventtmoking and
dealing with its consequences. UH medical student$ faculty
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educate high school students about the harmfuttsffef tobacco
through the student health education program. iltheffects of

smoking is a part of its basic medical educatiomriculum and

scientific research. JABSOM's Dr. Elizabeth Tandb@n endowed
chair on respiratory health, which is leading resleanto the cause,
prevention and treatment of respiratory diseases.

"But there is a cost associated with operating arantaining
these facilities. Recent increases in utility salb@ve hit JABSOM
especially hard because of the heavy energy usishyund-the-
clock labs and scientific equipment. Accordindite administration,
the annual cost of operating and maintaining thes meakaako
facility is about $9 million a year. | know theseéoncern about the
level of State support that's needed by the Medchlool. That is
why we are requiring the University of Hawaii tongplete, as soon
as possible, a long-term business plan that incatp® the
operational cost of its Kakaako facilities and potgd overhead
income generated ..."

And | will sumnzarimy written
comments.

"| really felt that one of the priorities for théouse this Legislative
Session and the next Legislative Session was thtetig our
standards; the standards by which we operate. uBedawe do that,
I know that the work product and the policy thall wésult from the
process will be substantial and will be good anditp@ for the
entire State.

"My concern with this motion is that a motion faconsideration,
although it is permitted, by Rule 49, in section04%s really an
extraordinary motion. And for us to consider aevtitat was taken
on Third Reading where the House voted by 25 ttoill a bill, is
really extraordinary. And | feel that when we et a motion to
reconsider a vote like this that there should egher standard by
which we use to justify this kind of a vote. | ddpelieve that those
circumstances exist in this situation.

"Some will argue that some Members were abseffumsday and
were unable to cast their vote. Some will argus the Members
had been educated on this issue between the nigiieovote on
Tuesday and this evening. | don't believe thas¢htwo situations
rise to the standard that warrants reconsideratiafith all due
respect to Members who were not here on Tuesdayslthor session
was noticed to the entire public, and if Membemsldmot be here to
vote, then that is unfortunately their respondnili

"And as far as educating members between Tueskdayight of
the vote, and today, the Members had an opporttmibe educated

and the leadership had an opportunity to educatétgmbers on this
measure in Committee and on the Floor and in Caucdisd the
leadership did not do that. For these reasonppbse this motion.
Thank you."

Representative Saiki's written remarks are asvial

"Mr. Speaker, | am in opposition to the motiorréoonsider action
previously taken on S.B. 1283.

"Two days, ago, on April 10, 2007, the House vaagdinst S.B.
1283 on Third Reading. The vote was 21 in favat a5 opposed.
Five members were absent and did not vote.

"Today we are being asked to reconsider that voteppose the
motion for three reasons. First, while | acknowledhat Rule 49
and Section 450 dflasonspermit motions to reconsider, the House
has not used this procedural motion in modern hjigtoreverse this
body's disapproval of a bill on third reading. dther words, the
motion being presented today is unprecedentedoriethe House
is using a lax standard to evaluate this motiorhirdl there is
no justification to reconsider our previous vote.

"The Democratic leadership is offering two argutsein support
of this motion. First, that five Members were aiisen Tuesday.
Second, that Members have been "re-educated" anl333.

"Both arguments are insufficient to meet the hgyandard that
should be used to evaluate a motion to reconsiBgranalogy, the
House should consider adopting a standard like tised by the
Circuit Courts. Rules 59 and 60 of the Hawaii Rulsf Civil
Procedure impose stringent standards for motiomsdonsider. For
example, reconsideration is deemed appropriatelgdy a showing
of (1) mistake, inadvertence, surprise, or excusakgglect; (2)
newly discovered evidence which by due diligencald¢daot have
been discovered in time; and (3) fraud. None ebéhfactors exist
with respect to S.B. 1283.

"Today, the House has opened the door to disgdititird parties
to request reconsideration whenever (1) a membabsent and/or
(2) there is a shred of information pertaining e tmeasure that
could or should have been presented to this bodyr go the
underlying vote, but was not. Without a stringstandard in place,
it will be virtually impossible for the House to egliately evaluate
(and deny) requests to reconsider in the futurtee [&x standard that
is being adopted today could apply to virtually veote taken by
this body.

"There has been no change in circumstances since/ote on
Tuesday. If there are reasons other than the ited @bove that
warrant reconsideration, then the Democratic lesdpr should
publicly disclose them.

