A BILL FOR AN ACT

RELATING TO THE HAWAII EMERGENCY PLANNING AND COMMUNITY RIGHT-

TO~-KNOW ACT.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF HAWAII:

SECTION 1. The purpose of this Act is to clarify the
Emergency Planning and Community Right-to-Know Act reporting
requirements.

SECTION 2. Section 128E-6, Hawalii Revised Statutes, is
amended by amending subsection (a) to read as follows:

*{a) The owner or operator of a facility in the [State]
state that stores, uses, or manufactures any hazardous substance
shall comply with the following requirements:

(1) Each owner or operator of a facility in the [State]
state shall comply with the emergency planning and
notification requirements of sections 302 and 303 of
the Emergency Planning and Community Right-to-Know Act

of 1986, 42 [U-5-C—8§811002-and-110863+] United States

Code sections 11002 and 11003, if an extremely

hazardous substance is present at the facility in an
amount in excess of the thresheld planning guantity

established for the substance;

11004, shall comply with the notification requirements
of [seetior] Section 304 of the Emergency Planning and
Community Right-to-Know Act of 1986, and section
128E-7, if a release of an extremely hazardous
substance occurs from the facility."
SECTION 3. Statutory material to be repealed is bracketed
and stricken. New statutory material is underscored.

SECTION 4. This Act shall take effect upon approval.
