BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF HAWAII:

SECTION 1. Act 118, Session Laws of Hawaii 2006, as
amended by Act 89, Session Laws of Hawaii 2007, is amended by
amending section 26 to read as follows:

"SECTION 26. Any provision of this Act to the contrary
notwithstanding, the appropriations authorized under this Act
shall not lapse at the end of the fiscal year for which the
appropriations were made. All unexpended and unencumbered
balances of the appropriations made in this Act as of the close
of business on June 30, [28684] 2009, shall lapse."

SECTION 2. Statutory material to be repealed is bracketed
and stricken. New statutory material is underscored.

SECTION 3. This Act shall take effect on June 29, 2008.
