BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF HAWAILI:

SECTION 1. Section 11-7.5, Hawaii Revised Statutes, is
amended to read as follows:

"[£]§811-7.5[}] Duties of the elections commission. The
duties of the elections commission are to:

(1) Hold public hearings;

{(2) Investigate and hold hearings for receilving evidence

of any violations and complaints[+], including

absentee voting violations;

(3) Request the attorney general or the appropriate county

prosecuting attorney to bring an action to prosecute

violations of chapter 15 on behalf of the State,

county, or individual;

[3)] (4) Adopt rules pursuant to chapter 91;

[+4-] (5) Employ, without regard to chapter 76, a full-time

chief election officer, pursuant to section 11-1.6;
and

[45)] (6) Advise the chief election officer on matters

relating to elections."
