To release $2,000,000 for fiscal year (FY)
2007-2008 from the loss mitigation grant fund
to provide grants for wind resistive devices.

Appropriate $2,000,000 from the loss
mitigation grant fund.

To implement the loss mitigation grant
program, which provides grants for wind
resistive devices that increase the
registance of buildings and structures to
wind forces, it is necessary to release
$2,000,000 remaining in the loss mitigation
grant fund. These moneys were appropriated
for FY 2005-2006. However, since program
start up occurred after FY 2005-2006, these
moneys were not expended in that time period.
