A BILL FOR AN ACT

RELATING TO INSURANCE.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF HAWAIIL:

SECTION 1. The purpose of this Act is to conform current
statutes to thé recommendations of the National Association of
Insurance Commissioners to bring Hawail's insurance laws into
conformity with the federal law and national standards as
follows:

(1) Part I focuses on long-term care by promoting the
avallability of long-term care insurance, protecting
applicants for long-term care insurance from unfair or
deceptive sales or enrollment practices, updating
standards for long-term care insurance, and
facilitating flexibility and innovation in the
development of long-term care insurance coverage; and

(2} Part II enables the sharing of information by the
insurance commissioner with the insurance regulatory
agencies of foreign countries, including the sharing
of confidential information, to facilitate the
regulation of the insurance industry.

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SECTION 2. Chapter 431, Hawaii Revised Statutes, is
amended by adding to part I of article 10H three new sections to

be appropriately designated and to read as follows:

*"5431:10H-AAA Denial of clainms; com@liance requirements.

{a) If a claim under a long-term care insurance contract is

denied, the issuer, within sixty days of the date of a written

request by the policvholder or certificate holder, or a

representative thereof shall:

{1) Provide a written explanation of the reasons for the

denial; and

(2} Make available all information directly related to the

denial.

ongoing training every twenty-four months thereafter. This

training shall meet the requirements set forth in subsections

{¢) and (d).

(b} The training reqguirements of subsections (¢} and (d)

may be approved as continuing education courses under section

431:9A-125.

(c) The one-time training required under this section

shall be no less than eight hours and the ongoing training

required by this section shall be no less than four hours.

{d} The training required under this section shall consist

of topics related to long-term care ingsurance, long-term care

services, and, if applicable, gqualified state long-term care

ingurance partnership programs, including but not limited to:

(1) State and federal regulations and requirements and the

relationship between qualified state long-term care

insurance partnership programs and other public and

private coverage of long-term care services, including

medicaid;

(2) Available long-term care services and providers;

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(3) Changes or improvements in long-term care insurance;

(e} The training required by this section shall not

include training that is insurer or company product specific or

that includes any sales or marketing information, materials, or

training other than those required by state or federal law.

{f) Insurers subject to article 10H, chapter 431, shall

obtain verification that a producer received training reguired

by this section before a producer is permitted to sell, soclicit,

or negotiate the insurer's long-term care insurance products,

maintain records subject to the State's record retention

requirements, and make that verification available to the

commissioner upon reguest.

{(g) Insurer’'s subject to article 10H, chapter 431, shall

maintain records with respect to the training of its producers

concerning the distribution of its policies that will allow the

commissioner to provide assurance that producers have received

the training reguired by this section and that producers have

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demonstrated an understanding of the policies and their

relationship to public and private coverage of long-term care,

including medicaid, in the State. These records shall be

maintained in accordance with the State's record retention

requirements and shall be made available to the commissioner

upen reguest.

(h) The satisfaction of training requirements in any state

shall be deemed to satisfy the training requirements provided in

this section.”

SECTION 3. Chapter 431, Hawail Revised Statutes, is
amended by adding to part II of article 10H seven new sections
to be appropriately designated and to read as follows:

lives and those in long-term care claim status.

(d) This section shall apply to all long-term care

insurance policies or certificates except those covered under

sections 431:10H-FFF and 431:10H-HHH."
