SECTION 1. Senate Bill No. 14, Senate Draft 1, House Draft 1, is amended by amending Section 1 to
read as follows:

"SECTION 1. The purpose of this Act is to establish a candi date
advi sory council for the board of regents of the University of Hawaii
in conformty with the anendnent to article X, section 6 of the
Hawaii State Constitution, ratified by the voters on Novenber 7,
2006. This Act al so:

(1) Increases the nenbership of the board of regents of

the University of Hawaii;
(2) Prohibits a board of regents nenber from serving

nore than two consecutive five-year terns; and

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(3) Requires the senate to consider the reconfirnmation

of an i ncunbent board nenber for a second term at | east one
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hundred twenty days prior to the conclusion of the nenber's
first term
Additionally, the legislature renews its previously stated
I ntent, as provided in Senate Bill No. 1256 (2005), that "the
exi sting nenbers of the board of regents of the University of Hawaili
serve their full terns of office. As each termexpires, the regent
will be replaced by an appoi nted nenber screened and proposed by the

candi dat e advi sory counci |

SECTION 2. Senate Bill No. 14, Senate Draft 1, House Draft 1, is amended by amending Section 2 to
read as follows:

as provided in this Act.

SECTION 2. Chapter 304A, Hawaii Revised Statutes, is anended by
adding a new section to part | to be appropriately designated and to
read as foll ows:

" §304A- Candi dat e advi sory council for the board of regents of the

Uni versity of Hawaii. (a) There is established the candi date

advi sory council for the board of regents of the University of Hawaii

to present to the governor pools of qualified candi dates from which

the nenbers of the board of regents shall be nom nated and, by and

with the consent of the senate, appointed by the governor. The

candi date advi sory council shall establish the criteria for

qual i fying, screening, and presenting to the governor candi dates for

nenbership on the board of regents. The candi date advi sory counci

shall be attached to the University of Hawaii for adm nistrative

purposes.

(b) Except as provided in subsection (c¢), wthin sixty days of

convening its first neeting, the candi date advi sory council shal
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present no fewer than two and no nore than four qualifi ed candi dat es

to the governor for each vacant seat on the board of regents that has

ari sen due to resignation, death, or renoval by the governor:

provided that for all subsequent presentations to the governor, the

candi date advi sory council shall present no fewer than two and no

nore than four candi dates for each seat on the board of regents to

t he governor wthin:

(1) Thirty days of a vacancy that arises by

resi gnati on, death, or renoval by the governor: or

(2) One hundred twenty days prior to the expiration of

aterm

(c) In making its presentations, the candi date advi sory counci |

shal | :

(1) Develop a statenent that includes the sel ection

criteria to be applied and a description of the

responsibilities and duties of a nmenber of the board of

regents and distribute this statenent to potential candi dates;

(2) Screen and qualify candidates for each position on

t he board of regents based on their background, experience,

and potential for discharging the responsibilities of a

nmenber of the board of regents:

(3) Publicly adverti se pendi ng vacanci es and acti vely

solicit and accept applications from potential candi dates;

(4) Develop and i npl enent a fair, independent, and

nonparti san procedure for selecting candi dates to serve on

t he board of regents; and
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(5) Require each candi date to di scl ose any exi sting or

antici pated contracts with the University of Hawaii or any

exi sting or anticipated financial transactions with the

Uni versity of Hawaili .

Upon subnission to the governor, presentations of the candi date

advi sory council shall be made available to the public by the

Uni versity of Hawaii .

(d) For each board seat to be filled, the governor shall sel ect

one non nee from anong the candi date advi sory council's presentations.

(e) The candi date advi sory council shall consist of seven

nenbers to be appointed without regard to section 26-34 as foll ows:

(1) Two nenbers shall be appoi nted by the president of

t he senat e;

(2) Two nenbers shall be appointed by the speaker of

t he house of representatives: and

(3) Three nenbers shall be appointed by the governor:

provi ded further that each appointee satisfies the requirenents for

appoi ntnent provided in this subsection.

