BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF HAWAIL

SECTION 1. The legislature finds that all users énd
tenants of state harbor and other harbor facilities are reqguired
to comply with all applicable federal, state, or county laws,
ordinances, and rules. If a harbor user or tenant is
responsible for a violation of applicable laws that results in a
fine assessed against the State, the harbor user or tenant
should pay the fine.

SECTICN 2. Section 266-25, Hawail Revised Statutes, is
amended to read as follows:

"§266~25 Violation of rules; penalty. Any person who
violates any rule made, adopted, and published by the department
of transportation as herein provided, or who viclates any lawful
command of any harbor master, harbor agent, or harbor district
manager, while in the discharge of the person’s duties, or who
violates this chapter, shall be fined not more than [&+65-068]

$27,500 for each offense[y—ard-any]. Any vessel, [&he—agents],

agent, owner, or crew [ef-whieh-wiolate] that violates any rule

of the department of transportation as herein provided, or who

violates any lawful command of any harbor master, harbor agent,

or harbor district manager, pertaining to federal, state or

county rule, or who violates the rules of the department or this

chapter, shall be fined not more than [$365+868] 827,500 for each
violation; provided that in addition to or as a condition to the
suspension of the fines and penalties, the court may deprive the
offender of the privilege of operating or mooring any vessel in
state waters for a period of not more than two years."”
