BE: IT ENACTED BY THE L E G I S L A m  OF THE STATE QP HAWAII: 

SECTION 1. Section 291C-161, Hawaii Revised Statutes, is 

amended by amending subsection (b) to read as follows: 

" (b) Except as provided in subsections jc) and (dl, every 

person who [vi~lztc%] is determined to have violated any 

provision of this chapter for which another penalty is not 

provided shall be fined: 

(1) Not more than $200 for a first [- 
. * I violation 

thereof; 

(2) Not more than $300 for [eeiwietiw-e&J a second 

[ e H e ~ e e ]  violation committed within one year after 

the date of the first Ec3Heej violation; and 

(3) Not more than $500 for [exxw&&lor, cf] a third or 

subsequent [-I violation committed within one 

year after the date of the first [cffcnsz.] 

violation." 

Statutory material to be repealed is bracketed 

and stricken. New statutory material is underscored,
