A BILL FOR AN ACT

RELATING TO AEROSPACE DEVELOPMENT,

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF HAWAII:

SECTION 1. The legislature finds that Hawaii's diverse
natural resources, unique geographic terrain, first-class
technological infrastructure, and resident scientific and
engineering expertise make our island State an ideal location to
develop, grow, and sustain a wide variety of aerospace-related
activities. For nearly half a century, the State has supported
our national space efforts-beginning with astronaut training
programs in the late 1950s and the development of world-class
observatories in the 1960s. Over the past three decades, the
University of Hawaii, the United States military, and numerous
companies statewide have also engaged in a variety of nationally
funded pioneering progfams in planetary geosciences, satellite
communications, remote sensing, environmental monitoring, and
meteorclogy.

The purpose of this Act is to position Hawaii to be
nationally and globally competitive and recognized in aerospace

development.

SECTION 2. Chapter 201, Hawail Revised Statutes, is
amended by amending part V to read as follows:

"[FIPART V. [}] OFFICE OF [SPACEINDUSTRY] AEROSPACE DEVELOPMENT

[£]1§201-71{}] Definitions. As used in this part:

"Director” means the director of the cffice of [speee

industry-] aerospace development.

"office" means the office of [spase—dndustery-] acrospace

development.

§201-72 Office of [space—industry+] aerospace development;

establishment. (a) There is established an office of [space
industey] aerospace development in the department of business,
economic development, and tourism.

{b) The director shall have experience, knowledge, and
expertise in space-related activities and development. The
director shall be nominated and appointed by the governor
without regard to chapter 76.

(c) The director shall hire staff necessary to carry out
the purposes of this part.

(d) The director and employees of the office shall be
included in any benefit program generally applicable to the

officers and employees of the State.
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[-£18201~73[1] Powers and duties of director. In addition
to any other powers and duties provided in this part, the
director shall:

(1) Oversee, supervise, and direct the planning,

evaluation, and coordination of space-related

activities and identify and promote opportunities for

expanding and diversifying aercospace-related

industries, including but not limited to, applied

optics, astronomy and astrophysics, aviation, dual-use

technology, environmental monitoring, meteorology,

remote sensing, satellite communications, and
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commercial space launch in the State[+], which may

include a Pacific international center for space

exploration systems to support space exploration and

settlement;

SECTION 3. There is appropriated out of the general
revenues of the State of Hawaii the following sums, or so much
thereof as may be necessary for fiscal year 2007-2008 and fiscal
year 2008-2009, for the cffice of aerospace development to carry
out its duties to identify and promote opportunities for
expanding and diversifying aerospace-related industries in the

State as follows:
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1. Fiscal year 2007-2008:

Cperations of the office of aerospace

development $ 173,000

Establishment and operations of the Pacific

international space center for exploration

systems $1,000,000

Establishment of an international commercial

spaceport $ 500,000
2. Fiscal year 2008-2009:

Operations of the office of aerospace

development \ $ 173,000

Establishment and operations of the Paqific

international space center for exploration

systems : 31,000,000

The sums appropriated shall be expended by the ocffice of
aerospace development for the purposes of this Act.

SECTION 4. Statutory material to be repealed is bracketed
and stricken. New statutory material is underscored.

SECTION 5. This Act shall take effect upon its approval,

except that section 3 shall take effect on July 1, 2007.
