Transmitted herewith are proposed changes to the Appropriations Act (House Bill
No. 2500/Senate Bill No. 3131). Your favorable consideration is requested for the attached
budget items:

Operating:

Health benefit premiums - adjust funding for the Department of Budget and Finance,
Department of Education, and University of Hawaii to reflect FY 09 premiums and updated
enrollment projections.

Capital Improvement Projects:

• Add $1,300,000 in general obligation (G.O.) bond funds to the Americans with
Disabilities Act (ADA) Public Accessibility at Department of Land and Natural
Resources (DLNR) Facilities, Statewide, project to complete improvements in response
to the Consent Decree and Order.

• Lapse $260,000 in G.O. bond funds appropriated in Act 178, SLH 2005, Item H-6, as
amended by Act 160, SLH 2006, for the Diamond Head Visitor Orientation Center,
Oahu (DLNR).

• Lapse $2,000,000 in G.O. bond funds appropriated in Act 160, SLH 2006,
Item K-7.01, for Waikiki Seawall Improvements, Oahu <I?:LN~),
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• Reduce proposed lapse of G.O. bond funds appropriated in Act 160, SLH 2006,
Item 1-1.02, for the Maui Community Correctional Center Expansion/Relocation, Maui,
project by $9 million (from $24,350,000 to $15,350,000) to allow the Department of
Public Safety to complete the design for the entire project.

• Amend Act 178, SLH 2005, as amended by Act 160, SLH 2006, Item G-113.02, to
change the means of financing for the University of Hawaii's regional biocontainment
laboratory project from general funds to G.O. bond funds.

PROVISOS

Amend Section 4 to add two new subsections to read:

(1) By amending Section 84 to read as follows:

SECTION 84. Provided that of the general fund appropriation for health premium
payments-DOE (EDN 943), the sum of $167,498,112 or so much thereof as may be
necessary for fiscal year 2007-2008 and the sum of [$177,398,618] $179,194,071 or so
much thereof as may be necessary for fiscal year 2008-2009 shall be used to pay for health
and other benefits provided by the Hawaii employer-union health benefits trust fund or the
voluntary employees' beneficiary association trust (VEBA) for department of education
employees and participating employees of charter schools and shall be transferred to health
premium payments (BUF 943) of the department of budget and finance for that purpose;
provided further that the funds shall be transferred no later than July 16 of each respective
fiscal year; provided further that the funds shall not be expended for any other purpose; and
provided further that any unexpended funds shall lapse to the general fund.

(2) By amending Section 96 to read as follows:

SECTION 96, Provided that of the general fund appropriation for health premium
payments-UH (DOH 943), the sum of $60,826,187 or so much thereof as may be necessary
for fiscal year 2007-2008 and the sum of [$65,107,996] $58,968,768 or so much thereof as
may be necessary for fiscal year 2008-2009 shall be used to pay for health and other
benefits provided by the Hawaii employer-union health benefits trust fund for University of
Hawaii employees and shall be transferred to health premium payments (BUF 943) of the
department of budget and finance for that purpose; provided further that the funds shall be
transferred no later than July 16 of each respective fiscal year; provided further that the
funds shall not be expended for any other purpose; and provided further that any
unexpended funds shall lapse to the general fund.



Amend Section 6, subsection (8) as follows:

"SECTION 142. Any law to the contrary notwithstanding, the appropriations under
Act 178, Session Laws of Hawaii 2005, section 85, as amended and renumbered by
Act 160, Session Laws of Hawaii 2006, section 5, in the amounts indicated or balances
thereof, unallotted, allotted, unencumbered, or encumbered and unrequired, are hereby
lapsed:
