A BILL FOR AN ACT 

MAKING AN EMERGENCY APPROPRIATION FOR ELECTRICITY, SEWER, 
REFUSE, AND INSURANCE PREMIUM PAYMENTS. 

BE lrr ENACTED BY TBE LEGISLATm OF THE STATE OF HAWAG: 

1 SECTTON I. This Act is recommended by the governor far 

a immediate passage in accordance with section 9 of article VII: of 

3 the constitution uE the State of Hawaii. 

4 SECTION 2. The purpose of this Act is to make an emergency 

5 appropr5ation to address a projected $271,852 deficit in 

5 electricity, sewer, refuse, and insurance premium payments for 

7 the stadium authority, department of accounting and general 

services. Since local utility companies are dependent upon oil 

as the primary source of fuel, high world oil prices have 

directly contributed to this shortfall. Although kilawatt per 

hour consumption has remained flat or decreased, increased 

worldwide demand and geopolitical concerns all contribute to 

keep oil prices high. Based on a combination of actual bills 

paid and projected cost, the shortfall for fiscal year 2007-2008 

Is anticipated to be $13,973 for the stadium authority. City- 

wide increases for sewer assessments have averaged approximately 

twenty-five percent beginning this summer. For the sradium 
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a u t h o r i t y ,  the i n c r e a s e  i s  eighty-two percen t  (o ld  r a t e  $3.42 

pee 1,000 ga l lons ,  new r a t e  $6.22 per  1,000 g a l l o n s )  over Last 

year ,  r e s u l t i n g  i n  an unan t ic ipa ted  i nc r ea se  o f  $123,800. 

Because o f  t h e  i n c r e a s e  i n  t i p p i n g  f e e s  and f u e l  o i l ,  t h e  

stadium a u t h o r i t y  w a s  forced t o  r eb id  i t s  r e fu se  c o l l e c t i o n  

con t r ac t .  The o l d  con t r ac to r  simply could not con t inue  wi th  t h e  

s e r v i c e  without  i ncu r r i ng  a loss. The new c o n t r a c t  has r e s u l t e d  

i n  a s u b s t a n t i a l  i nc r ea se  of $92,100 f o r  r e f u s e  removal s e r v i c e s  

t o  t h e  program. WorLd-wide, insurance  premiums have i nc r ea sed  

f o r  homeowners and bus inesses  a l i k e .  The stadium a u t h o r i t y  i s  

no t  an exception.  Or ig ina l l y ,  $30,000 had been budgeted f o r  

t h i s  ope ra t i ona l  expense. However, t h e  premiums f o r  t h e  stadium 

a u t h o r i t y  more than doubled t o  $71,979, l eav ing  a s h o r t f a l l  of 

$41,979. Without an  emergency appropr ia t ion ,  t h e  program mus t  

d e f e r  payments or no t  pay i t s  June 2008 b i l l s .  

SECTION 3 .  There i s  appropr ia ted  out  of t h e  stadium 

s p e c i a l  fund of t h e  S t a t e  of Hawaii the sum of $271,852, o r  s o  

much thereof  a s  may be necessary ,  f o r  f i s c a l  year  2007-2008 f o r  

t h e  purpose of paying e l e c t r i c i t y ,  sewer, r e fu se ,  and insurance  

premium b i l l s .  The sum appropr ia ted  s h a l l  be expended by t h e  

stadium a u t h o r i t y ,  department of accounting and gene ra l  

s e r v i c e s -
