the auction of insurance salvage vehicles[-]; or 

(3) Drivers of vehicles traveling on an inter-island - 
ferry; provided that such drivers present 

identification of the driver, a current certificate of 

registration for the vehicle, and proof of motor 

vehicle insurance. The inter-island ferry carrier 

shall keep a record of rransportinq the vehicle by 

recording the vehicle identification number and 

retaining the information for three years after the 

date of travel."
