BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF HAWAII: 

SECTION 1. Sectian 711-1100, Hawaii Revised Statutes, is 

amended by adding a new definition to be appropriately inserted 

and to read as follows: 

""Equine animaln means an animal of or belonging to the 

family Eguidae, including horses, ponies, mules, donkeys, asses, 

burros , and zebras. "

serious bodily injury or death of the pet animall~l or equine 

animal .

la )  Accepted veterinary practices ; 
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(b) Activities carried on for scientific research governed 

by standards of accepted educational or medicinal 

practices; or 

fc) Cropping or docking as customarily practiced.
