A BILL FOR AN ACT 

RELATING TO XOLANI PALACE. 

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF HAWAII: 

SECTION 1. Sec t ion  6E-35, Hawaii Revised Statutes, is 

amended t o  read as fol lows:  

"SSE-35 IoZani Palace. ( a ]  The o f f i c i a l  de s igna t ion  of 

the palace of the former monarchs of Hawaii shall be I o l a n i  

Palace. 

(bl The o f f i c i a l  de s igna t ion  of t h e  Fr iends  o f  I o l a n i  

Palace s h a l l  be t h e  S t a t e  of Hawaii Museum of Monarchy History. 

The q u a l i f y i n g  s t anda rds  and cond i t i ons  r e l a t e d  t o  t h e  r e c e i p t  

of funds  under  chap te r  42F s h a l l  nut  apply t o  funds rece ived  by 

t h e  S t a t e  of Hawaii Museum of Monarchy His tory;  provided that i f  

t h e  museum c o n t r a c t s  w i th  a  r e c i p i e n t  o r  p rov ide r ,  then  t he  

qua l i fy ing  s t anda rds ,  cond i t i ons ,  and o t h e r  p r o v i s i o n s  of 

chapte r  42E s h a l l  apply t o  t h e  r e c i p i e n t  o r  p r o v i d e r  and t he  

contract. 

[c) To receive state funds, the State of Hawaii Museum of 

Monarchy History s h a l l :  
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(1) Be licensed or accredited, in accordance with federal, - 
state, or county statutes, rules, or ordinances, to 

conduct the activities or provide the services fox 

which funds are appropriated; 

(2) Comply with all applicable federal and state laws - 
prohibiting discrimination against any person on the 

basis of race, color, national origin, reliqion, 

creed, sex, age, sexual orientation, or disability; 

Agree not to use the funds for entertainment or 

lobbying activities; 

(4) Be incorporated under the laws of the State; - 
Have bylaws or policies that describe the manner in 

which the activities or services for which a grant or 

subsidy is awarded shall be conducted or provided; 

( 6 )  Have been determined and designated to be a tax-exempt - 
organization by the Internal Revenue Service; and 

( 7 )  Have a governing board whose members shall have no - 
material conflict of interest and serve without 

compensation. 

[+&-I (6) The comptroller and state auditor shall have the 

authority to examine the use of funds appropriated to the SIate 

of Hawaii Museum of Monarchy History. 
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I+&#-+] ie) The State of Hawaii Museum of Monarchy History 

shall provide to the legislature an a n n u a l  report no l a t e r  than 

twenty days p r i o r  to the convening of each regular session, 

which shall include a n  explanation of the facility maintenance 

and o t h e r  functions accomplished by state fund expend i tu r e s  in 

the p r e v i o u s  f i s c a l  y e a r . "  

SECTION 2. Statutory material to be repealed is b r a c k e t e d  

and stricken. New statutory material is underscored. 

SECTION 3. This Act shall take effect upan its approva l ,
