A BILL FOR AN ACT

MAKING AN EMERGENCY APPROPRIATION FOR THE DEVELOPMENTAL

DISABILITIES DIVISION OF THE DEPARTMENT OF HEALTH.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF HAWALIIL

SECTION 1. The legislature finds that a critical funding

emergency exists for the department of health, developmental
digabilities division due to:

(1) A continued full-year cost of supporting additiomnal
individuals with developmental disabilities in the
home and community-based services waiver program for
fiscal year 2005-2006;

{2) A projected admission of additional individuals into
the waiver in fiscal year 2006-2007, due to the

settlement agreement in HDRC v. State of Hawail,

(3} The anticipated increase of individuals with
developmental disabilities who were from the original

waitlist in the Makin v. State of Hawaii, Civil No,

The purpose of this Act is to appropriate emergency funding

to enable the department of health, developmental disabilities

division to meet state approved target numbers under the current

medicaid home and community based services waiver program to

reasonably admit individuals with developmental disabilities or

mental retardation into the program to fulfill the obligations

under the settlement agreement in HDRC v. State of Hawalli,

United States District Court, Civil No. 03-00524 HG-XSC, and to
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comply with the United States Supreme Court's Olmstead decision
and the requirements of chapter 333F, Hawaii Revised Statutes.
SECTION 2., There is appropriated ocut of the general
revenues of the State of Hawaii the sum of $ , Or sO0
much thereof as may be necessary for fiscal year 2006-2007, to
meet the shortfall in funding for the department of health,
developmental division to ensure compliance with the settlement

agreement in HDRC v. State of Hawail, United States District

Court, Civil No. 03-00524 HG-KSC, Olmstead decision and chapter
333F, Hawaii Revised Statutes.

The sum appropriated shall be expended by the department of
health for the purposes of thisg Act.

SECTION 3. This Act shall take effect upon its approval.
