A BILL FOR AN ACT

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATm OF THJ3 STATE OF HAWAII: 

SECTION 1. Section 128-3, Hawaii Revised Statutes, is 

amended by amending subsection (c) to read as follows: 

" (c) There shall be a vice-director of civil defense who 

shall be appointed and may be removed by the director. The 

vice-director shall be the first assistant to the director and 

shall, in the absence of the director, have all the duties and 

responsibilities of the director, [Tkt-,:: ,ice dirc,&ex ,k;zll bo

July 1, 2007, the salary of the vice-director shall be set by 

the director so that it is aligned with the salary ranges of the 

current federal general pay tables at the pay rate in the range 

of general schedule 15 or the current military pay table in the 

grade of colonel. The vice-director shall be included in any 

benefit program generally applicable to the officers and 

employees of the State. Chapter 76 shall not apply to the viee- 

director." 
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1 SECTION 2. Statutory material to be repealed is bracketed 

2 and stricken. New statutory material is underscored. 

3 SECTION 3 .  This Act shall take effect on July 1, 2007.
