A BILL FOR AN ACT

RELATING TC THE HAWAII OCEAN AND COASTAL COUNCIL.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF HAWAIIL:

SECTION 1. The legislature finds that almost any activity
in Hawaii could be described as having an impact on ocean and
coastal resources. Hawaii's historical, cultural,
environmental, social, recreational, and economic foundations
are centered on our State's near-shore waters and coastline.
There is & need to establish a permanent mechanism to coordinate
the concerns and interests of the multitude of public and
private organizations to maximize collaboration and cooperation
among groups and to eliminate duplication of efforts.

In 2005, the governor, pursuant to section Z6-41, Hawaii
Revised Statutes, and by Executive Order No. 2005-01,
established the Hawaili oc¢ean and coastal council to gather
information and provide advice and recommendations on direction
and planning for addressing Hawail's ocean and coastal concerns.
The Hawail ocean and coastal council has since initiated the
development Qf coordinated policies.

The purposes of this Act are to:
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{1) Statutorily establish a permanent Hawail ocean and
coastal council to continue its special purpoée Lo
gather iﬁformatioﬁ and provide advice and
recommendations on direction and planning for
addressing Hawail's ocean and coastal concerns; and

{2y Affirm ﬁhe obijective of the State to protect Hawaii's
rescurces.

This Act does not create any new function of government or

require additional funding.

SECTION 2. The Hawaiil Revised Statutes is amended by

adding a new chapter to be appropriately designated and to read

as follows:

"CHAPTER
HAWAIIVOCEAH AND COASTAL COUNCIL

§ -1 Pefinition. As used in this chapter, uniess.the
context requires otherwise:

"Council”™ means the Hawail ocean and coastal council.

§ -2 Establishment of the Hawaii ocean and coastal
council. (a) There is established the Hawall ocean and coastal
council, which shall be placed, for administrative purposes
only, within the department of land and natural resocurces and

The multitude of public
and private organizations with an interest
in ocean and coastal matters need a
mechanism for cooperation, collaberation and
coordination.

In 2005, Governor Linda Lingle issued
Executive QOrder {EDO) No. 2005-~01,
establishing the Hawaii Ocean and Coastal
Council (Council) in recognition of the need
to protect Hawaii’'s near-shore waters and
coastline, to gather information and provide
advice and recommendations on direction and
planning for addressing Hawaii’s ocean and
coastal matters throughout the State to
foster coordinated approaches that support
local initiatives on ocean and coastal
concerns.

In spite of the Council having been
terminated as a result of a condition of the
EO, there is still a need to continue the
leadership actions provided by the Councill,
not only to eliminate unnecessary
duplication of effort and provide maximum
leveraging and coordination of existing
state funding from all concerned agencies,
