A BILL FOR AN ACT

RELATING TO CRIMINAL PROPERTY DAMAGE.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF HAWAIIL:
SECTION 1. Section 708-820, Hawail Revised Statutes, is
amended by amending subsection {1} to read as follows:
"(1) A perscn commits the offense of criminal property
damage in the first degree if by means other than fire:

{a) The person intentionally or knowingly damages property
and thereby recklessly places ancther person in danger
of death or bodily injury;

(b) The person intentionally or knowingly damages the
property of another, without the other's consent, in
an amount exceeding $20,000;

{c) The person intentionally or knowingly damages the
property of another during the time of a civil defense
emergency proclaimed by the governor pursuant to
chapter 128, within the area covered by the ciwvil
defense emergency or during the period of disaster
relief under chapter 127; or

[+](d)[4+] The person intentionally or knowingly damages the

agricultural equipment, supplies, or products or
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aquacultural equipment, supplies, or products of

another, including trees, bushes, or any other plant

and livestock of another, without the other's consent,

in an amount exceeding $1,500. In calculating the

value of [damage—the—vaiuwe—ef—future-erops—that-were
é&ﬁa@eéméﬁméﬁﬁéﬂé@é%] damages to agricultural

products, the amount of damages includes future losses

and the loss of future production in the calculation

of the amount of damages.”
