A BILL FOR AN ACT 

RELATING TO THEFT. 

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE. OF THE STATE OF HAWAII: 

SECTION 1. Section 706-620, Hawaii Revised Statutes, is 

amended to read as follows: 

"S706-620 Aukhority to wiUlhold sentence of imprisonment. 

A defendant who has been convicted of a crime may be sentenced 

to a term of probation unless: 

(I) The crime is first or second degree murder or 

attempted first or second degree murder; 

(2) The crime is a class A felony, except class A felonies 

defined in chapter 712, part I V ,  and by section 707- 

702; 

( 3 )  The defendant is a repeat offender under section 706- 

606.5; 

(4) The defendant is a felony firearm offender as defined 

in section 706-660.1(2) ; [ e l  

( 5 )  The crime involved the death of or the infliction of 

serious or substantial bodily injury upon a child, an 

elder person, or a handicapped person under section 

706-660.2 [TI ; or 
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( 6 )  The defendant  commits t h e f t  of p roper ty ,  t h e  t o t a l  - 
value of which exceeds $100 ,000 ."  

SECTION 2 .  This  Act does no t  a f f e c t  r i g h t s  and d u t i e s  t h a t  

matured, p e n a l t i e s  t h a t  were incur red ,  and proceedings  t h a t  were 

begun, b e f o r e  i t s  e f f e c t i v e  d a t e .  

SECTION 3 .  S t a t u t o r y  m a t e r i a l  t o  be repea led  is bracke ted  

and s t r i c k e n .  New s t a t u t o r y  m a t e r i a l  i s  underscored.  

SECTION 4 .  Th is  A c t  sha l l  t a k e  e f f e c t  upon i t s  approval .
