A BILL FOR AN ACT

RELATING TO ALLOWANCE ON SERVICE RETIREMENT.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF HAWAILIL:

SECTION 1. Section 88-21, Hawall Revised Statutes, is
amended by adding a new definition to be appropriately inserted
and to read as follows:

""police radio dispatcher”: any regularly employed member

of any county of the State whose principal duties are to conduct

police call taking and radio dispatching."

SECTION 2. Section 88-45, Hawall Revised Statutes, is
amended to read as follows:

"§$88~45 Employee contributions., After June 30, 1988, each
class A and class B member shall contribute seven and eight-
tenths per cent ¢f the member's compensation to the annuity
savings fund; provided that after June 30, 1989, all
firefighters, police officers, corrections officers,
investigators of the departments of the prosecuting attorney and
of the attorney general, narcotics enforcement investigators,
water safety officers not making the election under section 88~
271, [#rmd] public safety investigations staff investigators,

police radio dispatchers, unless the police radio dispatcher has

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not opted to become a class A member pursuant to Act , Session

Laws of Hawaili 2005, shall contribute twelve and two-tenths per

cent of theilr compensation to the annuity savings fund for
service in that capacity.”

SECTION 3. Section 88-47, Hawalii Revised Statutes, is
amended by amending subsection (a) to read as follows:

"{a) There shall be four classes of members in the system
to he known as class A, class B, class €, and class H, defined
as follows:

(A) Judges, elected cfficials, and legislative
officérs:

The total retirement allowance shall not exceed

seventy-five per cent of the member's highest average
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final compensation calculated under section

88-81{e) (1), (2}, (3), or {(4). If the allowance
exceeds this limit, it shall be adijusted by reducing
any annuity accrued under subparagraphs (A), (B}, and
(C) and the portion of the accumulated contributions
specified in these subparagraphs in excess of the
requirements of the reduced annuity shall be returned
to the member. If a member has service credit as an
elective officer or as a legislative officer in
addition to service credit as a judge, then the
retirement pbeneflt calculation contained in this
paragraph shall supersede the formula contained in
paragraph (3)."

SECTION 5, (a) Notwithstanding any other law to the
contrary, police radio dispatchers who are in service prior to
January 1, 2005, may elect to convert their existing class A or
class C membership to the class A membership status provided for
in this Act; provided that the service crédit of any member
electing such a conversion earned before January 1, 2005, shall
remain at the class level in which the service credit was

earned, An election indicating the option selected shall be

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filed with the bcard of trustees prior to October 1, 20053, The
election filed with the board of trustees shall be irrevocable.

{(b) All police radioc dispatchers hired after December 31,
2005, shall be designated as class A members of the employees'
retirement system.

SECTION 6. The revisor of statutes shall insert the number
of this Act after the word "Act" in sections 88-45 and 88-
47{a}) (3) (B}, Hawalli Revised Statutes.

SECTION 7. Statutory material to be repealed is bracketed
and stricken. New statutory material is underscored.

SECTICON 8. This Act shall take effect upon its approval.
