A BILL FOR AN ACT .

RELATING TO CONTROLLED SUBSTANCES.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF HAWAIIL:;

SECTION 1.

Chapter 329, Hawali Revised Statutes, is

anmended by adding two new sections to part IV to be

appropriately designated and to read as follows:

"§329-

Administrative penalties. (a) Any person who

violates this chapter or any rule adopted by the department

pursuant to this chapter shall be fined not more than $10,000

for each separate offense.

Any action taken to collect the

penalty provided for in this subsection shall be considered a

civil action and the fine shall be deposited into the state

general fund.

(b) In addition to anvy other administrative or judicial

remedy provided by this part,

or by rules adopted pursuant to

this chapter, the director may impose by order the

administrative penalty specified in this section. Factors to be

considered in imposing the administrative penalty include the

nature and history of the violation and of any prior violation,

and the opportunity,

difficulty,

and history of corrective

SB257 Spl JDL .

action. For any Jjudicial proceeding to recover the

administrative penalty inmposed, the administrator need only show

that notice was given, a hearing was held or the time granted

for requesting a hearing has expired withoub such a request, the

adminigtrative penalty wasg imposed, and the penalty remains

unpaid.

329~ Injunctive relief. The administrator may

institute a civil action in any court of competent jurisdiction

for injunctive relief to prevent any vioclation of this chapter

or any rule adopted to implement this chapter. The court shall

have powers to grant relief in accordance with the Hawaii rules

of civil procedure.®

SECTION 2. Section 329-1, Hawail Revised Statutes, is
amended by adding two new definitions to be appropriately
inserted and to read as follows:

""Designated member of the health care team" includes

physician assistants, advanced practice registered nurses, and

covering physicians.

"Physicilan-patient relationship" means the collaborative

relationship between physicians and their patients. The health

and well being of patients depends upon a collaborative

relationship between physicians and their patients. To

establish this relationship, the treating physician or the

physician's designated member of the health care team, at a

minimum,

must:

Personally perform a face-to-face history and physical

examination of the patient that shall be appropriate

to the specialty training and experience of the

physician or the designated member of the health care

team, make a diagnosis and formulate a therapeutic

plan, or personally treat a specific injury or

condition;

Discuss with the patient the diagnosis or treatment

including the benefits of other treatment options; and

Engure the availability of appropriate follow-up

care, "

SECTION 3. Section 329-38, Hawali Revised Statutes, is

amended by amending subsection {(g) to read as follows:

Prescriptions for controlled substances shall be

issued only as follows:

All prescriptions for controlled substances shall
originate from within the State and be dated as of,
and signed on, the day when the prescriptions were

igsued and shall contain:

(A} The first and last name and address of the
patient; and
(B} The drug name, strength, dosage form, guantity
prescribed, and directions for use. Where a
prescription is for gamma hydroxybutyric acid,
methadone, orx buprenorphine, the practitioner
shall record as part of the directions for use,
the medical need of the patient for the
prescription.
The controlled substance prescriptions shall be no
larger than eight and one-half inches by eleven inches
and no smaller than three inches by four inches.
A practitioner may sign a prescription in the same
manner as the practitioner would sign a check or legal
document (e.g., J.H. Smith or John H. Smith) and shall
use both words and figures (e.g., alphabetically and
numerically as indications of quantity, such as five
(5)), to indicate the amount of controlled substance
to be dispensed. Where an oral order is not
permitted, prescriptions shall be written with ink or
indelible pencil or typed, shall be manually signed by

the practitioner, and shall include the name, address,

telephone number, and registration number of the
practitioner. The prescriptions may be prepared by a
secretary or'agent for the signature of the
practitioner, but the prescribing practitioner shall
be responsible in case the prescription does not
conform in all essential respects to this chabter and
any rules adopted pursuant to this chapter. In

receiving an oral prescription from a practitioner, a

pharmacist shall‘promptly reduce the oral prescription

to writing, which must include the following

information: the name, strength, and guantity of the

drug, in figures only, and specific directions for the

drug's use; the date the oral prescription was

received; the full name, DEA registration number, and

oral code number of the practitioner; and the name and

address of the person for whom the controlled

substance was prescribed or the name of the owner of

the animal for which the contrelled substance was

prescribed.

A corresponding liability shall rest upon a pharmacist
who fills a prescription not prepared in the form

prescribed by this section. A pharmacist may add a
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patient's missing address or change a patient's
address on all controlled substance prescriptions
after verifying the patient's identification and
noting the identification number on the back of the
prescription. The pharmacist shall not make changes
to the patient's name, the controlled substance being
prescribed, the quantity of the prescriptioﬁ, the
practitioner's DEA number, or the practitioner's
signature;
An intern, resident, or foreign-trained physician, or
a physician on the staff of a Department of Veterans
Affairs facility or other facility serving veterans,
exempted from registration under this chapter, shall
incliude on all prescriptions issued by the phjsician:
{A) The registration number of the hospital or cther
institution; and
(B) The special internal code number assigned to the
physician by the hospital or other institution in
lieu of the registration number cf the
practitioner required by this section.

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{4) A physician assistant registered to prescribe
controlled substances under the authorization of a
supervising physician shall include on all controlled
substance prescriptions issued:

{A) The DEA registration number of the supervising
physician; and
{(B) The DEA registration number of the physician
assistant.
Each written controlled substance pregcription issued
shall include the printed, stamped, typed, or hand-
printed name, address, and phcone number of both the
supervising physician and physician assistant, and
shall be signed by the physician assistant. The
medical record of each written controlled substance
prescription issued by a physician asgistant shall be
reviewed and initialed by the physician assistant's
supervising physician within seven working days."

(1) A prescription prepared in accordance with subsection
{(g) written for a schedule IT substance for a patient enrolled
in a hospice care program certified or paid for by medicare
under Title XVIII or a hospice program that is licensed by the
State may be transmitted by the practitioner or the
practitiocner's agent to the dispensing pharmacy by facsimile.

Section 329-52, Hawail Revised Statutes, is

amended to read as follows:

"§329-52 Administrative inspections|-and-warwrantsl. [{ta)—
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{a) The administrator or any of the administrator's agents may

make administrative inspections of controlled premises upon

presenting appropriate credentials to the registrant or persons

subject to part III, IV, VIII, and IX of this chapter or their

agents in accordance with the following provisions:

(1) PFor purposes of this section only, "controlled

premises" means:

{A) Places where persons registered or exempted from

registration reguirements under this chapter are

required to keep records; and

(B} Places including factories, warehouses,

egstablishments, and conveyances in which persons

registered or exempred from registration

requirements under this chapter are permitted to

Inspections shall be at reasonable times and within

The administrator shall make or cause

to be made examinations of samples secured under this

section to determine whether or not this chapter is

being violated.

(b) An inspection of records authorized by this section

shall not extend to financial data, data relating Lo pricing of

items, other than shipment and sale amounts, unless the owner,

operator, or agent in charge of the controlled premises consents

in writing.®
