A BILL FOR AN ACT

RELATING TC PROSTITUTION.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF HAWAIL:

SECTION 1. Section 712-1200, Hawaii Revised Statutes, is
amended to read as follows:

*§712-1200 Prostitution. (1) 2 person commits the offense
of prostitution if the person engages in, or agrees or offers to
enéage in, sexual conduct with another person for a feel+] in a

public place that is likely to be observed by others who would be

affronted or alarmed.

For purpcoses of this gection a "public place” means any

street, sidewalk, bridge, alley or alleyway, plaza, driveway,

parking lot, or transportation facility, or the doorways and

entrance ways to any building that fronts on any of the

aforesaid places, or a motor vehicle in or on any of these

places except areas that are designated as exceptions to this

secticn by law.

(2) As used in subsection (1}, "sexual conduct!" means
"sexual penetration," "deviate sexual intercourse," or "sexual

contact," as those terms are defined in section 707-700.
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(3) Prostitution is a violation, subject to a fine of up

to $500.

{4) There is no penalty for engaging in, agreeing, or

offering to engage in acts of prostitution except the penalty

provisions of subsection (3).

{5} This sectiocn shall not apply to any member of a police
department, a sheriff, or a law enforcement officer acting in
the course and scope of duties.

(6) The legislature or county governments shall designate

areas within their respective jurisdictions that shall be exempt

from the penalty provisions of section (3). Designated areas

shall include portions of geographic areas that have a history
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of this offense. The degignated areas may be described both by

geographic boundaries and by time of day limitations."

SECTION 2. Section 712-1201, Hawail Revised Statutes, is

amended to read as follows:

n§712-1201 Promoting prostitution; definition of terms.

In sections 712-1202[+] and 712-1203 [and-732-3264]:

(1) A person "advances prostitution" if, acting other than
as a prostitute or a patron of a prostitute, [ke] the
person knowingly causes or aids a person to commit or
engage in prostitution, procures or solicits patrons
for prostitution, provides persons for prostitution
purposes, permits premises to be regularly used for
prostitution purposes, operates or assists in the
operation of a house of prostitution or a prostitution
enterprise, or engages in any other conduct designed
to institute, aid, or facilitate an act or enterprise
of prostitution.

{2) A person "profits from prostitution® if, acting other
than as a prostitute receiving compensation for
personally~rendered prostitution services, [Re] the
person accepts or receives money or other property

pursuant to an agreement or understanding with any
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person whereby [he] the person participates or is to

participate in the proceeds of prostitution activity."
SECTION 3. Section 712-1203, Hawall Revised Statutes, is
amended by amending subsection (1) to read as follows:
" (1) A person commits the offense of promoting

prostitution in the second degree if the person knowingly [+

4o} rdvanees] advances or profits from prostitution of a
person less than eighteen years old."
SECTION 4. Sections 712-1204, 712-1206, and 712-1207,

Hawaili Revised Statutes, are repesaled.
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SECTION 5, This Act does not affect rights and duties that
matured, penalties that were incurred, and proceedings that were
begun, before its effective date.

SECTION 6. Statutory material to be repealed is bracketed

and stricken. New statutory material is underscored.
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SECTION 7. This Act shall take effect upon its approval.
