A BILL FOR AN ACT 

RELATING TO FIREWORKS. 

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF HAWAII: 

SECTION I. The purpose of this Act is to allow the various 

counties to enact more stringent fireworks laws than those 

imposed by chapter 132D, Hawaii Revised Statutes. 

SECTION 2. Section 132D-17, Hawaii Revised Statutes, is 

amended to read as follows:

Notwithstanding any other law to the contrary, no county shall 

enact ordinances or adopt any rules regulating fireworks or