"The action being taken on S.B. 1283 is just oxen®le of the
need for this body to heighten the standards bychvhie make
decisions and manage legislation. If we heightandards, we will
enact more substantive, progressive and far-regdeiislation that
will benefit the entire State. If we do not, thee will continue to
hold this body hostage to narrow interests (witbhstructed access
to the Legislature) that may be unconcerned wighithpact of their
actions upon the rest of the State.

"For these reasons, | oppose the motion to redensi

stating:

"Thank you, Mr. Speaker. | rise in support. Inted to look at
both sides of this issue and | just very much wdikd to see our
doctors be supported as was said. In fact, I'dt@skcorporate the
words of the Representative Kalihi, as well asahe from Kona and
they do make a difference, especially in tobacaatrod But you
know in a bigger picture, the Medical School ishinmg jewel for
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our State. If we want to be the Wellness Statéchwhthink we are
positioned to be, uniquely between west and east, lahave my
friends from the East Coast who are saying, 'l warlearn Chinese
medicine'. And then | have relatives who tell f¥gur husband, a
western medicine doctor, should go to China andtjpe there
because they're in such need of Western medicine'.

"The truth is that we're so uniquely positionecbothe Wellness
State and the shining star is the Medical Schdblhas so much
potential. | remember Dr. Ed Cadman. | respeet highly. And |
just would hate to see, because of feeling thall, yau know, they
need more money, they shouldn't ask for more moety, Do we
really want another Aloha Stadium maybe? You knetere it's not
properly taken care of. It has potential to beeigat. It has the
potential to make us excellent. And for that parsdbr excellence
and for our people, for the health of our peopl&plld like to vote
yes. And may | ask that the words of also Repttasier from Hilo
as my own," and the Chair "so ordered." (By rafesconly.)

Representative Caldwell rose to speak in suppiothe measure,
stating:

"Brief comments in support, Mr. Speaker. Also Vdblike to
incorporate the comments of the Representative fidlmas if they
were my own. As far as a motion to reconsideroactireviously

taken, undemMason's there's no requirement of a higher standard.

It's a procedure that is used in Legislatures thjinout the United
States. In fact, if there is a request that therea higher standard,
then that is stated iMason's that the proper approach would be
submitting a resolution asking this House to vateito But there is
no higher standard.

"As far as what occurred with the previous votdplstand behind
my comments that initially we left the body to make decision on
its own. But in the end after further reflectiomdgpeople looking at
it and understanding the issue and understanderg s no vehicle
to take to Conference, people wanted to reconsiér vote.

Representative Belatti rose to speak in oppostiiothe measure,
stating:

"Thank you, Mr. Speaker. | rise in oppositiontiis motion to
reconsider and pass on Third Reading. Mr. Speaker,have
recently learned as early as this morning that raicg to the
National Science Foundation report, that the amaeftederal
research money coming into Hawaii has more thamléduto $169.4
million in 2004, from $81.3 million in 2000. We"adso learned by
that same article in th®tar-Bulletinthis morning, that the University
of Hawaii School of Medicine is the second larggeherator of

funds from international, State and private gramd federal grants
of the University, bringing in $61 million in 20055iven these types
of numbers and given the report that the MedicdioBt will be
entering into a possible partnership with the Cerite Disease
Control, | think it would be a more prudent apptodicwe were to
wait for that long-term plan that has been promisér that one
reason | think this measure is bad.

"A second reason is advanced by the Interim DéaheoMedical
School himself in an April 2nd, 2007 memo in whith states that
the expenditures of these funds is consistent thighspecial fund's
goal of preventing smoking and dealing with its sequences,
because medical students and faculty educate fighok students
about the harmful effects of tobacco through tipegrams. Using
that logic, Mr. Speaker, then we should also bedifum from the
Tobacco Settlement Fund the operating expensekeofSthool of
Nursing and the School of Social Work, where stisieand
graduates also work in these areas.

"A third reason I'm concerned about this propddal Speaker, is
that over the next 17 years we will be divertin® $8illion from the
Emergency and Budget Reserve Fund or the RainyADag. This
Fund, according to statute, is supposed to be d fantimes of
emergency, economic downturn or unforeseen reduatioevenues.
Mr. Speaker, we may be in good economic times rimwt,as any
financial planner would advise, we should be savVarghat time of
emergency or economic downturn. Again, Mr. Speakemore
prudent approach, especially in light of the paskbn promises, is
for this Legislature to wait for that promised leteggm business plan
that incorporates the Medical School's operatioc@dts and its
proposed overhead incomes generated by grantstfrerfederal and
private sectors. And for those reasons, Mr. Spedke opposed to
this bill."