The candi date advi sory council shall be selected in a wholly

nonparti san nanner. | f any nmenber has not been appointed wthin one

hundred ei ghty days of the effective date of this Act, the sitting

nenbers on the candi date advi sory council shall nake an interim

appointnent to fill the vacant seat. The interi m appoi ntee shal

satisfy the requirenents for appointnment provided in this subsection

and shall serve until the tine when the appropri ate appoi nti ng

aut hority nakes an appoi ntnent for the vacant seat as provided in
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this subsection. Appointees to the candi date advi sory council shall

have a general understandi ng of the purposes of higher education, the

m ssion of the University of Hawaii system and the responsibilities

of the board of regents. Appointees shall be individuals who are

wi dely viewed as having placed the broad public interest ahead of

special interests, having achieved a high | evel of prom nence in

their respective professions, and bei ng respected nenbers of the

comuni ty.

(f) Menbers of the candi date advisory council shall serve four-

vear terns; provided that one of the nenbers initially appoi nted by

t he governor, the president of the senate, and the speaker of the

house of representatives shall serve for terns of two years: provi ded

further that terns for appointnents of the initial nmenbers of the

candi dat e advi sory council shall be deened to begin on July 1, 2007,

regardl ess of the actual date of appoi nt nent.

(gq) |f a vacancy occurs, a successor shall be appointed in the

sane manner and subject to the sane qualifications as the person's

predecessor. The person appointed to fill a vacancy shall serve for

the remai nder of the termof the person's predecessor.

(h) The candi date advi sory council shall operate in a wholly

nonparti san nanner. No i ndividual, while a nenber of the candi date

advi sory council, shall run for or hold any el ected office under the

United States or the State or any of its political subdivisions.

(i) The candi date advi sory council shall convene its first

neeting on or after thirty-one days fromthe effective date of this

Act: provided that, if thirty days after the effective date of this
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Act, all the nenbers to which the candi date advisory council is

entitled have not yet been appointed, the candi date advi sory counci |

shall convene its first neeting upon the appointnent of a mpjority of

its nenbers. The nmenbers of the candi date advi sory council shal

choose a chairperson from anong thenselves. A nmajority of all the

nenbers to which the candi date advisory council is entitled shal

constitute a gquorumto conduct business. The concurrence of a

majority of all the nenbers to which the candi date advi sory counci

is entitled shall be necessary to make any action of the candi date

advi sory council valid. The candi date advi sory council shall neet

annually and at other tines as necessary. The candi date advi sory

council shall be exempt frompart | of chapter 92.

(j) Menbers of the candi date advisory council shall serve

wi t hout conmpensati on but shall be rei nbursed for expenses, i ncl uding

travel , board, and | odgi ng expenses, necessary for the perfornmance of

their duties."

SECTION 3. Senate Bill No. 14, Senate Draft 1, House Draft 1, is amended by amending Section 3 to
read as follows:

SECTI ON 3. Section 26-11, Hawaii Revised Statutes, is anmended
by anendi ng subsection (a) to read as foll ows:

“(a) The University of Hawaii shall be headed by an executive
board to be known as the board of regents.

The board shall consist of [twelve] fifteen nenbers. [Ne—+rpre—
| : f o] I hal | | I Y Litieal
and—at—teast—part—ofthe rmerbership—otthe board shalH—represent—
geegraphte—subdivistons—oftheState|] At |east one nenber shall be
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a University of Hawaii student at the tine of the initial
appoi ntment. This nmenber nay be reappointed for one additional term
even though the nenber may no | onger be a student at the tine of

reappoi ntnment. The governor shall reduce the terns of those

initially appointed to each seat on the board of regents to provide,

as far as practicable, for the expiration of three terns each year:

provided that the termof the student nenber shall not be reduced.

The board shall have the power, in accordance with the
Constitution of the State and with law, to fornulate policy[;+] and to
exercise control over the university through its executive officer,
the president of the university. The board shall have excl usive
jurisdiction over the internal organization and nmanagenent of the

university."