Representative Saiki rose to respond, stating:

"Brief supplemental comments in response to tlguraent that
Mason'sdoes not provide for higher standards. Sectichaifiually
invites the Legislature to heighten standards ormation for
reconsideration. The bottom line for me is tharéhwas nothing
that was discussed tonight that is new. That wierdit or should
have known about prior to the vote on Tuesday exgniThere have
been no intervening changes between the vote osdayeand this
evening. And my concern is that unless we heigtiterstandard for
a reconsideration motion, that we really open tberdo anyone on
the outside, to third parties, to interested psyti® advocates, to
come back to the House whenever they disagree avith of our
votes and ask us to reconsider our decision. ah shuation, what
will we do? What standard will we apply when wensider those
kinds of request? Thank you very much."

Representative M. Oshiro rose to speak in supgfdiie measure,
stating:

"Thank you, Mr. Speaker. | rise in support ofthiotion and the
underlying bill. | would just like to make a fewomments in
response to what I've listened to for the last tweninutes. First of
all, Members should understand that this is a tpege bill. It's not
very long. It contains four sections. One is etisa that deals with
its effective date, and also its four year suns&tother part of the
bill deals with the Ramseyer format of the billndAanother section
deals with the change in the Hawaii Revised Statséetion 3-28.

"What this bill does, and the purpose of this klto support the
University of Hawaii John A. Burns School of Medieiby allowing
the University of Hawaii to use its allotment of mes from the
Hawaii Tobacco Settlement fund to pay for the JAhBurns School
of Medicine operating expense, in addition to pgyiar their debt
service.

"Mr. Speaker, this bill before us would allow themuse this to
cover some of their operating expenses. Curremtréguires that
80% of the money remaining to be deposited into Engergency
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Budget and Reserve Fund, also known as the RaiyyADad, that
20% of the money remaining to go to the Tobaccosdtrgon and
Control Trust Fund. Although this mechanism wasugein 2001,
there has been no transfer of money to either #iryRDay Fund or
the Tobacco Prevention Fund because Mr. Speaker ks always
been a shortfall for debt service, of about $liamlla year. And that
has been made up within the University budget.

"But the Rainy Day Fund has received about $8.liomia year
and the Tobacco Prevention and Control Trust Fubouta$4.1
million a year. And the Department of Health's iRetion and
Prevention program, about $8.2 million dollars aryelet's get to
this bill.

"Starting next year in 2008, the State is expedttedeceive an
increase in the Tobacco Master Settlement Agreerpagiments.
With the increase, the University will have enougbney to make
their debt service payments. And based on cupmsjections, the
amount will be transferred to the Rainy Day Fund #mat amount
will be about $3 million. The Tobacco PreventiomnB would get
an additional $790,000 for a total of $6.2 million.

"Mr. Speaker, much has been said about the pranofa former
University Hawaii President, who | shall not name."

Representative Lee rose to yield her time, and Ghair, "so
ordered."

Representative M. Oshiro continued, stating:

"Mr. Speaker, | believe that that should not prdel us from
moving forward on this measure and supporting titenJA. Burns
School of Medicine and the current interim deantted John A.
Burns School of Medicine as they explore differemtding options.

"You know, | don't condone broken promises, Mre&er, but |
certainly don't condone punishing the innocent.ceitainly don't
condone punishing the institution named after GoeeeBurns and
all the supporters, all its alumni, all the profess and all the
students who have access to medical training t@rbecHawaii's
doctors.

"Mr. Speaker, someone mentioned tonight that tte8 is about
two years old. | would suggest that despite thukdém promises of a
former University President, that we do not killdathrow out the
baby with the bathwater. Mr. Speaker, the amoumtpvovide the
John A. Burns School of Medicine by this bill resitally will
probably supplant, supplant, general funds cuiyentleing
considered in this budget. So that the John A.nBuBchool of
Medicine will not get a hefty windfall with any mibaring, or any
accounting, but instead allow it to meet its debige requirements
that we created and endorsed back in 2001. Mrak&we may |
remind the Members that in House Bill 500, we appete about
$3.6 and $3.8 million for the fiscal year to sugptitre Medical
School.

"So let's be clear about what this proposal doédnder this
proposal, the Tobacco Prevention Fund will stilt, g&ill get, Mr.
Speaker, over $2 million more each year. And taeRrDay Fund
will get over $4 million per year. The Departmeoft Health
Promotion and Prevention Fund will go from $8.2limil to $12.5
million, Mr. Speaker.

"Finally Mr. Speaker, there is a provision in thiseasure that
requires reporting of all expenditures and recegftfunds to the
University of Hawaii Medical School to the Departmef Health
and to the Hawaii Tobacco Prevention and ControisTFund. It
will have to account for the receipt of any moraesl expenditure of
any monies. Mr. Speaker, for that reason alone bili is important.
If we want to hold all these entities accountalolethe expenditure
and use of the public's money, then we need theséspns and the
provisions in this measure.

"Mr. Speaker, finally, to address the concernpedple who are
very vocal and concerned about this, the Coalit@yriTobacco Free
Hawaii, and | hope they are listening in. In 20B@&waii was listed
14th on their list. This year, Mr. Speaker, we #teon the list. And
| believe Mr. Speaker we remain at 7th on thetrdisgo even higher
because Hawaii meets the requirement of havingoppiated and
spent 20% to 25% of the monies from the Tobacco tédas
Settlement Agreement on tobacco-related preverdimh cessation
programs. For this reason, Mr. Speaker, | supthistmotion and |
support the passage of this bill. Thank you."

Representative Caldwell rose to disclose a paternflict of
interest, stating:

"l want to declare a potential conflict, Mr. Speak | am on the
board of the John A. Burns School of Medicine FieBoard," and
the Chair ruled, "no conflict."

The motion that the House reconsider its prevetn on April

Mr. Speaker, this is a good bill thatlsem good message
to all the pet owners, the pet lovers and those wiay have
questionable affiliation with pets. But it lookkd it's going to take
away the old adage that psychologists always amu have a bad
day at the office, you go home and you kick the.ddgcording to
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this bill, you kick the dog, you get five years jail. | would
encourage the Judiciary Committee and all thosewayp be on it to
consider that one kick not be punished so sevérely.

Representative Herkes rose to speak in supptineaheasure with
reservations, stating:

"In support with some serious reservations. Andoubt that
psychologists tell you to go home, kick your dod.really do.
They're better trained than that. Frankly, my dag better medical
coverage than most of the people in my district.

"The problem | have with this bill is that, | hatveo dogs at home.
And when that litter was born, there was aboutveelf them. And
the owner cut their tails off. My dogs are finender this bill, he'd
be charged with a felony. There is a person héilee Aldrin, Buzz
Aldrin's son, that practices animal dentistry, d&eddoes it without
anesthesia. Under this bill, he might be chargét w felony. So
those are my concerns and | hope they're addrés€amhference.”

Representative Green rose in support of the measuth
reservations, and asked that the remarks of Regiedse Herkes be
entered in the Journal as his own, and the Chaitdered.” (By
reference only.)

Representative Cabanilla rose to speak in opposito the
measure, stating:

"Mr. Speaker, | stand in opposition on this measu This bill
attempts to elevate the status of animals to hustetns, asking for
severe penalties to humans who knowingly harm asimk is true,
Mr. Speaker, that we should not harm animals. |Believe that this
penalty to human beings asked in this bill is teeese.

"| call this the anti-human bill. | believe thatoponents of this
measure submit bills year after year to curtailkfighting. This is
actually an anti-cockfighting bill wherein the péies being asked
for, which is a Class C felony, the equivalentigéfyears in jail. |
believe, Mr. Speaker, that five years in jail i® teevere for our
constituency who believe that this is a part ofrtheritage and their
culture. The entire Hawaiian Islands, Mr. Speak®&m Hanalei to
Kona, believe that cockfighting is a sport. Comitias like Kalihi,
Waimanalo, Waianae, Laie, Kahaluu and the Northr&hand
especially the Neighbor Islands, believe cockfigltis a heritage.
Mr. Speaker, | believe that cockfighting is a sgorsome people.

"It is said that cockfighting is a poor man's gpdrbelieve there's
truth to that because they're not here lobbyingug they cannot
afford a lobbyist to represent their measure. liekie that there are
so many of our constituency out there, who are vesgntful of what
we are about to do to them through this bill. kvia this Chamber
two years ago when we made it a misdemeanor. Nanai felony.
Where do we stop, Mr. Speaker? What's next?

"To our constituents, Mr. Speaker, roosters anesiciered pets.
Secondly, Mr. Speaker, our prisons are full. Wéhee have the
capacity to imprison more people or build moreqgmis Our prisons
are now revolving doors. We spend $40 million aryte outsource
our prisoners. This will compound the current mitea of prison
overcrowding. We have to concentrate more on miotgimes. A
hefty fine will be more reasonable. I'm not askitinis body to
condone the activity, Mr. Speaker, but this bilkde more work. We
now have adequate City and County laws that dels awuelty to
animals, cockfighting, protection of animals or theisance of
roosters. We just need to enforce these lawss i§han enforcement
problem. Not an issue of inadequate laws.

"Thirdly Mr. Speaker, this bill is too broad. \Wha a pet? This
could be any animal. It could be a serpent. Weehaeard of
children being attacked and killed by dogs sucliRagweilers and
pit bulls. We never address those incidents herthis Chamber.
We never wrote any stringent punishment for petsetrowners that

endanger our neighborhoods. We are quick to \aits that protect
pet animals.

"In summary, Mr. Speaker, | believe that this tyepenalty that
we are about to vote on tonight does not fit thiener and our
constituency does not believe that it is a crim&e need to stop
incarcerating our people. Because of these readinsSpeaker, |
encourage you and my colleagues to turn in yougrgee pink slips."

Representative Evans rose to speak in suppohteofiieasure with
reservations, stating:

"Mr. Speaker, | rise with reservations. Two psintFirst, as the

Representative Ching rose to speak in supporthef heasure,
stating:

"Thank you, Mr. Speaker. In support. | want éad something
from the National Humane Society if you don't mirltisays, Senate
Bill 1665, this is the bill that | read the otheayd A pet animal is
described in Senate Bill 1665 as a domesticatethankept for
personal enjoyment and companionship, such asa foobby, for
legal sporting activities regarding property and daide, signal or
service purposes, so long as it is not bred fosemption. Poultry
as defined by Section 161 shall not be considergzbtaanimal.
Game, fish and other aquatic life not in a stateagitivity shall not
be considered pets. | do not believe that it hackfighting or
poultry, that it's affecting that. It is only afting dogs.

"Granted, | am a self-admitted, | hope there iscoaflict, dog
lover. Okay. | love dogs. Il tell you why I\le dogs. Dogs have
earned the distinction as man's best friend. Wiretir not you
realize this, you may think, 'Well, you know, a hats been said that
pigs have the same IQ as dogs. And we eat pigndradever and
things that happen Let me tell you about what dvkrabout dogs.
They were the few animals that have served aloriganyi that have
died to protect soldiers. In fact, a German shepleas recently
allowed on the Floor of Congress because of whiticadid. Dogs
are now helping us in the fight against drugs. $oge all well
know the help they do with the blind. And whatytht® in terms of
helping even children, autistic children, the elgeetc., etc. And |
don't think that our State, being one of only eigtates that has not
come up to this standard, along with pedestriaalifets and some
violence in Waikele, is helping to have an imageiwility.

"Dogs are a certain breed of animal that guardt fotect, and
serve, and | think that recent events in our City,our State,
constitute a look at what our laws are, and | thithiat by
understanding that we don't treat dogs and belpets this way is
important. | want to also share from a policeadfi 'l was involved
in a case," says this police officer, 'when thefideyd of an abused
victim broke into her home and took her tiny YoriksHTerrier. As |
was interviewing the victim in her driveway, he deqgass the house
in his big lifted SUV with the victim very distraby screamed and
pointed him out. | got into my marked police cadavent after him.
As he was speeding away, he took a right turn antsher road and
threw the little dog out the vehicle window in ftany patrol car.'
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"Domestic violence, testified in support of this.They are
mentioning how violence is very much connectedhis.t | never
thought of this, but violence towards humans, afrse, is connected
to violence in animal cruelty. Law enforcementicd#fs and
prosecutors have recognized the direct link betwa@mal cruelty
and violence to humans. Since 1970, the FBI halyaed the lives
of serial killers and found that most have killedtortured animals
during their childhood. The link between animalelty and acts of
violence."

Representative Awana rose to yield her time, ddQhair, "so
ordered."

Representative Ching continued, stating:

"Thank you. Mr. Speaker. I'm just reading frorati@ony on the
bill. The link between animal cruelty and humaplence is also
evident in perpetrators of more common forms oferioe, including
child abuse, spouse abuse and elder abuse. Btiwalanteresting
is when | read some of the testimony on domestinlence,
according to one of the authors, they actually moeed how it's
used a way to hurt a person to hurt their dog,und their beloved
pet, that this is a form of mental torture, thagéyttuse this. And
imagine, imagine a child, someone goes in, andshyour pet.
That's traumatizing.

"So, there's a problem and | just think that wechi start moving
towards a more civil society and I'd like to sestért with something
like this. Thank you."

"Third, government-run housing, like most governineentures,
tends to be inefficient and wasteful. The likelgsult of this
proposed condemnation would be to preserve a dedérig stock of
housing with substandard occupancy rates that doesnaximize
land value. A private developer unhindered byestgbvernment
would likely upgrade the units and keep them foltgupied, or even
replace them with high-rises, thus increasing thtal tnumber of
housing units available and easing our housingtager

"Fourth, such an eminent domain condemnation wtakd money
out of the pocket of the taxpayers, since the mofmy the
condemnation would then be unavailable for retuenavtax refund,
lowering the General Excise Tax, etc.

"If we really want to increase the stock of affainte housing in
Hawaii, we should give the most efficient method pybducing
supply to meet demand — private housing developedreer reign
to produce what consumers want at a price theydlieg to pay,
rather than letting an inefficient government agemiss the boat on
maximizing affordable housing units."”

And it's about parents, gligans, and those of
us with responsibility for children. The U.N. Geale Assembly
unanimously adopted the Rights of the Child on Mayer 20, 1989.
The Convention drafting process spanned ten yehnsng which
time the United States was an active participddNICEF targeted
1995 for universal ratification and on February 23995,
Ambassador Madeline Albright signed the U.N. Corieenon the
Rights of the Child for President Clinton. At tigisint, Mr. Speaker,
192 nations, including the Vatican, and every otheajor
industrialized nation are signatories to the Cotieen with the
exception of the United States and Somalia, whe me¢ ratified the
document.

"Mr. Speaker, there are 150 groups that suppt iticluding the
National Education Association, National Council 6hurches,
Jewish Women's League, House of Bishops of Episcoparch, the
Methodist Churches, Children's Defense Fund, theA3aociation,
the American Academy of Pediatrics, the list goasaad on, Mr.
Speaker. These Resolutions before us this eveniog, last
resolutions for this period of time, urges us oagain to embrace
the opportunity to 'walk the talk’, and be leadersourselves, for our
children, the nation and the world regarding thizeahat we place
on children.

"You know, being an educator, | have opportunitiegalk with
many people in many walks of life, and too often elaim that
children are our future. Children are our here aod, Mr. Speaker.
But how can any child, in any country, even in blessed country
thrive or grow to be a productive citizen if heshre lives in poverty,
lives with homelessness, lives with neglect, abudelence or
illiteracy.

D&claration of
the Rights of the Child, and the 1989 U.N. Conwantn the Rights
of the Child, were borne out of the recognitionttichildren by
reason of physical and mental immaturity need spesafeguards
and care. Mr. Speaker, the fears and unfoundedecos incited by
the home schooling law firm in Virginia is that pat's rights will be
usurped by a child's rights.

"I'm bewildered, frankly, Mr. Speaker, becausepheamble of the
Convention states specifically and | quote, 'the family as the
fundamental group of society and the natural emvivent for the
growth and well being of its members, and partidylehildren, shall
be afforded the necessary protection and assistsmdbat it, the
family, can fully assume its responsibilities withthe community.'

Article 24tetaand | quote, 'States
Parties recognize the right of the child to theogmjent of the
highest attainable standard of health and the itiasil for the
treatment of the iliness or rehabilitation of healfThe States Parties
shall strive to insure that no child is deprivedhig or her right of
access to such healthcare services.' | thank tbe ®hair of the
Health Committee for his vocal and passionate sberisi advocacy
for this specific aspect of the Convention.

"Mr. Speaker, | believe that we are at a definimgment and that
we have the opportunity to exemplify our leadershijat is a vision
of the sustainable society of healthy, productsafe, literate, and
loved individuals. Mr. Speaker, we owe a greatl dégratitude to
the home schooling law firm in Virginia for bringjnthese
Resolutions to public attention because it giveam®pportunity to
pause, and think about what we're doing here inLibgislature,
particularly at such a late hour of the day.

"Mr. Speaker, if we continue to do what we've ajsvalone, we
will continue to get the same results in our cogntin our
community, and in society. By passing these Réisols, we have a
chance to interrupt the patterns of society abaw khildren are
regarded and treated, and perhaps, actually skiftdurse of history
